Note. There were over 250 text of Old

Testament scripture fulfilled in the events of the

birth, life, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ

the Messiah. Besides His great miraculous

power in healing the sick and raising the dead,

Jesus fulfilled all the prophecies concerning the

promised Jewish Messiah.
