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Peace with Egypt?

In a dramatic ceremony held in Washington
D.C., on March 26, a peace treaty was signed
between Israel and Egypt. Signing the treaty
documents on behalf of their respective coun-
tries were Prime Minister Begin of Israel and
President Sadat of Egypt. President Jimmy Car-
ter of the U.S.A., host for this historical occa-
sion, signed as a witness. This is the first treaty
ever between lIsrael and an Arab country,

The peace treaty then had to be ratified by
the Governments of [srael and Egypt; and after
this was done, on April 25th, the instruments
of ratification were exchanged at a ceremony
held at Umm Kashiba in Sinai (site of a U.S.
early-warning station). That evening, at 5:27
p.m., April 25, 1979, for the first time, a
state of formal peace came into existence be-
tween Israel and its largest neighbor, Egypt.

According to the terms of the treaty, Israel
is to withdraw in stages from Sinai, which will
be reoccupied by Egypt. If all goes as planned,
Israel will complete its withdrawal from Sinai
by April 25, 1982.

‘srael has also agreed to provide a measure
of autonomy or self-rule to the Arabs of the
west bank and Gaza, and negotiations on this
have already begun.

Egypt, for its part, undertakes to live in peace
with Israel, and to normalize relations between
the two countries. There are to be normal dip-
lomatic and commercial links between Israel and
Egypt, and eventually open borders, with [s-
raelis allowed to visit Egypt and Egyptians al-
lowed to visit Israel. Israeli ships are to be
allowed to pass through the Suez canal, and
there are to be air and other passenger links
getween the two countries.

The treaty with Egypt has been widely haile 1
as a great victory for peace. In the thirty years
of struggle and four major wars since Israel
became a nation in 1948, Israel has tried re-
peatedly to come to peaceful terms with its
Arab neighbors. Until the present dialog with
Egypt began, every attempt was rebuffed. Wha*
is especially surprising about the present situa-
tion is that Egypt turned out to be the Arab
country to agree to normalize relations with
[srael. Until fairly recently Egypt was general-
ly considered to be the leader of the front-line
Aral> States arrayed against Israel. Egypt re-
peatedly made plain that it considered peaceful
co-existence and friendly relations with Israel
to be out of the question. This all changed.
however, with President Sadat’s dramatic and
much publicised visit to Jerusalem in Novem-
ber of 1977. Since then there have been more
or less continual negotiations between the two
countries leading up to the present treaty.

Reaction to the treaty has been varied. The

western world has hailed it as a great chance
for peace, while the communist and Arab world
has generally denounced it. The other Arab
countries have been practically unanimous in
their opposition to the treaty, calling President
Sadat a traitor to the Arab “cause”. They have
adopted diplomatic and econcmic sanctions
against Egypt, and to date sixteen Arab States
have severed relations with Egypt because of
the treaty. Different Arab leaders have called
for the overthrow of President Sadat, and some
have even threatened him with assassination.
it has also prompted repeated calls by Saudi
Arabia and other Arab countries for war with
Israel to ‘'liberate” Jerusalem and the other
“occupied” territories.

In Israel, reaction to the treaty has been over-
whelmingly favorable. Most people here believe
the chance for peace with Egypt is well worth
the sacrifices Israel is making, and most Israelis
seem quite optimistic about the treaty working.

The sacrifices and risks for Israel are very
real. While Egypt is only making promises which
may or may not be kept, Israel is giving up
roughly 2/3 of its territory. While it is true
that the Sinai is mostly desert, its importance
to Israel in strategic terms is immense, [t pro
vided a valuable buffer between Israel's cities
and its southern borders, and the importance
of this was well shownn by the Yoem Kippur
War of 1973. Had the Sinai then been in
Fgypt's hands, it is doubtful that Israel could
have halted the Egyptian surprise attack short
of its populated central areas. Now, with Sinai
lost, the risks and dangers in any future war
will be all the more real and terrible.

