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Walking in the Spirit

Our service to the great King differs immense-
ly from that given to any earthly creature.
Our love and devotion to the Creator is re~
vealed by our obedience to Him and the works
we show Him. It is imperative that these works,
not surpassed by any other, be accompanied
by the Spirit of God. For if we worship God,
“we must worship Him in the Spirit and in
truth.” — John 4:24. “If we live in the Spirit,
let us also walk in the Spirit.”” — Gal. 5:25.

A walk in the Spirit is to walk in Christ.
We are clothed with His presence. The Father's
life is over us, in us, and around us. The world
is shut out, and we are hid in God. We become
one with Him, even as He prayed to the Fa-
ther. In John 17:23, 21: I in them, and Thou
in me, that they mav be made perfect in one.”
“That they all may be one; as Thou, Father,
art in me, and | in Thee, that they also may
be one in us.”

To walk in the Spirit is to walk fulfilling
His desires and His commands, No longer do
our lives belong to us. We are not our own.
“We must through much tribulation enter in-
to the Kingdom of God.” — Acts 14:22. God
permits His children to be processed; and at
any cost, they are being prepared to sit with
Him in His glory.

BEFORE WE LIVE, WE MUST DIE.” If
ye through the Spirit do mortify the deeds of

the body, ye shall live.” — Rom. 8:13. “Again
if corn is dropped into the ground, it must
die to bring forth much fruit.” — John. 12:24.
“He that hateth his life in this world shall
keep it into life eternal.” — John 12:25. There
must be death to your own desires. Death to
your own will. Death even to your own spirit.
“He that loseth his life for my sake shall find

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Christ — OQur Key
To Salvation

The great question of the Christian faith has always
been, “What is necessary for salvation?”” The different
churches and denominations existing today all have
different answers to this simple question; yet, not all
can be right. As this subject is so vital to every true
believer, we must diligently search out the answer in
the only guide we have been given: God’s Holy Word
— the Bible.

IN THE OLD TESTAMENT

In Old Testament times, before the first coming of
Christ, salvation was limited in scope and applied prin-
.,@:ipiy to God’s chosen race, the Jews, and to those
others who chose to join this people. To them — the
Jews — were given the oracles and ordinances, and
the priesthood. On Mt. Sinai, they were given the Ten
Commandments, which were and are God’s perfect
law for mankind. Yet, at that time, man’s salvation and
justification was only through works — that is, the
keeping of the laws and ordinances, which included
not only the Ten Commandment law of God, but also
the many laws and ordinances spoken through Moses:

“And it came to pass, when Moses had made an end
of writing the words of this law in a book, until they
were finished, that Moses commanded the Levites,
which hare the ark of the covenant of the Lord, saying,
Take this book of the law, and put it in the side of the
ark of the covenant of the Lord your God, that it may
be there for a witness against thee.”" Deut. 31:24-26.

The Levitical Law or “Law of Moses™ was, we are
told, the handwriting of ordinances, ordained through

mediator. Gal. 3:19. We are told that it was not a
perfect’law, but was added (to the perfect Law of God)
because of sin:

“Because they had not executed my judgements,
but had despised my statues, and had polluted my
sabbaths, and their eyes were after their father’s idols.
Wherefore I gave them also statues THAT WERE NOT
GOOD, AND JUDGEMENTS WHEREBY THEY
SHOULD NOT LIVE.” Ezek. 20:19, 21, 22, 24, 25.
See also Eph. 2:15; Col. 2:14.

In that dispensation, mankind’s justification could
only be under the sacrificial laws of Moses. When sin
was committed, blood sacrifice had to be made — in-
nocent animals had to be slaughtered in atonement
for sins. It was not a perfect way, and indeed the Bible
tells us that this law was a Schoolmaster and a shadow
of a more perfect way to come.

