WHY THE SEVEN LAST PLAGUES ARE LITERAL
AND FUTURE

1. The Seven Last Plagues, also called the Wrath of
God, are for the purpose of bringing all heathen nations
on earth to realize that the Almighty Creator is ruling this
world. The plagues of Egypt were for the same purpose.
(See Exodus 7:5). As a consequence of these judgments,
Israel was let go. The Lord tells in Rev. 15:4 that “Ail
nations will come to worship Him when his judgments
are made manifest.” The Lord here is plainly speaking of
the plagues, If they were figurative then the nations
would not even know when they came or what they were.

2. When the seven angels come forth to pour out the
plagues of God’s wrath on the carth the heavenly temple
is filled with smoke so that NO MAN can enter until
the plagues are poured out. (Rev. 15:8). Jesus is now
our mediator, between us and God, and he is in the most
holy place of the heavenly temple, just as was the high
priest under the old dispensation. He went into the Most
Holy place, and interceded for the people. If he could
not have done this because of the carthly temple being
filled with smoke, then the people during that time could
not have had their sins forgiven. If the plagues are in
the past, then the door of mercy has closed. jesus is no
longer our mediator, because when the angels come forth
to pour out these plagues, we are told that no man can
enter the temple till the plagues are past.

3. These plagues are the LAST PLAGUES, Hence none
can come later or follow them, because they are the last
plagues. We all know there have been numerous plagues
such as the Spanish influenza, the Bubonic plague, the
Black Death, etc., that have come in recent years taking
the lives of millions. If some of these seven plagues arc
past, then they were not the last plagues, and the Lord
was mistaken, and gave us the wrong information.

4. In Rev. 15:4 we are told that “All nations shall come

and worship before thee: for 'thy judgments are made
manifest.” These judgments referred to are the seven last
plagues, and because of their reality and severe punish-

ment upon the nations they will know and recognize God.
The word “manifest” means to be made known, clear
and plain. See Webster’s definition of the word. There
will be no figurative symbolism about them. The nations
know they are here, and manifest and they consequently
come to worship God.

5. Three of these same plagues fell upon the Egyptians
and all of the Egyptians knew about it. One of them was
boils breaking forth, (Exodus 9:8-10). Note that the first
one of the seven last plaques is a noisome and grievous
sore. (Rev. 16:2). The first plague falling upon Egypt
was the waters turning to blood and the fish all dying
(Exodus 7:17-21). This really occurred, and the people
knew it. It was not-figurative. Note Rev, 16:3-5, that
the same thing occurs again, but it will be upon the
whole world this time, It was literal in Egypt and it
brought the Egyptians (o term.

6. The angel Gabriel toid Daniel to close up and seal
the prophecies of that book till the time of the end, and
then knowledge would be increased, and the wise would
understand. Remember, dear reader, that the Third
Angel’s Message is a warning to the world against wor-
shipping the beast, etc. Hence, this last message could not
have been intelligently received or have accomplished any-
thing before the book of Danicl was unsealed, because
Daniel is the one that introduced the beasts into prophecy,
and told us what they meant. (Dan. 7:16-23). This book
concerning the beasts was not to be unsealed until “the
time of the end”, hence the third angel’s message which

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Not Under

Law,

But Under Grace

“For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye
are not under the law, but under grace.” — Rom. 6:14.

The Lord declares, ‘‘By grace are ye saved, through
faith, and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God.”
Eph. 2:8. The one who attempts to receive salvation
through works is deceived, coming short of the calling
through Jesus Christ our Lord.

“Not of works, lest any man should boast.”” Eph.
2:9. Salvation being of so great consequence, it is im-
possible to earn it; but God declares it to be a free
gift, only to those who are worthy. The great need
today is for men and women everywhere to serve
their God in a way well pleasing to Him, that they
may merit the wonderful gift of eternal life. Jesus
says, ‘‘Watch and pray always that ye may be accoun-
ted WORTHY.” — Luke 21:36.

It necessitates earnest and fervent prayer to God.
Unless people pray for divine help, they cannot stand
aloof from the world of pleasure and sin, and live that
life pleasing to the Father in heaven. We must remain
connected by heaven’s radio to that power system
above, so divine virtue can flow into us, giving heaven-
ly strength to overcome, power to resist evil, and
love in our hearts to find real joy of service and
obedience to divine precept.

