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In the Aftermath of Israel's Elections

Israel’s general elections are now behind us, and
once again — for the second time in the nation’s
history — the Likud party has emerged as the victor.

A list of the Knesset (Parliament) seats won by
the different political parties follows:

As this table shows, Israel has many, many political
parties — over two dozen of them! Most of these
parties are very small, and don’t capture much of the
vote, typically only enough to win them a Knesset seat
or two. This time the smaller parties got even fewer
votes than usual, with the result that not very many of
them even made it into the Knesset. The reason for
this was that many Israelis viewed this election as a
particularly crucial one — almost a conflict between
two ideologies — with the Likud and the Labour
parties representing the two conflicting viewpoints.
Many of the people who usually voted for a small
party therefore decided they had to vote for one of the
major parties this time.

Even so, the Likud’s victory was far from con-
clusive. Within the framework of Israel’s parliamentary
system of government, the political parties are awarded
Knesset seats in proportion to the votes they get.
There are a total of 120 Knesset seats, and the party
that controls a majority (61 or more) forms the
government. However, even though the Likud party
did win 48 seats as opposed to the Labour party’s
47, it still was far away from the 61 seats needed
to form the next government. In cases like this —

— a government can still be formed, if the party is able
to convince some of the other parties to join with it in
forming a coalition government — one that would
control the needed majority of seats. These other
parties then would also be members of the govern-
ment, and, in the course of the negotiations, are also
usually able to secure cabinet positions for their
leaders and concessions regardings the new govern-
ment’s policies. It’s a complicated business.

In this situation, it’s not at all necessary that the
party that eventually succeeds in forming the govern-
ment be the one that won the most seats — the runner-
up could quite easily be the one that manages to make
enough deals with the smaller parties to give it the
needed majority.

If none of the parties are able to put together a
government within a certain period of time, then
new elections must be held.

In any case, Prime Minister Menachem Begin, leader
of the Likud, wasted no time in beginning negotiations
to put together a coalition government. In intense
negotiations over the next several weeks, Mr. Begin
succeeded in his objective, and on August 5, 1981,
the new government was presented to the Knesset.
As things worked out, the Likud was able to form
a coalition partnership with the National Religious
Party, the Agudat Yisrael, and the Tami party. To-
gether, their Knesset seats total 61, which gives th
new government a bare majority. ‘

This will be the second Likud government in a

row, and also the second in Israel’s history. Whatever
else it may mean, it would seem to indicate that
the Labour party’s dominance of Israel’s political
scene is at an end. Even though the Labour party
did show impressive gains in this election, the Likud
has proven that the election results four years ago were
not just a fluke, but an indication that, after thirty
years in the back seat, it has finally drawn even with
the Labour party, and at present a little ahead, in
terms of popularity,

The new government will face many problems in
the period ahead. Its slim 61l-seat majority means
that the defection of even a member or two would
be disastrous, so any internal arguments — and these
usually happen — will be the more serious. It will
also have to make somber decisions regarding external
matters such as the autonomy negotiations with
Egypt, the impending pull-back from the remainder
of Sinai, and the troubles in South Lebanon.

The government’s most serious problems in the
immediate future will probably be domestic ones.
Israel has a staggering rate of inflation — well over
the one-hundred per cent mark — and while its econ-
omy copes with this remarkably well, and on the
whole is quite strong, it does cause problems which
usually get blamed on the government, in spite of the
fact that the high inflation is caused mainly by Israel’s
huge defense burden.

Serious problems may also face the government as
a result of the concessions in policy which the Likud
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had to grant its coalition partners to gain their support.
All three of its partners — the National Religious
Party, Agudat Yisrael, and Tami — represent ultra-
religious blocs of the population. This was well shown
by the fact that of 83 clauses in the coalition agree-
ment, fifty of them deal with religious matters, and
were apparently included by demand of the religious
parties.

Among these clauses are ones which commit the
government to increasing its financial support of relig-
ious schools and yeshivot (Jewish religious seminaries)
and various other Jewish religious institutions.

