LATEST EVENTS INVOLVING ISRAEL, SYRIA AND LEBANON PLACE
NEW IMPORTANT PIECES IN THE JIGSAW OF BIBLE PROPHECY

The past few weeks have seen new developments
come so fast that it is easy to miss their full significance
in the fuifillment of Bible prophecy and the true
impact they will have to take the world one step closer
to the point when our loving Saviour will intervene.
“Then shall appear. . .the son of man coming in the
clouds of heaven with power and great glory.” for
“except those days should be shortened there should
no flesh be saved.”” Matthew 24.

Just as past world events — the two world wars, the
birth of the nation of Israel, the return of the Temple
Mount to the Jewish people, after the Six Day War; the
Yom Kippur War in 1973, and the latest peace develop-
ments between Israel and Egypt — have played vital
parts in the fulfillment of Bible prophecy, so this
present constérnation in the Middle East is building up
to a climax which will mark the beginning of the
fulfillment of Ezekiel 38 & 39, and pave the way to
Armageddon. But before drawing a conclusion regarding
these events in the light of Bible prophecy, let’s glance
briefly at the plain facts concerning the recent war in
Lebanon:

“Open thy doors, O Lebanon, that the fire may
devour thy cedars. Howl, fir tree; for the cedar is fallen,
because the mighty are spoiled: howl, O ye oaks of
Bashan, for the forest of the vintage is come down.”
Zechariah 11:12.

Last month Israeli forces moved into Lebanon in a

major military operation to push back the PLO terro-
rists on the northern border. The operation was dubbed
“Peace for Galilee” and was launched to place the
civilian population of the Galilee region beyond the
range of terrorist fire from Lebanon. This initiative
against the terrorists in Lebanon was launched amidst a
barrage of PLO shelling of Israeli towns from across
the border. The terrorist’s shelling was prompted by an
Israel air strike on their military camps in Southern
Lebanon following the attempted assasination and
critically wounding of Israel’s ambassador to England,
Shlomo Argov. This was only one in a series of terro-
rist attacks directed against Israeli diplomats abroad.
Israel felt that something had to be done to show
the terrorists that they would not allow such develop-
ments to continue. Aside from the attacks on Israeli
diplomats, the PLO have over the months, violated the
ceasefire agreement they had with Israel, by carrying
out bombing and terrorist attacks inside Israel’s cities
and from across the Lebanese border. It has been usual
for Israel to reply to such attacks by carrying out air
strikes on PLO bases in Lebanon. The mistake of the
PLO was in shelling Israeli towns in a retaliation effort
of their own. This shelling commenced around the
clock and a population of scores of thousands in the
Galilee region had to remain day and night in shelters
while terrorist rockets unceasingly shelled their towns,
villages and farms. For the past ten years residents of
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Northern Israel have endured terrorist attacks and shell
fire from across the Lebanese border. In a letter to
U.S. President, Ronald Reagan, Israel’s Prime Minister,
Menachen Begin, explained the cause and objectives of
the ““Peace for Galilee” operation into Lebanon:

“The army has been instructed to push back the
terrorists so that all our civilians in the region of Galilee
will be set free of the permanent threat to their lives. I
feel it is my duty to describe to you the real situation:
For the last seventy-two hours, twenty-three Israeli
settlements in the Galilee have been shelled and
rocketed by the Soviet-supplied PLO terrorists. Tens of
thousands of men, women and children remain day
and night in shelters. The terrorists are aiming their
guns exclusively at the civilian population. There are
many military targets in the area; these are completely
immune. The purpose of the enemy is to kill — to
kill Jews, men, women and children. Is there a nation
in the world that would tolerate such a situation? Mr.
President, the bloodthristy agressor against us is on our
doorstep. Do we not have ‘the inherent right of self-
defense’? Does not Article 51 of the Chapter apply to
us? Is the Jewish State an exception to all the rules
applying to other nations?”

