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What Does the Bible Mean to Us?

by J. Van Haaren

This is a unique question, because various answers
are given to it by different persons. The Bible does not
have the same meaning for everyone. What is the reason
for this? Is the Bible at fault, or are we? Is the Bible a
book of Divine origin, or human origin? Does the Bible
inform us as to how man regards God, or does it explain
how God regards man? May we exercise authority over
the Bible, or does the Bible rule us? Is the Bible alimited
book supplying us with respectable opinions of former
ages, but not applicable to modern man with hisunique
problems? Or is the Bible the Word of God, requiring
unconditional surrender and pursuance of its guidelines?

Today these are the questions which demand an an-
swer and determine our attitude to the Bible. We live
in a time of assault upon the Bible. One biblical stan-
dard and rule after another is subverted. An unbiblical,
foreign theology slays its thousands. Events occur today
which have never had their counterpart in church his-
tory. It seems that the results of modern philosophy
and natural sciences with the problem-solving approach
of modern man simply compel one to a different inter-
pretation and approach to the Bible than was the case
in former times. Modern theology interprets the Bible
in a way that coincides with the results of science.
However, the Bible is stripped and its authority under-
mined by this. It appears that man places more confi-
dence in science than in the Word of God.

But is there no conflict between science and the
Bible? How would that be possible? Even Galileo
observed that the words of God’s mouth (His Word)
and the works of His hands (His creation) could not
contradict each other. We cannot speak of an actual
conflict; there can only be a conflict between the Bible
and the interpretation of the results of science. This in-
terpretation leads to a position in which science and its
hypotheses are over-valued and the Bible under-valued.
At the same time the Bible is mis-used, because we
may not entangle the Bible in various scientific prob-
lems. The Bible ascends far above that, and has a message
and a significance which do not depend on this relation-
ship to science so that we can use the Bible in problem
solving.

We must search for the answer to the question — of
what the Bible means to us — in the Bible itself. What
testimony does the Bible give of itself? It is evident
that the Bible reserves its right to be distinct from any
other book. The Book acknowledges its inspiration by
the Holy Spirit. This inspiration is a fact which we may
not ignore. Neorationalistic theology does not take this
into account; it regards the Bible as any other product
of literature. In its estimation, the Bible is not the
Word of God. However, throughout the Bible we find
testimonies of Divine inspiration. We often read, ““And
the Word of the Lord came...” and ““Thus saith the
Lord.” The Bible is God’s Word precisely because of
this inspiration. He who is convinced of this listens re-
verently to the Word of God. Then the Bible isn’t
merely a book of human origin, nor only a worthy sub-
stitute for God’s Word from which one could extract

God’s meaning. Then the Bible is not a limited book,
but one containing the will of God, applicable to all
people of all times. Then the Bible is an authoritative
book to which one must unconditionally bow. There-
fore we may not conform the Bible to all questions of
the present time, but we must conform ourselves with
all the questions of our time to the Word of God.

We must consider that the Bible is not a scienti-
fic book, nor is it a book which merely relates the
history of the Jewish people. It is a book which
contains God’s decree of salvation for lost sinners.
Perhaps we might have desired that the Bible would
have given us more detail; we would have liked more
information concerning certain persons and occur-
rences. But the Bible is not written to satisfy our
curiosity. Nevertheless, those who have become in-
quisitive about the fullness that is in Christ Jesus can
find everything necessary to salvation in it. John
writes in chapter 20, verses 30 and 31: “And many
other signs truly did Jesus in the presence of His
disciples, which are not written in this book. But
these are written, that ye might believe that Jesus is
the Christ, the Son of God, and that believing ye might
have life through His name.”

Therefore what is most necessary? It is that we
earnestly seek to know the God of the Bible in the
person of Christ Jesus so that we may become true
Christians. This is rooted in a true faith in Him, resul-
ting in a living through Him. A life according to God’s
Word and based on God’s Word will not be deficient in
bringing forth fruit for ourselves and our environment.
We thereby enjoy the only comfort, and our neighbour
is edified and won for Christ; above all, God’s Name is
glorified. O

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On Walking With God

How lamentable the fact, that so few are to be
found who are engaged in this high Christian privilege.
We read that Enoch and Noah walked with God. It
must be allowed that many do walk with God pro-
fessionally; some from conviction that it is right and
reasonable; they believe there is a God, that His word
should be obeyed, but they know Him not in Christ;
they are not united to Him — they have no access to
Him — have no desire to have fellowship with Him.
Some from education and parental persuasion walk
with God in His ordinances, appear outwardly amiable
in temper and deportment, but are not created anew in
Christ. Many out of form, and from a self-righteous
spirit, hope to attain heaven and happiness after death,
by their diligent observance of religious duties.

