1. — International Atomic Energy Agency
(LA.E.A.). — The published aim of this agen-
cy is to promote peaceful use of atomic energy.
The inevitable result will be to disseminate
among foreign enemy nations vital information
on American atomic resources. '

2. — International Labor Organization (ILO).

The purpose of this arm of the one-world
osovernment is to coordinate labor demands
throughout the world. 1" « yyovides an ideal ve-
hicle for disseminatio . socialism and the
promotion of the on. world philosophy.

3. — Food and A -icultural Organizativi.
(FAQO). — This orgai _.ation is set up to stand-
ardize food qualities and levels of nutrition in-
ternationally. It' is the model instrument for
implementing an antichrist law in Revelation
13:17, that no man might buy or sell, except
he receive the mark of the beast,

4, International Bank for Reconstruction
and Development (World Bank). — This inter-
national bureaucracy is designed to interna-
tionalize money standards. Ultimately, it will
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place all the money power of the world in the
hands of one giant agency. Already there is
talk of issuing international currency under the
direction of United Nations.

5. — International Development Association
(IDA). — This one-world financing organiza-
tion aims to set up international control of na-
tural resources.

6. — United Nations Educational, Scientific,
and Cultural Organization (UNESCQO). — This
agency is set up to promote collaboration among
nations through education, science and culture.
The ultimate aim is the complete integration,
miscegenation and mongrelization of the races
leveling all world religions to a common pla-
teau, thus making paganism, Christianity and
Communism bosom bedfellows.

7. World Health Organization (WHO). —
To internationalize medicine, surgery, and all
treatments of diseases. This serves a political
advantage to the world dictator in that it pro-
vides a logical instrument for committing po-
litical opponents to hospitals for mentally ill
thousands of miles from friends and supporters.

8. — International Finance Corporation
C.). — A plan to take over the “poorly deve-
loped” areas of the world.

9. — International Monetary Fund (IMF). —
To promote and expand international trade, to
standardize commerce and industry, which will
make it a very simple matter for the antichrist
to issue his decree referred to before in Reve-
lation 13:17, that “no man can buy or sell ex-
cept he receive the mark of the beast”.

15.—International Trade Organizatinn (ITO).

- Tao tighten terms of coramerce and to pro-
mote free flow of guods from one rountry to
another under international ageeinent. Thus an-
other step is taken to break down national
boundaries and pave the way for Satan’s em-
peror, the antichirst, to take control of the en-
tire world.

16. — General Agreement on Tariffs and
Trade (GATT). — The goal of this last-named
Agency is the subject of current battles in the
United States Congress, the fight to lower, or
do away with, all tariffs on foreign imports,
leveling national boundaries, destroying na-
tional lovalties, and setting the whole world
up for allegiance to the beast from perdition.

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Sabbath Meeting At Jerusalem

Last Sabbath was a beautiful clear sun-shinny
day, and as usual my wife Effie and | walked
to the house of prayer a twenty-minute walk.
Four brethren also walked from the publishing
house. Upon arrival we found a number of the
brethren there. Andy our son went after some
with the car who live some distance from the
“church. The Bible study period began at 10.30
with Elder Harry Schlenker leading the song
service and his daughter Shellan at the piano.

Then memory verses were called for, follow-
ed by a song during which the children and
young people passed to the rooms up stairs
with their teachers. Sister Adolph Fauth, tea-
cher of the young people, and Sister Harry
Schlenker, the smaller children.

The Bible class was taught by Brother Adolph
Fauth, as different brethren take turn about
teaching the Bible class. Around one hour was
spent in the Bible study period, followed by
singing choruses and prayer. Then the Editor
delivered the message, using Calatians 3:16
for his foundation text, showing how the pro-
mises were given through Abraham to all na-
tions, and how all nations were thus blessed
by Christ, who came through Abraham’s seed.
Then the last verses of this chapter were read
showing that all Gentiles of every nation who
accepted Christ and were baptized in His name
were Abraham’s seed, and heirs to Abraham,
being adopted Israelites. His estate as given
by the Almighty was read as found in Genesis
12:1 to 7, chapter 13:14, 15,; also 15:18 and
17:7, 8. Also chapter 35:10 to 12, etc.

Then Matt. 5:5 was read where the promise
is enlarged to the inheritance of the earth:
. “Blessed are the meek for they shall inherit
the earth”.

It was shown further how the Gentiles of
every nation get into this great inheritance
through Abraham by the grafting of Gentile
branches CONTRARY TO NATURE into the
tame olive tree, the Jewish tree. — Romans | 1th
chapter.

