Valleus Paterculus, a Roman historian, was
nineteen years old when Jesus was born. His
works have been thought to be extinct. | know
of but two historians that make reference to
his writings, Priscian and Tacitus, who speak
of him as a descendant of an Equestrian family
of Campania. From what we gather from these
writers, Valleus must have been a close friend
of Caesar, who raised him by degrees until he
became one of the great men of Rome, and
for sixteen years commanded the army. He
returned to Rome in the year 31 and finished
his work, which was called ‘“Historia Doma-
nia”. He held the office of prater when Augus-
tus died, and while Vinceus was consul.

Valleus says that in Judea he met a man
called Jesus of Nazareth ,who was one of the
most remarkable characters he had ever seen:
that he was more afraid of Jesus than of a

whole army, for he cured all manner of disease
and raised the dead, and when he cursed the
orchards or fruit-trees for their barreness, they
instantly withered to their roots. After refer-
ing to the wonderful works of Jesus, he says
that, although Jesus had such power, he did
not use it to injure any one, but seemed always
inclined to help the poor, Valleus says the
Jews were divided in their opinion of him,
the poorer class claiming him as their king and
their deliverer from Roman authority, and that
if Jesus should raise an army and give it the
power he could sweep the world in a single
day; but the rich Jews hated and cursed him
behind his back, and called him an Egyptian
necromancer, though they were as afraid of
him as of death ("'Valleus Paterculus”, B. 72,

found in the Vatican, at Rome).

PILATE’S REPORT
“To Tiberius Caesar, Emperor of Rome,
“Noble Sovereign, Greeting: The events of
the last few days in my province have been
of such a character that I will give the details
in full as they occurred, as I should not be
surprised if, in the course of time, they may
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change the destiny of our nation, for it seems
of late that all the gods have ceased to be pro-
pitious., | am almost ready to say, Cursed be
the day that | succeeded Vallerius Flaceus in
the government of Judea! for since then my
life has been one of continual uneasiness and
distress,

“On my arrival at Jerusalem | took pos-
sesssion of the praetorium, and ordered a splen-
did feast to be prepared, to which I invited the
tetrarch of Galilee, with the high priest and
his officers. At the appointed hour no guests
appeared. This | considered an insult offered
toc my dignity, and to the whole government
which I represent.

“A few days after the high priest deigned
to pay me a visit, His deportment was grave
and deceiful. He pretended that his religion
forbade him and his attendants to sit at the
table of the Romans, and eat and offer liba-
tions with them, but this was only a sanctimo-
nous seeming, for his very countenance be-
trayed his hypocrisy.

“Although I though it expedient to accept
his excuse, from that moment I was convinced
that the conquered had declared themselves the
enemy of the conquerors; and I would warn
the Romans to beware of the high priests of
this country. They would betray their own mo-
ther to gain office and a luxurious living. It
seems to me that, of conquered cities, Jeru-
salem is the most difficult to govern. So tur-
bulent are the people that I live in ‘momentary
of an insurrection.
sufficient to suppress it. | had only one centu-
rion and a hundred men at my command. |
requested a reinforcement from the prefect of
Syria, who informed me that he had scarcely
troops sufficient to defend his own province.
An insatiate thirst for conquest to extend our
empire beyond the means of defending it, |
fear, will be the cause of the final overthrow
of our whole government.

“I lived secluded from the masses, for 1 did
not know what those priests might influence
the rabble to do; yet | endeavour to ascertain,
as far as I could, the mind and standing of the
people.

“Among the various rumours that came to
my ears there was one in particular that at-
tracted my attention. One young man, it was
said, had appeared in Qalilee preaching with
a noble unction a new law in the name of the
God that had sent him. At first | was apprehen-
sive that his design was to stir up the people
against the Romans, but my fears were soon
dispelled.

“Jesus of Nazareth spoke rather as friend of
the Romans than of the Jews. One day in pass-
ing by the place of Siloe, where there was a
great concourse of people, | observed in the
midst of the group a young man who was lean-
ing against a tree, calmly addressing the mul-
titude. I was told it was Jesus.

“This I could easily have suspected, so great
was the difference between him and those lis-
tening to him. His golden-coloured hair and

S
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beard gave to his appearance a celestial aspect.
He appeared to be about thirty years of age.
Never have | seen a sweeter or more serene
countenance. What a contrast between him and
his hearers, with their black beards and tawny
complexions!

“Unwilling to interrupt him by my presence,
I continued my walk, but signified to my se-
cretary to join the group and listen.

"My secretary’s name is Manlius. He is the
grandson of the chief of the conspirators who
encamped in Etruria waiting for Cataline. Man-
lius had been for a long time an inhabitant of
Judea, and is well acquainted with the Hebrew
language. He was devoted to me, and worthy
of my confidence.

‘On entering the praetorium I found Man-'
lius, who related to me the words Jesus had
pronounced at Siloe. Never have | read in
the works of the philosophers anything that
can compare to the maxims of Jesus. One of
the rebellious Jews, so numerous in Jerusalem,
having asked Jesus if it was lawful to give
tribute to Caesar, he replied:- ‘Render unto
Caesar the things that belong to Caesar, and
unto God the things that are God’s’.

“It was on account of the wisdom of his say-
ings that I granted so much liberty to the Naza-
rene; for it was in my power to have had him
arresed, and exiled to Pontius; but that would
have been contrary to the justice which has
always characterized' the Roman government
in all its reading with men; this man was

him my protection, unknown perhaps to him-
self. He was at liberty to act, to speak, to
assemble and address the people, and to choose
disciples, unrestrained by any praetorian man-
date. Should it ever happen (may the gods
avert the omen), should it ever happen, I
say, that'the religion of our forefathers will
be supplanted by the religion of Jesus, it will
be to this noble toleration that Rome shall
owe her premature death, while I, miserable
wretch, will have been the instrument of what
the Jews call Providence, and we call destiny.

“This unlimited' freedom granted to Jesus
provoked the Jews — not the poor, but the
rich and powerful. It is true, Jesus was severe
on the latter, and this was a political reason in
my opinion, for not restraining the liberty of the
Nazarene. ‘Scribes and pharisees’, he would say
to them, ‘you are a race of vipers; you re-
semble painted sepulchres; you appear well
unto men, but you have death within you'. At
other times he would sneer at the alms of
the rich and proud, telling them that the mite
of the poor was more precious in the sight of
God. Complaints were daily made at the prae-
torium against the insolence of Jesus.

