“The Law of the Spirit of Life in Christ hath made
us free from the law of sin and death.” — Rom. 8:1.

There is a divine law, a “Law governing the Spirit.
It is just as definite a law as that of gravitation or any
other laws of science that man ever discovered. This
law, however, is not one discovered by scientists, for they
are, tanqullv secking, far from this channel of life
and thow-ht This law will operate with any individual
when appl]ud correctly, according to the example given
in the New Testament.

The miraculous demonstrations, from the proper under-
standing and use of this law, by the Messiah born in
Bethlehem, according to Micah 5:2, were of such aston-
ishing nature that His beloved Apostles said to Him:
“LORD TEACH US TO PRAY?”. These men had pray-
ed doubtless all their lives, after the common fashion of
repeated and memorized prayers, now generally used
in all of the synagogues of Israel, and throughout the

world, especially by the Jewish people, also the Ca-
tholic and many Protestants. But there is no definite
or miraculous demonstration of the presence of that

powerful Holy Spirit, by which the Master even raised
the dead, and through which this world was set in order.
‘The Master had spent a night in preayer on the Mt.
of Olives (Luke 12), “He came down and stood in the
plain. a great multitude of people out of Judea and
sowle from: the sea coast of Tyre (150 miles away), came
to hear Him and to be healed of ALL their diseases”.
Verses 17, 18. )
THE WHOLE MULTITUDE SOUGHT TO
IOUCH HIM, FOR THERE WENT VIRTUE OUT
OF HIM AND HEALED THEM ALL. — Verse 19.
Here we find that divine law operating, with the
most powerful demonstrations ever witnessed, before or

since, These events caused the Apostle to ask Him to:
“TEACH US TO PRAY”, — Luke 11: 1.

There is a certain law governing the proper construc-
tion of the gencrator in your car, and the large electric
dynamos that gather from the air a tnighty” power_which
man has given the name “clectricity”, in the English.

There is the very same thing that must apply to the
human body which is a templc for the indwelling of
divine VIRTUL, the Holy Spirit. If there is one obstmc-
tion, or one wire crossed, your efforts will be vain. Wrong
ﬂlml\mg, evil thou<*ht< bitterness in your hearts, an
unforgiving nature, somethmor in your life that has not
been made right, some sin which you have not con-
fessed to hcaven, or some wrong you have not confessed
or made right. Open rebellion against heaven in re-
fusing to keep one of the ten commandments. Some
truth you understand the Bible teaches but you refuse to
accept. It might be that you owe tithes that have not
been used for the work of the Master, and you are in-
cluded in heaven with the class of Malachi 3: 8, 9,

The beloved apostles were partakers of this heavenly
virtue and practiced it because they had properly been
taught of the Master. Our human bodies are just the
same today as those of the ancients. They are temples
for the mdwelhng of this Holy Spirit, virtuous power,
by which mighty works can be performed, and are
being performed. It nccessitates the correct under-
standing of what the apostles craved when they said
to the beloved Messiah “Yahshua”: Teach as to PRAY.

Many people only pray when they are sick, or frighten-
ed, or possibly when they want something of this world’s
geods, or maybe when their bodies are craving food.
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But prayer is not a constant asking for temporal benefits.
Tt must be the expression of a heart that is grateful to
the Almighty for all the many rich benefits one is daily
receiving from His bountiful hand. ,

Prayer is your period of WORSHIPPING the Creator
who caused you to be, and has surrounded you with
this wonderful world and all of its benefits. Your heart
must be grateful, and your mind full of love and praise
or the giver of all good and perfect gifts. We are told
to: “Set our affections on things above, and not on the
things of this earth”. — Col. 3:1, 2.

In the example given for prayer by the Saviour, He
spent the whole night in prayer. This was not a night of
asking for anything temporal. It was a night spent with
His mind off of the things of this world, with His affec-
tions set on things above. His thoughts were Reaven
ward. His mind was filled with love and praise for the
Father. He was tarrying before heaven with words of
praise. The Hebrew word “Hallelujah” means praise
Yah, or praise Elohim (Pas. 68:4). A good word to
use when you are all alone tarrying, and waiting, in
praise and thanksgiving to the Father, as He charges
this human magnet with divine virtue and heavenly
power with which you can control yourself, and guide
your life pleasing in His sight and have an overflowing
of this VIRTUE from above with which to supply others
as you contact them. You will then be a true Israelite,
a man or a woman who “has power with God and with
man.” Power with “Elohim” in prayer, and power with
men and women to make them better. Your presence
with them, your words and seriptural instructions will
be weighty. They cannot resist it. What you say will
always ring in their ears. It will hold them steady, for
it was planted there by the Spirit. That diyine virtue

The secret of prayer is the secret of POWER, and that
is why the beloved apostles were so anxious to know and
better understand how. and through what power His
mighty works were preformed. They had repeatedly wit-

nessed the miraculous operation of this “Law of The .

Spirit of Life,” healing the sick, casting out demons from
the insane, and even raising the dead, and they coveted
this gift of the Spirit, and said, “Teach us to Pray.”
Luke 11:1.

“There went out virtue OUT OF HIM. and HEALED
THEM ALL™ Luke 6:19. He was our example and we
are told 1o “Follow His steps.” 1 Peter 2:21, I am the
LIGHT OF THE WORLD. He that followeth Me shall
not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.”
John 8:12. The beloved apostles followed in His steps. He
taught them how to pray, by spending whole nights in pray-
er. Luke 6:12. Withdrawing into the wilderness to pray
Luke 5:16. He was alone praying, and His apostles were
with Him, Luke 9:18: “He took Peter. John and James
up into a mountain to pray.” Verse 28.

