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Jewish Origins of Christian Baptism

An Article from “The Jerusalem Post”

Shavu'ot is known to Christians as Pentecost
the festival on which, according to the New
Testament the Holy Spirit came upon Jesus’
followers, and 3,000 people in Jerusalem re-
pented and were baptized.

Where and how could such a number be bap-
tized in Jerusalem? Since the people were Jews,
the logical place would have been in a “mikve”,
or ritual immersion pool.

Archaeological excavations have uncovered
many such immersion pools in the last few
years: at Masada, Qumran, Jericho, and in the
excavations, under Prof. Benjamin Mazar, south
of the Temple Mount. (See M. Mazar: “The
mountain of the Lord,” Doubleday, 1973, pp.
146-147.)

What does baptism mean for Christians?
Briefly stated, baptism symbolizes the total iden-
tification of the believer with his Lord’s death,
burial, and resurrection to new life (Romans
6:3-11). This new life may be viewed as a
“new birth,”" or being spiritually “reborn” (John
3:1-16). J. Jeremias and others find the same
imagery in the Babylonian Talmud's statement
that “the proselyte who converts is like a little
baby who has just been born.” (Yevamot 22 a.)
Finally, baptism may symbolize a spiritual
“washing’’' or cleansing (Titus 3:5).

On the day.\of Pentecost, did the early be-
lievers in Jesus use the “mikva’ot” south of the
Temple Mount with apostles as witnesses? Could
they have also used others discovered on the
slope of the hill toward Zion Gate? Perhaps.
Alternate suggestions are “‘Birkat Yisrael,” just
north of the Temple compound, or the Pool of
Bethesda, or the Pool of Siloam (Shiloah).

Early Jewish ritual immersion was a self-ad-
ministered, complete submersion before rabbin-
ical witnesses. Every portion of the body, in-
cluding the hair, had to go under the water.
This, of course, is still the requirement for Jew-
ish proselytes and for all Jews (according to
“halacha") at certain times. Approximately 30-
40 mikva'ot are in use in Jerusalem.

In Jewish practice, only the person undergoing
the ritual bath actually entered the water, while
rabbinical witnesses stood at the edge of the
mikve. Minor tractate “Gerim’’ states (1:1-4):
“A man is present at the immersion of a man;
a woman is present at the immersion of a wo-

n.” At least since the Middle Ages, the per-
son entering the pool had to be naked. Since
two rabbinical witnesses had to authenticate
the immersion of a convert, special arrange-
ments were necessary to preserve a woman's
modesty. The rabbis stood outside the door to
the mikve, which was opened by a female at-
tendant at the exact moment that the woman
convert was completely immersed. When the
top of the head was seen to be submerged, wit-
nesses could testify that it had taken place.

Who entered the water in Christian baptism?

A study of baptistries of Byzantine churches,
found in excavations at Avdat, Emmaus, Mount
Nebo, and elsewhere, clearly showed there was
room for only one person. Prof. Dale Moody
(“Baptism: Foundation for Christian Unity,”
West-minister, 1969) and others believe that
the candidate, upon confession of repentance
and faith, knelt in the water and then com-_
pletely submerged him or herself.

When did the practice of infant baptism be-
gins? Only in the third and fourth centuries is
there clear historical evidence that Christians
were baptizing infants. Origen, about 231 C.E,
made infant baptism the basis of belief in origin-
al guilt. Augustine, at the end of the 4th cen-
tury C.E., taught that each baby was born
with inherent guilt from the sin of Adam. Bapt-
ism was essential for the removal of this “origin-
al sin,” a doctrine which has dominated the
churches for centuries. Some have insisted that
faith is necessary for any baptism to be effi-
cacious. In the case of infants, it is the faith
of the church on their behalf.

In the Latin and Western tradition, the prac-
tice became one of placing a few drops of water
on the baby's head. In the Eastern Orthodox
churches, the infant is immersed. The Armenian
Orthodox immerse the child three times ‘‘in the
name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit,” as
do the Ethiopian Orthodox. This is followed
by “chrismation,” an anointing with oil to sym-
bolize the gift of the Holy Spirit.

John Calvin, the 16th century Protestant re-
former, emphasized that infant baptism fulfilled
the same function as circumcision in Jewish
tradition. [t was a sign of the covenant relation-
ship with God (Col. 2:9).

A storm of debate over infant baptism has
been carried on by such scholars as Joachin
Jeremiah, Karl Barth, Oscar Cullman, Kurt
Aland, G. Beasley-Murray, Dale Moody and
others.

For Baptist and others of the Free Church
tradition (opposed to a ‘‘state church” or re-
cognition of a state religion), here has been a
strong emphasis upon baptism as a voluntary
sign of an inner experience of repentance and
faith. Consequently, they do not practise infant
baptism. For them, no one is a Christian simply
because his parents were. Once a person has
made a personal commitment of his/her own
volition, then baptism by immersion is encour-
aged.

John's baptism in the Jordan River's certainly
has significance for Christians, but specifically
Christian baptism began at Shavu'ot or Pente-
cost, here in Jerusalem — perhaps in mikva'ot.

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The Controversy Quver Zion

Surely there is a controversy raging in the world today
over Zion. Evidence of this can be seen in newspapers
all over the world.

The threat of another oil embargo by the Arabs and
the billions of dollars the Arab oil nations have in-
vested in countries around the world give the Arabs
an enormous political and economical weapon. Seem-
ingly the world will do anything to appease the Arabs
and win their favor. In degrading themselves by bowing
to the Arab oil blackmail, the nations of the world
are not only doing something that is morally contempt
able, but are also behaving very foolishly and cowardly.
Almost everyone realizes (or should) that blackmail
only works if the victim co-operates, Yet, on every hand
we see evidence of the success of the Arabs’ blackmail
tactics.

One view which has gained wide acceptance around
the world, even among Israel’s strongest friends, is the

mistaken idea that the only obstacle to peace in the
Middle East is Israel’s stubborness in giving back to
the Arabs the land gained in the 1967 war. They seem
to believe that all that is needed is to pressure and
“guide” Israel into handing back this territory and
then all would be well — completely forgetting the
wars (including the 1967 war) which took place before
Israel had this land.

Because Prime Minister Begin is wise enough to know
that to bring peace more is needed than to simply give
the Arabs everything they ask for, the wvictory of his
party (Likud) in the recent elections and his succeeding
to the leadership of Israel aroused an almost unheard
of amount of criticism in the world, even in the United
States, Israel’s strongest ally. Following are a few news
items, reprinted from “The Jerusalem Post,” which ap-
peared right after the elections and give a good idea
of what the world’s reactions were.

