As Prevailing Princes We
Have Power With God

Persistence and determination in prayer, in
the power of the Holy Spirit, are omnipotent.
Prevailing prayers must be persevering prayer.

There must be in our prayers an unyielding
perseverance — as we set our faces day and
night to seek the Lord for His swift and direct
interposition in the tide and affairs of men and
nations, and our own lives.

Perseverance is the grandest quality possible
for a created being to have — as it corresponds
with the attribute of divine immutability in God.

Jacob said: “‘I will not let Thee go, except
Thou bless me.” — Gen. 32:26. The most
important and mightiest act man can do on
earth is to prevail with God in prayer.

In Christ's parable of the widow and the un-
just judge He asks: “And shall not God avenge
His own elect, which cry day and night unto
Him?"" — Luke 18:7. The Lord teaches in this
parable that we are to besiege the throne of
grace day and night until we receive an answer.

In the wrestlings of Jacob and Elijah, the
pleadings of Abraham and Moses, the confes-
sions and supplications of Samue] and David,
and in the parables of Christ, there is rich and
sacred instruction as to the importance of im-
portunate, intercessory prayer. ‘‘Shall not God
avenge His own elect, which cry day and night

unto Him?... I tell you that He will avenge
them speedily.” — Luke [8:7-8.

Men and women who have mightily pre-
vailed with God in prayer, have done so, often,
simply because of their indomitable perseve-
rance. lheir unwearing, unyielding pleading
has carried with it their faith to Pisgah —
heights of blessed victory.

“If I Perish, 1 Perish!” — Esther 4:16

If our resolution to pray through for the in-
terposition of God in national and world events
does not commit us to complete victory at all
costs, we cannot fully prevail. There must be
in the heart a complete commitment. Such a
commitment in fast and pray for divine inter-
vention and for a revival of civic righteousness
must be made in such whole-souled reliance
on the Spirits help, as will shut us up, if ne-
cessary, to day and night persistence for the
answer.

Such a commitment implies a vigorous, ven-
turing faith. It also implies a complete submis-
sion to all the will of God.

Again and again in the Scripture we read
how . unswearied perseverance became a humble
and holy violence. Fervency alone may last but
an hour. There must be in our prayers an un-
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yielding perseverance as we set our faces day
and night to plead for divine intervention in
the affairs of men and nations.

Behold Jacob's perseverance. After the angel
of the Lord had touched his thigh and put it
out of joint, utterly depriving him of all power
to wrestle, Jacob still cried: “I will not let
Thee go, except Thou bless me!” — Gen.
32:26. A fully surrendered soul refuses to give
up as he rises in holy violence, explaining:
“Thou almighty friend and lover, except Thou
bless me and yield to my request, | will not
let Thee go.”

“All things, whatsoever ye shall ask in Prayer,
Believing, ye shall receive.” Matt, 21:22.

Unyielding Perseverance Implies
Strong Faith

Such a commitment implies a vigorous, ven-
turing faith, claim humbly, but unyieldingly,
our full rights in Christ, His dearly beloved
Son and our Saviour. Thus Jacob did violence
to the covenant angel and hung on with omni-
potence! Hallelujah!

“Let me go, for the day breaketh.” — Gen.
32:26. So God says to every persevering, wrestl-
ing soul. Jacob perceived in the request that
the angel of the Lord might not go without
his (Jacob’s) consent. “O, loving, willing cap-
tive too, for | will not let Thee go except.”

Conquering prayer depends on how much
will power we put into our effort. God has
made many things in the execution of His will
depend on the will of man. When God reveals
in His Word and His promise His willingness
to help and bless us, the responsibility for the
execution of that will rests with us. Will power
in prayer is one of the most important condi-
tions of prevailing prayer. All spiritual giants
have had great will power.

They became spiritual giants because they
willed to conquer, then conquered, through
Christ, — the world, self and Satan.

Jer. 29:11-13, 33:3; Eph. 3:20.

To make us resolute as Jacob bold as Moses,
persistently humble as the Syrophenician wo-
man, and incorrigibly persistent as one who has
an just judge to worry down, God permits
wrestling in prayer to develop in us force —
will power! In this way our Lord seeks to
beget in us the utmost power implied in des-
peration and consistent with reverence. — Matt.
15:21-28.

He would gird us up in our righteous per-
sonality to the highest point possible, and then
having set up and energized and developed our
infirm personality to royalty, He declares that
He will enthrone us in the ages to come to
reign with Him, because as prevailing princes,
we have power with God and have prevailed.
— Rev. 3:21, 22.

Thus in this fateful, dreadful hour — wrestl-
ing day and night in fasting-prayer to prevail
with the High and Lofty One Who inhabits
Eternity, for divine and direct intervention in
world affairs, furnishes in us that discipline and
hardness the soul needs to transform it into
the likeness of Christ; for did not He, in the
violence of His effort, sweat great drops of
blood while He prayed and prevailed? — [sa.
57:10; Luke 22:39-46.

Ministers of any group bearing false
witness, condemning and judging ministers of
another, which has been practiced by some in
the past, will bring the wrath of God with de-
feat upon them, and also upon the group by
which they are authorized and sent out; just
the same as it brought defeat upon Israel, as
given in this chapter.