There are also great economic losses which
I[srael will suffer. After the 1973 war, Israel was
persuaded, mainly by America, to give up the
Abu Rodeis oil fields, which had been supply-
ing almo:z: all of the country's oil. Now [srael
is again giving to Egypt the newly discovered
oi! fields at Alma, in southern Sinai. While only
newly developed, these oil wells show great pro-
mise and already supply a significant part of
Israel’'s oil needs. Egypt has agreed to sell this
oil to Israel, but there is a great difference be-
tween having to buy oil and getting it free.

Istael wili also have tc =vacuate its settle-
ments in the Sinai and reiocate their families
in other parts of Israel. The main immediate
expense, though, is in relocating the army an.
air bases which Israel has in Sinai. They will
be moved to the Negev, and the estimated cost
of this is in the billions of dollars. The United
States will be financing most of this rebuilding,
however, mainly in the form of long-term loans.

By agreeing to the treaty, Israe]l has made its
position more tenable in the eyes of the west-
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ern world. This, in fact, is most likely one of
the main reasons why Prime Minister Begin
softened his long-term stand, and pushed hard
for the treaty, even with the concessions Israel
had to grant to get it.

Tourism is a major industry in Israel, being
as it is the land of the Bible and the prophets,
attracting visitors from all parts of the world.
Now that there is peace with Egypt, it has
been predicted that more tourists will visit Is-
rael. If this proves to be true, it will help the
country. It is also possible that there will be
mutually beneficial trade with Egypt. This, too,
could help Israel, but to what extent it's hard
to say.

Another possible positive side to the treaty
is the massive development of the Negev re-
gion which is expected to come as a result of
the redeployment there of Israel’s air bases and
army camps which are now in Sinai. The Neg-
ev, while mostly desert, could be a very val-
uable part of Israel. It is rich in mineral re-
sources, and much of this region can also be
farmed, lacking only water. Studies have shown
that in many areas this water is available, in
the form of deep underground pools, so this
may not be the problem it seems. “The wilder-
ness and the solitary place shall be glad for
them; and the desert shall rejoice, and blossom
as the rose.” — Isa. 35:1.

Is the Treaty Worth it?

Now that we've considered both the positive
and negative sides of the peace treaty with
Egypt, let's sum it up and consider its prob-
able worth.

The main fault of the treaty, as I see it, is
that Israel is giving away much and appears
to be seriously jeopardizing its future security
in exchange for what is essentially nothing
more than words. It is true that Egypt, for the
first time, has promised to live in peace with
Israel, but anyone who candidly looks back
over world events of just the last few years
should be willing to admit that promises made
in treaties can easily turn out to be worth even
less than the paper they are written on.

Although the treaty is now legally in affect,
there do remain some very important unde-
cided issues. The main one concerns the auto-
nomy which Israel is to grant residents of the
west bank and Gaza. Egypt and Israel have
very different views on this subject and dif-
ferent ideas of what this “‘autonomy” is to be.

Israel intends to give the Arabs in these
areas control over their own civil affairs, while
retaining military control and allowing Jewish
settlement of these regions to continue. Prime
Minister Begin has gone on record a number
of times to state that Israel will retain control
of these regions and that Jerusalem will remain
the undivided eternal capital of Israel.

President Sadat, on the other hand, has re-
peatedly said that lasting peace with Israel will
come only if Israel allows the eventua]l estab-

lishment in the west bank of a sovereign *‘Pa-
lestinian” nation and returns east Jerusalem
to Arab sovereignty. This is something that no
responsible Israeli government could ever allow.

To allow the establishment within present Is-
rael of a “Palestinian State’”, which would be
run by the P.L.O. terrorists, and also to divide
Israel’'s capital city and turn half over to its
worst enemies would be suicidal. Surely no
reasonable person would expect Israel to paz-
ticipate in its own dismemberment and destruc-
tion? | would say that in returning Sinai at
this time that Israel has already given up more
than enough and has gone further than anyone
could reasonably expect.