“For the law having a shadow of good things to
come, and not the very image of the things, can never
with those sacrifices which they offered year by year
continually make the comers thereunto perfect . . . For
it is not possible that the blood of bulls and of goats
should take away sins.”” Heb. 10:1,4. Also Gal. 3:24,25.

IN THE NEW TESTAMENT

The more perfect way which was to come was
Christ. His coming made void the old law of Moses;
He brought a better way, and offered himself as the
supreme sacrifice for our sins.

“And by Him all that believe are justified from all
things, from which ye could not be justified by the law
of Moses.”” Acts 13:39.

“And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever
will, let him take the water of life freely.”
Rev. 22:17.

Jesus Christ, the Son of God, whose name in
Hebrew is “Yeshua’ came to this world for a special
purpose. His coming was foretold by many of the
Old Testament prophets, and He came to fulfill the
Law and to usher in a new era. When He was crucified,
He became the sacrifice and atonement for all the sins
of mankind (see 1 John 1:7-9; 2:1). Thereafter, the
old system of animal sacrifice no longer had any
validity. (See also Heb. 9.)

“He was wounded for our transgressions, He was
bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our
peace was upon Him; and with His stripes we are
healed.” Isa. 53:5. '

Justification is no longer through the shed blood of
animals, but though the shed blood of Christ. Salvation
is no longer only through works and the letter of
the law, but through faith in Christ Jesus.

“BELIEVE ON THE LORD JESUS CHRIST AND
THOU SHALT BE SAVED.” Acts 16:31.

“For God so loved the world, that He gave his only
begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should
not perish, but have everlasting life. For God sent not
his Son inro the world to condemn the world; but that
the world through him might be saved.” John 3:16, 17.

Notice that the foregoing verses say that Christ was
sent to save the world. The plan of salvation was now
meant not only for the Jews, but for all humanity.

The part that Jesus had in the fulfillment of the old
law, and the importance of faith, and the way that the
new plan of salvation applies to all, regardless of race,
is well shown by the following verses from the 3rd
chapter of Galations:

FAITH AND WORKS

“Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring
us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith.
But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a
schoolmaster. For ye are all the children of God by
faith in Christ Jesus. For as many of you as have been
baptized into Christ have put on Christ. There is
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neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free,
there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in
Christ Jesus. And if ye be Christ’s then are ye Abra-
ham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise.” Gal.
3:24-29.

The old law of Moses, which is now void, was
more than just a set of religious rules, although they
were the most important. It also contained many or-
dinances to govern the behavior of man towards man,
and to govern the everyday life of the children of
Israel. (See Leviticus). It contained, for example,
a strict code of criminal law and a fairly complete
health code. Jesus came to show a better way, and
the way which He gave was both simpler and at the
same time much more comprehensive in scope:

“For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in
this: ‘Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.’ "
Gal. 5:14.

This verse is, of course, part of the famous-Golden
Rule - DO UNTO OTHERS AS YOU WOULD HAVE
THEM DO UNTO YOU. This rule, if obeyed, would
make the world a much better place to live in.

“If ye love me, keep my commandments.”
John 14:15.

When the Pharisees were trying to trap Jesus with
his words concerning the law, one of them who was a
lawyer asked him which was the great commandment
‘(or point and purpose) in the law. Jesus answered,
“Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart,
and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is
the first and great commandment. And the second is
like unto it — Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.
On these two commandments hang all the law and the
prophets.” (Matt. 22:37-40).

Now that we have seen that salvation in this day and
age is through faith in Christ Jesus, let us see if any-
thing else is required. We have the words of Jesus to
guide us:

“Think not that I am come to destroy the Law or
the prophets. I am not come to destroy, but to fulfill.
For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass,
one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the Law,
till all be fulfilled. Whosoever therefore shall break one
of these least commandments and shall teach men so,
he shall be called the least in the kingdom of heaven:
but whosoever shall do and teach them, the same shall
be called great in the kingdom of heaven’ Mt. 5:17-19.