Instead of seeking an easy way and finding excuses
for walking with the world, let us seek earnestly for
God’s holy presence, giving us an overcoming life.

Peter says of Paul’s writings, “In all of his epistles,
speaking in them of these things; in which are some
things hard to be understood, which they that are
unlearned and unstable wrest, as they do also THE
OTHER SCRIPTURES, unto their own destruction.”
— 2 Peter 3:15, 16.

Dear one, will YOU not take warning, and examine
yourself, to see if you may not be “wresting” the
writings of our beloved Paul, in the text of this ser-
monette, to your own destruction? Paul says, “‘Ye are
not under the law but under grace.” Are you wresting
this to mean that you do not need to keep the com-
mandments in this age? Just because we are free from
the condemnation of death, it does not give us liberty
to break the law of God, and again sin, any more than
a pardon from the Governor of the state gives the
holder the right to again commit murder.

Paul says, ‘‘For sin shall not have dominion over
you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.
What then? Shall we sin, because we are not under the
law, but under grace? God forbid! Know ye not, that
to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his
servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto
death, or of obedience unto righteousness? ” — Rom.
6:14-16. So, dear reader, let us no longer wrest Paul’s
writings to our own destruction: Let us no longer yield
ourselves to law violation, but to obedience through
faith. ‘‘Being then made free from sin, ye become the
servants of righteousness. But now being made free

from sin, and become servants of God, ye have your
fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life . . . For
the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal
life through Jesus Christ our Lord.” — Rom. 6:18,
22, 23.

The first verse of the next chapter of Romans,
viz. 7:1, shows conclusively that the law of God was
not abolished, but at that time, 66 A.D., was binding.
It says, “‘Know ye not, brethren, for I speak to them
that know the law, how that the law hath (not ‘had’
but ‘hath’) dominion over a man as long as he liveth.”
The law of God was binding then, in 66 A.D. — after
Christ’s return to heaven, and this law is still in force
today. Verse 7 mentions one commandment of the
ten, showing that it is the Ten Commandments to
which these scriptures refer. Then the conclusion
of the first part of this chapter, whatever some may
wrongly wrest it to mean, is summed up in verse 12,
as follows: “‘Wherefore the law IS holy, and the com-
mandments holy, and just, and good.” In verse 22,

he says, “‘For I delight in the law of God after the
inward man.”’

Again the Lord defines sin, by saying, “Whosoever
committeth sin transgresseth also the law, for sin is
the transgression of the law.” 1 John 3:4.

In the old dispensation, people were justified by
the works of the sacrificial law. They brought an
offering for their sin, and had a blood atonement
made, but now in the gospel dispensation, we are not
justified by the works of any law, but by faith in the
blood that was shed on Calvary. There can be no jus-
tification (pardon) granted in this age by the works of
any law — a diligent observance of every one of the
Ten Commandments will not give us a decree of
pardon for breaking them. Pardon and forgiveness of
sin comes through repentance and asking the Father
for it in prayer.
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May God have mercy, and give you spiritual dis-
cernment from this time forward, seeing that He has
thus granted you favor by putting this message into
your hands.

An Illustration

When a man violates the civil law of his country or
state by committing first degree murder, and is

convicted of the crime, he is sentenced to either
imprisonment or death. His liberty is taken away
and at once he comes under the power of the law that
forbids the taking of human life. He is bound over to
the executioner or prison authorities to pay the
penalty for his crime. There is now but one recourse:
there is but one way of escape. He may be given a
decree of pardon by the Governor of the state, and if
so, his liberty is granted. This man is set free, and no
longer remains under the condemnation of the law that
forbade murder, but he is under the grace or favor of
the Governor. The Governor has issued him a pardon
for his sin and he is free. He has his liberty, but he is
not free to again break the civil law without fear of
its consequence and the penalty being again enforced.
He now stands “not under the law but under grace.”
Grace means favor, and the Governor has granted him
the great favor of life, releasing him from the condem-
nation of paying the penalty, which is death.