It has also committed itself to working for a stricter
observance of the Sabbath, in the sectors of the
economy over which the government has some control.
In particular, it has promised that El Al, Israel’s
national airline, will stop flights on the Sabbath, both
to and from Israel and around the world. (Both the
management and workers of El Al have strongly
protested this move, saying it would cause a $50m.
loss each year and make necessary the firing of many
workers. At present, El Al does suspend most of its
activities in Israel during the Sabbath, but continues
some services which it regards as essential, as well as
activities outside the country.)

It should be noted that Israel already is a Sabbath-
keeping nation. The seventh day of the week has
always been the national day of rest, with almost
all businesses, shops, and public transport, etc., being
closed down on this day.

Most of Israel’s Jewish population — in fact, about
nine out of ten — is not very religious, and there is
considerable resentment over what many feel were
unfair concessions to the ultra-religious minority,
resulting from the Likud’s urgent need to obtain the
support of the religious parties. This almost promises
that the political scene in Israel will remain turbulent
for some time to come.

One good purpose Israel’s domestic trauma and
confusion come election time does serve is to illustrate
that Israel is indeed a free democracy — the only one
in the Middle East. This is a fact that should not be
forgotten. Israel’s government may not be perfect,
but then it never was, and, indeed, no earthly govern-
ment ever will be. All the same, Israel has done remark-
ably well during its thirty years of existence. It has
fought numerous wars for its survival, won against all
the odds, and at the same time has remained a free
nation giving refuge, hope and prosperity to its people.
Of course, we know that God has had a hand in things,
and in the years ahead this will become even more
evident to the world.

We should all pray for Prime Minister Begin and
for his government and for the nation of Israel. At a
time when the Communist and Arab world is arming as
never before, we should, more than ever, “pray for
the peace of Jerusalem.”
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THE COALITION AGREEMENT

Following are some of the clauses in the coalition
agreement, which will serve as a guideline for
government policy on the matters mentioned:

2. The government will ensure that various sectors of the

population, especially the ultra-Orthodox (haredim), will not
be discriminated against in the allocation of government, mun-
icipal or Jewish Agency funds for education and social affairs,
and will have a part in the disposition of these funds (as much
as this rest within the power of the government).

3. The government will strictly enforce the laws applying to
religious matters, especially municipal by-laws, through means
available to the state. It will work towards full enforcement of
the laws applying to Sabbath observance, kashrut and the
sale of pork.

5. The government will move to minimize work on Sabbath.
This goal will be achieved through the following means:

6. There shall be no discrimination in hiring, promoting or
retaining an employee who does not wish to work on Sabbath.
If the existing laws do not adequately ensure these rights, the
laws shall be amended accordingly.

7. Public transportation shall cease operating before the start
of Sabbath and Jewish holidays, and shall not resume operating
until Sabbath or the holiday has ended, in accordance with the
status quo on this matter. The Ministry of Transportation and
other bodies invested with legal authority will insure the full
implementation of this clause.

8. New plants, or existing plants which expand, will receive
aid and assistance to plan for the elimination of work on
Sabbath. This applies especially to new factories. The govern-
ment will encourage the cessation or reduction of work on
Sabbath with loans or grants.

9. All work permits granted for work on Sabbath, especially
one-time permits, will be reported within a month of their
issuance to an advisory board working with a ministerial com-
mittee on work permits. The report will include the reasons for
granting the work permit. Every member of the advisory board,
which will include a representative of the Institute for Science
and Halacha, or Tzomet, is entitled to appeal the granting of
the permit or its conditions. The appeal will be debated and
decided upon within two weeks by the ministerial committee.

10. The Minister of Labour will sign Sabbath work permits
after the advisory board has considered the case and given an
opinion. A minority of the advisory board has the right of
appeal before the ministerial committee.

11. A representative of the Institute for Science and Halacha,
or Tzomet, plus an additional representative approved by
Agudat Yisrael, will be permanent members of the ministerial
committee on Sabbath work permits.

13. The fine for breaking the Work and Rest Hours Law
will be increased significantly.

14. A deputy to the chief labour inspector will be appointed,
for the purpose of supervising the implementation of the Work
and Rest Hours Law as it applies to Sabbath and Jewish holi-
days.