Begin went on to say that Israel does ‘“not covet one
inch of Lebanese territory. We wish to sign a peace
treaty with a free independent Lebanon that will
preserve its territorial integrity,”” the Premier said. He
ended his message with a firm: “We shall do our sacred
duty. So help us God.”

The initial aim of Israel’s encursion into Lebanon
was to push the terrorists back 40 Km. to the north,
but as the war advanced, and after Syria ordered its
forces in Lebanon to engage the Israeli forces, it became
clear that Israel’s goals were changing and would reach
far beyond the original objective.

We recently attended a government-sponsored lecture
here on the war in Lebanon, and the Israel Defence
Forces (IDF) spokeman told how Israel had not
planned to go so far into Lebanon, and gave the
reasons — sound reasons — why they had continued.
He said that in war unexpected things often happen
that you can not see at the beginning. We thought how
true this is, and especially for Israel today. There will
be many unexpected things happening according to
Bible prophecy.

In general, the world reacted very unfavorably to
Israel’s military moves in Lebanon. Almost immediately
after the ““Peace for Galilee”” campaign began, devasta-
ting and often conflicting reports of damage inflicted on
the civilian population of Lebanon as a result of the
war began to flood the world press. One report, given
wide press coverage all over the world, claimed that up
to 9,500 civilians were killed in the fighting. This
report was soon proven to be false, the number greatly
exaggerated. But it did cause considerable consterna-
tion here in Israel, as it was known that the Israeli
commanders had been ordered to take all possible
precautions to safe-guard the civilian population in the
areas where the fighting raged, even to the extent of
endangering the lives of their own men. In fact, many
of the Israeli casualties were sustained as a direct result
of this policy.

Whenever possible, Israel dropped tens of thousands
of leaflets in Arabic from planes, urging the people to

flee ahead of the battle, and the Israeli forces went
cautiously in order that the civilians might get away
from the danger zones. Thousands of people that fled
ahead of the Israeli army returned back across the
Israeli lines, rather than remaining in territory still held
by the PLO. They smiled and waved to the Israeli
soldiers as they passed back across. Many fled toward
the advancing Israelis instead of away from them, and
Israeli soldiers helped many people to safer places in
protected areas and away from the fighting. Israel
fought on Lebanese soil, but did not fight Lebanon —
but it fought cruel powers that have long oppressed
the people there.

Even so, many Lebanese civilians were killed in the
fighting (latest estimates say around 2,000). A sad fact
of war seems to be that the innocent always suffer. In
the case of Lebanon, this was due primarily to a
deliberate policy on the part of the PLO. Whenever
possible, they would locate their bases and fortified
positions in the middle of thickly populated areas,
knowing that Israel would be reluctant to use air and
artillery strikes. In many cases this strategy worked.
Many young Israeli soldiers lost their lives in fierce
hand-to-hand fighting to take positions which could
have been easily pounded into submission if it were
not for the civilians the terrorists were using as a
shield. There were also many instances of the terrorists
using occupied apartment blocks, schools and hospitals
for their gun emplacement and aummunition dumps.
This was all part of a deliberate strategy — to make the
civilian toll in any fighting as high as possible. There
can be no doubt about this.

Lebanese officials of the International Red Cross
issued a report (which was widely circulated by the
media) that 600,000 people were homeless, mostly in
the areas of Tyre and Sidon, which before Israel moved
in were PLO strongholds (Isaiah 23:11, 12). The fact is
that there are hardly 600,000 people living in this whole
area. The true estimate of homeless is a nonetheless
substantial 30,000. For the most part, these fled
Palestinian refugee camps where there was heavy fight-
ing between the terrorists and Israel.

There has also been considerable damage to Beirut,
the last PLO stronghold in Lebanon. While besieging
the terrorists there, Israel cut off food, water and
electricity supplies to West Beirut. As far as Tyre and
Sidon go: according to an Israeli construction team
who were sent to Lebanon to see about rebuilding
damage, only approximately ten houses in the city of
Tyre are damaged beyond repair, and fewer yet in
Sidon (estimates from officials in these cities coincide
with their report).