But the children of God do walk with Godin reality.
And upon the truly interesting subject the attention of
the reader will now be called. We connect the idea of
walking with life; and we cannot walk with God unless
we have life; spiritual life from Him, a union to Him:
and but few pages of the sacred scripture can be turned
over, but some form or figure is to be met with, that
sets forth the connection between Christ and His
Church. He a fulness — they empty vessels to receive
Him; He a great High Priest — His children always in
circumstances that need His sympathy and help; He
the Lord our righteousness — and they the guilty; He
the great and good Physician — they the wounded;
He the faithful Friend — they the friendless; He the
supplying head of life — and they the dependent mem-
bers; He the fountain of light — they dark chaos; He
the all-sufficient God — and they the poor and needy.

To walk with God, there must be a knowledge of
Christ in covenant. Mankind has sunk into the very
dregs of darkness and ignorance, and all the law of lear-
ning helps them not to the knowledge of God in a
saving way; a power all-divine is required to rend the
veil that covers the minds of men; and this is the great
work for God to accomplish. commenced at regener-
ation, and carried on by Him Who began it. Such are
brought blessedly to know that God is their God, that
He has loved, chosen and given them to His Christ; that
He is a God Who pardons iniquity, transgression and sin.
They are favored with a knowledge of Christ as Lord
over all, for ever blessed, as their sole Saviour —as their
only salvation — as their Advocate on high — as their
law-fulfilling righteousness — and as their Fountain
open for cleansing from all sin, guilt and uncleanness;
and they walk with Him by faith, and He makes Himself
known to them, as He does not do to the world.
The Holy Spirit is revealed unto them as the Quickener
and Comforter. Saints feel much deadness, darkenss,
and distress; and He kindly revives, and invigorates, by
dropping as the dew upon their parched soul. He glori-
fies Jesus in His wonderful Person and work. He merci-
fully assists the soul to seek an interest in the dear
Saviour; to run to Jesus for refuge; to take shelter under
His atoning expiating sacrifice; to plead His Precious

Blood for pardon and absolution; and carries on the
ordained work of grace begun in the believer; and
lodges him at last in glory, long ago prepared, among
those he loved, with whom he worshipped here below,
and now no more to part.

They who walk with God will meet with much
opposition, for they will oppose the course of this
world in its fashions and friendships. They will have to
maintain perpetual war against all the sinful solicitations
of the flesh; they will be decidedly hostile to the Prince
of the power of the air, their former master; and their
opposition will bring a sea of sorrow upon them; and
they will have to bear a continual testimony against
the formality of nominal Christians. And all who walk
with God dare not join in confederacy with those who
deny the divinity of Christ; who set up a man’s right-
eousness for justification before God; who contend that
every creature has a power to save himself; who deny
the fundamental truths of God; who can indulge in
sin, or question the necessity of the Holy Spirit’s grace
in effectual calling.

All who walk with God must be reconciled to Him;
the enmity of their hearts subdued; and in mercy itis
done. Every gospel sermon is a proclamation of peace.
The great apostle to the gentiles, Paul, had a most
extensive view of the doctrine of human depravity, and
painfully felt the causes and consequences of it, but
through grace was brought to believe in Him Who had
removed both, whereby peace was made. In his sublime
epistles to the Ephesians and Colossians, he writes
elaborately on the legal enmity on the part of God and
the heart enmity on the part of man, and sets forth the
great Daysman Who laid His hands upon both, and
brought about an everlasting reconciliation for the
elect of God; and none can be at peace with heaven
but those who live by faitheupon the gracious Peace-
maker, the Lord Jesus Christ, Who has levelled the high
partition wall, and blotted out the written decreé that
stood against us.

Walking with God is a distinguishing mark of son-
ship — a seal of adoption — a proof of the Almighty’s
favour; for none but those for whom Christ shed His
blood will be invested with this privilege. Such were
Abraham and Hezekiah, who walked before the Lord,
were with Him here, are with Him now, and will be for
ever. Children walk and dwell with their parents, have
special claims on them; so with all related to God.
There are special privileges enjoyed, peculiar honours
conferred, distinguishing blessings bestowed, and they
have a food to eat unknown to the world. They wear
robes and ornaments far more costly than gold can
purchase, and have a merit in them, that they admit
the wearer into the court of heaven above, to sit with
the King upon His throne, and join in all the pure
worship of that better world.