According to nature it was shown that a
branch from a lemon tree grafted into an orange
tree bears lemons on the orange tree and vice
versa. But a lemon graft contrary to nature
would bear oranges on the orange tree and its
fruit would look just the same as the fruit of

the orange tree. Hence when Gentiles of all
nations. are baptised into Christ, becoming
Abraham’s seed, and grafted into the Jewish
tree contrary to nature, as this scripture so
plainly tells us, they are like the Jews and their
religion is so different from the Gentiles there
is a separation.

Then Exodus 31:15 to 17 was read, where it
gives the sign of an Israelite, and this sign
was to show who were Israel forever.

One of the texts is where the Master in speaking about
washing and not washing of hands said: “Not that, that
entereth into the mouth defileth the man, but that which
proceedeth from the heart”. Even drunkards misuse this

text, and many who take poison to commit suicide find
in it an excuse.

It was spoken of concerning the coming Messiah that
“He would magnify the law and make it honorable”. TIsa.
42:21. He did magnify it. He said: “He that looketh upon
4 woman to lust after her, hath committed adultery al-
ready in his heart”. Adam and Eve had sinned even before
they plucked the forbidden fruit. They were sinners when
they had it in their hands before eating it. It was not the
going into the mouth that defiled them but the defile-
ment proceeded from the heart. It is just the same today.”

In the 11th chapter of Leviticus it is very clearly given
what kind of flesh was intended for food, and the kind
that was unclean. There are, however, certain texts in the
New Testament that people wrongly interpret. like the one
mentioned  above.

Another text which is taken for an excuse to eat the
ewine is found in Acts 10th chapter, where the apostle
Peter was shown in vision a sheet let down from Heaven
with all manner of four footed animals, and a voice said
to him: “Arise Peter, kill and eat. What God hath cleansed
call thou not common”. It is claimed that the swine -and
all kinds of unclean creatures were cleansed, and can there-
fore be eaten as good food without danger to omt’s
health— TRIS 15 THan’s interpretation—of-the-intention of the
vision but in 'verse 28 we have the Spirit’s interpretation.
Peter says: “God hath SHOWN ME that I should call
NO MAN (not the animals) common or unclean”. So
dear reader, let us believe what Peter says about it, and
not some man’s statement contrary 1o the Scripture.

Peter was undergoing a test as to whether he should
go in among Gentiles or not as you will gather from read-
ing the chapter. This was the way the Father chose to show
himt that all men were the same and _the middle wall of
partition between the Jews and the Gentiles had been bro-
ken down. Those led by the Spirit after knowing what it
says in verse 28, will no longer misrepresent this lesson
but will teach it as Peter tells us to teach it.

Another fact worth noting here is that this was eight
years after Pentecost and Peter says, “I have never
eaten anything common or unclean.” Verse 14. Surely
il the swine had been cleansed by the shed blood on
Calvary, as many claim, Peter would have known it
and would not have been abstaining from eating the
unclean meats for these eight years.

Another text frequently used is found in I Timothy
4:3-5. It says the Spirit speaketh expressly that in the
latter times some will forbid people to marry, and ‘“com-
mand them to abstain from meats which God hath
created to be received with thanksgiving. Every creature
of God is good and nothing to be refused, if it be received
with thanksgiving. For it is sanctified (or set apart), by
the Word of God and prayer.

Many honestly believe that they sanctify swines flesh
through prayer and make it clean. But notice just what it
cays here. It says it is sanctified (set apart) by the
WORD of GOD.” Now what meats are set apart by the
Word of God and what meats were created to be re-
ceived? In this text we have two positive statements
that it is the meat CREATED TO BE RECEIVED, and
the other is the meats SANCTIFIED BY THE WORD
OF GOD. The word “sanctify,” means to set apart for

How often do my clients ask me concerning
the food they should or should not eat whilst
undergoing eyesight culture treatment! Before
[ have time to answer, how often do they add:
“Now if you expect me to follow a strict diet,
[ just can't do it! Circumstances make it im-
possible”. To remarks of this nature I usually
reply: “There’'s no need to go to extremes, but
we can all learn the elementary facts about food
and then begin to make small changes for the
better’".
Extremes are all very well if individual experi-
ments are undertaken, but to apply them gen-
erally, ad lib and without regard to varying
personal differences and circumstances can lead
to disappointment and can even be dangerous.
Far better is it to be moderate and sympathetic in
counsel. Take eyesight by way of example. It

is an audacious thing to say that whatever the

condition, glasses are unnecessary! It is equally
audacious to say that in all forms of eyestrain
glasses should be worn.