“I was even informed that some misfortune
would befall him; that it would not be the
first time that Jerusalem had stoned those who
called themselves prophets; an appeal would
be made to Caesar. However, my conduct was
approved by the Senate, and | was promised a
reinforcement after the termination of the Par-

neither sedifious nor rebellious; | eftended ter =
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thian war,

“Being too weak to suppress an insurrection,
1 resolved upon adopting a measure that pro-
mised to restore the tranquility of the city with-
out subjecting the praetorium to humiliating
concession. | wrote to Jesus requesting an in-
terview with him at the praetorium. He came.
You know that in my veins flows the Spanish
mixed with Roman blood — as incapable of
fear as it is of weak emotion. When the Na-
zarene made his appearance, | was walking in
my basilic, and my feet seemed fastened with
an iron hand to the marble pavement, and I
trembled in every limb as does a guilty culprit,
though the Nazarene was as calm as innocence
itself,

“When he came up to me he stopped, and
by a signal sign he seemed to say to me, °
am here’, though he spoke not a word. For some
time | contemplated with admiration and awe
this extraordinary type of man — a type of
man unknown to our numerous painters, who
have given form and figure to all the gods and
the heroes. There was nothing about him that
was repelling in its character, yet 1 felt too
awed and tremulous to approach him.

*“‘Jesus’, said | unto him at last — and my
tongue faltered — ‘Jesus of Nazareth, for
the last three years | have granted you ample
f.eedom of speech; nor do I regret it. Your
words are those of a sage. [ know not whether
you have read Socrates or Plato, but this | know

there is in your discourses a majestic simplicity _.
that élevdtes you far above those-philosophers!

The Emperor is informed of it, and I, his hum-
ble representative in this country, am glad of
having allowed you that liberty of which you
are so worthy. However, | must not conceal
from you that your discourses have raised up
against you powerful and inveterate enemies.
Nor is this surprising. Socrates had his enemies,
and he fell a victim to their hatred. Yours are
doubly incensed — against you on account of
your discourses being so severe upon their con-
duct; against me on account of the liberty I
have afforded you. They even accuse me of
being indirectly leagued with you for the pur-
pose of depriving the Hebrews of the little civil
power which Rome has left them. My request
— 1 do no say my order — is, that you be
more circumspect and moderate in your dis-
courses in the future, and more considerate of
them, lest you arouse the pride of your ene-
mies, and they raise against you the stupid po-
pulace, and compel me to employ the instru-
ment of law’.

“The Nazarene calmly replied: ‘Prince of
the earth, your words proceed not from true
wisdom. Say to the torrent to stop in the
midst of the mountain-gorge: it will uproot
the trees of the valley. The torrent will answer
you that it obeys the laws of nature and the
Creator. God alone knows whither flow the
waters of the torrent. Verily | say unto you,
before the rose of Sharon blossoms the blood
of the just shall be spilt.’

““Your blood shall not be spilt’, said I, with

deep emotion; ‘you are more precious in my
estimation on account of your wisdom than all
the turbulent and proud Pharisees who abuse
the freedom granted them by the Romans.
They conspire against Caesar, and convert his
bounty into fear, impressing the unlearned
that Caesar is a tyrant and seeks their ruin.
Insolent wretches! they are not aware that the
wolf of the Tiber sometimes clothes himself
with the skin of the sheep to accomplish his
wicked designs. | will protect you against them.
My praetorium shall be an asylum, sacred both
day and night’.

‘Jesus carelessly shook his head, and said
with' a grave and divine smile: "When the day
shall have come there will be no asylums for
the son of man neither in the earth nor under
the earth. The asylum of the just is there’,
pointing to the heavens. That which is written
in the books of the prophets must be accom-
plished’.

““Young man’, | answered, mildly, ‘you
will oblige me to convert my request into an
order. The safety of the province which has
been confined to my care requires it. You must
observe more moderation in your discourses.
Do not infringe my order. You know the con-
sequences. My happiness attend you; farewell'.

Il ‘Prince of the earth’, replied Jesus, ‘I come
not to bring war into the world, but peace,
love, and charity. | was born the same day
on which Augustus Caesar gave peace to the
Roman world. Persecutions proceed not from

‘me. | expect it from others, and will meet it

in obedience to the will of my Father, who has
shown me the way. Restrain, therefore, your
worldly prudence. It is not in your power to
arrest the victim at the foot of the tabernacle
of expiration.

“So saying, he disappeared like a bright sha-
dow behind the curtains of the basilic — to
my great relief, for | felt a heavy burden on
me, of which I could not relieve myself while
in his presence.

“To Herod, who then reigned in Galilee, the
enemies of Jesus addressed themselves, to
wreak their vengeance on the Nazarene. Had
Herod consulted his own inclinations, he would
have ordered Jesus immediately to be put to
death; but, though proud of his royal dignity,
yet he hesitated to commit an act that might
lessen his influence with the Senate, or, like
me, was afraid of Jesus. But it would never
do for a Roman officer to be scared by a Jew.
Previously to this, Herod called on me at the
praetorium, and, on rising to take leave, after
some trifling conversation, asked me what was
my opinion concerning the Nazarene.

“l replied that Jesus appeared to me to be
one of those great philosophers that great na-
tions sometimes produced; that his doctrines
were by no means sacrilegious, and that the
intentions of Rome were to leave him to that
freedom of speech which was justified by his
actions. Herod smiled maliciously, and, saluting
me with ironical respect , departed.

“The great feast of the Jews was approach-
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ing, and the intention was to avail themselves
of the popular exultation which always mani-
fests itself at the solemnities of a passover.
The city was overflowing with a tumultuous
populace, clamoring for the death of the Na-
zerene. My emissaries informed me that the
treasure of the temple had been employed in
bringing the people.

“The danger was pressing. A Roman centu-

rion had been insulted. I wrote to the Prefect
of Syria for a hundred foot-soldiers and as
many cavalry. He declined. | saw myself alone
with a handful of veterans in the midst of a
rebellious city, too weak to suppress an up-
rising, and having no choice left but to tolerate
1t.
“They had seized upon Jesus, and the sedi-
tious rabble, although they had nothing to fear
from the praetorium, believing, as their leaders
had told them, that I winked at their sedition
— continued vociferating: Crucify him! Cru-
cify him’!