The apostles being with Him in these prolonged seasons
of prayer were taught how to pray, not just asking, asking.
asking, for temporal benefits, but worshipping the Father;
Thanking Him over and over for all benefits, and praising
Him for life, health, food, raiment, and above all the Spir-
itual surroundings. and great miraculous preparation He
has in store for the children of men. In taking our
thoughts away from this old world, and keeping our
mind stayed on heaven, and the glories there, our bodies
are supplied with that same spiritual power of which
heaven is filled to the overflowing. It is in this way
imparted to us while we tarry there In unity, oneness
of accord, and love for everyone, even our enemies,
with all variance gone and dismissed forever from our
minds. “LET this mind BE IN YOU that was in Christ
Jesus.” — Philippians 2.3,

The Saviour performed mighty miracles in Galilee,
where we find Him repeatedly going on board a ship
to get away from the multitude, after His body had

- peace;longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, FA

been largely exhausted of this VIRTUE acquired through
prayerful contact with heaven. It was after one of such
occasions where He had spent time alone on a ship
crossing the sea, that the multitude thronged Him (Luke
8:41). A woman who had been afflicted for twelve
years, and had spent all she had on doctors to be healed,
but having been determined to see Him, and said: “If
I may touch but His clothes, I shall be whole” (Mark -
5:28). So she pressed through the crowd, and touched
the hem of His garment. He exclaimed immediately:
“Who touched me?” The apostles were surprised, and
wanted to know why He asked “who touched Me”,
when surrounded by such a throng. He said: “Some-,
body touched Me, for I perceive that virtue has gone
out of Me” (Luke 8:44-46). The woman was instantly
healed and He said to her: “Daughter be of good com-
fort, THY FAITH hath made thee whole”. — Verse 48.
Here we find another example where there was a
substance He called virtue departing from Him by which
people are healed. It is the healing power of the Holy
Spirit, which can be acquired only by a correct under-
standing of “the Law of the Spirit of Life”, mentioned
in Roman 8:7, which makes us free from “the Law
of Sin and Death.” We are free because by understand-
ing and putting this law into operation, the fleshly de-
sires are killed. “The old man, the carnal nature” is
destroyed Rom. 6:6). It therefore becomes our very
nature to observe all of the Ten Commandments which
is “the law of sin and death”. It is the nature of the
apple tree to bear only apples, so will it be the nature
of the person, who understands, “the law of the Spirit
of Life”, spending a few minutes thrice daily alone in"
prayer before the Almighty, the person will by nature
bear only the FRUIT OF THE SPIRIT, love,

NESS, ete. — Gal. 5:722, 23. #

The Saviour immediately felt that weakness, of phy-
sical exhaustion which came instantly upon Him. The
healing strength and power stored up there, had de-
parted to the extent he felt it. His compassion and in-
terest in suffering humanity, and a strong desire to help
people, together with the Faith of the woman brought
the result. She had tuned in on the right meter of real
faith, and He was prepared to give her that which she
desired and needed most.

The law of the Spirit of Life will not operate through
a minister who is preaching only as a profession of life,
and an easy way of making a living, as thousands of
them are today. The one actually called into the service
of the Master, through the Spirit from above, will
possess a very deep interest in humanity. He will be so
anxious to benefit those in need, that he will lose sleep,
with joy, and spend time in prayerful meditation on
the things above, that he may possess an overflowing
supply of that same divine virtue, to be transferred from
Him to those requiring spiritual help. The Master often
wept over the sick and afflicted and the dead, as in
the case of Lazarus where it says: “Jesus wept” (John
11: 35). When compassion for others is so manifest
with tears, along with an abundant supply of stored up
VIRTUE, there is always a demonstration of miraculous
power. We have often seen it manifest.

Thousands there are today who at one time were spi-
ritualy strong. They had received an anointing, or even
a real genuine Baptism of the Holy Spirit, but by
trusting in this experience, and not understanding the
“law of the Spirit of Life”, as taught and displayed by
the Saviour, they are spiritual wrecks. They are like the
dead battery removed from the place of real service.
They had mingled with sinners; associated with those
of worldly conversation; indulged more or less in worldly
business to make ends meet, with the generator, of prayer
neglected and disconnected. They did not follow the
Master, because they did not understand this “Spi-
ritual Law”, of continual contact with heaven in prayer,
therefore their power has ceased. They are void of light

el
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to direct their frail craft now on the very brink of a
fatal crash.

Such people need to read and re-read about the
wonderful miracles wrought by the Saviour, and soon
coming Prince of Peace. They should go alone on the
mountain, or in some secluded place, and tarry with
their mind away from pleasure, the cares of life, and
the deceitfulness of riches, and seek those things which
are eternal.

In this way only can a
person be recharged again for service in the vineyard
of the Master, to await His returning with joy.

MEMORIES AND HISTORY OF THE PAST

By the Editor

As many letters are being received asking
us questions about our connection with the
Church of God in America, we have prepared
the following for their benefit as well as others,
as follows.

My mother was Jewish, and both mother and
father were always interested in Jerusalem, and
the Jewish people. It was born right in me to
love Jerusalem, and the seed of Abraham. Fa-
ther was a minister for just fifty years, and had
always prayed for me to take his work, but
I was not inclined that way. I taught school se-
ven years, and was following that profession
when he died, but was not married. Mother
was living with me on a homestead in Nebras-
ka, U.S.A. | had been baptized and always kept
the Sabbath and paid my tithe.

[ was teaching high school, and on a certain
evening one of my students came home with
me for the night, a boy 16 years of age. It
was a dark night. We were on the side hill west
of the house at the barn feeding our horses
that we rode. All of a sudden a bright light
began flashing all around us. The boy exclaim-
ed: “Where is that light coming from?" I
looked upward, and in the heavens toward the
“Milky Way” as it is called, there was a large
wheel of light. It was about the size of a large
tractor wheel, with a very big rim. It was flash-
ing on and off. | said: “There it is away up
toward the stars.” He was frightened. As 1
was gazing at it, the flashing on and off stop-
ped, and it shown steadily all around me. I
was filled with heavenly joy. I never had such
a feeling. It was as if I stood in the air with no
weight on my feet. My thoughts were praising
the Almighty. Praise His Name.

I do not know just how long I was under this
power of ecstasy, and heavenly joy, but when
the light began flashing again, I came down as
it were on my feet, and felt my weight. It was
a Baptism of the Holy Spirit.

The boy had disappeared. I ran down the
slope to the house to tell mother what
had happened. Stepping upon the porch,
I saw the same wheel of glowing light to the
South East in the direction of Jerusalem. |
knew from that time it was a call to the work
father had given up and for which he had
prayed for me to follow. I lost all interest in
the homestead, the cows and horses, and every-
thing except the heavenly treasures above.