ARAB PRESS SAYS BEGIN SPELLS WAR

“A terrorist is going to be prime minister of
Israel,” PLO “foreign affairs’”” chief Farouk
Kaddoumi commented yesterday, during an s-
lamic foreign minister’s conference in Libya. *I
think this is something planned by the United
States,” he added.

Other Arabs warned that the victory of “hawk-
ish” Likud leader Menahem Begin may have
doomed all hopes for peace. “The area is head-
ing for war,” Damascus Radio announced. It
denounced the victory of ‘“‘the rhost terrorist,
extremist and pig-headed bloc” in Israel. But
the newspaper “‘Tishrin,” which is close to As-
sad, observed that the election ‘“would not be
a decisive factor’” in the region’s future.

Government-controlled newspapers and broad-
casting stations in the Arab world predictably
deplored the vote results as a new obstacle to
the peace settlement that the major Arab states
profess to seek. They denonunced Begin as an
‘extremist.

The Jordanian newspaper ‘“‘A-Sha’ab” said
yesterday the Arabs should seriously consider
military preparation to deal with a possible
failure of the current peace efforts in the wake
of the Likud victory.

The Arab states were also called upon to take
seriously a statement by Begin that the West
Bank and Gaza Strip were ‘‘liberated territories’
and would remain so. “Such a statement is a
new obstacle to peace,” the paper added.

Newspapers in hardline Iraq said the election
was “‘an affirmation of the Zionists’ determina-
tion to expand, retain the (conquered) land,
and reject all Arab rights,” according to “Al-
Thawra,” organ of the ruling Ba'ath party.

Members of the Palestinian ‘‘Rejection Front
organisations opposed to Middle East peace talks
privately expressed satisfaction bordering on joy
over the outcome of the election. They said
Begin's rise to power could seriously threaten
the survival of such “moderate” Arab leaders
as President Sadat, who has staked his political

future on close cooperation with the U.S.

In Kuweit, one newspaper called for “‘emer-
gency arrangements to create an Arab super
defence pact” patterned after the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization or the Warsaw Pact.

“The emergence of an arrogant hardline gov-
ernment in Israel leaves the Arabs no alter-
native but to prepare for war,” said the con-
servative “Al-Kabas.” ‘“They have become a
financial superpower and there is no reason why
they shouldn’t, or couldn’t become a super pow-
er militarily.” & "

The official Algerian news agency said on
Wednesday - the elections in Israel “brought the
terrorists to power,” raised a new danger of
war and proved the futility of seeking a nego-
tiated settlement in the Middle Fast.

Several Arab commentators claimed that the
Likud victory did not change one “‘basic fact’” —
it is America, not Israel, that holds “99 per
cent of the cards in the Middle Fast.”

A high-ranking Cairo official said: “The opt-
imistic view is that a coalition government will
be weak and thus the U.S. can pressure Israel
and can impose a settlement.

“The pessimistic view is that a coalition gov-
ernment will be so weak that it will not be
able to convince its people of the necessity for
a settlement. This would mean more delay;
and, if the Arabs become impatient, there is al-
ways the military solution.”” — (Agencies).

BACK TO ’47
WASHINGTON. — Late last night the White

House issued a statement saying that President
Carter had referred to four specific U.N. resolu-
tions when he spoke earlier in the day about
the need for a Palestinian homeland and com-
pensation for Palestinian refugees.

The statement said that, when the president
referred to 'a homeland for the Palestinians, he
had in mind U.N. General Assembly Resolu-
tion 181 of November 29, 1947 — the so-called

partition resolution — which provided for the
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recognition of a Jewish and an Arab state in
Palestine.

In connection with compensation, the pres-
ident referred to U.N. General Assembly Reso-
lution 194 of December 11, 1948, “which en-
dorses the right of Palestinians to return to their
homes or choose to be compensated for lost
property.”’

The White House statement added that the
president was @lso referring to U.N. Security
Council Resolutions 242 and 338, “which ad-
dress the question of withdrawal and the end
of belligerency and secure and recognized bor-
ders among other principles of a peace agree-
ment.”’

The White House statement said that the Israel-
Arab armistice agreements of 1949 made clear
that the issues of a Palestinian homeland and
compensation ‘‘were issues that would have to
be resolved in a final peace agreement among
the parties.”

The White House statement stunned Israel
sources here because it went back to resolutions
long made irrelevant by historical changes.

CONCERN FELT IN EUROPE

There were worried sounds in Western Eu-
rope’s press yesterday of a possible increase in
Middle East tension following Tuesday’s defeat
of Israel’'s Labour Party by the Likud. But there
was little official reaction, save for regret at Lab-
our'’s loss by Austrian Chancellor Bruno Kreisky.

The Ruritish press described Tuesday's Labour
defeat with some measure of shock yesterday
playing up war threats emanating from the ra-
dio stations of Syria, Irag, Kuwait and Saudi
Arabia. Interest was, however, paid to the more
moderate line taken by Cairo.

Likud leader Menahem Begin's personal tri-
umph was the focus of the news, with the
British reviving old memories of Begin's pre-
state Irgun Zvai Leumi ungerground group. The
BBC and “The Evening Standard” headlined
him as a ‘“‘former guerrilla leader” pushing out
Labour, with “The Standard” believing that
“Begin’s election victory could complicate Amer-
ica’s plans for Middle East peace.”

“The Evening News” headline was “Britain’s
Old Enemy Swings Israel Right.” Independent
radio news described him as “‘the man who blew
up the King David Hotel” in Jerusalem.

(Begin still evokes negative responses in Bri-
tain, with the media always recapitulating his
anti-British attacks when he was Irgun com-
mander.)

The Conservative Friends of Israel,s however,
reflected the Tories' pleasure at the fall of yet
another labour party. The ruling British Labour
party’s reaction was one of utter shock.

DISMAY IN WASHINGTON
BEGIN: SETTLE JUDEA, SAMARIA
CAMP KADDUM. — Likud leader Menahem
Begin indicated here yesterday that Jewish settle-
ments will shortly rise throughout Judea and
Samaria and Arab residents could get Israeli

citizenship if they wanted it. But Arabs will not
be evicted under a Likud-led government, he
added. Begin avoided committing himself on
whether Israel law would be introduced in the
administered territories.

Begin's remarks were greeted with dismay in
Washington.