The Holy Spirit will not operate among any
people who are openly violating the holy pre-
cepts of God. Any group that permit this will
be overcome by this world, and Satan will
soon have complete victory over them. Their
ambitions will be for worldly show, and a dis-
play of ownership of the things of this world,
just like uncovered Peter, who thrice denied

his Lord.

It was also while in this same condition that
his ambition was to build a great tabernacle:
one for Moses, and one for Elijah and one
for Christ. — Luke 9:28 to 33. Qur Saviour
told him that after he was converted he would
strengthen the brethren. — Luke 22:32. How
true it was! After the experience of the Bap-
tism of the Holy Spirit, he became a powerful
magnet, and drew sinners by the thousands,
as on the day of Pentecost when three thou-
sand were baptized! — Acts 2nd chapter. His
ambitions were then to “‘feed the lambs and
the sheep,” instead of to build great taber-
nacles for a show, and in this worldly way
appeal to the lost and unsaved.

The minister of any group, who tries to
maxe an appeal by driving a brand new up-
to-the-minute model car, is on the wrong track,
and nceds just what Peter received on the day
of Pentecost. The appeal of the gospel is the
presence of the Holy Spirit, with the minister
that spreads abroad a divine virtue of Holy
magnetic power touching the hearts of sinners
until they cry out: “What shall [ do to be
saved?"

The Power of Money, or the Power
of the Gospel?

Any group of the “Church of God" that may
set their affections on the ownership and con-
trol of property, either to make an appeal to
the world, or to hold a church congregation
within a certain line, has drifted far away from
the teachings of their Master whom they try
to follow. Such conditions are always the fruit
of the ways of the flesh, and not the fruit of
the spirit. They spring forth from the lives of
a leadership void of the baptism or the anoint-
ing of the Holy Spirit, and as a result of a
lack of prayer and holy consecration.

Any group looking to the power of money
instead of the power of the gospel of Christ
will be a spiritual failure. They may by erect-
ing a mercenary system which makes a big
show here from the viewpoint of the world,
but will only be a very small spot in the king-
dom of God.

Exercising Authority over God’s Children

“Jesus called them unto Him (James and
John), and said unto them: Ye know that they
which are accounted to rule over the gentiles
exercise lordship over them, and their great
ones exercise AUTHORITY UPON THEM
But so shall IT NOT BE AMONG YOU.” —
Mark 10:42, 43.
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Whenever church leaders begin to practice tor of the law, under whose teaching Paul had

this thing which our Saviour here has posi-
tively forbidden, their power will cease in con-
verting the unsaved to the way of eternal life.
They may build up a big mercenary system
with a show of worldly wealth, but when void
of the real Spirit and the “Power of the Gos-
pel”, it will be mostly wood, hay and stubble.
Therefore, let the laity watch, and the ministry
beware how they proceed, and weigh carefully
the precious words of the MASTER, in the

foregoing text.

There Are Others Besides QOurs

There were different groups of the Father's
children two thousand years ago, just as there
are today, according to the record of the gos-
pel. The apostle John came across one of these,
according to the following text. ““John answer-
ed him saying, Master, we saw one casting out
devils in thy name, and HE FOLLOWETH
NOT US, and we forbade him BECAUSE HE
FOLLOWETH NOT US.” How similar is this
to conditions today, where one condemns and
forbids another because he “FOLLOWS NOT
us.”

What did the Master say? Dear reader, it
was just exactly as He would say today. Here
is His answer: “Forbid him not: for there is
no man which shall do a miracle in my name,
that can lightly speak evil of me. For he that
is not against us is on our part. For whosoever
shall give you a cup of water to drink in my
name, because YE BELONG TO CHRIST,
verily | say unto you, HE SHALL NOT LOSE
HIS REWARD.” — Mark 9:38-41.

In the first part of Paul's letter to the Co-
rinthian brethren, he speaks of these condition
also and of finding those who were of Paul and
some of Apollos, and some of Cephas and
some of Christ. — | Cor. 1:12, 2:5. He con-
demned this condition as one of carnality. —

of the true Church of God, the body of Christ,
with the only true record in heaven the Lamb’s
Book of Life. Let us pray that every wall be-
tween them, that the enemy erects, shall crum-
ble and fall.

When speaking of these carnal conditions in
which the apostle Paul mentions the Apollos
and Cephas groups, he also says in verse §:
“For we are laborers together with God. Ye
are God's husbandry, ye are God’s building."”
— 1 Cor. 3:90 “For other foundations can no
man lay than that is laid, which is CHRIST
JESUS.” — Verse 11. “Fire shall try every
man's work of what sort it is.”” — Verse 13.