The issue of autonomy for the west bank and
Gaza is therefore definitely a time-bomb
which could blow the treaty between Israel and
Egypt to pieces. While we hope it won't hap-
pen, at some future date, say a couple years
from now, when Sinai has been completely
returned to Egypt, President Sadat could an-
nounce that because of Israel’s refusal to keep
its promise concerning autonomy for the west
bank, that Egypt has no choice but to revoke
the peace treaty between the two nations. If
this happened, though, 1 wonder if Egypt
would feel honor bound to return Sinai to Is-
rael? Somehow [ doubt it. At one stroke Egypt
would have succeeded, without a war, and
without giving anything in exchange, in ac-
quiring over half of Israel’s territory. Over-
night, Egypt would also again be on best terms
with the other Arab countries, who would all
join in agreeing that Egypt had been deluded
and betrayed by the ‘“‘treacherous Zionists".

Another real worry should be about what
would happen to the treaty if President Sadat
left the scene. It is impossible to predict what
the next leader of Egypt will feel about peace
with Israel, and as the President of Egypt
holds far more power than the president of a de-
mocratic country, he could very easily decide to
vevoke the treaty. Again, it is very unlikely
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that Egypt would return Sinai if this happened.

If the treaty is reduced to its simplest terms,
it could be maintained that Israel is trading
Sinai for peace with Egypt, but does this argu-
ment make sense?

It should be remembered that at any time in
the past 30 years and more, Egypt always had
peace with Israel if and whenever Egypt want-
ed peace. Israel has never sought war with Egypt
or any of the other Arab countries and has been
forced into every war she has fought. Sinai
was never an issue, but became an issue only
as a result of war. It is not the first time that
Israel has given this potentially oil rich desert
back to Egypt. It happened after the war in 1956
too, during which Isreal had taken the Sinai.
Then Israel was pressed into returning this
territory, but this did not in any way keep
Egypt from waging war against Israel again.
In 1967 Israel again gained the Sinai, as a
result of a war which Egypt and the other
Arab countries had fought in an effort to com-
pletely destroy Israel.

During the short time since Sadat’s notable
visit to Jerusalem, he has boldly and courage-
ously persued peace and appears sincere in
his desire for it. Israel’'s people want to believe
this. It looks and feels good, certainly to a
people that have longed and prayed for peace
and are wearied by so many years of war. On
all sides Israel is surrounded and outnumbered
by enemies who have continually sought its
destruction. Peace, even if only with one of
these enemies, is a new feeling and experience
for the people of this little country. It is some-
thing that all would like to hang on to if at
all possible

War is all that the people of lsrael have ever
known. Her children are born into it. Her sons
walk the streets of her cities with gun in hand
and ready ammunition. Trouble and insecurity
were a daily portion of the Jews during their
centuries of wondering in the lands of stran-
gers: and even today, when they at long last
are back in their own land and have their own
nation, they have had to live under the con-
tinual threat of war. It is therefore not at all
surprising that Israel’s people long for peace.
They are ready and willing to come to peace-
fu! terms with their enemies, if at all possible,
co as to live without the dreaded war clouds
and the tragedies that every family has shared
ever since Israel’s statehood.

We share Israel’s desire for peace and are
praying that the peace with Egypt will last,
even if only for a time. At the same time, we
do not ignore the facts which point to the
tenous nature of this peace, and underline the
fact that, as always, peace in this world, when
achieved, is only for a fleeting moment. Ac-
cording to the Bible, peace has not yet come
to the Middle East. In fact, this region has yet
to see its largest battles.

While in this world treaties can be signed
and peace briefly brought into existence, the
only lasting peace will come with the return of

our Redeemer and King. Praise the Lord, this
time is coming soon! ‘‘Rejoice greatly, O
Daughter of Zion; shout, O Daughter of Jeru-
salem: behold thy King cometh unto thee! He
shall speak peace unto the heathen, and his
dominion shall be from sea even to sea, and
from the river even to the ends of the earth.
Of the increase of his government and peace
there shall be no end, upon the throne of Da-
vid, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and
to establish it with judgement and with justice
from henceforth even forever.” — Zec. 9:9,
10; Isa. 9:7.

One commandment of God is to pray for
the peace of Jerusalem (Ps. 122:6; Gen. 12:3)
and a blessing is promised to all those that do.
Israel loves peace. The whole world today is
lining up, for or against her, nations, institu-
tions and individuals. Love and hate of Her
are increasing. We live in tremendous times. We
are living in the prophetic time of the contro-
versy over Zion, and Jerusalem really is kecom-
ing a cup of trembling and a burdensome stone
to the nations as was prophesied it would. —

Isa. 34:8, Zec. 12:2, 3.