Here we would seem to have a contradiction, for
did not Christ do away with the old law of Moses?
Yes, but this still leaves the Ten Commandment Law
of God, and it is this law which Jesus is speaking of
here. The Ten Commandments were never part of the
law of Moses — they were given directly by God Him-
self, and they remain ‘““till heaven and ecarth pass.” as
the perfect Law by which to govern the lives of man-
kind. Ps. 19:7, 8. Deut. 4:13, compare with verse 14,
also with 31:24-26, which will show there were two
laws.

“Wherefore the Law is Holy, and the commandment
holy, and just, and good.” Rom 7:12.
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Christ died for our sins, and through Him, we have
forgiveness of sins. This does not mean that we have
a free license to go out and commit more sin.

“For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye
are not under the law, but under grace. What then?
Shall we sin, because we are not under the law, but
under grace? God forbid!” Rom. 6:14, 15. See also
verses 1 and 2.

As the Apostle Paul points out in another place,
without a law there can be no breaking of the law, and
no sin. As it is still possible to sin, it is plain that we
still have commandments, the breaking of which is sin.
This is only simple reasoning. .

“For where no law is, there is no transgression.”
Rom. 4:15. ‘Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth
also the law: FOR SIN IS THE TRANSGRESSION OF
THE LAW.” ] John 3:4.

“Not the hearers of the Law are just
before God, but the doers of the Law
shall be justified.” — Rom. 2:13.

“Do we then make void the Law through faith?
God forbid! Yea, we establish the Law.” Rom. 3.31.

“For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is
eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.” Rom 6:23.

We therefore see that while salvation is through
grace and through faith in Christ Jesus — yet more is
required. Faith alone is not enough, and this is shown
by the following verses from James:

“Even so, faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being
alone. Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and I
have works: shew me thy faith without thy works,
and I will shew thee my faith by my works.” Thou
believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the
devils also believe, and tremble. But wilt thou know,
O vain man, that faith without works is dead? . . . Ye
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see then how that by works a man is justified, and not
by faith only.” James 2:17-24.

“And hereby do we know that we know Him, IF
WE KEEP HIS COMMANDMENTS. He that saith,
4 know Him,  and keepeth not his commandments,
is a ligr, and the truth is not in him.” 1 John 2:1-3.

It is plain then, that belief and faith in the Savior
are good, but that we must also prove our faith by
keeping his commandments. The Ten Commandments
of God (see Ex. 20:2-17) are meant to be Kkept in
our day and age, just as they always have been. Christ
did not come to destroy this perfect Law, but came
to magnify it (Isa. 42:21).

All ten of these commandments are in effect today.
It would be a bad mistake to suppose that we need
keep only some of them:

“Strait is the gate, and narrow is the way,
which leadeth unto life, and few there be that
find it.”” — Matthew 7:14.

“For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet
offend in one point, he is guilty of all. For He that
said, Do not commit adultery, said also, Do not kill.
Now if thou commit no adultery, yet if thou kill, thou
art become a transgressor of the law.” James 2:10, 11.

The commandments of God are for our own good,
and we will all profit by keeping them. The very act
of keeping them will in itself provide reward enough

“If we confess our sins, He is faithful and
just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us
from all unrighteousness.”

— 1 John 1:9.

in this life. In the life to come the rewards will be
beyond measurement:

“Blessed are they that do His commandments,
that they may have right to the tree of life, and may
enter in through the gates into the city.” Rev. 22:14.

Christ came to save the world. He is our key to
salvation. If we believe in Him and accept the sacrifice
which He made, if we love Him and the Father and
keep their commandments — then we will have eternal
life. It’s as simple as that.

We are saved by faith through Christ Jesus, and we
prove our faith by leading righteous lives. We will
all be judged according to what we know is required
of us and according to the opportunities which the
Lord has given us. We are expected — even commanded
— to search the scriptures for truth, and to live accord-
ingly. The Heavenly Father will hold us accountable
for the way we apply the knowledge which he has
given us, and the truths to which He leads us.