Application

The Lord says, “All have sinned, and come short of
the glory of God.” Rom. 3:23. Also, “The wages of
sin is death.” Rom. 6:23. Therefore, everyone stands
in the position before God, corresponding to the
foregoing figure, for ALL have sinned. Then the
penalty of death hangs upon every soul. We are ALL
bound over to the executioner to pay the penalty of
death. There is but one recourse; there is but one hope
of release, and that is to have issued to us a decree of
pardon, from the Lord Jesus Christ. He stands in the
position toward us as did the Governor toward the
criminal, and He is the One who has the power to set
free and release us from the penalty of death. Those
who believe in the power of the blood of Jesus to
forgive and grant pardon to them for their sins, come
humbly beseeching that mercy may be extended and
pardon granted. It is done, it is freely forgiven, to the
truly repentant sinner, and while this sets us free from
the condemnation already on every head, it takes
something outside and separate from this. It requires
an acceptance of the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ
and it is by faith in this great transaction in which
Jesus gave His life for our sins, that we ask for and
receive our pardon or justification. Not by works, but
by grace are we saved through faith. But this does not
grant us a privilege of law violation, which is sin.

Neither can we today be justified or pardoned as in
the old dispensation by offering up animal sacrifices.
The work of this ordinance law will no longer grant
pardon or justification, but we must come boldly to
the throne of grace through faith in the blood shed on
Calvary. We are ALL accounted under sin, and a
careful observance of the commandments of God
henceforth will not give pardon or justification, any
more than the murderer bound over to pay the penalty

for law violation can get pardon by law observance.

It takes something separate and apart from that.
It requires a pardon from the Governor to obtain
freedom, and so with us — we must come to God
through Jesus Christ, and through faith receive for-
giveness, pardon, and justification; but not for the
purpose of law violation, but obedience unto right-
eousness. Rom. 6:16-18.

Sin is the transgression of the law. See also James,
1st chapter, and especially chapter 2:8-11. Also
1 James 5:3, 4; Rev. 14:12; 22:14.

The Ten Commandments are also spoken of in
James, 1st chapter, and elsewhere in the Scriptures,
as the law of liberty, because their violation forfeits
liberty. Every criminal confined in the penitentiary
has lost his liberty because of having violated one of
the Ten Commandments. Jesus declares, “Ye shall
know the truth, and the truth shall make you free,”
(John 8:32) — not free to become violent and do as
you please, but free from sin and death, with a full
guarantee of liberty forever.

The great cause for wrongly wresting Paul’s writings
and claiming the Ten Commandments to be abolished
is that the fourth one declares the seventh day to
be the Sabbath of the Lord, while the world keeps
the first day.

We praise the Lord, however, that thousands of
honest souls all over the world are walking out in the
light, being forgiven of all sin through Christ, and
observing all of God’s commandments, to be worthy
of eternal life. Rev. 14:12, and 22:14. O

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¢ Living the Resurrection Life

For four thousand years before the death of Christ
no one had appeared who was able to shatter the do-
minion of sin and death over mankind. Except for
men of faith, the human race lived as slaves in the midst
of a creation that likewise groaned in bondage. This
reign of sin and death actually involved the rule of Sa-
tan, for his power imparted to sin its strength and to
death its relentless authority over every one born into
the world.

Christ died to redeem a race that God the Father
had once created in His own image but whom the reign
of sin had transformed into the image of their father
the devil. Christ died to break the dominion of sin and
death, so to bring many sons into glory.

It therefore was said of Him: “Since then the child-
ren are sharers in flesh and blood, he also himself in
like manner partook of the same; that through death
he might bring to nought him that had the power of
death, that is, the devil” (Hebrews 2:14).

At awful cost Christ broke the reign of sin and death.
His resurrection attested this. Now the mighty declara-
tion could be written: “Where sin abounded, grace did
much more abound; that as sin hath reigned unto death,
even so might grace reign through righteousness unto
eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord” (Romans5:20,21).

Eternal life is a priceless treasure. Having obtained
it, many Christians feel that they have received all that
the Lord has for them in salvation. But He died and
rose again to free His people from the reign of sin. So
decisively has He dealt with sin, so sure is the victory
over sin which He has won for them, that He never a-
gain will have to go to the cross. He wants every one
of His people to be a demonstration of His triumph
over sin.