15. Sabbath observance will be taken into account in the
building of every new factory, and particularly in national
projects, both while they are being built and after they go into
operation. For this purpose, a representative of the Institute for
Science and Halacha will participate in the planning process
in a framework compatible with this goal.

16. Efforts will continue to reduce or eliminate work on Sab-
bath in the Electric Corporation. In new power plants, autom-
ized equipment will be installed wherever possible so that
electricity can be generated without desecrating the Sabbath.
To implement this clause, a committee will be set up comprising
representatives of the prime minister, the Ministry of Religious
Affairs and the Energy Ministry, which will present its recom-
mendations within six months.

17. Sabbath observance will be enforced in theory and in
practice at the ports of Haifa, Ashdod and Eilat. The minister
of transportation will ensure the implementation of this clause.
Efforts will be made to achieve complete Sabbath observance
at Ben-Gurion Airport.

18. It will be insured in theory and in practice that El Al
will not operate on Sabbath and Jewish holidays, either in Israel
or abroad. El Al planes will not take off, fly or land on Sabbath
or Jewish holidays. El Al Airlines must arrange its flight sched-
ules in accordance with this rule. Sabbath observance must be
enforced in theory and in practice in all government companies,
on Israel Railways, in oil explorations and in any special events
they organize both in Israel and abroad.

19. Representatives of the state on official business both in
Israel and abroad will strictly observe Sabbath in theory and
in practice while carrying out their duties. Official visits will
be arranged in a fashion so as not to desecrate the Sabbath or
Jewish holidays. Observance of Sabbath, Jewish holidays and
kashrut (kosher rules) will continue to be enforced in all state
institutions in Israel and abroad, and in all institutions which
receive funds or support from the state, as is the custom.

20. The government will budget funds to finance research on
ways to minimize or eliminate working on Sabbath.

21. The ministerial committee on Sabbath work permits
or its representatives, will check, within a year, all Sabbath work
permits issued to this date, including collective permits.

22. All government medical facilities, or medical facilities
which receive government aid, will function according to
halachic law regarding kashrut, observance of Sabbath and Jew-
ish holidays, and of the laws concerning cohanim so that all
sectors of the population can benefit from their services. To
achieve this goal, the Ministry of Health will continue with its
program of bringing existing institutions up to these standards.

27. The government will establish a planning and budget
committee for yeshivot and institutes for advanced Tora studies
to centralize the dispensing of government aid to yeshivot
hesder, to yeshivot for advanced studies and to other institu-
tions which are willing to accept the committee’s financial and
organizational supervision, as well as that of the State Comp-
troller. This will facilitate more efficient planning and budgeting
of the construction and development of institutes of Tora
studies, while safeguarding their freedom and spiritual level.

29. Housing will be built for young couples who are students
at yeshivot hesder. This housing will be part of an institute’s
campus, just as dormitories are part of a university campus.

31. An athlete who observes Sabbath will be eligible to join
an official athletic delegation and will be exempted from parti-
cipation in competitions held on Sabbath. Efforts will be made
to facilitate the participation of religiously observant athletes
in competitions in Israel and abroad which are not held on
Sabbath or a Jewish holiday.

Sport facilities in state religious schools will be equal to
those in other schools.

34, Free secondary school education will continue.

36. Ways will be investigated to establish the “Institute
for the Study of Agriculture according to the Tora” and the
“Center for Observant Agriculturalists” as bodies operating
under government auspices for advice, guidance, research,
development and implementation of the principles of modern
agriculture according to Halacha, for the purpose of supplying
kosher agricultural products. The government will budget
sufficient funds for a research and development program for
agricultural methods based on observance of Halacha to ensure
the supply of kosher agricultural products.

37. Observance of kashrut in government institutions in
Israel and abroad will be guaranteed in theory and in practice.

38. The government will budget a suitable amount for the
developement of yeshivot. The budget for yeshiva students
will increase as costs rise. Priority for Tora institutes in develop-
ment towns will remain at the existing level and will apply
to institutes in Judea, Samaria, the Golan Heights and the
Gaza Strip as well. The budget for the program for aiding
students in boarding schools will be brought in line with the
allowances given to a child who receives welfare aid or is helped
by Youth Aliya. The program will include all children in Israel
who study in a boarding school, on condition that their families
are willing to undergo an examination of their sources of in-
come. The program will also apply to “‘external boarding

schools” which have no dormitory facilities, under criteria set
by the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs. Free secondary
school education will also include small yeshivot. The accepted
curricula at these yeshivot will be recognized, according to
standards set by the director-general of the Ministry of Edu-
cation and Culture.