Israel has sent special teams into Lebanon to assess
damage done to civilian property and to rebuild what
has been destroyed by the Israel Defence Forces. Israel
is supplying food and other essentials to the Lebanese
people and to the Palestinian refugees there; they have
also sent engineers into Lebanon to help restore public
utilities such as water and electricity, which have been
damaged over the years, and not just in this latest
round of fighting which involves Israel. Lebanon,
remember, has been in constant warfare for the past
seven years, Arab against Arab: ‘“For [ will no more
pity the inhabitants of the land, saith the Lord; but, lo
I will deliver the men every one into his neighbour’s
hand.” Zechariah 11:6. {continued on next page)
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One fact which the world seems unaware of is that
for the most part the present devastation in Lebanon
was caused by the PLU Syrian forces, and the internal
strife in that country, long before Israel arrived on the
scene. The PLO and Syrian occupation of Lebanon has
since 1975, left a total of 100,000 Lebanese dead,
250,000 wounded and, in southern Lebanon alone,
180,000 homeless. Eighteen months after the Syrians
crossed into Lebanon (on May 31, 1975) a total of
50,000 Lebanese were killed by their so called ‘Peace
Keeping’ forces — who entered Lebanon on the pretext
of helping the Christian minority there which was
being massacred by joint PLO-Moslem leftists. It was
not long, however, before the Syrians joined in
eliminating the Christians; and in certain areas of
Lebanon the Christian population dropped to almost
nothing, whole towns were wiped out. Lebanese
Spiritual leaders were harassed by the PLO if they
refused to publicly speak in favor of the PLO occupa-
tion. Their families were sometimes killed, tortured;
children and babies were brutally killed so that the
people would fear the PLO, and rape was common.
Today, on an Israeli Kibbutz, lives hundreds of young
Lebanese girls, who were sheltered after asking for
protection and help from Israel. Each one of these
young girls was raped by PLO ‘freedom fighters’ who
did this with the boasted aim that the children would
be raised to add to their ranks.

There has been no civil law in Lebanon for the past
seven years (since the PLO took over in the early
1970’s). All through these long and bloody years in
Lebanon, the world has remained strangely oblivious
to the plight of the Christians there, despite repeated
appeals for help. Zechariah 11:5 says; “Their own
shepherds™ shall “pity them not”. Sadly, this is just
what happened: Even the Pope (for the most part, the
Christians there are Catholics) has not acted in the
defence of his people. Israel, of whom Lebanon was a
former enemy, was the only one to extend a helping
hand. The United Nations did not condemn the continu-
ing slaughter of the Christians, and even went so far
the other way as to condemn Israel for helping the
Christians defend their villages.

Israel, over the years, has saved countless lives by
aiding the Southern Lebanese (along her northern
border) and establishing the “Good Fence”, in 1976,
to transport Lebanese, wounded by the PLO and Syria,
to border clinics and hospitals inside Israel. In the last
five years 170,000 Lebanese have received medical
treatment through these services, which continue.

During the “Peace for Galilee” operation the
advancing Israeli’s were met, in many villages, by
dancing, cheering residents, with gifts of sweets and
flowers: this continued as the army advanced to Beirut,
where the Syrians and PLO had fled before them. Most
Lebanese view the Israelis as their liberators and
friends, rescuing them from an intolerable situation.
Even Lebanese who lost property and loved ones in the
cross fire between Israel and the PLO often said they
welcomed Israel’s incursion. They said it was worth the
price to be rid of the terrorists who had made their
lives a “‘nightmare”.

Israel should be praised for the way it has tried to
help the people of Lebanon throughout the trouble
there. It has opened its borders to let the people of

“In the same day the Lord made a covenant with
Abram, saying, Unto thy seed have I given this land,
from the river of Egypt unto the great river, the river
Luphrares.”