None but those who love God supremely can walk
with Him, and because they are first loved by Him as
the cause, they love Him as the effect. We love the
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company of those who esteem us, but saints love God
for His rich mercy, His infinite wisdom, His boundless
power, faithfulness, His goodness prepared for the
poor; for the invaluable blessings of the ancient
covenant, secured by oath and promise; for a ransom
price for the liberation of captives, for a meetness to
enjoy all given grace; for the ministration of angels; for
electing, undeserved love; for the many unexpected
visits of mercy paid; for the faithful footsteps of provi-
dence in leading to hear the glorious gospel, opening
the heart to receive it, while many are left to oppose,
to revile, and to reject it; to persecute its heralds, to
slander those who love it, and to vent their enmity
against the Author and object of it.

ROYAL JELLY

form of a white-yellowish gelatine and has a slightly
sour taste. It is found in the royal cells. It makes up
the only food element for the queen during the whole
span of her existence and allows for an enormous
reproductive activity of two thousand eggs a day, and
permits her to live as long as five years whereas the
worker bees have no more than forty days of life in
summer and six months of life in winter.

It is extremely efficacious for those suffering from
nervous-breakdown and certain mental disorders.
(A. C. nicotinic or vitamin P.P.) It acts favorably on
skin and intestinal toxic forms, on duodenal ulcer, and
on the growth of premature babies. It acts against
bronchial asthma, diabetes, arteriosclerosis, colesterol
and senile anemia.

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HAIFA DOCTOR FINDS DREAM ZONE
OF HUMAN BRAIN

HAIFA.— A researcher at the Sleep Laboratory of the
Technion’s medical school has published findings that
may pinpoint the place in the human brain where dream
activity takes place.

A 33-year-old man who has a shell fragment from an
eight-year-old injury in the stem of his brain was found
to sleep without dreaming. The position of the fragment,
in the locus ceruleus, indicates with some certainty the
place in the brain ‘“where dreams are made,”” according
to Dr. Ron Peled, deputy director of the laboratory.

Peled, a Rothschild Hospital neurologist, told The
Jerusalem Post that the prestigious American journal
Neurologist had published the case history last Janu-
ary, giving the study scientific credibility.

The patient applied to the laboratory for treatment
of what Peled called a ‘“banal’”’ complaint. The patient
was hooked up to instruments to check his sleep
patterns for a night.

To their great surprise, the staff found that the read-
ings showed none of the usual signs of dreaming: rapid
eye movement (REM), electro-encephalogram oscilla-
tions and muscle tension.

On questioning, the man confirmed that he did not
dream.

This would make him the only known human adult
“who sleeps normally (that is, not in a state of coma),
‘without dreaming,

An average adult dreams 20 to 25 per cent of sleep-

ing time and a baby 50 per cent or more.

Following the discovery, the man’s brain was photo-
graphed by an electronic scanner and the minute piece
of shrapnel was located. Peled believes that it may have
destroyed the brain’s capacity for dreaming.

The patient has not complained of any sleep dis-
turbances, and except for minor motor disturbances as a
result of his shell injury, he functions normally. Since his
injury, he has studied law and is a practising lawyer.

Peled stressed that the man may have some very
weak dreams that he himself does not notice, but they
have not been picked up by the available instruments.

NEW ISRAELI DRUG TO BE TESTED IN U.S.

Clinical trials of a new Israeli-produced drug, which
prevents calcium loss from the bones of the aged, will
begin in U.S. hospitals in the near future. The trials are
necessary to obtain licence to sell the drug in the U.S.,
a spokesman of the Teva Pharmaceutical Co. in Israel
said.

The drug, based on Vitamin D complexes, is said to
prevent osteoporosis, a disease affecting most elderly
people and which is responsible for fractured bones,
particularly the hip. This sort of fracture is seen by the
medical profession as the most serious accident to be-
fall the elderly since the loss of mobility in the aged is
often followed by senility and death.

Teva has been developing the drug, as yet unnamed,
for several years and has invested some $5 million in
the project, some of it from foreign investors.

The drug, when licensed, is expected to have sales in
the range of $5 million a year. Once the U.S. licenses it,
its acceptance in most of the world, including Israel, is
almost automatic. .

sun ashamed, when the LORD of hosts shall reign in
mount Zion, and in Jerusalem, and before His ancients
gloriously.

The Forgetting of Self

“Verily, verily, [ say unto you, Except a corn of
wheat fall into the ground and die, it abideth alone:
but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit.”’ John 12:24.

There is a difference between the denying and the
forgetting of self. This distinction is clearly brought
out in the illustration Jesus gave above. A grain of
wheat cannot germinate, become a plant, and bear
fruit unless it first falls into the ground. Germination
does not take place on the surface but in the soil. The
seed must be planted (buried) in the ground (out of
sight) before the forces of nature can act upon it. The
same is true in our Christian experience. Unless we too
lose sight of self we cannot become a new creation in
Christ.