An Octogenarian’s Renewal

[ must, however, speak of an octogenarian
(a man over 80) friend who tells me that at
the age of 75 he was heading for a complete
breakdown. It was then that he was advised by
an otsteopath to try eating nothing but salads,
with grated cheese or nuts and olives. This he
accordingly did during the space of three years,
His salads naturally varied according to the sea-
son and he made use of roots after shredding
them. There were such things as lettuce, cress,
onion, endive, parsnip, parsley, carrot, cucum-
ber, beetroot, cheese, nuts, olive oil, lemon
juice, all nicely prepared and proportioned. The
effects were startling.

His mysterious internal pains just disappear-
ed. The faculties of hearing, smelling and see-
ing were sharpened, whilst his Jimbs became
supple enough for him to run up hills whereas
formerly he could only walk up panting for
breath. Added to this he was able to turn up
large portions of garden soil with the ease.and
strength of youth. Even his hair grew on places
once bald!

This, be it noted, was the outcome of a ba-

His arms and legs moved con-
tinually; if offered food, he would turn his head
and clench his teeth. He gave no sign of re-
cognizing his wife and daughter. Age 73;
weight 90 pounds; tongue bright red as in mal-
nutrition. Restrainers were necessary on hands
and feet when in bed.

“Why, you poor little old man”, | thought,
“I am going to see what I can do for you!”
[ really made a ‘“‘concoction”. Into the ligidizer
went warm water, powdered alfalfa, water cress,
parsley, black strap molasses, wheat germ and
powdered soya milk; and the mixture was
whipped up to make a pint. During the first
week, this formula was fed twice daily through
a stomach feeding tube. The first three days of
the second week, various fruit juices alternated
with water were administered through the nasal
tube. During the remainder of his second week,
the former feeding plans were resumed.

After this second week, the patient would eat
and drink with a bit of coaxing, without the
tubes. After the third week, recognition was
restored and he knew his wife and daughter.
The daughter wept in her joy, saying: “Oh,
Daddy, we thought we would never see you
like this again”.

Throughout the fourth week, mo urging was
necessary to induce him to take food and drink.
He would eat anything that was set before him.
At the end of the fourth week, his family took
him home. They followed the suggestions given,
and the old gentleman gained thirty pounds in
four months”. '

Remarks. — It is clearly evident that the
stricken condition of this elderly man was due
to a lack of certain foods. His body was starved.
That is portions of it. Without any food death
would have been the result, but he had been
living according to what he liked to eat, as
nearly everybody else does in these days where
they sit, as it were, at a kings table. All man-
ner of foods at their disposal, and daily tempted
by the most tasty kinds. He had been a victim
of this.

He would not have put into his stomach Al-
falfa tea, raw wheat germ or water cress and
parsley, soya milk etc. White bread robbed his
body of wheat germ, which is removed and fed
to the pigs and cows; for flour will breed worms
if it is left in.

This food, however, was put into his stomach
through a tube, and it did the work.

It would not have gotten there by his choice
of taste or his warped appetite for proper foods
his body required. How true this is of many
people today, with ill trained habits and taste
for proper foods.

To be healthy people need to receive into
their stomachs such foods as are mentioned

Better is the sight of the eyes than the wan-
dering of the desire:
vexation of spirit. — Eccles. 6:9.

“...eat in due season, for strength, and not
for drunkenness”. — Eccles. 10:17. '

Now these scriptures will be clear to those
of you who have ears to hear although not

perfectly clear because of the hardness — to

whatever varying degree — of your heart. But
not many understand the importance of cleans-
ing their temple so that the Holy Spirit will
come ‘in and abide. Also there are many who
have in times past received the Spirit, but then
have returned to their old lusts, then grieving
Him and separating themselves from the po-
wer or gifts which He gave them.

Now some will say: “...the gifts and calling
of God are without repentence.” (Rom. 11:29.

This is true but let us not forget the man
in the parable that.. ‘“was afraid, and went
and hid the talent in the earth.” — Matt. 25:25.

Be not ignorant of the meaning here. Our
temples or bodies are likened unto the earth
since from dust they are made and will return.

But there are very few in this world who have
ever received the Holy Spirit, and speak espe-
cially to you who live in wealthly nations. This
is because it is very difficult for a person to bear

fruit among thorns.

Let's take a look at what the Master has to
say in reference to our bodies and the Holy
Splrlt and fasting.

“Then came to Him the disciples of John,
saying: "'Why do we and the Pharisees fast
oft, but thy disciples fast not?"