“Three powerful parties had combined to-
gether at that time against Jesus: First, the
Herodians and the Sadducees, whose seditious
conduct seemed to have proceeded from dou-
ble motives: they hated the Nazarene and were
impatient of the Roman yoke. They never for-
gave me for having entered the holy city with
banners that bore the image of the Roman
emperor; and although in this instance I had

committed a fatal error, yet the sacrilege did

not appear less heinous in their eyes.

“Another grievance also rangled in their bo-
sosm. | had proposed to employ a part of the
treasure of the temple in erecting edifices for
public use. My proposal was scorned. The Pha-
risees were the avowed enemies of Jesus. They
cared not for the government. They bore with
bitterness the severe reprimands which the Na-
zarene for three years had been continually
giving them wherever he went.

“Timid and too weak to act by themselves,
they had embraced the quarrels of the Hero-
dians and the Sadducees. Besides these three
parties, | had to contend against the reckless
and proflligate populace, always ready to join
a sedition, and to profit by the disorder and
confusion that resulted therefrom.

“Jesus was dragged before the High Priest
and condemned to death. It was then that the
High Priest, Caiaphas, performed a divisory act
of submission. He sent his prisoner to me to
confirm his condemnation and secure his ex-
ecution.

“l answered him that, as Jesus was a Gali-
lean, the affair came under Herod's jurisdic-
tion, and ordered him to be sent thither. The
wily tetrach professed humility, and, protesting
his deference to the lieutenant of Caesar, he
committed the fate of the man to my hands.
Soon my palace assumed the aspect of a be-
sieged citadel. Every moment increased the
number of the malcontents. Jerusalem was in-
undated with crowds from the mountains of
Nazareth. All Judea appeared to be pouring
into the city.

“l had taken a wife from among the Cauls,
who pretended to see into futurity. Weeping
and throwing herself at my feet she said to
me: 'Beware, beware, and touch not that man;
for he is holy. Last night I saw him in a vision.
He was walking on the waters; he was flying
on the wings of the wind. He spoke to the
tempest and to the fishes of the lake; all were
obedient to him. Behold, the torrent in Mount
Kedron flows with blood, the statues of Caesar
are filled with gemonide; the columns of the
interium have given away, and the sun is
veiled in mourning like a vestal in the tomb.
Ah! Pilate, evil awaits thee. If thou wilt not
listen to the vows of thy wife, dread the curse
of a Roman Senate; dread the frowns of Cae-
sar’.

“By this time the marble stair groaned under
the weight of the multiple. The Nazarene was
brought back to me. | proceeded to the halls
of justice, followed by my guard, and asked
the people in severe tone what they demand-
ed.

“*The death of the Nazarene', was the reply.

“‘For what crime’?

“‘He has blasphemed; he has prophesied the
ruin of the temple; he calls himself the Son
of God, the Messiah, the King of the Jews.’

“‘Roman justice’, said [, ‘punishes not such
offences with death’.

“‘Crucify him! Crucify him'! cried the re-
lentless rabble. The vociferations of the infu-

riated mob shook the palace to its foundaticne———=

“There was but one who appeared to be
calm in the midst of the vast multitude; it was
the Nazarene. After many fruitless attempts to
protect him from the fury of his merciless per-
secutors, | adopted a mesure which at the mo-
ment appeared to me to be the only one that
could save his life. I proposed, as it was their
custom to deliver a prisoner on such occasions,
to release Jesus and let him go free, that he
might be the scapegoat, as they called it; but
they said Jesus must be crucified.

“I then spoke to them of the inconsistency
of their course as being incompatible with their
laws, showing that no criminal judge could
pass sentence of a criminal unless he had fasted
one whole day; and that the sentence must
have the consent of the Sanhedrim, and the
signature of the president of that court; that
no criminal could be executed on the same
day his sentence was fixed, and the next day,
on the day of his execution, the Sanhedrim was
required to review the whole proceeding; also,
according to their law, a man was stationed
at the door of the court with a flag, and an-
other a short way off on horseback to cry the
name of the criminal and his crime, and the
names of his witnesses, and to know if any one
could testify in his favour; and the urisoner
on his way to execution had the right to rturn
back three times, and to plead any new thing
in his favour. | urged all these .pleas, hoping
they might awe them into subjection; but
they still cried, ‘Crucify him! Crucify him’!

“l then ordered Jesus to be scourged, hoping
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this might satisfy them; but it only increased
their fury. I then called for a basin, and wash-
ed my hands in the presencé of the clamorous
multitiude, thus testifying that in my judgment
Jesus of Nazareth had done nothing deserving of
death; but in vain. It was his life these wretches
thirsted for,

“Often in our civil commotions have | wit-
nessed the furious anger of the multitude, but
nothing could be compared to what I witnessed
on his occasion, It might have been truly said
that all the phantoms of the infernal regions
had assembled at Jerusalem.

“The crowd appeared not to walk, but to be
borne off and whirled as a vortex, rolling along
in living waves from the portals of the praeto-
rium even unto Mount Zion, with howling
screams, shrieks, and vociferations such as
were never heard in the seditions of the Panno-
nia, or in the tumults of the forum.

“By degrees the day darkened like a winter’s
twilight, such as had been at the death of ihe
great Julius Caesar. It was likewise the Ides
of March. I, the continued governor of a re-
bellious province, was leaning against a co-
lumn of my basilic, contemplating a thwart the
deary gloom these finds of Tartarus dragging
to execution the innocent Nazarene.

“All around me was deserted. Jerusalem had
vomited forth her indwellers through the fu-
neral gate that leads to Gemonica. An air de-
solation and sadness enveloped me. My guards
~had joined the cavalry, and the centurion, with
a display of power, was endeavouring to keep
order. | was left alone, and my breaking heart
admonished me that what was passing at that
moment appertained rather to the history of
the gods than that of men. A loud clamor was
heard proceeding from Golgotha, which, borne
on the winds, seemed to announce an agony
such as was never heard by mortal ears. Dark
clouds lowered over the pinancle of the tem-
ple, and setting over the city covered it as a
veil.

So dreadful were the signs that men saw both
in the heavens and on the earth that Dionysius
the Aeropagite is reported to have exclaimed,
‘Either the author of nature is suffering or the
universe is falling apart’,

“Whilst these appalling scenes of nature were
transpiring, there was a dreadful earthquake
in lower Egypt, which filled everybody with
fear, and scared the superstitious Jews almost
to death. It is said Balthasar, an aged and learn-
ed Jew of Antioch, was found dead after the
excitement was over. Whether he died from
alarm or grief is not known. He was a strong
friend of the Nazarene.