Following this strange way by which | was
called to Jerusalem, while working during the
day, I would hear beautiful harmonious music
in the heavens. It would be dim at first, as if
away off. Then get louder and louder, and
gradually fade away in the distance. It sounded
like hundreds of instruments. | was always filled
with joy, and felt that | had a closer connec-
tion with heaven, when I heard this beautiful
music.

Being wrapped up in the things of the world

was a yoke, and a burden, and I got rid of every-
thing as soon as possible. Jerusalem was on my
mind when | went to bed at night, and upon
arising in the morning. | could not throw it

off.

My father had been Editor of the Bible Ad-
vocate at Stanberry Mo. His health failed him,
and Elder Jacob Brinkerhoff was chosen in his
place, but soon his health failed and he was
taken to the hospital in St. Joseph, Mo. The
board met and chose me as Editor, where |
remained until resigning to go to Jerusalem.

The Heavenly Father calls different people
into different places to serve Him, and we must
all do our best in that station to which it has

pleased Him to call us. Having been in this

way called to Jerusalem for the very prepara-
tion work going on from here to the world,
miracle after miracle has happened in blessing
the work, and providing the means at different
times as they were needed.

When I became Editor of the Bible Advocate,
they were only printing twelve hundred papers
a month, with only eight hundred paid up sub-
scribers. There were no ministers out in the
field spreading the truth, or organizing new
churches. All of the ministers were very old,

and settled down somewhere pastoring small

groups of believers.

The Advocate previous to my becoming
Editor was printing articles from its readers
pro and con, on many subjects, and the readers
were therefore greatly divided including the
ministers, on the following subjects. The Clean
and Unclean meats — whether ministers could
or should not use tobacco — the Seven Last
Plagues Past or Future — the Pre-existence or
Non Pre-existence of Christ — the Birth of the
Spirit — Tithe Paying — the Third Angel’s
Message — the Personality of Satan — the
Lord’s Supper whether on the 14th or 15th of
the first month.

One Church in Oklahoma was divided over
one of these subjects, and a padlock
put on the church house by one of the
groups, and the other was out in the country
having Sabbath meetings in a school house.
One minister and his son had a fight in Ala-
bama in or near a certain town, contending
over another of the above subjects, with the
church building there locked up.

As Editor of the paper | decided to stop
printing articles on one side of the
above questions, and the next week printing
one of the other side. Quite naturally |1 took
the side on all these subjects, as taught by
my father A. F. Dugger who was a minister
of the gospel for just fifty years to the year
of his death in 1910.

My advice to the ministers was to hold a
ministerial meeting during our annual camp-
meeting in the church building at Stanberry in-
stead of on the campground, and permitting
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only ministers to attend. These meetings all
went off peaceably without any heated argu-
ments or harsh words. Several subjects were
agreed upon by two thirds or more of those
present. Then we printed articles only setting
forth these subjects as the ministers had decided.

This, however, brought opposition by the few
who still contended that they were right, and
that the ministerial investigation was out of
order, and wrong. Ministers would come to the
camp-meeting and smoke their pipes and cigars
right on the camp ground. Because of our re-
fusal, as Editor to print articles in favor of
using tobacco, eating swines flesh, Passover
on the 15th, the Third Angel’'s Message, and
the plagues in the past, etc. all of these groups
joined together to put me out as Editor so they
could have a more liberal Editor and get their
articles printed. Qur yearly camp-meeetings and
general conferences became political lectioner-
ing for their man to be elected, etc.

The year 1932 I resigned as Editor to go to
Jerusalem with my family, my wife and three
small childern, the oldest being about five. Elder
John Kiesz was chosen as Editor at my advice
and recommend, for we still held a good majo-
rity of all the ministers and laymen.

Upon my return, however, the opposition had
worked very hard during my absence to place
their man in office and they did so by just one
vote. Before the election of officers, however,
all of us ministers who had been standing to-
gether during " these tumultuous years, went
to a tent, and had a round the circle prayer,
for the Father above to guide, and if they won
the election, and opened up the paper teaching
these false doctrines, and thus spreading them
all over the world, we were to step out and
organize the church on the Bible system of
organization found in both the Old and the
New Testaments, with the 12, the 70 and
the 7.

Upon their refusal to publish articles submit-
ted to their new Editor, setting forth the truth
on these subjects, we acted according to the
test placed before the Almighty, in our circles
of prayer. We all moved to Salem and started
the work there, organizing the church accord-
ing to the only general organization found in
the Bible, with the twelve, the seven and the
seventy, as it was under Moses of the Old
Testament and Christ in the New Testament.
These men were all chosen by lot as set forth
in the New Testament order, following an all
night prayer meeting. There were about 140
names of recognized ministers placed in the lot,
who we knew were standing for the truth, on
all of the points of faith previously mentioned.
The names coming from the lot are all given
in the history of the True Church.

The general conference at Stanberry passed a
resolution to move the World Headquarters of
the church to Jerusalem as soon as conditions
here would permit. Salem, W.Va. also passed
a similar resolution while we were there. Nei-
ther of these groups, however, have been will-
ing so far to carry out these resolutions, but
as the Heavenly Father laid it definitely upon

us to start this move, we have done so, with
His blessings, and His repeated miraculous con-

firmation of His Holy presence with us. Many

others whose hearts the Creator has turned to
Jerusalem instead of to Rome are also being
blessed. Praise His Holy Name,

I am happy to state that the Stanberry and
Denver group of the Church of God, 7th Day
have also been lead marvelously to gradually
drop these false doctrines above mentioned, and
are lined up on the Bible platform the same as
we are, Those who were leaders of the opposi-
tion previously mentioned have gradually drop-
ped off or changed. Many of them, however, are
opposed to the Jerusalem work, and condemn
me for choosing Jerusalem for the world head-
quarters of the Remnant church. [ tell them that
it was the Creator Who chose it, and no man
on earth, and that-we with many more, were
just falling in line with his choice, which He
had a perfect right to make. The Lord shall
yet comfort Zion, and shall yet chcose Jeru-
salem. — Zech. 2:17.