Speaking at a ceremony marking the installa-
tion of a Tora scroll at the Kaddum synagogue,
Begin referred to the fact that the Eilon Moreh
group of settlers had moved into this military
base on a “‘temporary basis,” after squatting in
Sebastia against army orders.

“In a few weeks or months there will be many
Eilon Morehs; there will be no need for a Kad-
dum,” he declared.

Begin chided a foreign correspondent for call-
ing the area “occupied territory.”” “You've used
this expression for 10 years, but since May
1977 1 hope you'll start using the word liberated
territories’,”” he said.

“A Jew has every right to settle in these li-
berated territories of the Jewish land,” he added.

(Aluf (Res.) Ariel Sharon, who took part in
the ceremony, told reporters he believed ‘“‘the
new government’s policy will bring about wide-
scale settlement in Judea and Samaria.”

When Sharon ended his statement, Begin com-
mented, “‘very nice.” But the Likud’s candidate
for prime minister also declared: “We don’t
want to evict anyone from his land. In this beau-
tiful country, there is room for the Arabs who
are working their lands and the Jews who will
come to make the homeland bloom.”

CALLS FOR COMPENSATION
TO PALESTINIANS
CARTER SEES BEGIN SOFTENING
ON AREAS

WASHINGTON. — President Jimmy Carter
yesterday expressed satisfaction with the initial
“modeyation”’ of the Likud position as demon-
strated during talks with the Democratic Move-
ment for Change, and predicted that this position
will modify even further after U.S. congress-
men and American Jews meet with Likud lead-
er Menahem Begin.

He also spoke again of the need for a Pales-
tinian homeland, and this time added that the
Arab refugees must also “be compensated for
losses that they suffered.”

Carter's remarks on Begin were seen as con-
firming that the administration will enlist Israel’s
friends here in an attempt to convince the Likud
to ease its opposition to an Israeli withdrawal
from Judea-Samaria and Gaza.

The news conference, much of which was de-
voted to the Middle East and the outcome of
the Israel elections, demonstrated quite clearly
that Carter will insist on an Israeli withdrawal
from at least part of the West Bank.

Carter, reiterating his approval for an Israeli
withdrawal to the pre-1967 lines with only min-
or territorial adjustments, also called attention

to previously approved U.N. resolutions and

By request, and due to the large number of letters we
receive inquiring about the sprouting of grains, we are
reprinting the following article, which gives all the need-
ed information.

SPROUTS FOR COMPLETE
NOURISHMENT

Sprouts have been called “the complete nour-
ishment and most perfect food” by scientists.
There is good reason why this is so. Within
each seed are all the materials necessary to start
new life. Everything needed to produce health
or maintain health, including protein and miner-
als, vitamins and oil, carbohydrates and har-
mones, are contained in sprouts.

Sprouts are also considered ‘“the complete
protein.”’ Sprouts are a quick energy food; they
contain natural sugar. One does not need soil
to grow this inexpensive food; even if you live
in one room it is possible to sprout. It is good
food for survival. The seed will keep up to one
year if stored in a cool, dry place. Three table-
spoons of seed will render a quart of nourish-
ing food in six days. They are delicious for
salads, juices and to take to work for a snack.

Just think, one pound of seed grows into 7
pounds of the best food and complete nourish-
ment that there is. If a financizl crisis occurs,
it will be possible for a person to live health-
fully for six months on less than $50.00.

Why do we have malnourished people in
the country if people can live healthfully for
a cent a meal? Why do people spend such high
prices on supermarket food when they are eat-
ing dead materials, live food destroyed by
chemicals?

Seeds can do so much. People do not know
about this fantastic work of Mother Nature.
She releases her nutrients into the seed when
it is given moisture and warmth. Every school
should have an educational program which in-
cludes “‘sprouting.” This way children could not
only study, they could see, taste and learn how
health can be maintained if the body gets the
correct nourishment.

Lentils are the easiest seeds to sprout. Mung-
beans and fenugreek and chickpeas are good
too. Alfalfa is the best in many ways. Alfalfa
will turn green if left in the sun. It is necessary
to keep them covered for a few days in order
for the chlorophyll, which is very important, to
manifest in them.

Sprouts will do better in a 2 quart wide mouth-
ed jar. Generally, one can get these bottles in
eating places for free. A piece of cheese cloth
or any nylon mesh and elastic will fasten the
top.

To sprout alfalfa is to experience the real joy
of watching nature unfold. It is a miracle that
our Creator brings forth to give us the nourish-
ment we need for survival.

HOW TO SPROUT

(1) Put 2 tablespoons of small seed in a
two quart jar, half full of water. Soak for five
hours; cover the top with plastic screen or
cheesecloth. Fasten with a rubber band.

(2) Pour water off and rinse with tepid water.
Set jar upside down to drain.

(3) Rinse, thereafter, twice a day before it
has completely drained.

(4) The third to sixth day when the sprouts
are ready, eat from store kept in the refrigerator.

Wheat does not need to be rinsed after it
has been soaked for fifteen hours. However, it
needs to be covered to be kept moist. With
sprouted wheat you can make live bread, break-
fast cereal, milk, rejuvelac or you can grow
chlorophyll to use as a medicine.

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Israel Welcomes Refugees From Vietnam

On the 10th of June, the Israeli freighter Yuvali res-
cued 66 Vietnamese refugees about 50 miles off the
coast of Vietnam. The refugees — who included men,
women and children — had been afloat in their small
fishing boat for four days, without food or drink, before
being rescued by the Israeli ship. Their situation was
desperate, and if rescue had not come, they would have
perished in a short time. Yel, several ships had passed
close by and had continued on their way, ignoring the
disiress signals made by the refugees. Euvidently these
ships did not wish to become “involved” and, instead,
preferred to leave these people to die.

After taking the refugees on board, the Yuvali con-
tinued on its way, stopping at its ports of call. Despite
the fact that conditions on the Israeli freighter were
very crowded (it had accommodations only for a crew
of 30) all of the countries called at and all of the coun-
iries in the region refused to give shelter to the refugees.
Finally, the Israel government invited them to Israel,
and they were placed on a plane and arrived in Israel
on June 26. The Israel government has given them all
the rights of new immigrants, and they have been given
a warm welcome by the people of Israel,

Israel has been especially sympathetic to the plight of
these Vietnamese refugees, because it is so similar to
that of countless Jewish refugees 30 years ago when
shiploads of Jews, fleecing for their lives, were refused
refuge by country after country, and were sent back to
die in the concentration camps.