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Plain Talk From Sadat

Three statements made in one day's interviews by
President Sadat this week presented a sharp contrast to
evaluations of his motives by our government’s nego-
tiating team. The government appears to have ignored
them completely. As for the newspapers, some did not
even publish the statements,

Sadat said that the proposed autonomy for the West
Bank and Gaza would be the first step towards the
of a ‘“national home for the Palestinians”;
regards the “Palestinian Liberation Organiza-
the sole legitimate representative of the Pa-
lestinian people, in accordance with the Rabat summit
decision of QOclober 1974”; thatthe Camp David
agreement did not affect his obligations towards the
other Arab States. If Israel attacks any of them, Egypt
will come to their aid.
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Sadat’s statements not only reflect upon the perspi-
cacity of the Israel government but also emphasize
the increadible degree to which many people throughout
the world and (more dangerously) in Israel have been
brain washed into accepting Arab mythology and se-
mantics.

The Arab theme, developed after 1967, looks very
simple: the core of the dispute is the problem of the
Palestinians. What then is this problem, as propounded
by the Arabs? It is their homelessness. How did it
arise? Through the Zionist aggression of 1948, which
drove them from their homeland, What is the solution?
To restore them to their homeland, and to establish a
Palestinian state. Where would the state be established?
In Judea, Samaria and Gaza (or the West Bank, as
it is now called by many Israelis hastening to help the
Arabs erase the proofs of the Jewish relationship with
Eretz Yisrael)?

But the Arabs who left their homes in 1948 (at the
behest of their leaders) did not live in Judea, Samaria
and Gaza. They lived in Jaffa, in Haifa, in Lod, in
Acre. How then will the establishment of a Palestinian
state in the “West Bank” restore the Arabs to their
homes — in Haifa and Ramla and Lod?

Precisely at this point the wishful thinking of many
Israelis (compounded in many cases by sheer ignorance)
takes on wings, They persuade themselves that precisely
when, after years of Arab struggle to bring about Israel’s
disappearance, the country has been reduced to the
1949 lines and appears vulnerable enough to justify a
renewed effort to apply the final thrust, the Arab states
and the Arabs of Judea and Samaria and Gaza will
give up the strugele, pronounce a blessing on Israel’s
remaining in Jaffa, Acre, Ramla — and declare an
end to the dispute.

This thesis of course bears no relation to the history
of the conflict, to its unique nature, or to its present
reality. The thrust of all Arab propoganda and edu-
cation, the purpose of the monumental Arab campaign
to falsify history, is aimed at the goal of “restoration”.
It is not a coincidence that just now the Arabs of
Judea and Samaria have become vocal on this issue.
At the rally of dignitaries, including several mayors,
in Shechem a fortnight ago, the central theme was op-
position to the Israeli autonomy proposal because, infer
alia, it is far from adequate: their eyes and their de-

claration are already fixed on Jaffa, on Haifa, on Acre
(not to mention Jerusalem).

Their attitude, unchanged and unchanging, is re-
flected and reasserted by Yasser Arafat’s statement last
week: the Zionist State will be eliminated. This, in all
its simplicity, has been the declared purpose of the
Arab states since 1948 when, amid apocalyptic threats
of utter annihilation, they attacked the minuscule State
— and there were no “refugees” at the time, and
Judea, Samaria, and Gaza were there for the taking.

The Fatah itself came into being before 1967 in order
to destroy Israel within the Armistice lines. Subsequently
the combined P.L.O. became the arm of the Arab
States, which provided them with funds, arms, training
facilities, and diplomatic “cover”. That is why it was
perfectly natural for the Conference of Arab States at
Rabat on October 29, 1974, to adopt resolutions reaf-
firming ‘“the right of the Palestinian people to return
to its homeland,” and “the right of the Palestinian
set up an independent national authority,
leadership of the Palestine Liberation Or-
as the sole legitimate representative of the
Palestinian people, in every part of Palestine liberated.”
Moreover, ‘“the Arab States are obligated to support
this authority, from the moment of its establishment,
in all spheres and at all levels”

This is the policy that Sadat took pains to reaffirm
on November 20, 1978 — while in the midst of nego-
tiations for peace with an existent Israel. Just a few
days earlier the Arab States at the Baghdad con-
ference decided to allocate $300 m. of their special
budget to the P.L.O.

The opposition to Sadat of the Baghdad conference
states, if it is not actually coordinated with him, in-
evitably reinforces the argument of Sadat's American
allies that Israel must be generous in her concessions
in order to help him outflank the opponents of his
policy.

It has also often been said that the Arab States,
unable to overcome Israel by force, must inevitably
choose the diplomatic option. This is no doubt true.
By using the diplomatic option they aim at their pre-
liminary objective: the shrinkage of Israel. Then, a
shrunken Israel can be overcome by force, perhaps by
a single thrust.
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And they are all busily preparing for that thrust.
Why else the hundreds of planes, the thousands of
tanks piling up in all the Arab States?

The rationale of the Prime Minister’s policy towards
Egypt was not based on a belief that the other Arab
States could not and, in the forsceable future, would
not, have sufficient military strength to give them the
confidence needed for an offensive against Israel.

This is no doubt true of Jordan and Syria; but the
thesis suffers from the defect that it has not kept
abreast of developing reality. To the inadequate (though
ever-increasing) strength of Syria and Jordan must now
be ended the massive grownig and “fully available”
power of Iraq.