CHECKING FOR LEAD
CONTAMINATION

The Israe] Health Ministry recently decided
to expand checkups of people whose work
brings them into contact with lead. This fol-
lows studies in the U.S. and here that show a
direct relation between lead buildup in workers’
blood and their exposure to airborne lead at
their place of work.

Not only workers are affected, but research
in the U.S. has indicated that workers’ children
also suffer from lead brought home from fac-
tories.

The progrmame will check workers and their
families in 43 factories testing lead levels in

the blood of hundreds of people. .

There are many industries in which a work-
er is exposed to lead — from smelting opera-
tions to printing and plastics manufacturing.

A spokesman for the Health Ministry says
that workers in the Vulcan battery factory in
Haifa are now being tested regularly for lead
in their blood. Workers who show high levels
of lead are temporarily taken out of the work
cycle.

The permissible tolerances for lead in both
exposure to lead and its level in the blood have
been significantly reduced. A machine has been
developed which can analyse a person’s blood
for biochemical effects of lead in a matter of
seconds.

Particles containing lead dust are absorbed
primarily through the lungs and also in the
digestive tract. The blood transports lead
through the body, where it is stored in bones
kidneys, and the nervous system.

Acute lead poisoning, which causes colic,
anemia, pallor, convulsions, brain damage and
death, is relatively rare.

The current U.S. accepted tolerance for lead
in the blood is 40 micrograms per 100 milli-
litres. As recently as two years ago the Bio-
logic Limit Value was 60 micrograms of lead
per 100 millilitres of blood. Before that, 70 to
80 micrograms of lead per 100 millilitres of
blood was considered a safe non-toxic level.

In one battery manufacturing plant in Israel,
a Hebrew University report states that an in-
vestigative team found “‘serious lapses in de-
sign and environment control. Here, except
for four supervisory and office personnel, all
blood lead levels were above 43 micrograms
per 100 millilitres of blood, and 35 of 62 work-
ers had levels greater than 50 micrograms per
10 millilitres of blood.

“One worker with a level of 230 micrograms
per 100 millilitres of blood often spent even-
ings and nights in the factory.”

The report, parts of which are soon to be
published in an American journal, continue

that “airborne exposure levels in the factory
ranged from 50 to 1,125 micrograms for all
but six workers.”

Abnormally high levels of lead in the blood
have been shown to cause kidney and repro-
ductive problems, loss of coordination, mental
deficiency and pains in the joints.

Lead absorbed in the blood stream of preg-
nant women can also cross the placenta and
enter the blood of the fetus, where it may cause
damage to the nervous system.

A study in the February 1977 issue of “The
New England Journal of Medicine” showed
that some children of lead workers in the U.S.
may have levels of lead in the blood now con-
sidered unsafe. The report states that lead of
industrial origin was transported home on con-
taminated clothing.

Since the investigation, remedial action has
taken place at the smelter and in the workers’
home to reduce lead exposures. Work clothes
are no longer taken home, workers shower be-
fore leaving work, plant processes have been
redesigned to reduce lead exposure, and homes
have been thoroughly cleaned.

In the April issue of ‘“The New England
Journal of Medicine” Dr. Herbert Needleman
reported that lead also causes children to day-
dream in addition to lowering their 1.Q.

Needleman was a guest lecturer last year at
the Israel Society for the Advancement of Oc-
cupational Health.

The instrument used to measure F.E.P. leveis
is about the size of a bread box. Easily set
up at work sites, it can test approximately 30
workers an hour.

The machine, which costs about $3,000, has
revolutionalized screening for lead in exposed
populations. It replaces urine analysis, which
may be unreliable.

There is only one F.E.P. tester in the coun-
try. It has been given to the Hebrew Univer-
sity’s department of medical ecology. During
the screening programmme physicians from the
Health Ministry and Kupat Holim will also be
using the analyser.

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Ida Nudel’s Siberian Terror

TEL AVIV. — “Every night, before she goes
to bed, Ida Nudel tucks a knife under her pillow
— not to use it against anyone, but to take her
own life if need be.”