Let us all be careful to be obedient to His Will, and
let us all live our lives in a way pleasing to Him. We will
not regret it — neither now nor in the glorious eternity
to come. Praise His Name! ]

TERRORISTS MURDER WORSHIPPERS
IN HEBRON

Ben-Eliezer said that the houses were demolished since, in
the army’s opinion, the operation was so well-planned that the
terrorists must have reconnoitred the area very carefully, and
occupants of the shops and houses opposite the Hadassah build-
ing must have suspected what was planned.

ISRAEL EXPELS MAYOR OF HEBRON AND
TWO OTHER WEST BANK LEADERS

The mayor of Hebron, Fahd Kawasma; the mayor of nearby
Halhoul, Mohammed Milhem: and the Moslem religious leader
of Hebron. the Kadi Rajab Tamimi were all three expelled from
Israe! only hours after the attack. All three have repeatedly
incited the Arabs in their areas to rebellion and violence, and
ignored repeated warnings from the Israeli authorities.

The decision to expel the three West Bank political leaders
was taken in a lightning consultation between Defence Minister
Ezer Weizman and Prime Minister Menahem Begin just hours
after the Hebron murders.

The three were brought to the Metulla area before dawn in
an Air Force helicopter, which landed, according to different
reports, either on the Israeli or the Lebanese side of the border.

From the border area, a taxi driver from the Shia village of
Adeissa drove them to the town of Nabatiya, a PLO stronghold.
They reportedly were accompanied as far as the UNIFIL lines
by an Israeli army escort. From Nabatiya, the three continued
to Beirut, arriving at 10 a.m.

Speaking to a crowded news conference at the office of the
Palestine Liberation Organization (PLO) news agency Wafa
three hours later, a grim looking Milhem said: *“I have not been
charged. I have not been sentenced. | have not been given time

to defend myself. They told me I was going to see the Minister
of Defence, when all of a sudden I found myself in South
Lebanon.”

The three Palestinian leaders who took turns speaking in
English and Arabic, arrived at the news conference borne
on the shoulders of Palestinian youths chanting “Revolution,
revolution until victory.”

“We shall return,” said Kawasma. “Our people in the West
Bank and Gaza are not afraid of Israeli usurpers, and settlers
will be crushed.”

The three said they would return to Israel, either peacefully
or by force, if necessary.

“Isracli occupation forces are seeking to Judaize Hebron,
East Jerusalem and the entire West Bank.” said Tamimi. “1
proclaim America an enemy of Islam because it supports Israel’s
policy and Israel’s desecration of Hebron’s Mosque of Abraham
(Tomb of the Patriarchs, holy to both Moslems and Jews) and
Jerusalem’s Dome of the Rock.”

Other West Bank mayors were warned by Israeli authorities
that they would be held accountable for any further turmoil
in their cities.

World reaction to the Hebron murders was mixed. The
U.S. was quick to condemn the attack. Egypt also deplored the
attack, while most of the Arab world, including Syria, Lebanon,
Saudi Arabia and Jordan, hailed it as an “‘act of heroism.” PLO
leader Yasser Arafat called the attack “the Palestinian people’s
answer to the Camp David conspiracy”, and Jordan’s King
Hussein said the ‘“‘Palestinians have the right to defend them-
selves against Jewish settlers.”

In Israel, the murders sparked a united cry of outrage, with
a call on the government to allow the military authorities to
take a stronger hand in dealing with unrest in Judea and
Samaria. Many have called for increased Jewish settlement
in these areas. *

Shalom!

We awoke this morning to sunshine and the sound
of many birds singing, and there is a beautiful and
peaceful feeling in the atmosphere. The day is promis-
ing. It is a pleasant contrast to the windy unsettled
days that we have had so often this spring.