Because we are joined to a risen Lord who has van-
quished forever the power of sin, we are to enjoy His
triumph in our daily walk. We are called to be living
testamonies to the stupendous truth that Jesus Christ
can so liberate a man from the power of sin that daily
he is seen to be an honour to the Saviour.

Upon the cross Christ bore not only our sins but
also our sinful nature. If He had not taken upon Him-
self our sinful nature, we would still be in bondage to
sin. But thank God, we who have accepted Christ as
our personal Saviour were baptized into His death, our
old man was crucified with Him. ‘“We were buried
therefore with Him through baptism into death: that
like was Christ raised from the dead through the glory
of the Father, so we might also walk in newness of
life. . . Knowing this that our old man was crucified
with Him, that the body of sin might be done away,
that we should no longer be in bondage to sin” (Ro-
mans 6:4,6).

This newness of life, this new life, is nothing else but
the life of Christ. We are called to manifest not only
Christ’s victory over sin but also His resurrected life.
Our responsibility as Christians is to exhibit faithfully
and stedfastly His character.

Just here is the place where sin and defeat creep into
the experience of many a child of God. Sin, many

Christians suppose, is something very worldly or grossly
immoral. They fail to recognize in their lives much
that is outside the will of God. Yet just as an uncon-
verted person spends his life under the reign of sin al-
though he may never commit gross sin, so the child of
God walking according to his old nature, is a grief and
a disgrace to His Saviour.

WAYFARER’S BREAD

This is said to be the original sprouted wheat bread
of the Essenes. A 2,000 year old recipe from the Holy
Land for organic sprouted wheat bread. ‘‘Moisten
your wheat that the water may soak into it; and it will
soon make the germ of wheat to sprout; then crush
your grain, and make thin wafers.”

Just pure organic wheat berry, sprouted, ground,
molded and baked. Since there is no flour, eggs, salt,
sugar, yeast, shortening or oil, honey, milk, water or
baking powder; it can be eaten and enjoyed by numer-
ous people who have difficulty by digesting regular
bread, including diabetics, weight watchers, and those
who have allergies (to wheat flour), hypoglycemia (no
sugar) or high blood pressure (no salt). There is no
rancidity problem as there is no oil in the bread and it
is a natural high fiber food (not harsh because there is
no additive like bran or wood pulp). There is a differ-
ence in this bread. The sprouting of the wheat berry
turns the starch to a natural sugar, furnishing the
natural sweetness for flavor and increasing the digest-
ibility. It is not like the bread as we know bread today
which is made from milled grains (flour). The berry is
sprouted.

The amount of wheat used will depend upon how
much bread you will want to make. It is suggested

that a beginner start with 2 cups of wheat berries. This
amount can be made into one (1) loaf or 2 - 3 pancake
like patties or bread sticks.

Soak the wheat berries overnight in a glass jar or
mixing bowl (12 to 18 hours). Drain, save the soak
water for drinking; this is called rejuvelak (mineral and
enzyme water). Let the drained grain sit in a dark area
counter top or covered. Then rinse well every morn-
ing and night until the sprout is 3/8 inch long (the 3
little hair like roots will be longer).

Put through the mill with a fine disc or repeat grind-
ing until all berries are completely ground or crushed.
Mold by spoon or hand (this is a sticky mess). A little
oil on the spoon or hand will help. Place on a well
oiled and floured cooky sheet — bright steele is best
(Eckoloy) as tin, aluminum or pyrex ware will stick.

Place in a cold oven then start oven. Bake at 300 to
350 degrees, depending on the thickness of the pro-
duct, for 2%2 hours.

The finished product will have a nice crust, the inner
portion will be soft and moist. The loaf can be either
sliced or broken for eating. The patties are sliced
horizontally for sandwich use.

Wayburgers

Dumplings

Served like hamburgers, but contains no meat. Use
these ingredients:
1 loaf of Wayfarer’s Bread crumbled
1 small onion chopped fine
4 green pepper chopped fine
Y% zucchini chopped fine
2 eggs
2 Tablespoons oil
garlic, salt, pepper to taste
Y4 cup pastry flour (optional)
Makes 12 shaped patties. Pan fry.