41. Since the schools run by missionary institutions are not
recognized for purposes of the requirements of the Compulsory
Education Law, and the parents of students in those schools are
not fulfilling their obligations under that law, the enforcement
of that law will be carried out in theory and in practice.

42, The existing status quo on religious subjects will be pre-
served in legislation, in administrative practices and in regula-
tions.

43, The status of a yeshiva student will be considered equal
to that of a student at any other institution of higher learning
in cases concerning widow’s/widower’s benefits and compen-
sation for work-related accidents.

45. The law forbidding excavations at gravesites will be
strictly enforced in theory and in practice. Any and all human
bones or human remains which have been extracted or will be
extracted from any grave from any period will be immediately
buried according to law. On all permits for excavations issued
by any authorized body, it will be specified that if graves are
found in the excavation area, all digging must be stopped and
the grave and its contents must be left untouched. The Chief
Rabbinate must be notified in writing of the graves and it will
rule on how to proceed.

A private members’ bill concerning ancient graves will be
presented to the coalition leadership, similar to the private
members’ bill submitted to the previous coalition leadership.

46. Foreign students in yeshivot will receive support equal to
that of students at universities.

48. A special annual budget of IS700m. (about $60 million)
will be provided for various kinds of yeshivot (general, secon-
dary, hesder, vocational, academies for girls), and Tora educa-
tional projects. All allocations will appear in the state budget,
will be channelled through the relevant ministries, and will be
subject to examination by the state comptroller.

57. The Aguda (Agudat Yisrael) school network at all levels
will receive a share of the development budget equal to its
weight in the entire school system. In addition, a coalition
committee will examine the lag in construction for Aguda
schools and will propose ways to close the gap by bringing them
up to the standards of the state school system.

59. In every neighbourhood where there are religious resi-
dents, Aguda-affiliated schools and kindergartens will be es-
tablished on the basis of need. Aguda schools will be included in
the plans of new neighborhoods for the ultra-orthodox. The
government will ensure that local authorities provide the neces-
sary services for the Aguda educational system at all levels, in
accordance with the local standards.

61. The government will take steps to introduce a five-day
work week throughout the economy. Realization of this aim
will be gradual and measures will be adopted to maintain
labour productivity.

62. A state pension law will be passed, ensuring all citizens
of a decent standard of living in old age, while preserving
workers’ existing rights.

69. The government will encourage development areas by
giving them preferenece in the provision of public services and
in locating new industry, and by providing tax reductions and
housing to encourage people to move there.

70. In the framework of the Housing Ministry’s building
for young couples, special housing projects for religious young
couples will be built each year. The government will ensure that
in each new settlement or neighbourhood, religious institutions
such as synagogues, mikvaot, kindergartens and schools will
be included as an integral part...

71. The Ministry of Housing will make possible the estab-

The following Reports are from Brother Ralph Perry
and Brother Alan Grant

February 12, 1981
Dear Brother Gordon and the Assembly of Jerusalem,

We left Mangere International Airport at 9:45 a.m.,
arriving at Sidney 11:50 local time. Our Philippine
flight was delayed and we did not leave till 4:10 p.m.
Our flight time was 7 hours, arriving there about 8:10
local time. Customs formalities were almost non-
existent and we were taken to Silahis Hotel which was
air-conditioned and comfortable. We were on the sixth
floor near the waterfront and had a good view over
Manila Bay.

On Friday morning we went to the markets with
Elder Cabardo, where you can buy almost anything,
but, especially fish, meat, fruits and vegetables. On
Sabbath there was a morning meeting from 9:00 to
12:00. I was asked to preach over a local radio station
for the Church of God of Jerusalem’s regular pro-
gramme, at 12:30, which I was pleased to do. There is
also an afternoon Sabbath meeting. Alan Grant and I
prayed for about 12 sick people. We have met most of
the brethren here at Pagadian.