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Lebanon come into Israel to visit, to go to schools, to
work, for medical treatment, and even to live. No
other nation in the world did anything at all. Most
Lebanese are well aware of this. Brother Albert Babisha
recently talked with Lebanese at that the Church of
the Holy Sepulchre in the Old City. One woman told
how the PLO had killed her mother and father before
her eyes, slowly torturing them in a terrible way.
Another woman had two daughters; both had been
raped. One was only 10 years old. The women had
come to the Holy place to thank God for Israel and for
deliverance; and to pray for Israel. They said that
many from Lebanon will come to Jerusalem to the
Holy places to pray for Israel. One Christian man in
the Lebanese House of Parliment cried openly before
the news media, and in tears prayed and thanked God
for Israel, and in a loud voice prayed that God would
break the chord of the PLO that their children might
run barefoot in the streets again happy and safe — that
the PLO will be completely broken and not return.

It must be remembered that the PLO is a brutal
terrorists organization. It began as one and remains one
— in spite of the cloak of respectability it has attempted
to do in recent years. Its sole purpose is one of violence.
It does not really represent the Palestinian Arab
Refugees, as it claims, but rather preys on them and
their situation, ruthlessly eliminating among them
who dare dispute its self-proclaimed role as the “‘sole
representative of the Palestinian people.” It is a mistake
to talk of the PLO and the Palestinian Arab Refugees as
if they were one and the same — something that the
world’s news media seems to be doing, more and more.

The way the PLO behaved in Lebanon during the
past seven years paints a true picture of its character.
They, together with the Syrians, killed tens of thousands
of civilians — men, women and children — and reduced
a nation once called ‘‘the Switzerland of the Middle
East and knoyn for its beauty and pleasant atmos-
phere, to a warttorn nightmare of violence.

Of course, in spite of its concern for the Lebanese
and the situation there, Israel had good reasons of its
own for going into Lebanon. In the past few years
alone, there has been over 9,000 attacks by the PLO.
There were 994 people who lost their lives, and over
5,000 injured. This is not to mention the many bombs
found in time, in Israel’s cities, streets and market-
places, nearly always by civilians, often children. We
have had personal experiences of this. Twice, bombs
were discovered shortly before they were set to explode,
right outside our house; and once one exploded a few
meters down the street at a kindergarten. Many times
when in down-town Jerusalem, I have been stopped by
police cordons around areas where suspicious objects
were discovered — usually these turn out to be innocent,
but not always. A few times, members of my family
have been nearby when bombs did explode, injuring
and killing passersby. It’s a situation the people of
Israel have had to live with for a long, long time. The
terrorists have also not only directed their attacks
against Israel, but have made the whole world their
arena.

Israel had little control over the events which led to
this situation and little choice as to its response. The
only question was one of timing. There is no nation in
the world that could allow with impunity a foreign

agency right across its border to continually conduct a
campaign of terror against its people, planting bombs
in its cities, shelling its border towns, and even murder-
ing its diplomats abroad. The “Peace for Galilee”
campaign was long in coming and, here say, long over-
due. The shooting of the Israeli ambassador to London,
and the several weeks previous killing of a diplomat in
France were only the last straws, as far as Israel was
concerned.

Gordon Fauth standing by one of the Russian tanks Israel
captured from the PLO. The huge quantity of arms captured
from the PLO included machine-guns, tanks, artillery, mobile
Katyusha rocket launchers — automatic weapons, grenades, and
small missiles of many different types. It is estimated that the
PLO had enough equipment to arm a force at least twice its size.
Most of the weaponry was Soviet, although a small quantity was
American, evidently supplied by Saudi Arabia. Many of the
weapons were still in the shipping crates, and many of these
crates were labelled “farm implements”, “bulldozer parts”, and
other similar terms, evidently to facilitate transit to Lebanon.
Captured documents as well as intelligence information received
indicated that Syria and the PLO were planning a joint attack
against Israel in the near future. The ‘Peace for Galilee’ campaign
ruined these plans, breaking, as it did, the burgeoning power of
the PLO, and dealing a stunning and humiliating defeat to the
Syrian army and air force.