Elsewhere Jesus categorically affirmed: “Whosoever
will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up
his cross, and follow me. For whosoever will save his
life shall lose it; but whosoever shall lose his life for my
sake and the gospel’s, the same shall save it.”’ Mark 8:
34, 35. These words were directed primarily to the
disciples. Most of them had already left their homes
and occupations to follow Jesus. “We have forsaken
all,” Peter once observed (Matthew 19:27). It did not
take the disciples long to realize that they could not
follow Jesus wunless they were willing to deny
themselves many innocent things and personal
comforts in life. They had to sacrifice everything dear
to them: their time, loved ones, and personal interests.
Who knows how many times they were even accused
of being vagabonds and of shrinking their responsi-
bilities. Most people looked on them with scorn and
disdain. And no doubt they keenly felt the sting of the
malicious charges and insinuations directed against
them.

True self-denial involves much more than the giving
up of things and the depriving ourselves of what is
important or dear to us. And while it is indeed a rare
virtue to be able to accept reproach and to be
misunderstood, misjudged, and maligned without
becoming bitter, resentful, or critical of those who
abuse us, the Holy Spirit wishes to lead us into a fuller
identification with Jesus, which can only take place by
the forgetting of self completely. Not only must we die
to what others think and say of us, but we must also
be dead to our own feelings, thoughts, and reputation.
The more we are immersed in Christ and His will, the
more we lose sight of ourselves and become indifferent
to praise and slander, good or ill, the present or the
future. To know that we are in His Almighty hands is
to know that nothing will befall us unless He wills or
permits it. Whatever He does or sends is for our good,
even if we cannot see the good. Another benefit we
experience is that the more we forget self the less we
expect from ourselves and from others. Should we fail
we will not despond. Should we succeed we will not
become proud or boastful. What others think or say
about us will no longer affect us in good or ill, since it
is only God’s approval that counts and our object is to
please Him.

Not to expect anything from ourselves or from
others frees us from many illusions, disappointments.

and temptations. We know that we are nothing and
that there is nothing good in us apart from God. What
matters most to us now is to know, love and serve Him
as He wills with humility of heart and mind. To forget
self is to will only what He wills for us and to accept in
love whatever befalls us as coming from Him, never
blaming or seeking pity from anyone when afflictions
and trials arise.

A good illustration of this unconcem for self can be
seen in St. Paul’s first epistle to the Corinthians, a
people whose fickleness was made evident even toward
the apostle himself. “But with me’” he writes “if is a
very small thing that I should be judged of you, or of
man’s judgment: yea, I judge not mine own self. . .but
he that judgeth me is the Lord.” 1 Corinthians 4:3, 4.
The apostle was not troubled by the Corithians’
sudden change of attitude toward him; in fact, he did
not even value his own opinion of himself.

Philippians 3:7, 10 describes the man who had
reached that blessed condition of forgetting self. The
very things which the apostle had at one time
considered of value to him personally he no longer
deemed necessary or important in comparison to the
surpassing worth of Christ Jesus, whom he longed to
know and receive in His fulness.

Joseph is another case in point. The sufferings and
hardships he endured in order to remain faithful to the
Lord reveal a life of continual self-denial and
submission to the will of God. Hated by his brethren,
sold as a slave, and then thrown into prison for not
yielding to the advances of his master’s wife, Joseph
refused to defend or vindicate himself. He accepted the
wrongs and the injustices which befell him as coming
from God’s hand for his ultimate good. At the birth of
his firstborn he called the child, Manesseh, “for God,
said he, hath made me forget all my toil, and my
father’s house.” Genesis 41:51. The second son was
named, Ephraim, “for God” he said, “hath caused me
to be fruitful in the land of my afflication.” Genesis
41:52.

Joseph knew what it was to be denied and cut
off from everyone and everything dear to him. But
while he was in Egypt, hidden and buried, as it were,
from sight, the man of destiny like the grain of wheat
fallen into the ground, underwent a great spiritual
transformation and emerged from prison a great and
noble ruler — a man in whom the Spirit of God was
clearly evident and recognized by others (Genesis
41:38). His sad, unhappy past did not make or leave
Joseph bitter toward life or humanity; God also made
him forget all the wrongs done to him by erasing their
memory from his soul. Jospeh now realized, more than
ever, that what had befallen him had been ordained by
God for his own spiritual good. Later, when he
revealed himself to his brethren, he allayed their fear
of retribution and even remorse for their past treat-
ment of him by inviting them to come near to him. “And
Joseph said unto his brethren, Come near to me, | pray
you. And they came near. And he said, I am Joseph
your brother, whom ye sold into Egypt. Now therefore
be not grieved, nor angry with yourselves, that ye sold