And Jesus said unto them: “Can the children
of the bridechamber mourn, as long as the

bridegroom is with them? But the days will

come, when the bridegroom shall be taken from"
them, and then shall they fast. No man put-
teth a piece of new cloth onto an old garment,
for that which is put in to fill it up taketh from
the garment, and the rent is made worse.
Neither do men put new wine into old bottles:
else the bottles break and the wine runneth out,
and the bottles perish; but they put new wine
into new bottles, and both are preserved”. —
Math. 9:14-17.

When Jesus speaks of the new wine and
the new cloth here He means the Holy Spirit,
and when He speaks of the old garments and
the old bottles He means our bodies — the
temple of the Holy Spirit. Now if we accept
the words of Jesus simply as His children will,
we will understand that, from the day that
Jesus ascended into heaven from the Mount
of Olives until the day the Ho]y Spirit came,
the “children of the bridegroom’ are supposed
to have been fasting. We know that from the
Passover to Pentecost is fifty days according to
Jewish law. Three days of this Jesus was in the
sepulchre. For forty days after He showed Him-
self to many people. — Acts 1:3

This leaves seven days between His ascen-
tion and the day of Pentecost.

This does not mean that everyone who fasts
seven days will receive power from the Holy
Spirit. There are many of us who even after
seven days fast would be full of excess. If
for some of you complete fasting is too diffi-
cult don't be discouraged. You can gradually
slim down by just eating only when you are
really hungry, and even then be very careful
to eat slowly until your hunger is somewhat
satisfied, and not your lust for satisfying taste.

“No one can tell you just how long you must

continue to fast in order to cleanse your body
of rotted over surplus food. Fasting is eating
nothing and only drinking water. Some begin
to feel a little weak, and slightly dizzy, etec.
after one or two days, but this will leave the
average person by the thlrd day. The third day
your body begins consuming itself taking away
and using properly the surplus flesh and fat.
You will not feel hungry any more to even pos-
sibly thirty or forty days, depending on your
size, and how much surplus flesh, fat, and mus-
cle you have, but your body will be fed per-
fectly for the period of your fast, and rotten
surplus food disposed of and your body cleansed.

Notice that in Matt. 4:2 it says of Yahshua

“Let Us Give Praise to God”

Dr., Weizmann was weeping when, on Feb-
ruary 14, 1949, he opened the Constituent As-
sembly of the State of Israel the Knesset Israel,
and said:

“Let us give thanks and praise to the God of
Israel Who, in His mercy, granted us the pri-
vilege of witnessing the redemption of our peo-
ple after centuries of affliction and suffering...”

Ages-old prophecies from Israel’'s own Book,

the Bible, were being fulfilled. Israel the People

lived again in Israel the Land.

In the Exhibition Hall of the Art Museum in
Tel Aviv, on a dais under a picture of Theodor
Herzl and the blue and white flag of Israel,
sixty-one years old David Ben-Gurion sat with
twelve colleagues. At exactly 4 o'clock on that
never-to-be-forgotten afternoon, he called the
meeting to order. All rose to sing ‘‘Hatikvah”,
Israel’'s National Anthem. Then Mr. Ben-Gurion
read the Declaration of Independence.

“It spoke of “The Land of Israel’ as the place
where Israel was born... as the place where it
had written the Bible and from which it had
given it to the world.

It spoke of exile and dlspersmn of faithful-
ness in prayer, and of desire to return to the
land of their fathers and attain statehood.

“It spoke of Herzl's vision of a Jewish State,
of the first Zionist Congress, of the Balfour
Declaration, of the heroic sacrifices of the Jew-
ish people, the Mandate, and the resolution
of the United Nations General Assembly calling
upon the inhabitants of Palestine to take steps
to establish an independent State...”

It concluded: ‘‘Accordingly we, the members
of the National Council representing the Jewish
people in Palestine and the Zionist movement
of the world, met together in solemn assembly
today, the day of termination of the British
Mandate for Palestine, by virtue of the natural
and historic right of the Jewish people and of
the resolution of the General Assembly of the
United Nations, hereby proclaim the establish-
ment of the Jewish State in Palestine, to be
called ISRAEL”.

At 4.38 p.m. Mr. Ben-Gurion said: “I hereby
declare this meeting adjourned. Our State has
been established”.