“Before the first hour of the night | threw my
mantle around me, and went down into the
city toward the gates of Golgotha. The sacri-
fice was consummated. The crowd was return-
ing home, still agitated, it is true, but gloomy,
taciturn, and desperate. What they had witness-
ed had stricken them with terror and remorse.
I also saw my little Roman cohort pass by
mournfully, the standard-bearer having veiled

his eagle in token of grief; and | overheard
some of the Jewish soldiers murmurming strange
words which 1 did not understand.

“Others were recounting miracles very like
those which have so often smitten the Romans
by the will of the gods. Sometimes groups of
men and women would halt, then, looking back
toward Mount Calvary, would remain motion-
less in expectation of witnessing some new
prodigy.

“l returned to the praetorium, sad and pen-
sice. On ascending the stairs, the steps of
which were still stained with the blood of the
Nazarene, | perceived an old man in a sup-
pliant posture, and behind him several Romans
in tears. He threw himself at my feet and wept
most bitterly.

“It is painful to see an old man weep, and
my heart being already overcharged with grief,
we, though strangers. wept together. And in
truth it seemed that the tears lay very shallow
that day with many whom | perceived in the
vast concourse of people. | never witnessed
such an extreme revulsion of feeling. Those
who betrayed and sold him, those who testified
against him, those who cried, ‘Crucify him,
we have his blood’, all slunk off like cowardly
curs, and washed their teeth with vinegar. As
I told that Jesus taught a resurrection and a
separation after death, if such should be the
fact | am sure it commenced in this vast crowd.

“ ‘Father’, said I to him, after gaining rontrol

“of my feelings, ‘who are you, and what is your

request’?

“*l am Joseph of Arimathea’, replied he,
‘and am come to beg of you upon my knees
the permission to bury Jesus of Nazareth.’

““Your prayer is granted’, said | to him; and
at the same time | ordered Manlius to take
some soldiers with him to superintend the in-
terment, lest it should be profaned.

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MEMORIES OF PAST EXPERIENCES IN THE
GOSPEL WORK

In the last “Memories” we had just concluded
an evengelistic effort at Tucson, Arizona, and
were returning from an extensive tour through
the Pacific coast states.

The Spanish Influenza known generally as
the “Flu" was still raging everywhere, and peo-
ple were sick and dying in every city and town,
but the loving Father had kept us in perfect
health except the attack previously mentioned
while holding the meeting at Cecil, Oregon,
but after performing an urgent baptism in ice
cold water, the sickness instantly departed and
we went on our way.

Leaving Arizona and the home of my aunt
Jennie McCance, and her daughter Ora Belle,
and making a few short stops in Colorado, I
returned by way of Bassett, Nebraska, to wvisit
my mother, the Carpenter family, my brother
A. F., his wife Iva, my Sister Mrs. Paul Car-
penter and family, and others, where | spent
about two weeks, and then, as usual, returned
to Stanberry, Missouri, and resumed my work
as Editor and manager of the church publishing
house,

In the last “"Reporter’”” we told you about
some of the real miracles that happened here
at the beginning of the work the Almighty
called us here to do and are impressed by the
Spirit to tell a few thousand new readers of “The
Reporter”” more about the early days.

This has been reported from time to time
through "“The Messenger’ and “Reporter”
when we only had a few readers, but the last
three years, since the Six Day War our sub-
scription list has doubled. Many of the new
names, however, have been entered for one
year on the free list, at their own request.

We still send sample copies free, but only
send the papers free for one year to those who
write in personally for it themselves.

In the last paper we told you about our land-
ing here in the spring of 1953 with only one
thousand dollars equity from our home in
Oregon, U.S.A., and how we soon used it
all up hiring the *“‘Reporter” printed, paying
postage, high room rent, etc. How we went
to Galilee and obtained licence to fish there in
the sea as the apostles once did. Also after
about a year during which time we were able
to keep around twelve hundred ‘‘Reporters”
printed and sent out monthly, our son Andy
living in U.S.A. sent us a draft for seven hund-
red dollars. Then we returned to Jerusalem, and
spent full time in the work.

We told our readers through ‘“The Reporter”
about the need for our own printing equip-
ment, a printing press and Linotype. The hea-
venly Father laid it upon a few honest hearts
who loved Jerusalem and Israel to send in
enough to purchase both of these machines,
second hand. At that time we told our readers

how wonderfully we were led to obtained
both of these machines, at very low prices, and
how they worked perfectly after some repairs.
Our son Andy decided to sell off everything
he owned and come to help us. Being an expert
mechanic, he was the one who kept this second
hand machinery up in perfect running order.
[t was not long until we were able to purchase
another printing press for printing |6-page
tracts, which we still have. We also got this
machine second hand, and it performed like
new under his care.

It is also miraculous how we were treated
by the Government of Israel, granting us li-
cence to operate our publishing house, also
giving us licence to print and mail out “The
Reporter”, to foreign countries and to Israel.
Also licence to send out another paper in Heb-
brew to Israel.

Learning that most of the Book of Daniel
had never been translated from the old Ara-
maic language into the Hebrew, by orders of
the ancient radical Jews, and that the book
had been therefore sealed up to them (Daniel
12: 4), and was TO BE SEALED UNTIL
THE “TIME OF THE END” (verse 9), we
had it translated into Hebrew and printed
eighteen thousand. We mailed these free
all the school teachers in Israel, to all libraries,
and reading rooms, to all Government ofhicers,
and all professional men from names in the
Israel “Year Book”. The 70 weeks of chapter
9 reaching to the Messiah's coming is fully ex-
plained in it.

There was such a demand and call for these
books of Daniel that we soon printed another
eighteen thousand, and then a third printing
of over twenty thousand. Now the call and
need for the Book of Revelation has been so
great that we have completed 12 thousand nice-
ly bound books with both Daniel and Revela-
tion in English, and the one in Hebrew is al-
most finished twelve thousand.

We did not stop, however, with the printing
of the book of Daniel, but kept the second hand
tract press running printing other tracts. The
first one was: ‘"Has our Messiah come”, in
both Hebrew and English, but mostly in Heb-
rew. We printed over eight hundred thousand
of these, and also around ten hundred thou-
sand of: “Who are the Messianic Jews in Is-
rael?”’, mostly in Hebrew.