Then again He says: “The Lord shall inherit
Judah His portion in the Holy Land, and shall
choose Jerusalem again. Beysilent O’all flesh

before the Lord, for He has raised up out of

His Holy habitation”. — Zech. 3:12, 13.
He has now brought Judah His portion back
to the Holy Land, and He has surely raised

up in their defense. Therefore Jerusalem is His. .

choice. “The Lord has chosen Zion. He hath

desired it for His Holy habitation”. — Psalms

“The meek shall eat and be satisfied”.
(Psalms 22:26)

It was by fasting that the Lord first taught
me what it would be like to be slender, free
and happy in Him. I found that fasting was
meant to be part of the Christian life. Jesus said:
“Moreover, when ye fast.. (Matthew 6:16).
He did not say: ‘...iff ye fast”. 1 discovered
that not only did fasting help move me into a
deeper relationship with Him, but it was also
part of the process that was cleaning out the old
“me”’. Bringing our bodies into subjection by
fasting is the first principle we need to learn
before dieting. Once our bodies are under con-
trol, then we can will ourselves not to eat that
chocolate cake for desert and not to eat between
meals. Qur bodies have come to understand the
meaning of obedience.

The scriptures speak strongly about gluttony.
In Leviticus, the book of God’'s Law, chapter 26
tells us about the blessings promised for obe-
dience and the curses for disobedience. Listen
to verse 26 as it tells about the curse: “And

rwhen | have broken the staff of your bread,
tery women shall bake your hread in one oven
and they shall deliver you your bread again by
weight and “ye shall eat and not be satisfied".
Micah 6:14 says essentially the same thing,
speaking to a rebellious people: “Thou shalt
eat and not be satisfied’.

If we have been cleansed by the blood of Je-
sus Christ by accepting His death on the cross,
He is the atonement for our sins... healing for
our diseases... deliverance from our bondage.
Then, walking in obedience, we can claim the
promise of blessing in Psalm 22: 26: “The
meek shall eat and be satisfied”.

Additional strong words are found in Proverbs
23: 1 and 3). “When thou sittest to eat with
a ruler, consider diligently what is before thee:
and put a knife to thy throat, if thou be a man
given to appetite”. — “For the drunkard and
the glutton shall come to poverty...”

Our deliverance from gluttony was bought
and paid for on Calvary by our Lord Yah-
shua. This is a very high price for us to take
lightly. Paul says in 2 Corinthians 6:19: “What,
know ye not that your body is the temple of
the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have
of God, and ye are not your own? For ye are
bought with a price...”” Even though we may

not realize it, every time we over-eat we sin

against the temple of the Holy Spirit. As Chris-
tians, the stewardship of our bodies is a part
of our witness to a lost world.

AND DECEPTION

Also by some unlearned Rabbis in Israel

“But thou Bethlehem Ephratah though thou
be little among the thousands of Judah yet out
of thee shall He come forth unto me that is to
be ruler of Israel whose goings forth have been
from of old, from everlasting”’. — Micah 5: 2.

Bethlehem (Hebrew: “House of Bread) is
also known as the city of David, because he
was born there 1312 B.C. (Ruth 4:22). He
became King of Israel the year 1010 B.C. (2
Samuel first chapter). Note the date given at
the top of the page in your Bible.

We deeply regret to find in Israel, even among
the educated class and Rabbis, a false teaching
concerning the prophecy of Micah (chapter 5)
as quoted above. Here the prophet Micah told
us that the one who was to be ruler in Israel
would come out of Bethlehem and thev falsely
and ignorantly apply this to David, because he
was born there. But David was horn king of
Israel, and died more than 300 years before the
time of Micah the prophet. It was 700 B.C. when
Micah gave this prophecy quoted, what a
fraud and deception propagated through igno-
rance.

Students of the holy scriptures and even some
Rabbis whether ignorantly or willfully seek to
blind the reader, confuse the two Micahs, the

‘one an Idolater and the other a true prophet.

The Idolater lived before the time of David
(Judges chapter 17). They fraudulently or in
gross ignorance often read verse one of Judges
18 which says: “In those days there was no
king of Israel” to make it appear that Micah's
prophecy referred to David’'s birth in Bethle-
hem. This Micah, however, was an Idolater and
not the author of the book called ‘Micah’. He
lived 600 years before the prophet Micah.
You will notice that the prophet Micah lived
and wrote the book called “Micah’” over three
hundred years after King David was born.
Therefore, his prophecy concerning the gover-
nor of Israel to come out of Bethlehem was
not King David but refered to another. No
man was ever born in Bethlehem after this
prophecy was given who was governor of
Israel. This positively was Yahshua born in
Bethlehem at the time of Herod, the king. He
was born to be “King of the Jews”, and is soon
going to be governor in Israel, and King of
kings, Lord of lords. — Revelation 11:15.

This is a prophecy of a learned Jew on the
Island of Patmos, a follower of Yahshua.

Listen to another Jewish prophet viz. “Isaiah”.
Here is what he saw while in vision: “For unto
us (the Jews) a son is given, and the govern-
ment shall be upon his shoulders, and he shall
be called wonderful counsellor of the Mighty
God, of the Everlasting Father, the prince of
peace. Of the increase of His government and
peace there shall be no end upon the throne of
David and upon his kingdom to order it, and
to establish it with judgement and with justice

henceforth and forever. The Zeal of the Lord
of Hosts will perform this”. — Isaiah 9: 6, 7.

This was the child born in Bethlehem, and
the son given who is to be governor of Israel.
This is that Messiah long looked for and ex-
pected. He was to come as a child and grow up,
just exactly as this child did who was born in
Bethlehem nearly two thousand years ago, the
greatest miracle man that ever lived. The
Mighty Creator, however, had planned and pre-
announced that this child was to be a light to
Gentiles and that there was to be this long
period of mercy extended to all nations, giving
all mankind an opportunity to share in His great
plan of eternal life to the faithful.

The prophet Isaiah speaks further concern-
ing him. He says: “And there shall come forth
a rod out of the stem of Jesse, and a branch
shall grow out of his roots, and the Spirit of
the Lord shall be upon him”. — Isaiah 11: 1.
Also: “For he shall grow up before him as a
tender plant and as a rcot out of dry ground...
He is despised and rejected of men'. — Isaiah

53:2 and 3.

Notice prayerfully what the prophet Jeremiah
says: ~'Behold the days come saith the L.oxd
that I will raise unto David a righteous branch,
and a King shall reign and prosper and shall
execute judgement and justice in the earth”.
— Jeremiah 23:5.