It is ironic that in a world which considers itself so
“modern” and “civilized” that Israel — whose people
are of an altogether different race and religion — was
the only country willing to take these refugees in.

Liis mcident illusirates again the cynicism and hypoc-
racy into which so much of the world has fallen.
So many countries have shown themselves very eager to
condemn Israel for what they call the “plight” of the
Arabs living in Israel — ignoring the fact that the living
conditions of these Arabs are continually improving, and
are far above what they were before Israel took conirol
of this land. Yet when real humanitarian help is des-
perately needed, these same countries turn a blind eye
and a deaf ear — and leave it to Israel to take the
necessary action to save lives.

Following is an account, reprinted from “The Jerusa-
lem Post”, telling of the Vielnamese refugees’ arrival in
Israel.

BEN-GURION AIRPORT. — Three weeks
after they set sail from Vietnam, 66 men, wo-
men and children stepped out of a Lufthansa
plane here today. Some were smiling and wav-
ing, others were confused, and some appeared
too overcome by the trials of the past few
weeks to register any emotion.

Wiry young men, slim young girls, grandmo-
thers, and a gnarled old man wearing a big
black hat, plus children of every age and size
were quickly engulfed by a tide of applauding
newsmen and airport workers on the tarmac.

The Vietnamese refugees were picked up by,
the Israel freighter Yuvali two and a half weeks
ago when they were down to three teaspoons
of water a day for the children, and none for
the adults. A number of ships had refused to
rescue them from their small fishing boat before
the Yuvali came along.

Efforts to put them ashore at Asian ports

were blocked as nation after nation refused
them entry. Finally, Israel's Prime Minister
Menahem Begin announced that Israel could
not ignore their plight, so reminiscent of that
of the Jewish refugees of 30 years ago.

Inside the terminal building the bewildered
refugees were taken under the wing of Absorp-
tion and Interior Ministry personnel who treat-
ed them with unusual gentleness.

Those members of the group who spoke Eng-
lish were quickly singled out both by officials
and newsmen. Groups of people were soon clus-
tered around the English speakers as they told
of their voyage, and their happiness and gra-
titude to the people of Israel for having taken
them in.

The young children, who at first were shy
and frightened by all the hustle and bustle
soon began to feel at ease, and to run, shout,
laugh and pose for photographers.

After a short speech of welcome by officials,
which few people paid much attention to in all
the excitement, the process of registering the
newcomers got under way.

Each person was given a parcel of food, IL.700
pocket money, a Magen David Adom “kova
tembel” and a laissez-passer valid for all coun-
tries for one year. They were also granted the
same privilege as other immigrants, but none
of them had any possessions to bring in duty
free. They came with only the clothes 6n their
backs, and even those had been recently donated
by the people of Taiwan.

By the time they left the terminal for the Ofa-
kim absorption centre near Beersheba they were
loaded down with parcels. Some were still
clutching the pink carnations handed to them
on their arrival. The children still had the white
“kova tembels” on.

Though penniless, this was not a group of
peasants. There were 17 fishermen who got the
group away from Vietnam, but the other men
included a doctor, a dentist, an owner of a bake-
ry, a businessman, and the former South Viet-
namese marine major, L.e Dinh Quy, who or-
ganized the escape.

Pham Trung Binh, 29, who came with his
23-year-old wife, said he was not certain where
they would settle, but he would be happy to
stay in [srael. Binh, who said he was a “buy-
ing official”’ before he left Vietnam, said that
he had read about Israel in 1967, “but after the
(Vietham) war ended in 1975 we heard no-
thing."

A former South Vietnamese army dentist
with the rank of lieutenant, Duong Duc Tai,
34, said that, “First of all, the majority of us
wanted to go to the United States.” He, like
a number of others, has relatives there.

“But,” Tai added, “when we learned that the
government of Israel had permitted us to go to
Israel, all of us accepted this offer.”

The dentist from Saigon, who came with his

wife, a high school geography teacher, and their
child, said that “Israel saved our lives.”

Tai, and his friend Tran Quang Hoa, a sur-
geon who also served in the South Vietnamese
army, were both imprisoned for a year after the
fall of Saigon.

Hoa explained that the group did not know
what their future would hold. “But first of all,”
he said, “we must earn our livelihood. We do
not want to accept for free what the people of
Israel give us. We know that the Israeli people
know our situation and understand us, and are
ready to help us, but we must earn for our-
selves.”

He said he hopes that the Americans will be
able to find a copy of the degree which he has
from the U.S. so that he will be able to prove
his bona fides as a doctor. “Unfortunately I
had thrown away all my papers because | was
afraid that the Vietnamese would think that I
was a CIA spy.”

As time passed, while the slow process of reg-
istering the refugees went on, the Vietnamese
became visibly more relaxed, The fishermen,
who were the most impassive at first, brought
out their special pipes and began smoking.

The refugees arrived in Ofakim close to 7 p.m.,
and were greeted by a crowd of 1,000 and the
local youth band playing “Jerusalem of Gold.”
The crowd clapped hands and shouted encour-
agement to the Vietnamese. The town had de-
clared a holiday for the refugees’ arrival, and
flags fluttered in the streets as they drove up.

At a reception in the cultural center, local
Council head Yehiel Ben-Tov greeted the arriv-
als in French, and promised them help in their
social and cultural absorption and in finding
jobs. From there, the refugees proceeded to a
festive outdoor dinner, at which they were
served the North African specialty *‘couscous.”

“We didn't know what food to offer you,”
Ben-Tov told them, “but we're sure you'll like
our couscous.’’

Prime Minister Menahem Begin sent a letter
yesterday to the captain of the Yuvali and to
the Ofer Brothers shipping company which owns
the ship, congratulating them on the comple-
tion of their mission. In a message to the new-
comers, he said it was natural for the Jewish
state to offer them refuge, since this was the
Jewish tradition. He said the government would
do everything possible to make their stay in
Israel enjoyable.

REFUGEES TALKED SUICIDE ABOARD
BOAT, LEADER SAYS

Major Le Dinh Quy, 36, formerly of the South
Vietnamese marines, acts like a leader. He is
calm, confident, certain of the correctness of his
actions.

Major Quy organized the escape from Viet-
nam which ended in success here yesterday after-
noon.

But, Quy was not telling the details of how
he organized the escape. “It is dangerous to give
too many details, because there are many others

trying to get out,” he said at Ben-Gurion Air-
port.