Since 1975 Iraq has been free from the inhibitions
previously imposed on her by the prolonged Kurdish
revolt and by her traditional territorial quarrel with
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Iran. Her relations with the Soviet Union are excellent,
and from that source she is acquiring a massive and
sophisticated arsenal. Now, Iraq’s quarrel with Syria
also patched up, an anti-Israel military past between
the two countries is coming into being.

No less significant is the spectacular build-up of Saudi
Arabia which, within a few years, will be able to give
substantial support in the air (and some in the field)
— as well as massive supplies — to any offensive on
Israel's eastern front; and to open a fourth front to
the south,

To complete this prospect, every passing day exposes
the hollowness of the astonishing pretence by Israeli
government spokesmen that the loss of Sinai will make
no substantial difference to our strategic stance,

With formidable Arab power building up against an
outmanned and outgunned and, prospectively, territor-
ially cramped Israel, who will dare to say that the
Arabs will not summon enough confidence to attack
her — even without Egyptian participation?

Now in case we did not know, Sadat has told us, in
effect, to forget the assumption that Egypt will keep
out of all future conflicts. If Isracl attacks any of the
Arab States, Egypt will go to their assistance. But
every Israeli military operation is, according to Arab
doctrine, an “attack” — because every Arab attack is
a defensive action against the original Zionist aggres-
sion,

Moreover, an attenuated Israel will not be able to
afford to wait to be attarked:- a sinele lost battle with-
1
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for Egypt’s “rushing to the aid of the victim of Zionist
aggression”. And then of course there’s Sadat’s renewed
pledge to the P.L.O. and the Palestinian people,

A remarkable phenomenon of the Hitler era was that
although the Nazi leader had set out quite explicitly in
“Mein Kampf” his proposed policy of domination and
destruction, nobody paid attention to it. Some of the
most experienced and allegedly canny statement in Eu-
rope (Lloyd George, for example) subsequently accepted
at face value Hitler’s tactical protestations of peace and
goodwill. The last victims of this myopia were Cham-
berlain and Daladier.

Is it a coincidence that Anwar Sadat — who has never
concealed his admiration for Hitler — boldly makes it
clear that after the present massive Israeli concessions
are implemented and after he has signed a peace treaty
with Israel, he will be prepared to make war on
Israel for the remainder of the period that the Pan-
Arab objective is unfulfilled; and reaffirms his pledge
to give unwavering support to the organization described,
correctly, by our Prime Minister as the most implacable
and barbarous enemy we have had since Hitler?

The New Testamenf Church

order to find out what that early church was
like, let us go to God's Holy Word, the Bible,
and see.

The Founder of the church prayed all
night at times. Luke 6:12: “And it came to
pass in those days, that He went into a moun-
tain to pray, and continued all night in prayer
to God.” For ten days, one hundred and twen-
ty disciples of Christ prayed in the upper room.

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Questions And Answers

QUESTION. —

When did the first printed copy of the Bible
appear?

ANSWER. —

About 500 years ago at Mentz, Germany. It
was a reproduction of the Latin Vulgate. This
is variously called the Mezarin, the Gutenberg,
and the Forty-two Line Bible. The Bible was
the first book to be printed from movable type
(1452). There are some fifty copies of the Gu-
tenberg Bible in existence.

QUESTION. —
What was the first American edition?

ANSWER. —

The first Bible printed in America was a mis-
sionary project, a translation into the Massa-
chusetts Indian language by John Eliot, pub-
lished in 1663. The first Bible in English was
printed in 1782 by Robert Aitken in Philadel-
phia at the recommendation of the Congress.
Earlier a German Bible had been printd by
Christopher Suer in Germantown, Pennsylvania

in 1743.
QUESTION. —

How many books, chapters and verses are

there in the Bible?
ANSWER. —

For convenience, the text has been divided
into chapters. This was done by Cardinal Hugo
in 1250, and the New Testament was divided
into verses by Robert Stephens, a French print-
er, in 1551. The first English Bible to bear both
chapter and verse numbers was the Geneva Bi-
ble, published in 1560. These divisions we still
use.

Following are the Bible divisions:

QUESTION. —

What are some other interesting facts?
ANSWER. —

The Bible was the first printed book; the
King James or Authorized Version is the best
selling book in the world; the 19th chapter of
2 Kings and the 37th chapter of Isaiah are
practically identical; the middle verse of the
Bible is Psalm 118:8; the twenty-first verse of
the seventh chapter of Ezra contains all the let-
ters of the alphabet, except J; the longest verse
is Esther 8:9; the shortest verse is John 11:35;
the 119th Psalm is the longest chapter in the
Bible — all except three of its 176 verses con-

tain a reference to the Word of God; the short-
est chapter is Psalm 117; the word Lord occurs
1,855 times; the longest word is Isaiah 8:1;
in the New Testament there are about 243 di-
rect quotations from the Old Testament; 250
titles are given Jesus in the Bible; the name
“Jesus” occurs 973 times; the title “Christ”
occurs 556 times; the title “Lord” occurs 730
time; the name ‘‘Jesus’” means literally: “God
who is salvation”; the New Testament may be
read through in a year by reading five chapters
each Sabbath — the entire Bible by reading
three chapters each week day and five every
Sabbath; reading time of the entire Bible at
average speed: 70 hours