This is how former Prisoner of Zion Sander
Levinson yesterday described the terror of the
Siberian exile imposed on the 48-year-old wo-
man the Jewish prisoners in the U.S.S.R. called
“Mama” and “Angel of Mercy’.

Upon his own release from a Soviet forced-
labour camp, Levinson travelled last October to
the remote Siberian district where Nudel lives.
She was sent to internal exile for four years by
the Soviet authorities on trumped-up charges of
malicious hooliganism. The Jewish activist’'s real
crime was her tireless one-woman campaign to
maintain contact with, and look after, Prisoners
of Zion.

Levinson, who arrived in Israel two months
ago, gave an ayewitness account of Nudel's
lone ordeal in the isolated Siberian marsh-
lands.

According to Levinson, Ida Nudel is the only
woman housed in a bleak barracks-like hut in-
habited by 60 men. The convicts are considered
so dangerous to society that they must spend
the rest of their lives away from population
centres. Levinson who spent a week at Nudel's
place of exile, described her neighbours as ‘‘con-
stantly drunk, quarrelling and brawling. They
are armed with knives and hatchets and not a
day goes by without scuffiles and clashes.”

“When | arrived at the barracks, I found the
door to Ida’s room broken. She told me of night-
ly break-ins and attempted assaults. She is li-
terally not safe and has gone so far as to keep
a knife at hand. She doesn’t venture out of her
room after dusk and is so isolated that she could
be hurt or killed without any one knowing or
coming to her aid,” he told a press conference.

The barracks is located some four kilometres
away from a backwoods hamlet in which the
only provisions available are “moist half-backed
bread, and what they call milk twice a week.”

“The area is surrounded by swamps and the
path to the village is muddy and nearly impas-
sable. For most of the year the entire area is
snowed under and cut off altogether with tem-
peratures of 50 below zero. The nearest city is
Tomsk, more than 150 kilometres away,” Le-
vinson said.

While the other exiles are employed at digging
out peat, Nudel works as their cleaning woman.
She has always been ill, suffering from a heart-
condition, a stomach ulcer and kidney problems,
Levinson told reporters yesterday. She is unable
to get the food she needs or any medical atten-
tion. The barracks has no plumbing to speak
of, and all the inmates share a single sink, Le-
vinson said.

All of Nudel's requests to be moved to a lo-
cation where other women are exiled have been

turned down. Levinson said he feels that “her
situation is far worse than mine and that of the
other Prisoners of Zion who have been in the
camps. Her isolation is far more acute and threat-
ening.”’

He said he went there with 60 kilos of food
provisions, and said two other former Prisoners
of Zion visited Nudel before him. But traveling
to see her is dangerous in itself, he said.

“It is difficult to get there and they register
your name before you enter. When | returned
to ‘civilization’ | was detained by the K.G.B.
for my wisit,” he said, but he added that “the
former prisoners will keep trying for Ida. Many
of us owe our survival in jail to her. She sent
us medications, vitamins, food, and most of all
letters that kept our spirit alive. She wrote to
me regularly when [ was jailed though we had
never met before. Wherever there is a Prisoner
of Zion, he has a picture of Ida and calls her
“Mamma.”’

An Israel committee, comprising 23 leading
women and called I Win"', has been formed to
help Ida.

One of the members, former M.K. Esther Ra-
ziel-Noar, told the press of their efforts, which
include an appeal to the Dutch Foreign Ministry
to demand that a doctor be allowed to wvisit
Nudel. The Dutch have been representing Israel
in Moscow since diplomatic relations were se-
vered in 1967.

The information director of the Public Coun-
cil for Soviet Jewry, Ruth Bar-On, spoke of
plans to enlist the Knesset in the struggle by
having it call on all women parliamentarians
and public office holders in the word to cam-
paign for Ida Nudel.

Nudel's sister, Ilana Friedman, told reporters
that Ida has adopted a unique form of protest:
She is on “a correspondence strike and refuses
to receive or write letters. Those who want to
help her, she maintains, must write to the Sov-
iet leaders responsible for her exile.”