We live in an apartment above the church, up the
wide outdoor stone steps that go up the Abu Tor
hill from Ein Rogel street. It is a choice spot and
beautiful. There are many things to see just as you
stand still and look across the deep valley which
lies below. There is the Mt. of Olives and the many
things on it, the valley of Hinnom and the Kidron
Valley. You can see the Old City and the New City and
Mt. Zion. You can look down into the Temple Mount
and see the trees and greenery there. It is located just
inside and at the corner of the walls around the Old
City and just opposite the Mt. of Olives. There is
the Garden of Gethsemane in view, and the lower part
of the Valley of Jehosaphat at the foot of Gethsemane.

A piano is playing, and there is the sound of the
notes from a guitar drifting together with the song of
the children singing.

Looking across the valley this morning you can see
tanks moved in from somewhere. They are parked
closely together around the top of Mt. Zion. We are
told that it is not a bad sign, though, but is part of
the preparations for the “Jerusalem Day” celebrations.
This yearly holiday marks the uniting of Jerusalem
in 1967. This wording is everywhere over the city:
“A United Jerusalem™, in print and on the air. It is a
much better sound today than war or to recall the
terms of past wars.

Remembrance of Jerusalem’s blessings and restor-
ation is more pleasant than to recall her struggles
and sufferings — which have been so heavy and long.

Very special blessings have been given Jerusalem and
Israel today, and are witnessed by the sin darkening
world around. Even Jerusalem’s enemies are living here
in a certain tranquility and under Her blessing and
bounty, mostly, of course, without consciousness or
recognition of it.

The many prayers for blessing and prosperity are
felt and not in vain. Still, there must be many more
changes and miracles in order to establish even the
desire for good will in the hearts of all her inhabitants.

We can say so much about Jerusalem! She has many
stories to tell. Her soil is soaked with the life blood of

many. There has been more controversy and blood
shed over this spot than any other, and yet more to
come. Jesus wept over Jerusalem and in the garden of
Gethsemane He prayed until drops of sweat like
blood fell from his body. In great agony, He overcame
for Jerusalem and for us all. All the hopes of the past
and future were fulfilled that night. It won’t be long
now. He said, “This generation shall not pass away
until all is fulfilled.”

Sister Cooper has left again for Canada, where she
has her home. She has been a good friend of ours for
quite a number of years. She worked with us here for
years until she had to go back to Canada in early 1975.
We are glad to have been able to have her with us
again, even if only for a few months. She told us that
her prayer the past few years was that she would see
Sister Dugger again. She had only three days with
Mamma before she became ill. Sister Cooper said she
was so thankful for those three days. We are going to
miss Sister Cooper, and hope she will be able to come
back to Israel again soon.

Recently, some friends gave us a little donkey. It
was a real treat for the children and attracted children
from all over the neighborhood. It’s a gentle animal
and willing to give each child a ride in turn. It seems
to have a lot of patience. We had to part with it,
though. We just didn’t have enough room. We have
just given it to some other triends of ours — a family
that lives outside the city, where there is more space,
and where our children visit often.

Brother and Sister Babisha’s new house is about
finished now. They have worked hard to get it ready.
Some of us have also helped when we could. They
have been building on her family’s land in Beit Jalla —
a community near Bethlehem. It is a beautiful house.
They have included a large room especially to hold
meetings. Although they are both handicapped with
blindness, they are not blind spiritually, but are filled
with zeal and good works, and are doing much to
further the Kingdom. They are hard workers for the
Lord, and also outstanding parents to their three
children. Elder Babisha is plainly spoken, and not so
well liked in Ramallah, the Arab town where they now
live, because of his love of God and the Bible and
concern for Israel. He is a minister that fears God and
not man. We will all rest easier when they move from
Ramallah — which has seen much trouble and unrest
lately — to their new home. They are good friends of
ours, good members of the church here in Jerusalem,
and a real help in the work.

The work in Jerusalem has been going along well,
and we are thankful. The Lord has been good to us and
to his ministry. Blessing and mercy are in His hand. We
also appreciate our friends around the world.