Wayfarer’s Wheatloaf

Use same recipe as for Wayburgers, but add these
additional ingredients:

4 cloves of garlic chopped
6-0z black olives chopped
Y% teaspoon-basil

14 teaspoon savory

2 teaspoons soy sauce

Shape into loaf (or use a loaf pan) and bake at 325
degrees until all the vegetable ingredients are tender.
Serves 6.

b potatoes, cooked, peeled and mashed

5 eggs :

5 teaspoons salt

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WHAT IS SELF?

It is the principle which governs us in our natural
life, and which takes in our being the place God claims
is His. It is self in man which feels hurt and wounded
when he does not get the credit he desires for that
which he does. Christ in us gives all the credit to God.
It is self in us which retaliates when we are unjustly
treated. Christ in us, when He is reviled, reviles not
again.

It is the carnal mind, which ““ is not subject to the
law of God, neither indeed can be” (Romans 8:7),
which Jesus calls on us to deny. “If any man will
come after Me, let him deny himself”” — Matthew 16:24.
Self, like King Saul, is always head and shoulders taller
than anybody else.

Self in us pities itself, and thinks it has a right to be
noticed and sympathized with, when in physical suffer-
ing. When it cannot get room on the bus, when the
driver won’t stop, when someone opens a window and
makes a draft or shuts a window and it can’t breathe,
self thinks it is to be pitied. Selfloves to relate all these
circumstances in order to excite and receive the com-
passion it craves. Christ in us sees the hand of God in
all these things, believes they are all working together
for our good, and praises God for a little test of faith
or patience.

Self in us feels hurt if other people are being praised,
their work for God related, and their zeal and love ad-
mired. Self thinks it loses too much ground, and seeks
to turn the conversation to its own zeal and devotion
or that of its parents, brother, uncle, aunt, or twentieth
cousin; so that the party spoken to shall feel that self
has as much to boast of as anybody has. Christ in us is
pained when everything is said about ourselves or our
work, knowing that the Lord Himself does it all; but
rejoices to hear others spoken of, and is glad of the
grace of God in them.

Self is conscious of the impression it makes upon
people in entering a room. Christ in us makes us un-
conscious of our selves.

Self is always ready to exact its rights as regards
honor, comfort, convenience, property, etc.; and self
has generally a somewhat magnified view of what its
rights are. Christ in us has no rights but the will of
God and can, therefore, always and under all circum-
stances praise Him.

Saul is|an apt type of this rival of God in our hearts
and lives. Self may be changed as Saul was, may have
“another heart,” and be “turned into another man.”
But self is still self and not Christ. Self may be chang-
ed from sinful and worldly self to converted self; but
the same self-seeking, self-esteem, self-pity, self-justifi-
cation is there, only on another ground. Self may be-
come pious, and the passion of life may be holiness.
Self may be the essence of consistency, and yet be self
still and not Christ. There may be the greatest devo-
tion, the greatest self-sacrifice. But it may be for the
object of obtaining holiness in ourselves, for the satis-
faction of being known as holy people; but this is self
still. Christ seeks not His own glory, nor His own will,
nor His own ideal, and speaks not His own words.
Many earnest Christians do not discern how much of

self there is in their spirit, in their work, nor in their
aspiration after and in their experience of holiness.
As Saul was rejected, so is self. God cannot mix
with self, and so self must die; but die by its own hand
it cannot. If attempt to mortify self, the very attempt
strengthens it; it is only as self is handed over to God
and ignored, that its death comes about. Self although
condemned, may linger on — constantly manifesting
itself in one form or other where it is least suspected.
But how am I to get rid of self ? Hand it over to
Jesus. He tells us to deny ourselves; but it is in favor
of another Self, even Jesus. He is our new, our ever-
lasting life, our eternal Self. Instead of me — Jesus.
“I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me.” It is not 1
that pray, but the holy Ghost prays in me. [tisnotlI
that conquer sin, but Christ in me does it all. O
— “Grace and Glory”