The Philipino people are very friendly people. Next
Friday we are going to Mate and then to Bayog where
Pastors, Serapio Valdez, Elimer Medina and Alfredo
Clemente are ministering, Elder Cabardo will take us.
After that, we will go to Agusan, where Pastor Hesael
Postrero is ministering. We are also going to Cebu,
Leyte, General Santos City, Cotabato City, Bohol, and
also Tagbilaran City.

We hope to send another news letter further on in
our ministry journey.

February 23, 1981

Greetings in His Name once again from the sunny
Philippines.

Continuing from our previous letter, we visited Mate
Church on Sabbath 14th, where a small congregation
of about 20 adults, including visitors, assembled on the
property of Brother Julito Maghilom, where they have
built a small chruch building, and had a morning ser-
vice and lunched at the Elder’s house and then an
afternoon service before returning to Pagadian City.

Alan and I prayed for about 10 people and Yahshua
(Jesus) was faithful to His words and two people got
their eye sight lit up and two peoples hearing was very
much improved.

The Next day we visited one of the Elder’s home’s
and prayed for one of their Catholic neighbors two
children. The parents reported immediate improve-
ment and we were back for Bible study and fellowship.
Praise God!

We have been assisting the ministry here by holding
evening Bible studies, especially about the Gospel and
divine healing thru the name of Yahshua (Jesus).

We prayed for a young man about 21, he had kidney
trouble and stomach ulcers. The hospital discharged
him being unable to help him any further, but he was
still in pain and trouble. When we prayed he felt warm
and broke out into a sweat and the harm and trouble
left.
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I was having a shoe-shine last week by two very keen

young lads, and a young man stopped me, asking

where I was from and what I was doing, so I told him.
He was a believer in Christ, he said. He was a Catholic,
and suffered with a sore back. He asked prayer for his
back, and after prayer I told him to go for a walk and
really test and try his back out, which he did. He came
back and reported there was no more trouble, and
wanted to know where our church is.

An elderly cousin of Elder Cabardo’s had her eye
sight lit up when we prayed for her.

Last Friday we left for Boyog, via Buug. We arrived
about 3:30, and shortly after was heavy showers of
rain, the first real rain I have seen here. There was an
evening meeting and we prayed successfully for about
five sick folk.

In Bayog, they have built their own church building,
it is very nice. It is built on the property donated by
Pastor Valdez, one of our ministers there. I found he is
very keen about the healing ministry, we instructed
minsiters how according to the Bible to pray for the
sick. We prayed altogether for about 25. Pastor Valdez
has turned over his property to his five sons and
daughters now, and expects to have a full time ministry
soon, travelling wherever he is sent to here (Philippines).

The Philippines country-side here is hilly and
steepish with coconuts, bananas, papayas, rubber, corn
and rice plantations taking much of the land near the
roads. There are some good roads, concrete and tar seal
streets, of course the real country roads are very rough.
One bridge had collapsed and several others were being
rebuilt, so we had to ford several streams in our bus
and jeepney.

ABOUT SPROUTS

Sprouting has been around a long time. In 2939 B.C.
the Emperor of China, in his book about plants, refered
to sprouts as “healthful giving”. Today he has been
proved right by countless doctors and scientists.

It has been proven on the many different seeds that
have been researched, that their particular vitamin con-
tents increase after sprouting. In some cases certain
vitamins are increased 600 percent. Sprouting also
greatly magnifys other healthful ingredients of the seed.

Most nutritionists agree that foods with a high water
content are easier on the digestive system, in the break-
ing down and assimilation process. Many seeds, before
sprouting, are only 12 percent water; when sprouted
this percentage can be doubled more than eight times
over.

In addition to the many healthful purposes of
sprouts, they are also practical and economical. Seeds
can be kept for almost unlimited amounts of time (if
stored right), and then easily sprouted in two to six
days and changed into nutritious tasty vegetables. Just
one half a pound of Alfalfa seed sprouts will fill a 5
gallon container.

Sprouts can substitute a regular vegetable supply,
and in many cases be more healthful. The high protein
sprouts provide just as much nourishment as meat. One
advantage regarding sprouts instead of meat, is that
seeds for sprouting are often more affordable than
meat.