The mood in Israel is well shown by the results of
the latest opinion polls, which show that public
support for Prime Minister Begin, and his party, the
Likud, has never been higher. An _overwhelming
majority of the population support the Lebanon
campaign. It’s not that Israelis like war. They have
lived their lives under the continual threat of war and
have had friends and loved ones killed in the many wars
that Israel has had to fight for its survival. They well
understand the results of war, and they abhor war. It’s
rather that, like the Lebanese, they viewed the situation
as intolerable, and welcomed anything, even war,
which would end it.

While most of the world was quick to condemn
Israel’s move into Lebanon, many calling it an “outright
aggression”, most Lebanese term it ‘‘Liberating
Lebanon™’; in fact, the only authority or group in
Lebanon to condemn Israel is the extreme left-wing
group. Hundreds of thousands of Lebanese have
expressed support for Israel’s move to root the terrorists
out of their country. The Christian Phalangists, the

Dear Brethren and Friends,

Greetings and blessings to all from us here and
hoping and believing this will find you well and blessed.

We have been continuing our Gospel ministry at
Palomos and Liley, Titay and Ipil, but it is at Palomos
where the small church (about 10 x 6 metres) has been
built and is now almost completed, and has been in use
for several Sabbaths. We had already baptized eleven
souls there before, and we dipped three more yesterday
making a total of fourteen so far with a very good
possibility of more to come. There has been atten-
dances from thirty to fifty present. We have not been
praying for many sick people, though there has been
good results for those that have been prayed for. We
nearly always have hymn singing and Bible study and
prayer first thing every morning anywhere between
5 and 6 a.m. to begin our day with. [t certainly gives us
an excellent start to our day and I- can highly
recommend it to our readers.

Our jeepny has now clocked over 3000 km. and is
going very well. Our next trip is to Cotabato where

there are people waiting to be baptized (as there are at
Masbate Island also in the same trip). We will also
journey to Davao City, Agusan and probably Manila,
including perhaps Pangasinan (north of Manila) again.
We have other requests for visits also, but we’ll have to
delay them in the meantime until those more urgent
ones can be done.

I have been blessed to do two more live Church
Sunday broadcasts, over local Radio Station DXPR,
since I have been here this time and will no doubt do
more Sundays when I am not travelling around on
gospel work for Jesus.

As we have opened a Church Bank Account now
here in Pagadian City, it is now possible for interested
persons to send donations to help the ministry work
here. Donations can be sent to the Allied Bank, c/o
P.O. Box 1356, Pagadian City. We hope and believe
that some of you will respond and help the Lord’s
work here as there is much poverty here and much to
be done.

The PLO’s ‘RGP Kids’

One of the more inhuman practices of the PLO
terrorist organization was brought to light during the
Lebanon campaign, when it was discovered that the
PLO had been training small children — ten and twelve
years old — and using them as front-line ‘fighters’. It
was quite a shock for Israeli soldiers who suddenly
found themselves confronted and fired on by armed
children. Although the PLO’s children ‘fighters’ did not
constitute any real military force, still it is reported
that Israeli soldiers lost their lives in such situations,
because of their unwillingness to fire on children. Here,
these children have been termed “RPG kids” because
in many cases they had been trained in the use of RPG
missiles. Most of them quickly surrendered, when
promised good treatment. Some said they had volun-
teered to join the PLO, but many said they had been
coerced and some had even been kidnapped from their
homes and schools and forced into training. The
kidnapped included children from refugee camps in
Syria, and this abhorrent practice was evidently being
carried out with the full knowledge and cooperation of
the Syrian authorities. Israel has captured hundreds of
these “RPG kids™ and has made every effort to reunite
them with their families. Israel has just released two
hundred of these children, aged up to sixteen years,
furnishing transport back to their homes. This group
reportedly included one small boy who had used an
RPG rocket to shoot down an Israeli helicopter, killing
the crewmen.