Three days later Dr. Chaim Weizmann, whose
scientific discovery had perhaps given the Allies
victory in the First World War and had set in
motion events that led to the rebirth of the
Nation of Israel, received the news that he had
been elected the first President. - Jerusalem Post

DAVID BEN-GURION

One of the most influential Zionist political
leaders and first Prime Minister and Minister
of Defense of the State of Israel, which was
created in no small measure through his deter-
mination. Born in 1886 in Poland, he went to
Israel at the age of twenty, where he worked as
a laborer in the orange groves. He became active
in political affairs, and in later life rose to the

highest position of leadership in the Labor Zion-
ist Movement, both in Israel and abroad. Be-
cause of his political activities he was expelled
by the Turkish Government from Palestine and
went to the United States, where he helped or-
ganize the Jewish Legion, in which he served
during World War I until the occupation of
Palestine by the British. After the war he worked
in London for the “Poale Zion" (Labor Zionist)
movement, and in 1933 he became a member
of the executive committee of the World Zionist
Organization and chairman of the Executive of
the Jewish Agency for Palestine. Following the
decision of the United Nations in 1947 to parti-
tion Palestine between the Arabs and the Jews,
Ben-Guron and his associates drafted the De-
claration of Independence of the Jewish State,
and during the invasion of the Arab countries
he led the War of Liberation both as Prime Min-
ister and Minister of Defense of the Provisional
Government of Israel. For a short time he gave
up governmental functions and settled in one
of the settlements of the Negev (southern desert
area), thus serving as an inspiration and ex-
ample for younger people to settle on and cul-
tivate the desert land of the Jewish State.

In 1955 he was again called to head the Gov-
ernment of Israel. In 1959 his party (Mapai)
won the fourth parliamentary election held in
the history of the State, and he organized a
new coalition government.

In addition to his political activities Ben-
Curion was continuously active as a journal-
ist. He won his extensive general education not
so much through formal schooling as through

~ self-discipline ‘and his great thirst foy know-

ledee. He is considered one of the most scholar-
ly heads of state in human history. — Ffom the
Jewish Encyclopedia

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NEWS DIRECT FROM ISRAEL

TUNISIA’S JEWS

The Jewish community of Tunisia has dwindl-

ed rapidly in recent years. After World War II

there were over 70,000; today there is less than
a tenth; of that number (although it is now,
after Morocco, the second- largest community
in North Africa). The intensification of the
programme of Arabization and Tunisification
led to uneasiness and the exodus of Jews be-
came especially extensive after the Six Day
War. The Jews who are left tend to congre-
gate in Tunis and many of the outlying com-
munities have disappeared.

According to a report by Sidney Du Broff in
“Congress Bi-Weekly"” (published by the Ame-
rican Jewish Congress), the Jews remaining
there live in a state of apprehension and fear
caused “by incidents of today and the uncer-
tainty of tomorrow.”

The country, although Western in outlook and
comparatively liberal, is squeezed between Al-
geria and Libya.Bourguiba is deeply respected
and has prevented the outbreak of anti-Jewish
violence.

But Bourguiba is elderly and ailing and the
question is — what will happen when he goes?
The very independence of the country is shaky,
especially in view of the ambitions of his neigh-
bours. The atmosphere is permeated with Arab
nationalism and the Jews, even the native-born,
are a potential target for nationalism and frus-
tration.

U.K. TO SELL SAUDIS AIR DEFENCE
SYSTEM

LONDON. — Britain has won a £250 million
contract to supply Saudi Arabia with the
ground facilities for an ultra modern air force.
" The deal was finalized during the recent visit
to the Arabian peninsula by British Defence
Secretary lLord Carrigton. It is expected that
the official announcement of the contract will
be announced in Parliament during a defence
debate.

This, the largest export order ever won by
Britain, has been awarded to the British Air-
craft Corporation (BAC), the manufacturers
of the Jaguar fighter jet.

TRAINING COURSES FOR IMMIGRANTS

Approximately 200 immigrants — most of
them from the Soviet Union — have recently
begun vocational training and re-training courses
arranged by the Absorption Ministry in con-
junction with other Ministries and organiza-
tions.

In Tel Aviv, 30 newcomers are studying
banking, in classes sponsored by the Labour
Ministry and the Clerical Workers Union. An-
other 30 are studying computer programming
at a Zahal training centre in Beit Dagan.

In Netanya, 20 immigrant lawyers are now
completing a Justice Ministry course qualifying

them as land registrars, and 30 more are study-

"ing to be aeronautical technicians, at Israel Avia-

tion Industries.

SARCOPHAGUS FOUND DATING
TO TALMUD ERA

SAFAD. — A sarcophagus dating to the Tal-
mud period was discovered recently at Gush
Halav by a ‘local resident digging foundations
for a new house near the site of an ancient syn-
agogue. The stone coffin is inside a mausoleum-
like structure, indicating that the person bu-
ried there was either rich or eminent. It lies
in a north-south direction, facing Jerusalem.

The district inspector of the Government An-
tiquities Departments, Mr. Netan'el Tfilinsky,
has halted work at the site pending removal of
the sarcophagus.