These two tracts were distributed by mail,
and sent by workers all over Israel in all cities
and about all small towns. This tract press
has now printed around six million tracts of
various kinds, sent over Israel, as well as to
ministers and workers over the world.

Praise the Almighty and how we do thank
Him for blessing our readers, so they could do

TOBACCO

[ have a little girl — twelve years old —

beautiful, innocent, sweet and pure as a gift
of God straight from heaven. A life has been
entrusted to my care. Never before have I
experienced such mixed feelings of unworthi-
ness, pride and uncertainty as when she looks
at me with questioning eyes and asks: “Why
— How”? A bundle of curiosity, certainly.
But she wants to know the facts.

She has come to live in a poisoned world
where the bewitching sirens of advertisers —
lies and half truths together float so freely
through the air from radio and television.

For this reason | have made an extensive
stuly on tobacco. I have feelings of half fear
and half shame when I turn the radio on and

hear some sweet voice say: "“So cool — so
refreshing — they satisfy — taste so good
TASTE the rich mild flavour — feel relaxed.”
In my heart I knew these were lies — but I

wanted to know what the world’s best doctors
and scientists were saying about tobacco.

I knew that what my child hears will leave
indelible impressions. To the questioning mind
and ears of a child there must be a reason —
they must know why. Is the cigarette some-
thing that is good, to be enjoyed later in life
— something to look forward to? Why do
people smoke? What is the man on the radio
talking about? Is he an expert? Does he really
know? | see all these questions in the eyes of
my child every time these lies are heralded from
our radio.

Oh, how important to teach her now the
true unvarnished facts about tobacco! She must
be prepared — know the facts — so that she
can combat the deceiving advertising of the
already — too — rich tobacco companies. She
must know before she becomes an addict bound
helplessly by the tobacco habit.

Nicotine, the active principle of tobacco, is
one of the most deadly poisons known to
science. It is the poison depended upon by
gardeners to kill insects and pests on plants.

According to Sir Berkely Moyhihan, an in-
ternationally known surgeon, tobacco smoking
is a large factor in producing ulcers and can-
cers.

What about lung cancer? I read recently of
a test taken among a religious group who never
used tobacco. There was no signs of lung can-
cer. In another group that smoked a great per-
centage had cancer of the lungs.

Luther Burbank said: ‘“‘No smoker has nerves
sufficiently steady to be able to do the accurate
and exact work of budding. I cannot trut any-

one who smokes even one or two cigars a
"
day.

Thomas A. Edison said: “Cigarette smoke
has a violent action on the nerve centers, pro-
ducing a degeneration of the cells of the brain.
No man or boy who smokes cigarettes can work
in my laboratories. In my opinion there are
enough degenerates in the world without ma-
nufactoring more by means of cigarettes.”

There are 19 dangerous poisons in tobacco.
One gram of tobacco when smoked develops
from 60 to 80 cubic centimeters of carbon mo-
noxide, which comes from automo-
bile exhausts and open gaz jets, and tobacco is
the most deadly accumulative poison known to
medical scientists. The body takes it in but
never gives it out. Thus it remains fixed until
death results.

The Surgeon General of the United States
public health service said: “Cigarettes do not
slenderize, they shrivel. When a woman loses
weight through cigarettes she is committing sui-
cide by degrees. If American women go to
smoking our entire nation will suffer.”

One famous doctor said that great numbers
of women coming to him from all over Europe,
once famous for their beauty have in a few
short years, made themselves ugly and prema-
turely old by smoking. He says that their skin
becomes taut and sallow, the lips lose their rosy
color, the corners of the mouth show wrinkles,
the lower lip shows a tendency to project be-
yond the upper lip, the eyes acquire a stare, and
the lids rise and fall more slowly. They all
have a sallow, dingy, pasty skin. It is for this
reason that they use rouge to cover up the ci-
garette marks,

Dr. Charles L. Barber, of Lansing, Michigan,
said: ‘A baby born of a cigarette-smoking mo-
ther is sick. It is poisoned, and may die within
two weeks of birth. The post-mortem shows
degeneration of the liver, heart, and other or-
gans. Sixty per cent of all babies born of mo-
thers who are habitual cigarette smokers die
before they are two years old.”

Besides the physical effects of tobacco on the
organs of the body, there is the stained hand
and teeth, nervous fingers and drugged lips of
the tobacco smoker. Cigarette after cigarette —
helplessly bind on a poisonous drug which
has even sapped the person’s will, dwarfed his
mind, weakened his body; he is hopelessly
chained to a cigarette.

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Questions And Answers

QUESTION. —

How many Jewish ministers from Jerusalem
are now in foreign countries, and what salary
do they receive ?

ANSWER. —

According to arrangements now made by
the time this paper reaches you, Elder A. M.
Shoemaker, from here, will be in Nigeria, Afri-
ca, and this will make four in foreign lands.
They do not reecive any salary, but are taken
care of by those who they minister to. It is
our practice to pay their way there when called
and the brethren there keep them and pay
their fare on.

QUESTION. —

What salaries do the Ministers receive who
work full time in Israel ?

ANSWER. —

They are not promised any certain salary,
but with families and wife, and from one to three
children, it requires from one hundred and
twenty five to one hundred and eighty dollars
per month to supply their needs, with the pre-
cent good rate of exchange for the dollars.
Two or three can be supported here for about
what one receives in the U.S.

QUESTION. —

Does the Bible say anything against leaders
of church organizations, exercising authority
over pastors and evangelists under them ?

ANSWER. —

Yes, this is forbidden and those who practice
it are disobeying and refusing to “‘keep the
Testimonies of Christ.”” — Rev, 12: 17.

In speaking of Gentiles, Christ says: “Those
who are acounted great ones exercise author-
ity over them, but so SHALL IT NOT BE
AMONG YOU.” — Mark 10: 42, 43.

Yahshua (Jesus) is still the head of the
church. — Eph. 1: 22, also 4: 15 and 5: 23;
Col. 1: 18, and 2: 10, etc., and He is with
every one of his ministers and servants to di-
rect all who will fully confide in Him. He says:
“Lo I am with you always, even to the end of

the world.” — Matt. 28: 20.

QUESTION. —

Please explain Mark 16: 9, where it says:
“When Jesus was risen, early the first day of
the week, He appeared first to Mary,” etc.
Does this not prove that He arose on the first
day of the week?