Notice the same language is used here as
that of Isaiah where he said: “A child shall be
born and a son given” who would execute
judgment and justice in the earth. and of the
increase of His government and peace there
would be no end”, This is still future, and for
it the world yearns today.

Jeremiah speaks further as follows: ‘“‘Behold
the days come, saith the Lord, that I will per-
form that good thing which I have orcmised
unto the house of Isracl and to the house of
Judah. In those days and at that time will I
cause the branch of righteousness to grow up
unto David and he shall execute judgment and
righteousness in the land..”. — Jeremiah 33:
14 and 15.

All of these prophets speak of this Messiah
or coming one to be governor in Israel, as
GROWING UP, a son born and a child given.
This was the very child born in Bethlehemn pro-
phesied by Micah in chapter 5. There is not
one prophecy to be found of the Messiah com-
ing as a mighty captain, king or deliverer. He
was first to come as a child and prow up, give
his soul as an offering for sin, be resurrected,
ascend to, and remein in heaven while all na-
tions had an opportunity to accept the plan of
redemption and eternal life.

In Isaiah chapter 53, the prophet says that this
one who is to “grow up as a tender plant”
is to be taken from prison to judgment and
pour out his soul as an offering for the sins

BARLEY THE FIRST OF THE HARVEST
IN ISRAEL

"Observe the month of Abib (also named Ni-
san), and keep the Passover unto the Lord thy
God for in the month of Abib the Lord thy
God brought thee forth out of Egypt by
night”. — Deut. 16:1.

Then verse nine reads: “Seven weeks shalt
thou number unto thee: begin to number the
seventh week from such a time as thou beginest
to put the sickle to the corn”. Corn was the
original name for barley, the earliest fruit of
the Israel harvest.

In regard to the Passover season the Lord
spoke to Moses as follows: “The Lord spoke
unto Moses and unto Aaron in the land of
Egypt saying: ‘This month shall be unto you
the beginning of months. It shall be the first
month of the year unto you”. — Exodus 12:
I, 2. Then in chapter 13:4 concerning the Is-
raelites coming out of Egypt it reads: ‘“This
day came ye out in the month Abib”.

Hence the month Abib also called Nisan is
the first month of the Bible year and not Jan-
uary, according to the change over by Rome,
because she hated the Jews.

At Jerusalem they had rebelled against Rome
refusing to obey her drastic laws against them,
resulting in the complete destruction of Jeru-
salem the year 70 C.E. (Common Fra), known
throughout the world as A.D. There has been
a long armistice or silence of this war against
Jerusalem by Rome, with the final drama now
In preparation to be decided by the intervention
of the Almighty at Armageddon. — Zachariah

the 14th chapter, Joel the 3rd; and Revelation
the 16th chapter.

CALCULATING THE FIRST MONTH
OF THE YEAR

Since mechanical watches and clocks were
invented by the use of weights, or steel springs,
it has not been difficult to determine the time
when the days and nights were of an equal
length, commonly known as the equinox. Be-
fore this, however, they had no way of making
calculations, and it was merely a guess to know
which moon was the first moon, or month, of
the new year.

Anciently, according to History, as well as
the Scriptures there were just 30 days to the
month, and“it has been said that before the
flood, the seasons were kept strictly in order,
so that the fall, winter, spring and summer

months remained the same, with weather con-
ditions corresponding year after year. But since
the flood the earth being slightly slowed up
in its orbit around the sun, it requires 365
days for the circuit instead of the 360 days.
Therefore 12 moons do not keep the seasons
in their proper order, Our present Gregorian
calendar introduced by Pope Gregory the 13th,
the year 1582, makes up the 365 days by giv-
ing 31 days to all months, excepting April,
June, September and November, which have 30
days, with February having 28 days; then
the addition of one day to February, known
as the “Leap Year”, one in four years.

The Jewish calendar in order to keep the sea-
sons in their proper places according to the
months, some have 30 days in the month, and
some have 29, alternating throughout the year,
with 30 and 29 days, then they add a 29-day

month every 3 or 4 years. This is really less

complex than the Julian or Gregorian calendar

introduced by the Pope, but there is always
misunderstandings and confusion when the time
comes for the added month — 2 Adar —every
third or fourth year.

At the beginning of creation it is-declared of

the sun and moon that they were for signs and

seasons (Genesis 1:15) and we believe the
seasons were kept up accurately in perfect order
until the flood.

EVERY THIRD YEAR A MIRACLE YEAR
IN ISRAEL

Anciently there was no other way for Israel
to accurately determine the first month of the
new year because they had no way of telling
just when the days and nights were exactly the
same. Later it became the custom of the church
to take the moon nearest the spring equinox for
the |st month. Some have diverged from the ori-
ginal custom and prefer to count the first moon
AFTER instead of the first moon NEAREST
the equinox.

When the first moon NEAREST is taken for
Abib then there is confusion aiso because some
years there is but very little diffzrence between
the time of the new moon after, and the one
before, some taking the Passover or Commu-
nion service, following one moon, and some
the other.

Why did the Creator tell Moses to begin this
period of seven weeks from the time when
they put the sickle to the corn or barley ?
(Deut. 16:9). If He were not able to arrange
the seasons in such a manner as to keep them
in order. Surely He would not have command-
ed Israel, through Moses, to do something that
would not always work, and would later bring
confusion to his chosen people. The months
then were 30 days each, and did not alternate
perfectly with the moon. Therefore it was ne-

Shalom! Greetings of peace from Jerusalem to
all the Reporter friends. May we all be gathered
together by cords of love, as we live only to
glorify the Father in Heaven.

We are thankful for your prayers for the
work here. He has supplied us with faithful
friends and loved ones so we can carry on day
by day. The May Reporter is about finished.
My piece as usual goes in the last form.

Gordon and Naomi are getting things fixed
up gradually. They both spend much time
here helping in the office. The two bigger girls
care for the little ones. Sometimes the whole
family comes here to help when we are sending
out the Paper. One day last week they and
other helpers cleaned up the Church yard. There
is still some fixing to do on the gate and fence.

They live in the rooms above the Meeting
House. The place has 6 rooms besides 2 kitchens
and 3 bath rooms but only 1 Bath tub. She plans
to use one little kitchen for a study room also
she wants to convert one bath room into a wash-
~room. when she gets her machine set up.