His gamble nearly failed. By the time the
group was picked by the Yuvali they had no
more food left and little water. “If we had not
been rescued, | think there would have been
many suicides. Many were already talking about
it following the four days and nights which
we had been at sea.”

Quy has no time for the Communists of
North Vietnam. He knows them well. Captured
during a battle in 1967, he was in prisoner-of-
war camps until 1973. Five of those years he
spent in prison in Laos, together with about 40
American soldiers.

After his release by the North Vietnamese
in 1973, he went back into the fight with the
South Vietnamese marines. As the war rolled
on he was in some of the toughest fighting
areas. His last military engagement was in
Quang Tri when it was overrun by the North
Vietnamese.

Disguised as a mechanic, Quy escaped and
survived the fall of Saigon. He was worried
because he heard nothing from his former army
friends. He did not believe the North Viet-
namese when they said that they would not
take reprisals, so he decided to organize an
escape.

A number of his friends were informed that
he was going to arrange the escape, but he told
no one the details. “l even lied to them,” he
said. “l said that the escape would be on a
Sunday, but | escaped on Monday. Because of
the secret service, you know."”

He organized two fishing boats, but once at
sea all the people and provisions were taken
on board one boat.

The journey was not easy. One child nearly
drowned at the beginning and others were sick.
As ship after ship refused to stop for them,
despair set in among some. But not Major Quy.

His was the largest single unit within the
group: his wife, their child, and his wife's mo-
ther, father, brother and sister.

When he said that most of the group were
Catholics, | asked if he was disappointed that
no Catholic country had come to their aid. He
paused, then said: I think that is a very hard
question for me. | know the answer, but it's
very hard to answer it.”

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Questions And Answers

QUESTION. —

What portion of Paul's writing does Peter
mean when he warns us that they are hard to
understand, and certain ones, some ignorant,
and some unstable, twist or change them to their
own destruction? 2 Peter 3:15, 16.

ANSWER. —

It is SIN that destroys people. ““The wages
of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal
life through Jesus Christ our Lord.” Romans
6:12. In the Old Testament time there was a
certain law written by the finger of God, on
two tables of stones. Exodus 31:18, also 32:15,
16; Deut. 10:4. If any person broke one of
these Ten Commandments the offender was
taken out of the camp and stoned to death. It
did not make any difference which command-
ment, the “wages” of this sin was death, for
the breaking of any one of them.

There was a provision made, however, that
the guilty person could bring a lamb to the
priest and have it killed in his place, then he
would go free, but he would not be free to com-
mit the same offence again. There was also a
provision made for the person who was too
poor to afford a lamb; he could bring two
turtle doves (Lev. 5:7), but the offense was so

great in breaking this law that something had
to die. A life was sacrificed. Either the sinner,
or the most innocent of animals, or birds, was
slain. This is the “Law of Pardon,” which Paul
says: ‘“Was added because of transgression until
the seed (Christ) should come.” Gal. 3:19. This
positively was not the law of the Ten Com-
mandments, but the Liaw of Pardon. If Paul’s
writings, which Peter says are hard to be un-
derstood, are wrested or twisted in such a man-
ner as to cause people to lightly regard the
Ten Commandments, and transgress them, it
means destruction to that person. Sin is what
destroys people, and we also read in the New
Testament that, “Sin is the transgression of the
law.” 1 John 3:4, and James 2:10, 16. Now,
dear reader, let us pay heed to the Spirit's
warning through Peter, and “rightly divide™
Paul's writings, for many unlearned and unstable
teachers are at this time wresting them to the
destruction of thousands of people.

QUESTION. —

But we are told in the New Testament that
“The law is our school-master, to bring us to
Christ, that we might be justified by faith; and
when faith comes we are no longer under a
school-master."”

ANSWER. —

This statement is in the same chapter, and
just a few verses following the text by Paul
quoted above. Paul says this law was “‘added be-
cause of transgression.” It is, therefore, this

same added law that brought us to Christ, com-
pared to the school-master. It is not the Ten
Commandments spoken of here. Note carefully
that this Law was added because of something.
What was it? It was “added because of trans-
gression.” Consequently there was something
transgressed before this law came. Paul says,
“Where there is no law, there is no transgres-
sion.” Rom. 4:15. Hence, in order to be trans-
gression there had to be a law to transgress. This
was the” Ten Commandment law, It fits in with
the story perfectly. Then the Pardon Law, the
school-master, or the added law, with the lamb
a type of Christ, brought the offender to justi-
fication, and freedom. He was let go, and not
stoned, but he had no license to repeat the of-
fence. He was under the grace for favor of
God, through the blood of the offering, just the
same as we are now delivered from the penalty
of the law, by the blood of Christ, and are
under grace, and no longer under the condem-
nation of the Ten Commandment law.

QUESTION. —
What do you believe about speaking in
tongues? Is this from God, as we see it today?

ANSWER. —

Anyone who believes the Bible must believe
in the gift of tongues, for it is clearly taught
in the Scriptures, and is one of the gifts of the
Spirit. — 1 Cor. 12:12.

The Bible says, we are not to forbid the speak-
ing in tongues. (1 Cor. 13:39). We are also
told that if anyone speaks in an unknown
tongue — “Let it be by two, and at the most
by three, and that by courses,” and if there
be no interpreter, let him keep silent. (Verses
27, 28). The Scriptures say also concerning
this question: ““Tongues are for a sign NOT TO
THEM THAT BELIEVE — BUT TO THEM
THAT BELIEVE NOT.” (Verse 22). This is
the way the gift of tongues worked on the day
of Pentecost. People were there from all nations,
and when they heard the unlearned fishermen
from Galilee, who they knew did not know all
of these languages, speaking clearly in their
tongue, they knew it was for them, and was
a miracle sent from heaven. | have seen this
happen. When a person speaks a language which
we knew he could not ordinarily speak, and
someone there knowing that language was con-
verted, because of them. This is the way it
worked at Pentecost, and was for the unbeliever.

TERRORISTS WHO LANDED ON BEACH
GET 4-20 YEARS

GAZA. — The five Arab terrorists who land-
ed on a Tel Aviv beach in broad daylight last
Rosh Hashana were sentenced yesterday to pri-
son terms ranging from four to 20 years.

The defendants had pleaded innocent and told
the military court here that they had confessed
to the charges after being tortured in a military
prison.

The group’s leader, Mustafa Adib Abu Iyad,
25, of El Arish, was sentenced to 20 years. Ra-
shed al-Sheikh, 22, and Suallem Suarka, 28,
got 15 years. Mustafa Abid, 32, who navigated
the dinghy that brought the gang to Tel Aviv
from Lebanon, got seven years, and Abed Abu
Suallem, 32, Abed's assistant, got four years.