Note. — The above facts about the Bible are
courtesy of the New York Bible Society.
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LORD’S SUPPER DATE

This year, the Passover date of Nisan 14 cor-
responds with Aprit 11, 1979. Leviticus 23:5
reads: “In the fourteenth day of the first month
at even is the Lord’s Passover.” Today we are
instructed to follow the example of Christ and
the aposties in observing the Lord's Supper
(see Cor. 5:7, 8; 1 Cor. lith chapter). We
are to partake of the emblems, the “fruit of
the vine"” (grape juice) and unleavened bread,
in solemn remembrance of the Last Supper and
crucifixion of Christ. We are to follow His
example, and are instructed not to forget the
washing of feet (see John [3th chapter).

The “even” of day is always the beginning
of the day, in the Bible. “The evening and the
morning were the first day.” — Gen. 1:5. The
Biblical day always began with the setting of
the sun, just as we observe Sabbath from sun-
down Friday to sundown Saturday. Therefore,
the correct time to observe the Lord’s Supper is
at the beginning of the 14th day of Nisan; that
is, on the Roman calendar, after sundown on
the preceding Roman date, which is when the
14th of Nisan begins. As this year the 14th of
Nisan falls on April 11, 1979, the correct time
to keep the Lord’s Supper is after sundown on
Tuesday, April 10.

There are some who observe the Lord’s Sup-
per on a different date than Nisan 14, having
erroneously based their calculation. We do not
condemn or criticize such people, as they are
acting in honest error, and as the important
thing is to remember the Lord's Supper. How-
ever, we do believe that it is always proper
and best to observe a date according to the ca-
lendar on which it occurred. As the Hebrew
calendar was the one used by Christ and His
disciples in instituting the Lord’s Supper, and
the one used by the early churrch, we believe
that the Jewish calendar today is the correct
to follow in this, and believe that the calcula-
tions as set forth above are correct.
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On January 5, 1979, Elder Robert Clifford Watson,
of Loveland, Colorado, passed away at the age of 59.

In addition to serving for many years as pastor of the
Loveland Church of God (7th Day), Elder Watson also
served his community as sheriff of Larimer County, a
position which he held for the past 8 years, after serving
25 years as a patrolman and later assistant chief of police.
He was sheriff during the devastating Big Thompson
flood in 1976 and was director of the rescue operations.
His whole life, in fact, is one long record of service,
His death came after he had spent three weeks work-
ing non-stop, against doctor’s orders, to solve a baffling
case involving the brutal murder of two young women.
By unflagging work, sheriff Watson, more ill than he
let on, succeeded in finding the leads which broke the
case. The murder suspect had just been arrested, and
sheriff Watson was working on a few final details of
the case, when he suffered a fatal heart attack and died
in the arms of his son, Lt. Rick Watson.

Elder Watson had suffered from a heart condition for
some time, and had been hospitalized for over a week
the month before. He was in ill health, and was due
to step down from the office of sheriff on the day of
his funeral. In his last days in office he pushed himself
relentlessly in an effort to find a solution to one of
the most baffling murder cases in the history of Larimer
County. Although he succeeded, many feel that his de-
votion to duty cost him his life,

Funeral services were held at the Campion Academy
Church, with Elder Calvin Burrell and Elder Emmett
Presler (both of the Denver Church of God) presiding
An indication of the deep respect felt for Elder Watson
was the very large number of people, in the thousands,
attending, which included the governor of Colorado,
County and State officials and people from all walks of
life,

William M, Howard, solist, and organist Mrs, David
Owverfield, rendered two hymns, “Farther Along” and
“The Love of God”. Burial was in Loveland Burial Park.

He leaves behind his wife, Leona, of Loveland; three
sons, Monte, Rick, and Rande; a daughter, Mrs, Ma:-
garct Key; his mother, Mrs. Christine Canell, of Love-
land; two sisters, and ten grandchildren.

Elder Watson served both his church and his fellow
man with a selfless devotion which is difficult to find.
He loved Israel, and all through the years he and
his family have been an encouragement to us and the
work here. We will miss him and pray that the Lord
will strengthen and comfort his family and loved ones.
Although Brother Watson has departed this life we know
that death really has no claim to embrace him. He is
resting only for a little while, sheltered from the storms
and labors of this life, safe in the tender arms of Jesus,
asleep and waiting there for His voice on that bright
resurrection morning,

“They that trust in the Lord shall be as
Mount Zion, which cannot be removed, but
abideth for ever.

Deaconess Adell Johnson, of Kingston, Jamaica, passed
away July 28, 1978, at the age of 73.

She was born in the Parish of St. Elizabeth on the
31st of July 1904. After growing up, she met and mar-
ried Alan Whilley Johnson, who preceded her many
years ago. From this union came three children, Mrs.

OVER ONE MILLION TOURISTS IN 1978
TEL AVIV (Itim). — A total of 1,071,000 tourists

spent 23 million nights, and $610 m. in Israel in 1978,

Deputy Minister Yoram Aridor announced yesterday.