Some Advice On Sprouting

The best place to buy seeds for sprouting is at the
health-food store. It is not advisable to buy them
elsewhere, unless very careful, as some seed sold for
agricultural use is treated with chemicals which can be
harmful if consumed.

Most health-food stores carry large varietys of good
seeds for sprouting.

Stored seeds for sprouting must be kept dry in sealed
containers. If they are stored in a cool, dry, dark place,
they should keep and remain in good condition for
three or four months: If refrigerated, however, they
will keep for considerably longer periods and still be
good for sprouting: It is especially important that they
are sealed from moisture when stored this way.

In selecting seeds for sprouting, be sure they are
whole undamaged ones. If they are broken or damaged
they may not sprout, and the broken ones, as they
tend to ferment, may spoil the others. It is always
good to look the seeds over before sprouting them, to
make sure they are all of the right quality.

The Actual Sprouting

There are many different methods used in sprouting.
The jar method may be the most common. This method
requires pre-soaking; then the seeds are drained and
placed in a jar, and the jar covered with a piece of
transparent cloth (cheese cloth or such like) held in
place by a rubber-band or string. The seeds are rinsed
and drained two to four times a day. This depends on

the type of seed and the dryness of the weather, as in
hot dry weather, the moisture evaporates quickly, and
the seed requires a rinsing more frequently.

The jar can be left out in the open light if covered
by a paper bag. It is advisable, however, that the jar be
kept in a cupboard, for darkness and for a more even
temperature, (for circulation the cupboard may be left
open). It should remain there until the sprouts are the
desired length. Then the jar may be moved into the
light (with the paper bag removed) and left there for a
small amount of time to ‘green’. This ‘greening’ process
Jjust takes a few hours, if the sprouts are placed in in-
direct sunlight or in artifical light. The ‘greening’ pro-
cess is beneficial to the sprout, in that it increases the
chlorophyll content in the leaves. Minerals in sprouts
can also be increased, by adding two teaspoons of dry
Kelp to each quart of water, when soaking.

Virtures Of Different Sprouts

Alfalfa:  Alfalfa sprouts have a high content of
minerals. They help the healing process, due to their
especially high chloropyll content. Alfalfa seeds are
about 35 percent protein. They are tasty as well. Alfalfa
has been termed the “King of Sprouts”. Its sprouts
are commonly used in sandwiches, salads, soups, and
many other interesting and tasty dishes.

Almonds: Almonds are about 18 percent protein. It
is said they have been used to increase the milk supply
of nursing mothers, and to help relieve headaches. It is
common knowledge that almonds are good for the
eyes, and recommended for those with weak eyesight.
The sprouted almond is crunchy and crisp, and alto-
gether a magnified version of the old almond wonder.

Barley: In ancient Greece, training athletes fed on
a sort of barley mush. Barley dates back to the early
days of the world, and although it is not as high in pro-
tein as wheat, it is an excellent foodstuff and delicious
in soups, salads, etc.

Beans: The protein content in different types of
beans range from 20 to 25 percent. Soybeans, however,
are around 40 percent. Beans are high in Iron and
other vital minerals, and also contain vitamin B1 and
B2, and a good amount of calcium. They sprout easy,
and different kinds of bean sprouts vary in flavor.

Flax Seeds: The seeds contain 23 percent protein,
and good amounts of niacin, calcium, and iron. Oil
from flax seeds is said to be good for coughs, asthma,
and pleurisy. Flax seed sprouts can be substituted for
lettuce. They are especially good in salads.

Lentils: Lentils are 25 percent protein, and contain
healthy amounts of vitamin B, iron, and phosphorus.
They also contain small amounts of vitamin C and E,
of which increase when the lentil is sprouted. O

Here in Jerusalem we are all well. Life in Israel goes
on peacefully, and we thank the Heavenly Father who
watches over this land for His abundant mercies.

Recently, Israel marked the memorial of the de-
struction of the Temple. This day of commemoration
falls on Ab 9 of the Hebrew calendar, which this
year corresponded with August 9. The Western Wall,
only surviving part of the Temple Mount, is always
crowded at this time, with people who will pray,
fast and mourn, remembering God’s great tabernacle.