Shi’it Moslems, the Druse, and other fractionary
groups in Lebanon have all been cooperating with the
Israel Defence Forces. It should be evident that the
Israelis were not fighting the Lebanese, or the Palestinian
Arabs, but rather an unwanted brutal terrorist organi-

zation, and enemy of both the Lebanese and Israeli
peoples.

The PLO army, with which Israel fought, were, for
the most part, originally from Jordan. Jordan consists
of 80 per cent on the land mass once called Palestine.
In 1970 the PLO tried to overthrow Jordan’s King
Hussein and take over the country (just as they would
like to do with Israel), but their plot failed, and
Lebanon offered the survivors of this revolution
asylum. Little did they know in doing so, that the PLO
would continue its revolution with slightly different
goals — this time Lebanon was the prize. In Zechariah
11, when it speaks of the destruction of Lebanon, it
says “‘The pride of Jordan is spoiled’ This seems to be
a direct reference to Israel’s victory over the PLO’s
occupation forces there (who were from Jordan/Pales-
tine); for the occupation of Lebanon was definitely the
greatest achievement of the PLO.

Israel field officers were astonishea at their rapid
successes on the battlefield in Lebanon. In addition to
sufficiently thwarting, ahead of schedule, the PLO
terrorists, who had a large organized army very well
equipped with sophisticated Soviet weapondry, they
were also forced into substantial battles with Syria’s
30,000 strong army deployed in Lebanon (Israel had
only 20.000 troops in Lebanon at this time). Israel
downed one third of the Syrian air force, losing no
planes themselves, yet, in many air battles, were out-
numbered by the Syrians. Military experts the world
over remain baffled by Israel’s air victories. Israel’s air
force is superior to all others in the Middle East and
has played a vital roll in the survival of this nation. In
past wars, often in the nick of time, the air force has
saved Jerusalem from enemy bombardment.“As birds

flying, so- will the Lord of hosts defend Jerusalem;

defending also he will deliver it: and passing over he
will preserve it.” lIsaiah 31:5. The ease with which
Israel destroyed the Syrian missile bases has led to it
being voiced that Israel had a secret weapon, and
government officials here have dropped some hints in
favor of this assumption. Israeli Prime Minister,
Menachem Begin, told U.S. officials in Washington
recently, “We damaged and destroyed (scores of)
Soviet surface-to-air missiles without losing a plane.
Someday we will tell you how we did it.” Israel has
captured large quantities of Soviet weapons from the
PLO in Lebanon (worth hundreds of millions of
dollars). They have even captured some weapons
whose existence was not formerly known to the West.
The army has said these weapons are “‘revolutionary”
but has not disclosed to the public exactly what they
are.

In the course of,the war in Lebanon, Israel combat
tested many weapons for the first time, including U.S.
equipment (some with Israeli improvements) which
proved superior to the Soviets armament and machinery
used by Syria and the terrorists. This brings to mind a
prophecy in Isaiah 54:17, “No weapon that is formed
against thee shall prosper’. What a reassuring promise!
Still, there are yet hard times in store for this nation,
according to Bible prophecy; even now we can see
these things approaching.

Israel destroying and belittling so much formerly
thought of as superior Russian equipment has
embarrassed and embittered Moscow. Russia has sent

Dear Friends,

It blesses my heart to read the many messages of
love and testimony which you take time to send, and it
is comforting to know that so many are praying for the
peace of Jerusalem in these troublesome times. May
God bless you all.

As I write this, the sound of jets flying over Jerusa-
lem vibrate and rock the windows. Israel’s army has
gone into Lebanon on a massive campaign to push
back the terrorists who were shelling Israeli settlements
along the northern border. Many of our Jewish
neighbors and friends have been called to the army;
and a cloud of sobriety has set upon the land.