NUCLEAR SCIENTISTS UNVEIL
TOP-FLIGHT ISOTOPE SEPARATOR
NAHAL SOREK. — The Sorek Nuclear Re-
search Centre here turned on “Meira”, its new
high-current device for separating stable iso-

topes.

The separator will put Israel on the highest
international level in separation of isotopes for
nuclear research, according to the head of the
Sorek Centre’s Isotopes Separation Department,
Dr. Yitzhak Chavet.

Described as one of the most sophisticated of
its kind in the world, the separator was conceiv-
ed in 1967 by Professor Israel Dostrovsky, for-
mer head of the Israel Atomic Energy Commis-
slon.

HOUR’S STOPPAGE

Iraq declared last night it would stop the flow
of oil to Western oil companies for one hour
today, according to the Middle East news agen-
cy.

The agency said Algeria, Kuwait and Libya
would also join the “symbolic boycott” in pro-
test against U.S. support of Israel.

PROSTITUTES DETAINED IN TEL AVIV
POLICE SWOOP

TEL AVIV. — Police last night arrested 25
women aged 17-25 on suspicion of loitering
for purposes of prostitution. The arrests were
carried out by the Tel Aviv District special
vice and hooliganism squad, which visited the
women's haunts on the Ramat Aviv road, Re-
hov Hayarkon and Rehov Levanda.

WAR CRIMES: U.S. WOMAN
TO BE EXTRADITED
New YORK. — A U.S. judge ruled that
Mrs. Hermine Braunsteiner Ryan, a 53-year-old
New York City housewife, should be turned
over to West Germany for trial as a war cri-
minal for her actions as a Nazi concentration
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camp guard during World War II.

However, Brooklyn Federal Court judge Ja-
cob Mishler stayed the extradition of Mrs. Ryan
until May 4 to allow her attorneys to try to
overturn the decision. ‘

SPCA CAN COLLAR ANIMAL-ABUSERS

TEL AVIV. — An inspector of the Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals has
been authorized by the Minister of Justice to
arrest any person caught maltreating an animal.
The authorization comes under a 1936 Man-
datory law still on the books, but until now
rarely enforced.

Hilda Friedstein, secretary of the Tel Aviv
branch of the SPCA, told “Itim’” that the in-
spector’s job will be to patrol the Dan region
and keep a watchful eye out for cruelty to ani-
mals. He is also empowered to remove mal-
treated animals to the SPCA shelter for treat-
ment.

WORLD PRESS HONOURS ISRAEL

Major daily newspapers in the U.S., England,
France and West Germany lauded Israel on her
25th anniversary and voiced awareness of her
sacrifices.

The “New York Times” saluted Israel as a
nation, saying the country’s silver anniversary
was an awesome achievement in the face of the
forces arrayed against it.

The “Times” said: “A nation of despairing
refugees has become a society of proud citizens
of their ancient land: The problems that press-
ed upon earlier generations have been solved
by nationhood: this solution of nationhood is
what poses the problems for generations to
come’’.

In a special article, Britain's largest daily, the
“Daily Mirror”, said: “Against all odds, the
people of the biggest little state in the world
have survived”,

“To do so they have defied hate, ignorance,
treachery — sometimes even logic — and the
only certainty in the uncertain Middle East is
that Israel is there to stay”, the “‘Mirror’ added-
ed.

“The Times” of London said no other coun-
try ‘in the world had changed so much in 25
years.

The newspaper said Israel could count only
on itself to safeguard its future and could only
hand over territory in exchange for formal re-
cognition of its right to life.

Defending the Government’s decision to hold
a military parade in Jerusalem to mark the an-
niversary, “‘.’Aurore” commented: “Some peo-
ple will speak of provocation. But from this
parade there ought to spring the peaceful
strength which inspires those who believe in
their destiny”.

AMERICAN YOUTH WIN BIBLE QUIZ

Three American youngsters walked off with
the first three prizes in yesterday’s annual Inde-

pendence Day World Bible Quiz for Jewish

Youth, held at Jerusalem’s Beit Ha'am.

They were 16-year-old Liora Reich, a student
at Flatbush Yeshiva in Brooklyn, New York:
David Leeman, 17, of Rambam Yeshiva, Bos-
ton; and Rachel Mazliah, 15, of Philadelphia.
Liora amassed 44 out of a possible 46 points,
David 4114 and Rachel 39145,

Thirty-three contestants from
took part in the quiz.

This was the first time ever that a girl won
the contest, and also the first time all three
first places were taken by non-Israelis.

Consoling the Israeli participants, who had
to be satisfied with fourth and fifth places, De-
puty Prime Minister Yigal Allon said the real
winner of the contest was “‘the People of the
Bible".