ANSWER. —

This may seem at first sight to prove the re-
surrection occured on the first day of the week,
but it does not. This simply tell us when He
appeared to Mary. The phrase “‘was risen” is
the past perfect tense of the verb ‘“‘rise’” as any
school teacher or grammarian will tell you. It
simply shows that sometime indefinite, after

He rose He appeared unto Mary. The conju-
gation of the verb rise is “rise, rose, risen’ .
The word ‘‘risen’’ used in this text therefore
shows that the time of rising was indefinite.

If the text had said: ‘““When Jesus arose on
the first day of the week, it would have been
a contradiction for not one text can be found
that He arose on the first day. He was placed
in the tomb on Wednesday evening before
sundown, and He was resurrected “in the end
of the Sabbath” — (Matt, 28: 1) — which was
alsc before sundown, making Him exactly three
days and three nights in the earth, proving Him
to be the Messiah. — Matt. 12: 39, 40. — Send
for FREE tract on the ‘“Resurrection”.

QUESTION. —

Is there to be a secret rapture of the saints
and people in general will not know what has
happened until they miss their loved ones ?

ANSWER. —

The Bible must answer this question, and
here it is: ‘‘The Lord Himself shall descend
from heaven with a shout with the voice of
the arch-angel, and the trumpet of God, and
the dead in Christ will rise first. THEN we

It is said by many that the weekly cycle has
been changed and lost in calendar changes since
the days of the Apostles, and we do not know
which day the Sabbath comes. Is this correct?
At one time, according to history there were
five days dropped.

ANSWER. —

Yes, there were five days dropped out at one
time, but according to this record the week
was not altered. February the 9th, for instance,
was called Februahy 4th. The week was no
more changed then than it is now when every
four years called “‘Leap Year” one day is add-
ed to February, making 29 days. This does
not alter the weelly cycle.

According to history the weekly cycle has
never been changed. | have an old calendar
purchased in England over thirty years ago that
goes back to 100 years B.C. which also proves
that the week is just the same now as it was
when Christ kept the Sabbath day with the
Jews, and also all of the Apostles observed the
Sabbath according to the Commandment. —

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Qur Serious World Situation
What Do You Think Of It?

One of his last Messages, just before his death.

Looking around on the menacing world-po-
sition today — unique as an era of chaos and
unparalleled in its fears and distress — this
question, to the thinker, is a natural one. Never
in the history of the human race have we been
beset with such insoluble problems, such hope-
lessness, and such ominous foreboding on the
destructive potential of biological and atomic
warfare.

What a tremendous change has come over
this world, when compared with that of forty
years ago. lhose of mature years will be
greatly impressed with the great alteration
which has taken place; the passing of those
years has brought a steady deterioration in
world affairs, and only reflective minds will be
stirred by the following question on momentous
issues:

1. — Firstly, what do you think of an age
which is brilliant in scientific achievement, so
outstanding in inventive genius, and so ad-
vanced in educational attainment —and yet,
is s0.Godless in outlook, and so barren in the
sphere of moral and spiritaul values?

— What do you think of this period,
which is so unique in material advancement but
which had marched side by side with the two
mightiest, most cruel deadly and devastating
wars ol all time, the legacy of which has blight-
ed the whole universe, and has brought us to
the present impossible position, of which one
writer recently penned the words: ‘The truth
is that we are all doomed men — unless some-
thing tremendous happens to give new direc-
tion to world affairs. Our present course is
cursed with the premonition of disaster —
and we all know it, even if we will not admit
it to ourselves”?

3. — What do you think of this age, which
is unequaled in its bequest of death, deformity
and demoniacal devastation, burdensome taxa-
tion, prohibitions, totalitarian decrees, racial
barriers and national and international hatreds
— all of which are in greater manifestation
than ever, following World Wars Nos. 1 and
2?

4. — What do you think of the comparison
between 1906 and 19702 The change from
peace and plenty; the absence of — or light
taxation, to the crippling burdens of today;
the slow tempo of life to the rush and hurry
of today; the change from democratic govern-
ment to totalitarian dictatorship; the change
from tranquility to fear and civil strife? And
have you thought of that old saying: “Coming
events cast their shadows before” — shadows
of what?

5. — What do you think of the widespread
ruin of great and ancient cities, the world food
famine, the universal shortages, the lessened
production of both man and soil; the frequent
extremes of nature, in heat or cold, flood or
drought, and the increased frequency of earth-
quake and tidal wave ?

6. — What do you think of the tragic after-
math of the wars, which were to END wars,
and the ominous outlook for the future; the
impossible position of Europe — a world in
two opposing camps; the strife in China and
India, South Africa, Cyprus, Algeria and Pa-
lestine; then the minous Middle East situa-
tion and the menace of Godless Communism
in many lands ?

7. — And what do you think of the record
of the Peace Leagues — fiirstly, that of the
Hague of 1899, with its now deserted building
and 70,000 volumes. on international peace?
Then the dream palace of the League of Na-
tions, erected in the lovely setting amidst ice-
capped hills and tranquil waters of Geneva —
a building costing $2,000,000, lavishly adorn-
ed with expensive furniture, luxurious carpets,
and ornamented with palms and magnificent ap-
pointements. Its archives contain 4,934 inter-
national treaties and thousands of letters upon
peace? Over the archway of its main assembly
room are the word: “PEACE AND SAFETY™.
There the most brilliant statesmen of all nations
gathered to talk of peace and to prepare for
war. Today, the silent assembly room and de-
serted hall bear witness to the truth of the
word which has followed man from Eden —

FAILURE.

Nor will its successor — U.N.O., fare any
better, nor even match the brilliance of the de-
parted Genevian idyll. U.N.O. meets in its
glass palace — a peculiar irony and a most un-
fortunate symbol to intensify human inability
to bring peace through man. Already U.N. has
lost ‘“‘face” through its indecision on the Pa-
lestine question, and from its very inception
rendered itself ineffective by its curious VETO
PROVISION.

8. — Reader, what would you think of a
man who, possesing a very costly and intri-
cate chronometer, but which needed repairing;
and, knowing nothing about its mechanism, he
proceeds to repair it himself? Would it not be
very foolish? Yet this is the position of man
today. The “CHRONOMETER" is the world,
sadly in need of repairs due to man'’s illtreat-
ment of it. But the Maker if GOD. The sus-
taining power of ALL FLESH is the Creator.
Man has transgressed His laws and grievous-
ly sinned, and war — with its legacy — 1is
the result of it.