Bro. Adolph Fauth took them to a supply

._shop in TelAviv where they got a good used

machine so they will be able to keep up with
things better. She really should wash each day
for a family of 10 children otherwise things
pile up too much. They did bring their clothes
down here to wash but it will be much better
to do it at home.

Their rooms above the Church can only be
reached by going out to the street in front and
turn to the left onto another narrow road which
leads to steps leading up the hill. After climbing
about 20 steps one can enter their very small
back yard.

Other people who live higher up the street
have to climb 50 or 100 steps to get to their
homes. Naomi's children play on the steps a
lot of the time, just jumping up and down.
Other children who live up higher come down
and they play together.

Many Orthodox people climb up the steps
so they can get a wonderful view of Mt. Zion,
Mt. of Olives and the ancient grave yard, also
one can see the site where some people think
the Ancient City of David was. One time some
religious people came back day after day. They
were determined to buy the building from us so
they could have a Synagogue there, but we re-
fused to sell it. Of course, since the 6 Day War,
one can easily go and see all the old land-marks
on the east side of Jerusalem now.

It is wonderful to see how the Jews are pour-
ing in from their long exile, and how many
have a special love for Jerusalem. Jews have a
saying: “The Jews have kept the Sabbath”
(during their long exile), “And the Sabbath
has kept them.”

Question: —

Are there many Christian Missions in Israel,
and do they accomplish results in converting
the Jews?

Answer: —

There are many missionaries here from various
church organizations, but most of them keep the
day of the Sun, handed down through Babylon
and Rome from the sun-worshippers, and I am
sorry to say also that most of them take sides
with Rome, that Jerusalem should be an inter-
national city controlled by the U.N., and not
the capital of Israel. They are out of harmony
with the Jewish religion that is in harmony with
that of Moses, Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, and
clearly taught in the Holy Scriptures; viz., the
7th Day Sabbath, the Law, the Kingdom, the
Law of the Clean and Unclean and the holidays
of Israel.

Question: —

the world? ‘

Answer: —

As we approach the end of Gentile times,
there is to be a terrible destruction all over the
world, compared to the destruction by water at
the time of Noah. Jeremiah 25:30 to 33. Here
it says it is against all the inhabitants of the
earth. Verse 30, while verse 31 says “A noise
shall come even to the ends of the earth.” Isaiah
in chapter 24 also pre-announces this destruc-
tion, and in chapter 26:31 he says it refers to
the inhabitants of the earth. Again in chapter 34
he says of this time that the “Indignation of the
Lord is upon ALL NATIONS, and that it is the
“Day of the Lord’s vengeance, and the year of
léecgmpence for the controversy of Zion.””

EGYPT'S WAR CHIEF:

Egypt's new cabinet met yesterday for the
second straight day since President Anwar Sadat
took over as Premier following a government
reshuffle to “prepare the country for a total
confrontation with Israel”.

INDUSTRY BOOMING IN JERUSALEM

Although obscured by the dizzying pace of
housing development. Jerusalem’s industrial
growth since the Six Day War has taken on the
proportions of a boom.

Three times more industrial acreage has been
developed in the capital in the past five years
— 2,100 dunams — than in the previous 20
years.

The proportion of Jerusalemites employed in
industry and workshops has risen from 14 per
cent before 1967 to 17.5 per cent today.

There are today in Jerusalem more than 1,000
industries and workshops. Twenty per cent are
in East Jerusalem but these are almost all small
enterprises. Sixteen thousand persons in all are
employed in industry and workshops. Where an
average of 5,000 square metres of floor space
was built in Jerusalem before 1967, the annual
average since has been 35,000 square metres.*
In the coming fiscal year 46,000 square metres
will be started. An important lure for industry
is Jerusalem's status as a development town.

21 PER CENT OF BUILDING WORKERS
IN ISRAEL ARABS FROM AREAS

One out of every five construction workers

‘working in Israel last year was an Arab from

the administered areas.

Reporting on its latest survey of workers from
the West Bank, Gaza Strip and Northern Sinai,
the Central Bureau of Statistics said they com-
prised 21 per cent of the country’s building
workers, compared with 17 per cent in 1971.

In all, 52,000 workers from the “areas’” were

employed here last year, making up approxi-

mately five per cent of Israel’s civilian labour
force. In 1971, they made up only three per
cent of the total.

According to the Statistical Bureau, the Arabs
working in Israel earned more than those em-
ployed in the territories ,averaging IL17 per
day compared to IL1I.

SHIKUN U’FITUAH BUILD 1.150 FLATS
FOR YOUNG COUPLES

The Shikun U’fituah housing company is to
build 1,150 apartments for young couples; re-
gistration begins this week.

Company spokesman Aharon Gegen said in
Netanya last Sunday that the apartments were
going up in Netanya, Ra’anana, Hod Hasharon,
Bat Yam, Lod, Rehovot, Jaffa, Afula, Kiryat
Yam, Kiryat Motzkin, Tsur Shalom and Safad.

There are two types of apartments — 42-59
square metres for 1L40,000 to 11L52,000, and
68-72 square metres for 1L60,000 to 11.67,000.

ANTI-MISSIONARY ACTIVITIES TO TAKE
ACTION TO CHURCH

Jewish anti-missionary activists plan to dis-
tribute “‘Jewish missionary material”’ to wor-
shippers at churches in Jerusalem this Sunday,
“The Jerusalem Post” has learned.

The activists, members of the ‘‘Association for
the Prevention of Missionary Activities,” intend
to demonstrate in this way their support for
tougher anti-missionary legislation.

The association’s spokesman, Tel Aviv jour-
nalist Shaul Shiff, said he anticipated that the
activisits’ planned action would lead to protests
from Christian leaders. But there was nothing
illegal in it as the law stood at present — and
therefore the authorities could do nothing —
ke said.

The same was true in the case of Christian
missionary activities among Jews, which, he
said, were increasing. They were not illegal un-
der the present law and new legislation was
needed to curb them.

JERUSALEM LAYING STRUCTURE
FOR 500,000 RESIDENTS
Mayor Teddy Kollek said yesterday that mas-
sive investments during the last four years
had lain the basis for an urban infrastructure
in Jerusalem capable of serving 500,000 resi-

dents, double the population following the Six
Day War.