NEW HOPE FOR TIMNA MINES

There are hopes that the Timna Copper
Mines, which were closed as uneconomical last
year, may be reopened in 18 months.

The hopes depend on the success of a new
type of tunneling drill, which is expected to
cut the cost of copper mining. The new equip-
ment, which will be rented for a trial period
of a year, will be installed in a few months.

Industry sources said that the new drill, to-
gether with improvements in the chemical re-
fining process of copper, may make the mines
economical to operate again.

At present the mines are maintained by a
skeleton staff supplied by the Edom Mining
company.

JAFFAS FLOWN TO EUROPE

HAIFA. — The Citrus Marketing Board this
week started air-freighting Jaffa oranges to Eu-
rope.

Since last Sunday, the Board has been sending
5,000 cases nightly to Cologne in Cal Airline
cargo planes. Until the end of the export season
in two weeks, 70,000 cases are to be shipped
by air.

Shipping by air takes about four hours, while
sea shipments take up to two weeks to reach
Europe.

PROFESSIONALS WILL SETTLE
AT MOUNT MERON
A settlement of young professionals will open
at the foot of Mt. Meron in Galilee by the end
of this year with a first group of 60 social work-
ers, teachers and community workers.

SYRIA JEWS NO LONGER HARASSED
DAMASCUS. — Syria’s 4,000 Jews are no

longer harassed as they used to be — following
measures taken by the government four months
ago to alleviate their plight. Yet they still re-
main hostages to the Syrian authorities.

A Western diplomat told me’ ““Whether we
like it or not, we have to recognize that in the
eyes of the Syrians, the Jews are the kin of the
Israelis and the Zionists abroad. They are auto-
matically suspect. If the Middle East crisis takes
a new, nasty turn, the Syrian Jews would bear
the brunt.”

They can still move freely about the country.
But travel abroad is strictly controlled, limited
almost exclusively to elderly people. They are
compelled to leave behind their children and
grandchildren and a big cash deposit as a gua-
rantee for their returns.

KIBBUTZ PLANT MAKES PAIN-CONTROL
DEVICE

TEL AVIV. — A kibbutz-based electronics
plant has achieved what it calls a sophisticated
breakthrough in the development of a transistor-
ized nerve stimulator to control pain.

The device, called “Neurogar”, was developed
by Agar Electronics of Kibbutz Ginossar. Weigh-
ing only 200 grams, it controlls pain through
transcutaneous nerve stimulation.

The manufacturers, and testers at Hadassah
Hospital in Jerusalem, say that Neurogar can,
for the first time, offer pulse width modulation
— penetration of pain-easing stimulation to pre-
viously unreached depths inside muscie nores.
Working with the blood, how it can give effect-
ive pain relief to the back, elbows and knees.

Earlier TNS models required a considerable
amount of adjustment, in order to find exact
frequencies for generating the stimulating waves.
Neurogar, which works on a fixed frequency,
assures the user treatment without human vari-
ables.

As part of its extended period of develop-
ment and testing, a recent study was conducted
at Hadassah Hospital. Based on a pain profile
and scoring system applied before treatment and
after a series of sessions with the new TNS
method, the test showed that *‘good effects’” were
obtained for 50.6 per cent of the patients. Mod-
erate results were experienced by 27.8 per cent.

Neurogar’s manufacturers are making it avail-
able only with physician's approval. It will sell
in the $200 range.

“ARAB FORCES COULD OUTNUMBER
ISRAEL 12-1”
WASHINGTON. -— Israel’s forces are strong-
er by 33,000 troops than they were at the be-
ginning of the 1973 war, according to senior
military commanders in Israel interviewed by
“The New York Times” military correspondent

Drew Middleton.

Middleton said that, according to an Israeli
assessment, there has been a comparative qua-
litative improvement in Arab forces, particularly
those of Syria, Irag, Jordan and Saudi Arabia
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on the “eastern front.” Before mobilization the
Arab forces would outnumber the Israeli forces
by at least 8 to 1, he said. With Arab mobiliza-
tion, the ratio might be as high as 12 to I.

Middleton said that approximately 4,500 men
were transferred by Israel from support roles
in the Air Force to the army. Many of these
airmen went in combat formations, the re-
mainder into [srael’s Civil Defence.

The correspondent reported that 600 special-
ized duties were opened for women soldiers, in-
cluding physical training instruction, the main-
tenance of electronic equipment, duty at radar
stations and a wider variety of support duties.

The Israelis are aware that the flow of Soviet
arms to Syria has increased and fear that the
Russians may soon deliver more sophisticated
arms, including T-72 tanks.

BARTERING OIL FOR FIGHTER PLANES

ST. LOUIS, MO. — The General Dynamics
Corps. recently reported that it is trying to set
up barter arrangements for the sale of Iranian
oil in sufficient quantity to pay the costs of the
F-16 multinational fighter planes which Iran
has ordered.

CONGRESSMEN HERE TO STUDY IDF
ANTI-AIRCRAFTS TACTICS
BEN-GURION AIRPORT (Itim). — A U.S.
congressional delegation arrived here yesterday
to study Israel’s Yom Kippur War experiences

with Soviet anti-aircraft tactics.

The -six-man -sybcommittes;: headed by Rep.
Richard Ichord, is investigating the strategy of
close air support, or the use of planes flying
only metres ahead of adwvancing land forces.

The committee has conferred with military
chiefs at NATO headquarters in Brussels and
with West German army commanders. They are
in Israel as guests of the Israel Defence Forces.

FISH EXPORTS ROSE BY 50 PER CENT
LAST YEAR

HAIFA. — Exports of fish and fish products
rose by 50 per cent in 1976 to a total of $3.5 m.
The exports accounted for 12.7 per cent of to_tal
fish production, Shimon Tal, director of the Fl.Sh
Breeding Department in the Agricultural Min-
istry, announced in the latest issue of the Israel
Fisheries Review.

GUSH EMUNIM TO SET UP THREE

' SETTLEMENTS SOON

Hundreds of Gush Emunim members are plan-
ning to settle soon in three sites as part of a
plan to build 10 settlements in Judea and Sa-
maria in the near future, it was announced yes-
terday.

The first three settlements will be built at
Karnei Shomron on the Kalkilya-Nablus road,
in the Dotan valley near Jenin and at Nabi Salih
near Ramallah.