The number of entries increase 9 per cent from 1977’s
987,000, and income come up 30 per cent (from
$460 m.). The 22 nights per person average is among
the highest in the world.

Aridor admitted that expectations had been even
higher. He blamed the shortfall on delays in instituting
charter flights, late publication of their fares, and high
prices of tourist services. 1f these problems are solved,
he said, tourism for 1979 could soar by 20 per cent.
Peace with Egypt and an increase in volume of char-
ters are factors too, Aridor comimented.

Other figures released included the number of Is-
raelis travelling abroad — 320,000, compared to 240,000
in 1977; visits by civilians and U.N. soldiers from Le-
banon — 105,444 up from 20,000; and 140,000 sum-
mer visitors across the Allenby Bridge an increase of
7 per cent.

Nevertheless, according to Aridor, the tourism indus-
try’s profitability fell in 1978, due to rising costs and
the falling dollar.

COUNTRY’S JEWS REACH 3,135,000

The total population of Israel stood at 3,730,000
as 1978 bowed out, according to the Central Bureau of
Statistics. Of these, 3,135,000 were Jews and 595,00
Arabs (excluding the administered areas).

The Arab population increased by 3.3 per cent of
over the past year, and the Jewish population by 1.9
per cent.

About 26,000 olim arrived in Israel during 1978,
compared to 21,300 in 1977, Jewish Agency aliya de-
partment director Yehuda Dominitz said on Sunday.

Addressing a meeting of emissaries who returned from
abroad in the past two years, Dominitz noted that
12,000 Jews immigrated from the Soviet Union last
year — nearly double 1977's figure of 6,300. He ex-
pects this trend to continue in 1979, he said, with total
aliya coming to 35,000.

Dominitz’s prediction takes into account a possible
increase in aliya from the West following conclusion of
a peace treaty with Egypt.

LIQUORICE BECOMING INDUSTRIAL
CROP

HAIFA. — Liquorice, a plant growing wild in Iran,
Turkey and several other countries of the Middle East,
is being domesticated here to be used as an industrial
crop. Its roots are needed to make an extract used to
flavour soft drinks, certain foods, tobacco and phar-
maceuticals.

Fertilizers and Chemicals manufactures this extracts
on a large scale and exports it to many countries. Last
year these exports came to over $3 m. Up to now the
roots were imported from Iran at a cost of over $500
a ton. For some times now experiments at growing
liquorice as a field crop have been going on. “The

plant grows wild in various parts of the country, mainly
in the Jordan Valley. The variety found in the Maoz
Haim area was found most suitable and it was planted
experimentally in a 12-dunam field at Gan Rawe, near
Rehovot,” F. and C. executive Yair Misch said yes-
terday.

BEGIN SAYS FAREWELL TO SWAZI
PREMIER

Prime Minister Menahem Begin bid farewell early
yesterday morning to Swazi Premier Maphevu Dhlamini
at the end of his six-day visit to Israel. Dhlamini and
his colleagues were seen off at a modest ceremony at
Ben-Gurion airport,

Before leaving, Dhlamini revealed that LD.F. Chief
of Staff Rafael Eitan had presented him with two full
I.D.F. military uniforms, including beret’s and para-

trooper’s boots — one set for himself and the other for
his military aide. The Swazi Premier is also his coun-
try’s chief of staff and foreign minister. — Itim.

SOVIETS STRIP KORCHNOI OF

CITIZENSHIP
TEL AVIV. — Soviet authorities have relieved inter-
natinonal grandmaster Victor Korchnoi of his Soviet

citizenship.

Korchnoi reported this in a telephone conversation
this week with M.K. Samuel Flatto Sharon, who 1is
organizing the grandmaster’s visit to Israel this month.

Korchnoi said the news was given to him through
the Soviet embassy in Switzerland, where he now lives.
He added that it come as a “peasant surprise”. Korch-
noi defected to the West in July 1976.

TECHNION UNVEILS NEW METHOD OF
EXTRACTING OIL FROM SHALE
HAIFA. — A new technique for extracting oil and
gas from oil shale, based on the use of lasers and
claimed to be at a cost competitive with drilling for
crude oil, was announced by the Technion yesterday.
The method, developed by Professors Joseph Rom
and Joseph Schwartz, both of the Aeronautical Engineer-
ing Faculty and Dr. Israel Alterman, an outside con-
sultant, has already undergone initial laboratory testing

the Technion spokesman said.

There are oil shale reserves in virtually every coun-
try. Israel itself has known reserves of two hillion tons,
estimated to be sufficient to provide the country’s fuel
needs for more than 25 years. But so far, extracting has
been the stumbling block to the large escale exploita-
tion of shale. Currently available methods require ex-
cavation, tunelling, blasting and burning, and are
highly expensive. Disposing of the excavated shale also
presents a tremendous ecological problem after it has
been burned for oil extraction.