The news today said that Israel has gone as far as
Beirut, Lebanon’s capital. Many of the Christian
Lebanese, who were heavily persecuted under Syrian
and PLO rule, welcomed Israel’s advance. It is the hope
that Israel’s move to root out the terrorists there will
bring about a change for the better in war-torn
Lebanon; perhaps even lead to the Lebanese govern-
ment being put back on sound footing, to establish
order in a land that has been in chaos for the past
seven years of civil and guerrilla warfare.

It is truly too bad that there has to be war and
bloodshed in this world. In Matthew 24:6, speaking of
the time of the end, just before the appearing of the
Messiah, it says, “‘Ye shall hear of wars and rumours of
wars”. This is certainly true today; but it is reassuring
to know that the end is almost here and that soon
Jesus will come to bring peace to this troubled world.

Another day has dawned on Jerusalem; the sun has
just come up over the hills and the air is alive with the
sound of sparrows welcoming the dawn in their usual
way. I am in the back garden at the publishing house,
checking on some seeds | have planted. They are
coming up nicely. Most of the trees and bushes here
were planted many years ago by my father and mother,
Andrew and Effie Dugger, of beloved memory. Now
everything is overgrown without their careful attention.
The three rose bushes are grown to tremendous heights
and bloom randomly with beautiful pink, red and
orange roses. The almond tree has doubled in size, and
so have many of the other formerly small trees and
climbing vines.

Under the boughs of the fig tree, my father would
often pray in the early hours of the morning. I
remember, a young man, Aryeh (whom my father
baptized), was so taken by this he decided to try it
himself. This brings to mind another prayer said in a
garden, the Garden of Gethsemane, where Christ
prayed his last great prayer before Calvary (John 17).
One can still see the Garden of Gethsemane today and
gaze upon the same olive trees, some 2800 year old,
which existed in Christ’s time.

Recently, we have been receiving visitors from many
different countries, including Czechoslovokia (a
communistic nation), India, England; and the U.S.A.
We always enjoy meeting and fellowshipping with dear
brothers and sisters from around the world, who,
though we have not met before, share with us the same
feeling of oneness in God’s family.

A group from Germany is staying with us at present.
They have been traveling and witnessing all across
Israel, and the Lord has been blessing their labours.
Praise His name! We ask your prayers for this dedicated
group, as they return back to Germany in a few
weeks time to continue their ministry there.

The Lord’s work here in Jerusalem is moving forward,
by His grace. We are continuing to receive unanimously
enthusiastic and good response from various parts of
the Israeli public, over the presentation of the “Son
Beam’s” singing ministry and our general message to
Israel, which was viewed on nation-wide television here
recently. Since the T.V. program a few weeks ago, it is
becoming normal for members of the Reporter staff to
be hailed on the streets by merchants, neighbours;
and housewifes shopping at the market: all are
enthused and interested. “We saw you on T.V.,” is
the general drift. **Can we come to your church?” “‘Pray
for us,” was the very sincere request of a number of
government office workers, when my husband went in
to pay our last electric bill. “‘Please continue to pray
for Israel.”

The mood in Israel is changing, becoming more
broadminded, and never before has this been more
evident than now. There is a widespread feeling that
events are leading to a climax. A Jewish rabbi; we
know personally, recently prophesied: ‘“The Messiah
must come soon;” and many, Jewish and Arab people
alike, stop us on the streets, simply to offer words of
encouragement and tell us to continue the work. It is
truly wonderful to see hearts warming, and such open-
mindness to the Gospel as has never before been seen
in this land among God’s chosen peodple. Undoubtably,
the time spoken of in Romans 9:27, 28 is being
ushered in.

some very blunt, harsh warnings to the nation of Israel,
and has stated that Israel is affecting their interests in
the region, and will pay dearly for the war in Lebanon.
Yes, the time is soon coming when Russia will tire
of proxy wars and will come against [srael itself, as
prophecied in Ezekiel 38 and 39. There is more and
more evidence coming to light regarding the nearing of
this event. Russia’s strong ties with Israel’s surrounding
foes and the fact that Israel, as the only democratic
country in this part of the world, sticks out like a sore
thumb, are in themselves substantial evidence of
Russia’s reasons and aims for coming against this
nation.