Each of the first five winners received a
IL1,000 scholarship prize.

Heading the presidium of the quiz was David
Ben-Gurion, who quoted several verses from
the Bible in lieu of making a speech. Interior
Minister Yosef Burg was chairman of the
judges’ panel.

25TH ISRAEL ANNIVERSARY PARADE

Among the most striking elements in yes-
terday’s military parade was the vast improve-
ment displayed in the country’s artillery since
the Six Day War. These changes made in the
fully mechanized forces — reputed to possess
some of the Mmost Todern cannons in the ‘world,
were Israeli inspired, designed and executed.

The army's real capability, however, was de-
monstrated in the fact that though there were
nearly 450 warplanes, 400 vehicles and 2,000
troops in the parade, there was not a single
incident along the country’s borders, nor was
there any sabotage attempt in- Jerusalem, the
rest of Israel or the administered territories.

As always it was the flypast which captivated
the crowds. Nearly 450 airplanes in perfect for-
mation were led over the Capital by O.C. Air
Forces Aluf Mordechai Hod flying a lone Phan-
tom behind five Fouga Magisters trailing blue
and white smoke, and three Bell 505 helicop-
ters towing the National, the I.D.F. and the Air
Force flags.

Directly behind Aluf Hod, formnig an arrow-
head, were half-a-dozen Skyhawks. They were
followed by six more arrow-heads of 19 Sky-
hawks each and 20 Super Mycteres — Israel’s
first supersonic aircraft brought over from
France in 1954. Behind them came five forma-
tions with 18 Phantom F-4 fighter-bombers in

18 countries

each —and two formations of 12 Mirage III
interceptors each, forming Magen David’s.
FOOD-FOR-PEACE

NEW YORK (INA). — More than 4.7 mil-
lion lbs. of U.S.-donated food-for-peace sup-
plies were distributed by the Joint Distribution
Committee during 1972, it was reported last
week by Samuel Haber, J.D.C. Executive Vice-
Chairman. _

Most of the supplies, over 4 million Ibs. of
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flour, went to Israel, Mr. Haber said. The flour
was sent to old-age homes and other institutions
supported by the J.D.C. in Israel. Over 600,000
lbs. of supplies went to Morocco and 43,500
Ibs. to Tunisia. These included dry milk, corn
meal, flour, oil and wheat.

The foodstuffs had a wholesale value of
$221,000 and helped feed a monthly average
of 29,500 aged and needy Jews in the three
countries. '

U.S. WHEAT TO JORDAN
AMMAN (AP). — The U.S. agreed to supply

Jordan with 35,000 tons of wheat to help
meet a shortage caused by drought.
Ambassador Louis Denbrown signed the

agreement with Jordanian Economist Minister
Mohammed Nabalsi. No dollar value for the

wheat was given.-

IL60,000 DAMAGE BY FIRE
Fire caused IL60,000 damage to two stores in
the shopping mall of the Nseirat refugee camp
in the Gaza Strip last Saturday night.
The fire is believed to have started from a
‘discarded cigarette stub.

56,000 IMMNGRANTS IN 1972
. The number of immigrants in 1972 was over
56,000 compared to 42,000 in 1971.
Immigration from Argentina rose from 2,100
in 1971 to 2,600 in 1972; and 500 Uruguayan
Jews arrived in 1972 compared to 400 in 1971.

250,000 CITRUS CASES EXPORTED
TO JAPAN

ASHDOD. — Israel exported 250,000 cases
of citrus to Japan in the past winter, the Citrus
Marketing Board announced.

‘The Board’s export manager, Dan Talbi, said
the shipments were favourably received, and
the Board hopes to double the volume in the
next season. The last shipment of 40,000 crates
of grapefruit, delayed because the refrigerated
freighter scheduled to carry it went aground
at Reunion Island, off the East African Coast,
will be sent out next week from Eilat, he said.

.

“WAR IS IMMINENT”, SADAT TELLS
WEST BANK GROUP

CAIRO (Reuert). — Egyptian President An-
war Sadat has told an Arab delegation from the
West Bank that war with Israel is imminent,
according to the weekly newspaper “‘Al-Sabah”.

The paper said the delegation visited Cairo
recently but did not name its members.

DOCTORS FROM 18 LANDS HERE
FOR CONGRESS
TEL AVIV. — Several hundred Jewish phy-
sicians from 18 countries attend the 9th terien-
nial world congress of the Israel Medical Asso-
ciation. The conference opened in Jerusalem

on May 2! and held meeting in Jerusalem, Tel
Aviv and Haifa.