Would it not be better to place the position
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before God and implore Him to set the world
right, rather than prepare for a Third World
War which would blot out civilization itself?

And do you not think that if such a com-
parable problem occurred in daily life — say,
in one of our large business emporiums or great
organizations, would they not long since have
searched for the cause and found the remedy?
And, finally what do you think of the world
position today, with its chaos, its mounting fears
and its ever-present dread of atomic annihila-
tion which would make the two previous con-
flicts sink into insignificance?

this good work, and for laying it upon their
hearts,

We could write volumes telling about how
this good seed has taken root. One place for
instance, in a Moshav, a town of around two
thousand people, a book of Daniel was sent to
the reading room. A leading man there wrote
for someone to come and speak to them more
on the book of Daniel. One of our Jewish
young men went for an evening meeting. They
wanted him to come again and spend the
Sabbath, from Friday night over the Sabbath.
He went. Then the head man of the town came
to Jerusalem and spent three days.

With tears in his eyes he testified about the
blessings that had come to him, through this
visit. He returned teaching these truthes to the
people there and having no opposition.

This is how the leaven of the true faith has
spread, and is spreading in Israel. It fulfills the
statement of Yahshua (Christ), where He
likened the Kingdom to ‘“Three measures of
meal, in which a woman placed some leaven,”
and the whole lump was leavened. Matt.
13: 33,

That is exactly what is going on here.

The littie tract we printed: “Has our Mes-
siah come’, and distributed nearly a million
over Israel, gives 31 scriptures in the Old Tes-
tament fulfilled in the New, concerning the
Messiah how He was to come as a child, etc.

FARM OUTPUT DOUBLE
IN PAST 12 YEARS

BEIT DAGAN. — Israel’s farm production
doubled in the past 12 years, although man-
power employed went down nearly 20 per
cent. Meanwhile capital invested in agriculture
went up 50 per cent in the same period, and
water used, went up 3! per cent.

The area of cultivated land increased five
per cent.

These details were given at a press confe-
rence at the Volcani Agricultural Research In-
stitute here, to mark its 50th anniversary.

The Institute is running international co-op-
peration schemes with countries in Africa, Asia
and Latin America, and will help set up simi-
lar agricultural research institutes in Latin
America.

Speakers at the press conference said that
shortage of time and manpower prevented the
Institute from fulfilling all the many requests
it got in the field of international co-operation.
[t was training European experts to go out to
Africa on co-operation projects.

One per cent of the country’s total farm pro-
duction — or 1L.20 m. annually — is spent
on research,

HOUSE COMMITTEE APPROVES

The funds in question are unrelated to the
$300 m. in credits for arms purchases, which
the Administration requested for Israel this
year.

SABBATH DEMONSTRATION IN CAPITAL

A demonstration against the “desecration of
the Sabbath by the Egged Bus Co-operative”
ended in a riot last week in the afternoon, leav-
ing 10 persons, including two policemen, in-
jured. The protest meeting began about five
p.m. near the Central Bus Station, at the en-

trance to the city, when 200 Orthodox demon-
strators, led by Rabbi Amram Blau, gathered
to shout ‘‘Sabbath, Shabath!” at passing cars
and Egged buses. ‘The Sabbath officially ended
in Jerusalem at 7.32 p.m.)

Meanwhile, a group of non-religious youths
from nearby Romema, armed with sticks and
rocks, began to mock the demonstrators. Po-
licemen in the vicinity attempted to maintain
order and prevent the Romema youths from
attacking the ‘“yeshiva” students. But despite
the police efforts, several of the “yeshiva' boys
were struck and spat upon.

The clashes continued for about 30 minutes.

LLONDON (Reuter). — A Stradivarius violin,
which lay forgotten in a Spanish attic for
more than 100 years, was sold yesterday for
£84,000 — a world record price for a violin.
It was only expected to fetch £50,000 at the
auction at Sotheby's. In the same salesroom
three years ago, a Stradivarius sold for a then

record price of £22,000.

PREMIER MEIR WARNS

TEL AVIV. — Premier Golda Meir last night
warned that Israel must not underrate the new

In an apparent reference to the new tripartite
Arab federation she urged the nation fo main-
tain the maximum alertness and preparedness
in case the Arab leaders really attempt 1o ex-
ecute their threats to seek Israel’s destruction.

The Prime Minister said Israel must always
be prepared just in case the Arab rulers try
to attack once more.

2.500 ARRIVALS AT HAIFA PORT

HAIFA. — Some 2,500 passengers, most of
them tourists, but returning residents and im-
migrants as well, passed through the port this
week,

Three ships brought 1,500 passengers, includ-
ing 700 British one-day tourists, who arrived
in the s.s. Delphi. from Beirut.

A group of 898 immigrants from Europe and
the U.S. arrived in the m.s. Dan. Most were
sent to new apartments in Ashdod, Beersheba,
Dimona and Sderot.

OVERWHELMING VOTE FOR NEW
ARAB UNION
Egypt, Syria and Libya last week reported
that almost all of their ten million voters have
cast ballots in favour of the tripartite national

grouping that will henceforth be known as the
“Federation of Arab Republics”.

According to figures issued in Cairo, Damas-
cus and Tripoli the loose union was approved
by more than 99 per cent in Egypt, more than
96 per cent in Syria and over 98 per cent in
Libya.

Egyptian Minister of Interior, Mamdouh Sa-
lem, said in a broadcast that 99.6 per cent of
the eligible voters said yes to the federation.
He added that of the 7,776,837 voters who
cast their ballots, only 3,404 voted no.

Over 96 per cent

In Syria 96.4 per cent of the 2,021,405 voters
approved the federation while 64,624 opposed
it. In Libya, the federation was approved by
488,490 out of 484,231 voters who went to
the polls.

SOVIET MISSILES IN EGYPT
TREBLED

LONDON (Reuter). — The buildup of Seo-
viet-controlled surface-to-air missile (Sam}) sites
in Egypt has trebled since last year, the Inter-
national Institute for Strategic Studies said.

The Egyptian Air Force got about 100 more
planes from the Soviet Union to bring its com-
bat strength up to 523 fighters and bombers.
About 150 of the planes are piloted by Rus-
sian alrmen.