Addressing the Municipal Council, Mr. Kollek
said that the city’s infrastructure when the coun-
cil began its term in 1969 was tailored to a po-
pulation of only 100,000. Since then 1L.500,000,-
000 have been invested in roads, schools, sew-
age lines and other utilities. The city’s popula-
tion, presently about 315,000, is expected to
reach 500,000 before the end of the century.

Mr. Kollek was speaking at a budget debate
in which the Council unanimously approved an
ordinary budget of 11.186.2 million for the com-
ing fiscal year, more than double the amount
of the budget adopted at the beginnig of its
term four years ago. The biggest increases over
last year's budget were in education (33 per cent
and welfare (40 per cent).

Deputy Mayor Yehoshua Matza said that the
number of parks and playgrounds in the city
had increased from 43 in 1968 to 123 in 1972.
Twelve thousand trees had been planted during
this period.

Councilwoman Miriam Meyuchas said that
close to 25,000 immigrants have settled in Je-
rusalem since the Six Day War. Of the ]{,1_.-,000
immigrant children absorbed in the city’s%chools
last year, more than half went to religious
schools, an indication of the high percentage of
religious immigrants settling in Jerusalem.

BEERSHEBA IS MARCHING ONWARD
TO EVER-GREATER HEIGHTS

Beersheba, the booming city that has grown
from the sleepy Arab town of 25 years ago, is
marching merrily onward to ever-greater heights.

This reports on what is happening in the Ca-
pital of the Negev.

Despite the millions of trees planted by Beer-
sheba’s first mayor, David Tuviyahu, and his
successors, Beersheba is still unmistakably an
artificial outgrowth on the face of the desert.
From its eastern approaches it looks alien to its
yellow loess environment. The dust that still
swirls around its streets is now mixed with those
sure signs of progress, smoke and smells, but
the feeling of an outpost remains.

To the dust of the wilderness man has added
his concrete desert, the uninspiring, repetitive
housing units that are now the hallmark of Is-
raeli architecture.

Loathing these match-boxes, which dehuma-
nize man into an ant, far more than the high-
rise buidings which provoke so much hatred
among other people, Philip Gillon is delighted
to see signs of brave innovation by the arch-
itects: a l4-storey apartment block with bal-
coinies jutting out, the University of the Negev
Library with budges in unexpected places, a
new university building that looks rather like
the Colosseum, a kindergarten shaped like an
icloo and a lofty narrow tower, that stands
guard outisde the new municipality.
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SOVIETS JUST SENT SYRIA 18 MIGS

WASHINGTON (AP). — The Soviet Union
delivered 18 Mig jet fighters to Syria ondly
weeks before the outbreak of the new Syrian-
Israeli air battles, U.S. Intelligence sources re-
port.

The fighter planes were delivered last month
by three Soviet cargo ships in what is described
as the biggest sea shipment of Russian war
material to Syria in 1972. The planes included
16 Mig-21s, two other Mig-17s and four heli-
copters.

Altogether, Syria received about 35 Mig-21s
from the Soviet Union last year, U.S. military
experts say.

The Mig-21 is rated as the best interceptor
provided by the Soviet Union to its allies,

The sources pointed out, however, that the
overall supply of planes since August has bol-
stered Syria's defense capacity. As one senior
staff officer put it: “For each Mig we down,
they (the Syrians) receive several in return.”

SYRIAN CLAIM OF 500 KILLED

PREPOSTEROUS”

The Army spokesman last night termed “pre-
posterous” a UPI report from Damascus quot-
ing Syrian sources as claiming that 500 civilians
had been killed in Israeli air raids into Syria last

Monday.

THREE PLANE LOADS OF SOVIET
_ “OLIM” ARRIVE

LOD AIRPORT. — Several hundred immi-
grants from the Soviet Union arrived here last
week aboard three El Al flichts from Vienna.

The last planeload to arrive was greeted at
the airport by a group of 30 Knesset Members
headed by Speaker Yisrael Yeshayahu.

The Knesset Members, constituting a study
group on immigrant absorption procedures,
went to the airport after having visited absorp-
;ion centres and Absorption Ministry district of-
ices.

- NEW IMMIGRANTS GET POCKET MONEY

ON ARRIVAL HERE
LOD AIRPORT. — A new procedure insti-

tuted here yesterday will provide new immi-

. grants with pocket money according to family

size.

The arrangement was put into effect with the
arrival of 56 families of Soviet immigrants from
Vienna. It applies to immigrants who have been
assigned housing, but whose apartments are
not ready.

A family-head receives IL150 under the new
arrangement, with additional sums provided for
each additional family member. A family of six
gets IL500. It is understood that the money does
not have to be repaid.

395 BACHELOR OF SCIENCE GRADUATED

395 Bachelor of Science degrees were award-
ed yesterday to graduates of the Hebrew Uni-
versity in a ceremony at Jerusalem’s Binyanei
Ha'ooma. The number represents an increase
of 67 over last year.

STRAWBERRY CROP RESURRECTED

TEL AVIV., — Despite the damage to the
strawberry harvest caused by this winter's frost,
more strawberries will be exported than had
been anticipated. About 4,000 tons will be har-
vested instead of the 3,200 tons estimated at
the start of the season.

Last year 2,800 tons were exported.

The marketing manager of AGREXCO, the

agricultural export company, Ephraim Bariah,
said strawberry fields that seemed to have been
destroyed by the frost have suddenly started to
sprout, and produce record-breaking crops.

During the last week Agrexco sent 520 tons
of strawberries to Europe.

The company has just begun to overcome the
backlog of orders for strawberries caused by the
strikes by El Al technicians and French air con-
trollers.

KIBBUTZ EXPORTS TULIPS BULBS —
TO HOLLAND

KUNEITRA. — Kibbutz Merom Hagolan has
received numerous inquiries from Holland fol-
lowing a shipment of tulip bulbs it sent there
recently.

The kibbutz, which planted 15 dunams of tu-
lips this year, told Agriculture Minister Haim
Gvati last weekend it would like to expand its
operation to 200 dunams.

ASSYRIAN AND EGYPTIAN SOLDIERS

GET TREAT FROM ISRAEL
On lsrael’'s borders, Syrian and Egyptian sol-
diers got a special treat yesterday — “‘hassidic”
music. Habad “hassidim” came out to army po-
sitions on the borders in commandcars fitted
with loudspeakers, which blasted out taped
“hassidic”” melodies.