Members of the settlement groups said that
the land they would build their homes on all
belonged to the Jordanian army or government

and is far from Arab villages. They said the
settlement in the Dotan valley will be based at
a police station in the Sanour valley.

Gush Emunim is planning to raise as many
settlements as it can in the near future and
has placed priority on settlements in the west-
ern part of Samaria overlooking the coastal plain.
— (Itim).

SAUDI F-15s WON'T ENDANGER ISRAEL

Israel is not unduly worried about the possi-
bility that America will sell F-15 fighters to
Saudi Arabia. This was made clear by two senior
sources recently.

The plane was reported officially offered to
Saudi Arabia when Crown Prince Fahd visited
Washington last week. Saudi defence officials
have reviewed the aircraft; and McDonnell
Douglas, the F-15 manufacturer, has conducted
talks with the Saudis for over a year. Israel has
taken delivery of the first three of 25 of the
aircraft and is currently in the advanced stages
of filling a procurement request for 25 more.

The sources point out that while Israel in
principle would prefer the Arabs not to be re-
ceiving advanced and sophisticated weaponry,
their acquisition of the F-15 would not negate
the advantage Israel has secured by procuring
the plane.

The two sources, reached independently, feel
that Israel has developed the technology and
ability to maintain a quantitative edge over po-
tentially hostile states with the same systems.

“lis fact,” one source said, ‘‘there are certain-
advantages to the fact that the Arabs are pur-
chasing a system with which we are intimately
familiar.

“As opposed to when we had to cope with
Soviet systems, we know the plane’s advantages
and its short-comings; we know its weak points
and its strengths.”

3 YOUNG BROTHERS HURT IN LEBANON

METULLA (Itim). — Three young brothers
were seriously injured by artillery fire in south-
ern Lebanon yesterday. The children were
brought to the Israeli army medical clinic at
the “Good Fence” by villagers from Marjayoun.

According to the villagers, the boys aged nine
to 13, who live in Marjayoun, were hurt during
an exchange between Christian Phalangists and
Palestinian terrorist and leftist forces near the
border.

CITIES HAVE MORE RAIN

TEL AVIV. — A recent study shows that
urban areas have significantly more rain than
the rest of the countryside.

The research, conducted by two Israeli scien-
tists using statistics for greater Tel Aviv over
the last 30 years, showed that rainfall over the
country’s largest metropolitan area increased
anywhere from 5 per cent to 17 per cent in
comparison with other areas. .

According to Dr. Yair Goldreich of Bar-llan’s
geology department and Alexander Mannes,
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Chief Researcher for the meteorological service,
the heat generated by radiation from concrete,
asphalt and other built-up surface create un-
stable conditions in the air which are conducive
to more rain. At the same time, the rising hot
air caused by this radiation and by tall buildings
contributed further to increased rainfall.

EXPORTING CHOCOLATE
TO SWITZERLAND
Elite Ltd., Israel’s largest manufacturer of choc-
olates, candies and instant coffee, has received
a trial order for 15 tons of chocolate from a
major Swiss firm. The consignment will be sup-
plied under the customer’'s trademark, but clearly

marked “Made in Israel”.

TREE-PLANTINGS FOR DUTCH, POLISH
RESCUERS OF JEWS

Two Dutch families and a Polish woman, all
of whom selflessly saved Jewish lives during
the German occupation of their countries, are
to be honoured today in tree-planting ceremonies
at Yad Vashem's Avenue of Righteous Gen-
tiles.

Rosalene Maria Korsten, who has come with
her husband and children for the 11 a.m. cere-
mony in Jerusalem, was 22 years old when her
family, the Jostens, hid a little Jewish girl only
hours before the Germans were to ship her off
to a death camp. During the difficult year that
followed she, more than anyone, cared for the
girl — Batya Ansel, who now lives in KibbutZ
‘izor'a. After Batya had gone on to another
place of hiding, two of her protectress’s brothers
were sent to camps by the Germans.

Adrianus and Cornelia van Trier, in the time
between October 1942 and October 1944, found
two Jewish couples to save — the Cohens and
van Leer-Hartogs — their home in Tilburg.
They also hid the couples’ children with nearby
families, and helped other Jews. Although not
. themselves wealthy, they acted solely out of
~ solidarity and took nothing in return.

Irena Schultz of Warsaw acted from the very
beginning of the Nazi occupation to save Jews.
Through her contacts with Jewish organizations
she smuggled food, clothing and money into
the ghetto. She also arranged for the hiding of
Jewish children in monasteries. And thanks to
her aid and the false papers she secured, a num-
ber of Jewish doctors and scientists were able
to survive.

Mrs. Schultz has already been awarded the
Yad Vashem medallion through the Israel am-
bassador in Rome. The tree in her honour will
be planted by one of the persons she saved —
Frank Morgens — who has just arrived in [srael.

GUR: WAR POSSIBLE REGARDLESS OF
WHAT ISRAEL DOES

TEL AVIV. — War can break out in the

Middle East without any relationship to Israeli

action or to territories we hold, Chief of Staff

Rav-Aluf Mordechai Gur told the B'nai B'rith

national convention here last night,
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Gur said that there are lessons from the Six
Day War which may be applicable to future
situations. One is that international conflict in
the Arab world can start a war, even when we
give the Arabs no cause. Another lesson is that
we cannot put too much faith in promises such
as the American guarantee to keep the Straits
of Tiran open, which proved worthless when
Egypt closed the straits before the Six Day War.

“After the Yom Kippur War, when we asked
the U.S. to put certain promises in writing, it
was hinted that written agreements do not ob-
ligate superpowers. When it is in the superpow-
er’s interest, help will be given without any writ-
ten agreements. When it is not, no documents
will help,” he said.

He added that the Arabs do not understand
[srael’s democracy and mistake internal criticism
for weakness. “"We must have the strength,
physical and mental, to face each new situation
and use it as a springboard for growth without
looking back,” he concluded.

79 SUSPECTED TERRORISTS HELD
IN SECURITY SWOOP

Security forces have recently arrested 79 sus-
pected terrorists organized in seven cells in the
Ramallah, Jenin, Hebron and Jordan Valley
districts, the army spokesman said yesterday.

The Jenin cell belonged to the Popular Front
General Command and is thought to be res-
ponsible for several arson attempts at the Jenin
military government offices in {974 and 197).

The Ramallah cell belonged to the Fatah and
is suspected of three sabotage incidents in the
city. Security forces found arms and several
types of explosives in the suspects’ possession,
the spokesman said.