On the Technion method no soil is removed. Shallow
borings are made directly into the shale and a mod-
erate power laser beam is directed through a small
diameter pipe in the boring. The beam is then deflected
by miror onto the sides of the bored shale; which ra-
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pidly ignites, The small pipe allows a flow of air to
cool the mirror, kindle the flame, and extracts the
gas, which is collected at the top of the borning. Seme
of the gas condenses into keroten, which can be burned

as fuel, and the rest remains as combustible gas.

The two major advantages of the proposed process
are the relatively inexpensive industrial equipment need-
ed and the fact that keroten and combustible gas can
be used directly without further refining.

The scientists said that the next step is to develop
pilot plant facilities and field testing. They estimated
that this would take up to four years and would cost
several million dollars.

MEDAL FOR HUNGARIAN WHO
SAVED JEWS

When the fascists came to power in Hungary in
1944 and began their systematic campaign of exter-
mination against that country’s Jews, Dr. Tibor Barans-
zky was a 2l-year-old theology student.

He took it upon himself to distribute travel docu-
ments, some of which he knew to be forged by the
Zionist movement, among the Jews, and accompanied
a trainload of Jews on the notorious “death march”
of November 1944 that transported Hungary’s Jews
to the Austrian border and from there to the Nazi
concentration camps.

Baranszky managed to save a large number of Jews
from the train, at great risk to himself, and to return
them to Budapest, where he continued to concern him-
selfl with their safety, despite the fact that his activities
were known to the authorities.

Baranszky, who now lives in the U.S., is wvisiting
Israel, and at a Yad Vashem ceremony he will be
awarded the Yad Vashem medal and plant a tree in
the Avenue of Righteous Gentiles.

PREDATOR WANTED

HAIFA. — Lake Kinneret (Sea of Galilee) renowned
for its fishing since biblical times, is to get its first
predatory fish.

The predator is to be deliberately introduced in order
to keep down the number of fry of the lake’s famed
St. Peter’s fish and sardines and give them more
breathing space for them to grow to commercial size.

Meir Bar-lIlan, of the Fisheries Department, said stu-
dies arc under way to find the right type of predator
for the lake. It must be small enough to go after the
baby fish only and not attack those close to com-
mercial size. Furthermore, the experts will carefully chocse
a predator that will not reproduce in the lake, to make
sure that the predators won’t get out of hand.

Experiments with certain types of small sea predators
able to adapt to sweet water are under way in Eilat,
he said. The object is to get the scheme going in the
early eighties as part of a large project to stock ad-
ditional types of commercial fish in the lake and raise
the catches.

The experts believe that the lake could yield much
greater catches if properly stosked and if the fish pop-
ulation were properly controlled.

In an exhaustive paper on the subject, published in
the latest issue of the “Israel Fisheries Quarterly”, an
expert, K. Reich, writes that while in biblical times the
Kinneret was famous for its abundant fishing, records

showed that during the 18th and 19th centuries the
fishing had declined to a single boat, The Ottoman
government eflectively killed off the fishing with its pol-
icy of selling fishing rights and taxing the catches.

The British mandatory government reversed the pro-
cess in 1920, when it abolished the system and per-
mitted fishing by everybody willing to pay a licence. This
greatly fostered the fisheries but also led to over-fishing,
resulting a serious depletion of the lake’s fish stocks.
To reverse this trend, the Israeli experts started re-
stocking the lake with new types of fish during the
past 30 years, gradually increasing the fish population.

During the past 40 years, average annual catches
have thus been increased almost tenfold, from 265 tons
in 1965 to nearly 2,000 tons now. A total of 18 dif-
ferent types of fish now populate the lake; some do
not pawn in captivity and must be put in the lake
every year.

EGYPTIANS KEEP PLAYER FROM
TENNIS MATCH WITH ISRAEL

TEL AVIV, — Egyptian Ani Nazar refused to play
Israel's Tommy Frischer in the recent World Cup junior
tennis championships in  Mexico City, following in-
structions from the Egyptian embassy there.

The captain of the Egyptian team contacted his em-
bassy for instructions when the two youngsters were
drawn to meet in the second round of the major youth
tournament, which is an extension of the World Junior
Tenn's Championships in Miami Beach.

The embassy’s reply was that they were unable to
make any change in Cairo’s 30-year-old practice of
allowing no competition between Egyptian and Israeli
sportsmen.

Nazar expressed regrets to Fischer at being unable
to play him, and the boys reportedly parted on good

EGYPTIAN ARMY LARGELY ON PAPER

The Egyptian army is capable of cutting its forces
from 10 divisions to six without firing a single man,
experts here estimate.

The subject of Egyptian troops cuts has come up
persistently as one aspects of an Israel-Egypt peace
treaty.

According to these experts, there are currently more
army jobs on paper than men serving, and that by
cancelling the non-manned positions the Egyptians could,
in effect, cut their forces by about four divisions.

ARABS PURSUE MORE HOSTILE POLICY
IN U.N,, SAYS BLUM

Israel's U.N. Ambassador Yehuda Blum sald on
Monday that the Arab states have harnessed the U.N.
to their objectives and are pursuing an increasingly
hostile policy towards Israel. They are exploiting the

ARAFAT AND KHOMEINI DENOUNCE
ISRAEL AS THEIR COMMON ENEMY

Arafat, the first prominent foreign visitor to come to
Iran since the Moslem takeover, flew in unexpectedly
on Saturday for a three-day visit underlining the de-
finite anti-Israeli swing expected in Iranian policy under
the new “Islamic republican” regime.