It is clear that Russia and the PLO have very close
connections. A strong PLO-Moscow connection was
proven by PLO documents recently captured by the
Israeli army in Lebanon. According to one of these
documents “Relations between the PLO and
Moscow couldn’t be better, with both parties maintain-
ing close political ties. The PLO has coordination
agreements with the Soviet Union — signed last year
during Arafat’s visit to Moscow — according to which,
when a problem arises, a high-level Palestinian delega-
tion embarks for Moscow to coordinate a joint stand
with the Soviets.”

Also captured in Lebanon, at a PLO stronghold in
Sidon, were long lists of names of mercenaries (from
countries hostile to Israel), who were fighting with the
terrorists in Lebanon. The documented list is entitled
“Martyrs Battalion Castel Regiment in Foreign
Countries”. The countries include Russia among others;
Iran, Pakistan, Hungary, Algeria, Bulgaria, China and
Lybia etc. Ezekiel 38 includes many of these counties
with those who will come against Israel with Gog
(The Soviet Union). “And the word of the Lord came
unto me, saying, son of man, set thy face against Gog,
the land of Magog, the chief prince of Meshech and
Tubal, and prophesy against him. In the latter vears
thou shalt come into the land that is brought back
from the sword, and is gathered out of many people,
against the mountains of Israel, which have been
always waste: but it is brought forth out of the nations,
and they shall dwell safely all of them. Thou shalt
ascend and come like a storm, thou and all thy bands,
and many people with thee. .  Persia, Ethiopa, and
Libya with them, Gomer, and all his bands, the house
of Togarmah of the north quarters, and all his bands.
and many people with thee. To take a spoil, and to
take a prey; to turn thine hand upon the desolate
places that are now inhabited, and upon the people
that are gathered out of the nations, which have gotten
cattle and goods that dwell in the midst of the land.”

Russia has already embarked on the road to planning
this move. Among the official papers and documents
captured in Lebanon, Russian maps were found showing
battle strategy plans to destroy Israel; centered to
exact locations. The detailed instructions include firing
positions; attack and withdrawal routes; blocking of
roads, and laying of land mines, etc. Soviet diagram
structures of planned infantry maneuvers, were also
found. It should be evident that the fulfillment of
Ezekiel 38 and 39 is definitely ‘in the air’.

The latter days spoken of by Christ in Matthew 24

are upon us, the fulfillment of all the final prophecies
are at hand. It is fearful to realize that the last beast of
Revelation 13, will soon make his appearance. Modern
technology and the electronic age in which we live are
now ushering in the number system, with which the
beast will rule. We are now in the linking up period —
computer linking up with computer, corporation with
corporation, and country with country; where event-
ually the masses become part of one giant system.
Today we are still “in the valley of decision” (Joel
3:14). There are still a lot of loose ends to be connected
before a world government could be formed; yet, it is
plain to see, by taking a candid look at world
developments, that all are leading up. to the take-over
of the Beast Power, which will, in turn, lead to
Armageddon.

One of the ancient Dead Sea Scrolls tells about the
sons of light and sons of darkness and about a decisive
battle in which they engage. The scroll foretells that
this battle will take place in the Holy Land, after the
children of the land return home again. Specific battle
instructions are given; the sons of light emerge
victorious and a new world government of lasting
peace is established on earth. This scroll is, no doubt,
speaking of the battle of Armageddon (Revelation 16:16
which will take place in the valley of Meggido, here in
the Holy Land.