10,000 SOVIET IMMIGRANTS
IN 4 MONTHS

More than 10,000 Soviet immigrants arrived
in Israel in the first four months of the year,
according to Moshe Rivlin, Director-General of
the Jewish Agency.

Mr. Rivlin told an audience at Beit Mehan-
des in Jerusalem that substantial increases are
expected this year in immigration from Argen-
tina and Uruguay.

Reuter report from Washington:

The U.S. Senate Foreign Relations Commit-
tee yesterday approved an amendment to pro-
vide additional aid for resettling Soviet Jews in
[srael. B

The amendment was added to budget bills
for the State Department, U.S. Information
Agency and Peace Corps.

The committee approved $36,500,000 (IL.
14.60 m.) to help Israel resettle the estimated
30,000 Russian emigrants this year. The Admi-
nistration did not request any funds for this
purpose, but last year Congress approved $50
m. as part of the refugee resettlement pro-
gramme,

ISRAEL BOUGHT $1,000 M. U.S. ARMS

WASHINGTON (UPI). — Declassified De-
fence Department figures on U.S. weapons
sales to nations in the Middle East show that
Israel has bought almost $1,000 m. worth
and over three times more than the Arab states
since the 1967 war.

The information was contained in an annual
Pentagon report on military aid weapons sales

during the period from July 1, 1967 to June
30, 1972.

FLYING SAUCERS-

Dozens of calls Monday night to the Meteo-
rological Service by people claiming to have seen
unidentified flying objects.

The weather office said people had described
the sighting as looking like “half the size of
the moon” and “lemon-shaped”.

In Lydda, Aharon Tuito said he was at the
municipal library Monday night when he saw
seven glittering objects moving from west to
east in the clear sky. Other local residents add-
ed that one of the unidentified objects was
brighter than the others and appeared to be mov-
ing backward and forward in its course.

The spectacle lasted about 90 seconds, they said,
during which time the other six UFOs lined up
behind the brightest one.

GOOSE EXPORTS INCREASE

TEL AVIV. — The geese may not be laying
“golden eggs’” but goose breeders here are do-
ing well. Last year they exported 133 tons of
goose liver worth $2 m., 300 tons of goose
meat worth $30,000, 70 tons of goose fat worth
$25,000 and 25 tons of goose feathers worth
$87,000.

David Gersten, director of the Egg and Poul-
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try Board, said that by 1980 Israel would be
exporting about 400 tons of goose liver, Mr.
Gersten said that at present a main drawback
of this 16-year-old export industry is that 90
per cent of exports are going only to one
country, France. .

Today 600 families (including about 50 Arab
families mainly from Baka el Grabiya and Ara-
ra) are now raising geese.

According to the Boar’s figures, lsrael leads
the world in goose farming achievements. In
addition, about 75 per cent of the liver pro-
duce is of “A" grade, compared to the 40 per
cent of other producing countries. The average
goose liver in Israel weighs about 600 grams,
while elsewhere it is 400.

HEBREW UNIVERSITY GREETS 4,000
OVERSEAS STUDENTS

The Hebrew University teaches more foreign
students than any other university in the
world, Prof. Yehoshua Arieli, Provost of the
School for Overseas Students, said yesterday.
He was speaking at the school’s opening exer-
cises for the 1972/73 academic year at Wise
Auditorium, on the University’'s Givat Ram
campus in Jerusalem.

GAZA TERRORISTS KILLED 9 ARABS
FOR EVERY JEW

TEL AVIV. — Arab terrorists have killed nine
times as many Arabs as Jews in the Gaza Strip
since the Six Day War, Police Minister Shlomo
Hillel told the Commercial and Industrial Club
here on Friday.

He said that between the Six Day War and
the end of 1972, a total of 240 Arabs and 28
Jews — including civilians and soldiers. — had
been killed by terrorists in the area.

DURA TERRORISTS GET 4-YEAR TERMS

Three terrorists from Dura village near Heb-
ron were sent to jail for four years by the Mi-
litary Court in Hebron on Friday for member-
ship in a terrorist group and illegal possession
of arms.

BANK LEUMI STAFF TO HELP
IMMIGRANTS

Some 200 members of the staff of Bank Le-
umi have volunteered to join a scheme to help
new immigrants. They met at Beit Sokolov last
week, with Esther Herlitz, head of the national
Voluntary Service Association, and Uzi Narkiss,
Director of the Jewish Agency Immigration and
Absorption Department.

The idea for the new service was initiated by
Bank employees working in branches close to
Absorption Centres — some 50 branches in all.
They are in daily touch with immigrants and
have become well aware of the many problems

they face.