Egypt's armoured strength was augmented
by another 250 Soviet tanks and they now have
a total force of 1,650. Israel’s tank strength
went up by 25 to 1,085. Both sides have also
built up their numbers of armoured cars, troop
carriers and self-propelled guns.

The Institute estimated that there were be-
tween 15,000 and 20,000 Soviet advisers in

Egypt.

ALL PACIFIC STATES SHOULD
SUPPORT “ETERNAL” ISRAEL
Costa Rica Foreign Minister Gonala J. Facio
concluded an eight-day official visit to this
country with the statement, “I'm pro-Israel.”
He said he was now ‘‘more convinced than ever”
that Israel could not go back to the old armistice
lines, but should rather have new, defensible

and recognized borders.

This was Dr. Facio’s second visit to Israel
in about a year, but the first during which he
had ventured outside of Jerusalem. Among his
most powerful impressions, he said, was the
thousands of Arabs coming here to spend va-
cations from states which consider themselves
at war with Israel.
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He described his own visit as “‘really won-
derful”, and added: “‘Israel is going to last
for ever, and it deserves the backing of all
peace-loving people all over the world, who
should collaborate in the tremendous effort for
her survival.”

TURKS ASK DEATH FOR 13
ELROM KIDNAPPERS

ISTANBUL (Reuter). — A military prose-
cutor asked for the death sentence for 13 peo-
ple, four of them girls, accused of taking part
in the kidnapping and murder of Israeli Consul-
General Ephraim Elrom here in May.

They were among a total of 26 people who
appeared before the martial law court. All are
said to be members of the extreme left-wing
“Turkish Peoples Liberation Army” which
claimed responsibility for the kidnapping of Mr.
Elrom on May 17.

He was later found dead in an apartment
near the Israeli Consulate General. He had been
shot three times in the head.

A 62-page indictment submitted to the court
said Mr. Elrom had been personally shot by
one of the accused, Mahir Cayan, 25. He was
chosen as executioner by a toss of the coin
among the kidnappers.

COMMENTS ON NOAH’S ARK
BY THE HISTORIAN FLAVIUS JOSEPHUS

(Copied in part from chapter 3, of Antiquities
of the Jews)

Dimensions of ark: “For God suggested to
him the following contivance and way of
escape: — That he should make an ark of
four stories high, three hundred cubits long,
fifty cubits broad, and thirty cubits high... Now
this ark had firm walls, and a roof, and was
braced with cross beams, sc that it could not
be anyway drowned or overborne by the viol-
ence of the water. And thus was Noah, with
his family, preserved.”

Of the ark resting place: "“After this, the ark
rested on the top of a certain mountain in Ar-
menia... However, the Armenians call this place
(Apobarnpiov) The Place of Descent for the
ark being saved in that place, its remains are
shown here by the inhabitants to this day.”

Josephus writes of other historians’ accounts:
“Now all the writers of barbarian histories make
mention of this flood, and of this ark; among
whom is Berosus the Chaldean. For when he
is describing the circumstances of the flood,
he goes on thus: “It is said there is still some
part of this ship in Armenia, at the mountain
of the Cordyaeans; and that some people carry
off pieces of the bitumen. which they take away,
and use chiefly as amulets for the averting of
mischiefs.”

“Hieronymus the Egyptian also, who wrote
the Phoenician Antiquities, and Mnaseas, and
a great many more, make mention of the same.
Nay, Nicolaus of Damascus, in his ninety-sixth
book, hath a particular relation about them;
where he speaks thus: “There is a great moun-
tain in Armenia, over Minyas, called Baris,

upon which it is reported that many who fled
at the time of the Deluge were saved; and
that one who was carried in an ark came on
shore upon the top of it; and that the remains
of the timber were a great while preserved.
This might be the man about whom Moses the
legislator of the Jews wrote.”

HALF-A-MILLON TOURISTS
THIS YEAR

Israel will have earned over IL500m. in for-
eign currency from tourism in 1971, the first
year when more than 500,000 tourists will have
visited the country. July alone has registered
more than 100,000 tourists, the same number
as came during the whole of 1969, Tourist Min-
ister Moshe Kol said at a ceremony in the
Knesset building at which he awarded certifi-
cates to the top foreign currency earners in the
tourism business in Israel.

The awards, Outstanding Promoter of Tour-
ism and Commended Promoter of Tourism,
were presented to 105 enterprises whose earn-
ings last year exceeded one million dollars and
a quarter million dollars respectively.

The Ministry is planning for a “room bank’
which will provide private rooms for those tour-
ists unable to find accommodation in hotels.

30,000 tourists were not permitted to leave
America this year owing to shortage of hotel
rooms.

ISRAEL FIRES AT INTRUDING
EGYPT PLANES
TEL AVIV. — Israeli forces opened anti-air-
craft fire on Egyptian Sukhoi 7's which twice
flew over Israeli positions last week along the

Eastern Bank of the Suez Canal, a military
spokesman reported here.
The spokesman said a complaint had heen

lodged with the U.N. staff in Jerusalem about
the intrusions.

DIPLOMATS SAY 65 AMERICAN PLANES
SENT TO JORDAN

BEIRUT (UPI). — Sixty-five American-made
fighters-bombers have arrived in Jordan during
the past two weeks, Western diplomatic sources
in Beirut said.

The planes are F104s and some of them were
flown from Turkey, the sources added.

In addition to the planes, the sources said, the
U.S. has supplied Jordan with a radar network
which is being set-up in the north-east of the
country.

A large number of American transports were
flying in and out of Jordan during the past
three weeks, bringing in military supplies, the
sources added.

A NEW WELL AT HAMRA
A new well has been dug by Mekorot at
Hamra, in the Northern Jordan: Valley, provid-
ing 600 cu.m. hourly of low-salinity water, at

a depth of 250 metres.
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REVISION OF U.S. ARMS POLICY
VIEWED

The State Department’s latest expression of
“grave concern” over growing Soviet military
involvment in Egypt was welcomed in Je.u-
salem as a possible sign of a coming revision
in U.S. arms policy towards Isreal.

The rash of U.S. press reports this week sbout
new Soviet arms deliveries to Egypt and the in-
creasing operational involvement of Soviet pi-
lots in the Suez area, was also viewed here
as indirect -warning by Washington to Moscow
that the freeze of plane shipments to Israel
might soon be ended. The publication of these
officially inspired reports could easily have been
blocked by official action, informed sources
said.