The “Habadnicks” also brought over 25,000
little bags of “mishloah manot”, each of which
included a letter and picture of the Lubavitcher
Rebbe, sweets, and a small bottle of sweet wine.
The bags were given to soldiers.

The operation was prepared army-style at
Habad headquarters in Kfar Habad, from where
some 500 “‘hassidim”™ fanned out to all corners
of the country early in the morning. They vi-
sited a number of hospitals, and convalescent
homes, as well as border positions. For the first
time, they also brought gifts to Jewish prisoners
at Ramle Prison.

NEW CENTRE IN JERUSALEM
TO PREVENT HEART ATTACKS

A centre for the prevention of heart attacks
through exercise — the only one of its kind in
Israel — opens in the Kiryat Yovel quarter of
Jerusalem on April 1.

In the initial stage, the centre will provide two
weekly exercise sessions to those Kiryat Yovel
residents over the age of 40 who have had heart
trouble and have been treated at Hadassah Hos-
pital. The session of Dr. Eliana Wolf of Ha-
dassah, and a team including nurses, physiothe-
rapists and gym instructors. Participants will
have a medical check before each session as
well as more thorough checks every few months.
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The Municipality, which is paying the 1L80,-
000 annual cost of the programme, plans to
establish similar programmes in community cen-
tres throughout the city.

A Hadassah spokesman said that such cen-
tres might eventually be established throughout

the country.

250,000 WATCH BEERSHEBA PARADE

Beersheba led the nation's Purim celebrations
last week with a grand carnival parade for what
police estimated at a quarter-of-a-million spec-
tators lining a five-kilometre route.

In Tel Aviv, spring weather brought tens of
thousands of tiny policemen, clowns, Popeyes
‘and Queen Esthers into the boulevards, as chil-
' dren dressed up to enjoy the festival.

Jerusalem, being an ‘“‘ancient walled city”’,
observes Purim today.

Beersheba Mayor Eliahu Navi, riding camel-
back, led some 6,000 marchees in his city’s Pu-
rim festivals. The other grand marshal was the
president of the Beersheba District Court, Judge
-Shlomo Elkayam,

The parade featured more than 40 vehicles,
including tractors towing floats; 10 folklore
groups which included, for the first time, a
Georgian folk ensemble: and eight youth or-
chestras, four of which came from Jerusalem.
There were also four rock bands and an Aus-
trian troupe.

The attention of spectators was attracted par-

" ticularly by a group of students from the Amal
vocational school system dressed up as the Pal-
mah unit which liberated the Negey. They rode
jeeps and simulated armoured cars, like those
used in the War of Independence.

The parade lasted for about two hours, with
800 policemen and soldiers on hand to main-
tain order. No disturbances were reported.

Among the spectators at the parade were the
Jordanian family of Abdullah el-Khalili, one of
the survivors of the Lybian plane crash, still hos-
pitalized in Beersheba. They watched the pa-
rade together with Bruria Naxi, the mayor's
wife.

In Tel Aviv, 950 policemen were on duty to
keep order and keep traffic moving. But police
spokesman. Amso Aricha reported no serious
incidents, except for a series of massive traffic
jams.

The Absorption Ministry reported yesterday
it had helped sponsor Purim celebrations for
approximately 20,000 new immigrants. A ma-
tinee show was held in Tel Aviv for 1,000 new-
comers and their families, and the Ministry in-
vited thousands of other new immigrants to

cozlne down to Beersheba to watch the big pa-
rade.

... AND IN JERUSALEM

A group calling themselves “Jews for Jesus”
and resembling their American counterpart can
also be found in Jerusalem and scattered through
other parts of Israel. Judging from this report-
ers minimal contact with people in the group
there are around twenty young American and

English people, of both Jewish and non-Jewish
origins who have become ‘“believers’” and have
come to Jerusalem to “bear witness’ to their
religious experiences.

Roy, a young “Gentile believer” from Wash-
ington state, an open, all-around American boy,
described how he and another “‘believer” were
“spreading the Word by living it, not just
talking it"" at a kibbutz ulpan in the Galilee.
He seemed to be making headway among two
or three Americans in the ulpan but not parti-
cularly among the kibbutzniks. ‘“When these
Israelis come to believe, and I'm sure they will”,
said Roy enthusiastically, “it'll really be heavy
duty because they know the Bible so well”.

Those members of the group with whom I
did speak claimed that they are not running
any organization but are private individuals
bearing witness to their beliefs. Yet it seems
they are well supported. They do not affiliate
with any established church group here. Ra-
ther they seem to be supported by the same
groups which support the “Jews for Jesus”
group in the States. There appears to be close
contact between Moish Rosen and the group
here. One of its members is supposed to go
back and work with Moish Rosen in the States.

At the present, a group is being organized to
counteract this kind of evangelistic activity in
positive ways. According to Dr. Harold Fenton,
one of the organizers of the group, it would at-

THE SINAI TRAGEDY

Sir, — As an ex-R.AF. Transport Command
navigator who has flown the Libya-Egypt route
some 50 or 60 times, may | remark that had I
overflown Cairo Airport to the tune of some
140 miles, | would have been — and I would
have deserved to have been — court-martialled.
(The place where the Libyan aircraft was shot
down is some 50 miles beyond the Suez Canal,
which is in any case some 90 miles east of
Cairo.)

| can well understand the lsraelis finding it
incredible that a pilot could unwittingly have
made an error of ‘‘that” magnitude.

The suggestion that the pilot of the Libyan
plane was lost because of a sandstorm is utter
nonsense: what if he'd been flying in, or above
cloud, or at night?

What seems to me very likely is that that
plane was given a reciprocal bearing by Cairo
Air Traffic Control. In short, the pilot was told
he was West, South-West of Cairo, when he
was in fact East, North-East. But the equipment
which aircraft normally carry would have re-
vealed this almost immediately. And had the
pilot continued on the course he was flying; he
would have been flying over Israeli territory pro-
per — as opposed to lIsraeli-occupied territory.

Whatever the facts of the case, the conten-
tion that it is reasonable for an aircraft to be
140 miles past its destination simply because

of a sandstorm, shows very little knowledge
of. and very little respect for, modern air na-

vigation. — T. W. M. Lilley.