The investigation is continuing.

TOURISM UP 38 PER CENT THIS MAY
OVER LAST YEAR

Some 89,000 tourists entered Israel in May,
an increase of 38 per cent over the same period
last year, the Central Bureau of Statisics an-
nounced this week.

The bureau noted that during the first five
months of this year some 378,600 tourists en-
tered. This is 24 per cent more than the 305,000
tourists who came during these months in 1976.

Meanwhile, in a study of the funds spent by
tourists in Israel, the Tourism Ministry an-
nounced that in January and February tourists
brought the country $52.2 m. or 70 per cent
more than in that period last year.

In February, the average sum converted by
individual tourists into pounds was $497, or
70 per cent more than in February, 1976.

EXPORTS FOR MAY HIT $255.5 M.
[srael’'s total exports in May amounted to
$255.5 m., 45 per cent higher than in May 1976,
Finance Minister Yehoshua Rabinowitz reported
yesterday at the weekly meeting of the Com-
mittee of Economic Ministers.
From January to May, the total exports were
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$1,200 m., compared to $955 m. for the same
five months in 1976 — an increase of 25.5 per
cent. Industrial exports from January to May
were up by 18 per cent, diamonds 44 per cent,
agricultural products 16 per cent.

THREE WHO PLANNED TOURIST-BUS
HIJACK GET JAIL SENTENCES
RAMALLAH (Itim). — The commander of
a terrorist cell in the West Bank has been sen-
tenced to 10 years in prison by the local military

court.

The man, Abdullah Hamid Rajub, was con-
victed of planning, on the orders of a Damascus
terrorist organization, to hijack a tourist bus
and hold its passengers captive for the release
of Arxchbishop Hilarion Capucci — who is serv-
ing a |2-year sentence for smuggling arms.

Rajub and two accomplices were arrested 22
months ago with the hijack plan in their pos-
session.

He was also found guilty of contact with
the enemy, possession of weapons and con-
structing home-made explosives. :

His accomplices, Arafat Fakhuri and Halim
Fakhuri, were sentenced to six years in prison.

The three were caught almost two years ago,
but the plot was publicized only recenlty, dur-
ing the trial.

JERUSALEM ZOO BLAST FRIGHTENS
ANIMALS
BUNS ERFrLOSION IN NAHARIYA
SUPERMARKET INJURES FIVE

NAHARIYA. — A terrorist bomb exploded
at noon yesterday in the local supermarket, in-
juring five persons, one of them a |0-year-old
boy. The bomb had been hidden on a shelf
carrying canned foods, on the second floor of
the store. About 300 customers were in the
store at the time. Some of them simply left,
while others rushed to the building’s shelter.

' The injured were immediately taken to hos-
.pital and the four adults —— three from Naha-
riya and one from Tarshiha — were treated for
mild injuries and sent home. The boy, Itai Peleg,
was admitted with more severe injuries.

The police, who came to the scene within
minutes, set up roadblocks and sent out a spe-
cial-duties investigation team. By yesterday after-
noon, 16 suspects, including residents of neigh-
bouring villages as well as Samaria, were taken
into custody.

In Jerusalem, a small explosive went off
around 12:30 p.m. yesterday near the pool in
the Biblical Zoo. No injuries or damage rsulted,
but some of the animals were frightened, as
were some persons at the kiosk.

Police searched the area, but discovered no
further explosives. Within an hour, over 20
suspects were arrested.

CONTENTS OF BEGIN DOCUMENT
The West Bank and the Gaza Strip must not
be handed over to foreign rule in the frame-
work of an Israel-Arab peace, according to one
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of the documents which Prime Minister Mena-
hem Begin submitted to President Jimmy Car-
ter in Washington this week, and which was
read out to the Knesset Foreign Affairs and
Defence Committee on Tuesday.

The Government of Israel will not agree to
withdraw its forces from any part of the West
Bank or the Gaza Strip, the document said,
according to a number of sources reporting un-
officially on the commitee meeting.

Israel would, however, be ready for a sub-
stantial withdrawal in Sinai, and would be will-
ing to adjust the present lines on the Golan
Heights without withdrawing entirely from the
ridge, the sources said.

Other elements of the document included:

#* An historical introduction sketching the na-
tional plight in past years, and Israel’s aspira-
tions for peace.

#* ]srael’s readiness to go to a resumed Geneva
conference, and failing that — to negotiate
with its three Arab neighbours in a Rhodes-
style conference, or in proximity talks.

#* A refusal to allow a Palestinian delegation
at the Geneva conference.

%* A proposal that the Geneva conference con-
vene on October 10 or any subsequent date.
* Separate negotiations at Geneva in three mix-
ed commissions: Israel-Egypt; Israel-Syria; and
Israel-Jordan respectively, after the initial open-
ing sessions. The possibility of a fourth mixed
—gommisson with Lebanon if that country wishes
to attend.

6 JENIN MEN JAILED FOR TERROR ACT

NABLUS. — A military court here has given
prison sentences of one to two years to six
residents of Jenin for membership in Nayef
Hawatmeh's terror group, the Popular Demo-
cratic Front (PDF), and for threatening local
leaders against standing in last year's municipal
elections in the area.

The court sentenced Navil al-Omri, the leader
of the group, and Gassan Jerrar, his second in
command, to two years in prison each. Four
other members were sentenced to 12 and 18
months in prison.

They all pleaded guilty to distributing leaflets
signed by the Popular Democratic Front on be-
half of the ‘“‘Palestine Rejection Front,” which
refuses to submit to Palestine Liberation Organ-
ization leadership, calling on local leaders to

binding " policies of the government.”

Referring to these, he said: ““They do include
the right of the Palestinians to have a home-
land, to be compensated for losses that they
have suffered. They do include the withdrawal
of Israel from occupied territories from the 1967
war, and they do include an end of belligerency
and secure borders. All these things have been
spelled out in writing in those United Nations
positions, which we have endorsed, every ad-
ministration since they were passed.”

Israeli officials here pointed out that no Se-
~ curity Council resolution ever called for com-
pensation for the Palestinian refugees or for a
Palestinian homeland, as was hinted by Carter.

“Do you not think that the Pope should have
aided you in some way,” | askéd. Major Quay
looked at me, then looked down. Seconds pass-
ed in silence. It was the first time he had been
lost for words during the entire eventful after-
noon. :

Was he happy that he made the effort to
escape, despite all the hardship? “Very happy,”
he replied.

That summed up the mood of all the refugees.
It was written on their faces.