Arafat said: “This revolution will affect the whole
region. It will specially affect imperialist and royalist
regimes that support the Israeli and imperialist pre-
sence.”

When he arrived unexpectedly at Teheran airport
Saturday with half a dozen aides, Arafat, in his custo-
mary keffiyeh and dark glasses, said that he felt as
if he had “come home”, adding: “When we flew into
Iranians airspace I thought I was visiting Jerusalem.”

He was escorted by Iranian air force Phantom jet
fighters as soon as his plane entered Iranian air space.
Radio Iran quoted him as saying that it was the first
time he had seen American-made planes which were
not hostile to him.

Creation of a strongly pro-P.L.O. regime in this
country of 34 million people makes it doubtful that
Iran would sit on the sidelines during any future con-
frontation with Israel

“The people of Palestine and myself have given our
blood and will continue to do so, but you have greater
resources,” Arafat told the Iranians. “The United States
confronted the Iranian revolution as it did the Pales-
tinians and now with the United States and Israel are
frightened.”

Arafat quoted Khomeini as saying many of the world’s
leaders had wamned the Shah he should respect the
religious movement among his people, but he ignored
them.

“We warned about Palestine 15 years ago and we
are still backing our words,” Arafat quoted the Aya-
tollah as saying. “After we rebuild Iran from the ruins
left by the Shah, we shall think about Israel more deep-
ly.”

Since the ouster of the Shah, the P.L.O. has been
more open about its role in training and financing
Iranian revolutionaries, compared to a discreet silence
over the last few years when approached on the subject.

IRANIANS VOW AID AS ARAFAT
TAKES OVER ISRAELI LEGATION
TEHERAN. — Iranian guerillas will fight alongside
P.L.O. terrorists against Israel, P.L.O. leader Yasser

Arafat said here yesterday.

He was speaking as he officially took over the former
Isracli diplomatic mission and proclaimed it the office
of the PL.O. in Iran. He raised the P.L.O. flag to
the cheers of 200 onlookers.

“We freed Iran today and we will do the same with

Palestine tomorrow,” Arafat said. “Under the leadershin
of Ayatollah Khomeini and with the help of Iranian
freedom-fighters, we will free Palestine.”

Seyyed Ahmad Khomeini, son of the Ayatollah, also
spoke at the opening of the new office. The bearded,
black-turbanned Seyyed Khomeini said: “We will con-
tinue our struggle until we free all Islamic countries
and hoist the Palestinian flag together with ours.”

The government of the ousted Shah of Iran, who
maintained unofficial diplomatic and trade relations with
Israel, accused the P.L.O., and other Arab groups of
training and financing some Iranian guerrilla movements,
now operating openly after playing an important role
in the revolution which outsted the monarch.

Arafat flew into Iran unannounced on Saturday, the
first prominent visitor to revolutionary Iran. He declared
that Iran’s revolution has turned the strategic balance
in the region “upside downside”. He has been treated by
the Iranians as virtual royalty and all newspapers splash-
ed his visit as the front-page lead.

“We have always been together and have one motto,”
Arafat told the crowd. “We are all Moslems under the
same flag of Islam and we shall continue our struggle
against Zionism.”

Khomeini has reportedly assured Arafat that alter
Iran has been rebuilt from the ‘“ruins” left by the mo-
narchy of Shah Mohammed Reza Pahlevi, “we will
turn to the issue of victory over Israel.”

U.N.LF.IL. BOMB SMUGGLING
PROTESTED

Israel’'s Ambassador to the U.N., Yehuda Blum, lodged
a formal protest with Secretary-General Kurt Waldheim
over the collaboration of a soldier of the U.N’s
U.N.IF.IL. force in Lebanon with Palestinian Arab
terrorists. The soldier, a member of the Senegalese con-
tingent, was arrested in Acre as he was transferring
explosives and detonators to a terrorist from the West
Bank.

Waldheim expressed regret over the incident and
promised to investigate.

The soldier handed over to the terrorist a car spare
wheel in which were hidden 30 bricks of plastic ex-
plosives and 101 electric detonators. It is believed that
the arrest has uncovered an “explosive trail” through
which sabotage material was smuggled to Fatah cells
in Judea and Samaria from southern Lebanon, for use
against civilian targets in Israel

The suspected U.N.LF.IL, man, whose rank was not
revealed, entered Israel on a routine trip, in an official
UN.IF.IL. jeep, at the Rosh Hanikra border post
in the morning. He drove towards Acre and near the
town met the suspected terrorist, who appeared to be
waiting for the meeting, and passed the spare wheel
of the jeep to him.

Both men were arrested for investigation.

It is learned that it has been established that this
was not the first such case of explosives-smuggling. The
security services suspect that other UN.LF.LL. members
may be involved in arms-smuggling for the terrorists.
