THE LAW OF THE
SPIRIT OF LIFE

“IThe Law of the Spirit of Life in /Christ; hath maae
us free from the law of sin and death.” Romans 3: 1.

There 15 a divine law, a “Law governing the Spirit
It is just as definite a law as that of gravitation or amy
other laws of science that man ever discovered. This law
however, is not one discovered bv scientists, for they are
generally speaking, far from this channel of life and
thought. This law will operate with any iadividual when
applied correctly, according to the example given in the
New Testament.

The miraculous demonstrations, from the proper under
standing and use of this law. by the Messiah born in Beth
lehem according to Micah 5:2, were of such astonishing
aature, that he beloved Apostles said to Him. “LORD
TEACH US TO PRAY.” These men had prayed doubt
less all their lives. after the commom faishon «f repeated
and memorized ' pravers, now generally used in all of the
synagogues of Israel, and throughout the world, especially

by the Tewish peopie. also the Catholics and manv Protes
tants. But there is no definite or miraculous demonstration

of the presence of that powerful Holy Spirit, by which
the Master even raised the dead, and through which this
world: was set in - order.

The Master had spent a night in praver on the Mt of
Olives (Luk®42), “He came down and stood in - the plain
argreat multitude of people out of all Judea and some
trom the sea coast of Tyre, (150 miles away), came te
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hear Him and o be healed of ALL their diseases.” V:
17. 18

THE WHOLE MULTITUDE SOUGHT TO
TOUCH HIM. FOR THERE WENT VIRTUE OUT
OF HIM AND HEALED THEM ALL.” Verse 19.

Here we find that divine law operating, with the most
powerful demonstrations ever witnessed, before or since

These events caused the Apostle to ask Him to, “TEACH
US TO PRAY.” Luke 11:1.

There is a certain law governing the proper construction
of the generator in your car, and the large electric dyn-
amos that gather from the air a mighty power which man
has given the name, “Electricity,” in the English. This po-
wer is unlimited and inexhaustable. It is everywhere in
overflowing abundance, but the law for gathering it must
be strictly applied in the construction of the generator,
or dynamo. Just one wire crossed, or one circut obstructed.
and it is worthless, no power will be gathered.

There is the very same thing that must apply to the
human body which is a temple for the indwelling of di
vine VIRTUE, the Holy Spirit. If there is one obstruc
tion. or one wire crossed, vour efforts will be vain. Wrong
thinking. evil thoughts. bitterness in vour hearts, an un
forgiving nature, something in your life that has not been
made right, some sin which you have not confessed to
heaven, or some wrong you have not confessed or made
right. Open rebellion against heaven in refusing to keep
one of the Ten Commandments. Some truth you under-
stand the Bible teaches but you refuse to accept. It mught
be that you owe tithes that have not been used for the
work of the Master, and vou are included in heaven with
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the class of Malachi 3:8, 9.

The beloved apostles were partakers ‘of thls hcavenly
virtue and practiced it becaues they had properly been
taught of the Master. Our human bodies are just the same
to-day as those of the ancients. They are temples_for, the
mawelling ot this Holy dpirt, virtuous power, by.. iwhu:l:l
mighty works can be performed, and are being performcd
[t necessitates the correct understanding of what the apost-
les craved when they said to the beloved Messmh “Yah
shua” “Teach up to PRAY.

ed, or possible when they want something;;ofthis world’s
goods, or maybe ‘when their bodies are: craving food sef b But
prayer is ‘not a -constant -asking for temporal beneﬁts, Jtie=
must be the expression -of a heart that is grateful to; tbe .
Almighty for all of the many rich benefits: one, ls,da,ﬂ_y

receiving from His bountiful hand. uontim st -bs

Prayer is your period of WORSHIPPING the Creator
who caused you to be, and has surrounded ‘you with 'thls
wonderful world and all of its benefits. Your heart’ must
be grateful, and your mind full of love and pra;ses“for
the giver of all good and perfect gifts. We' are told'to,
“Set our affections on things above, and not on Jthe thmgs
of this earth.” Col. 3:1,2. Hchde

In the example given for prayer by the Sav10ur He
spent the whole night in prayer. This was not a mght of
asking for anything temporal. It was a . night spent, with
His mind off of the things of this world, with His af-
fections set on things above His thoughts were heaven
ward. His mind was filled with love and praise for the
Father. He was tarrying before heaven with words of
praise. The Hebrew word “Hallelujah means praise Yah,”
or praise Elohim. Ps. 68:4, A good word to use when'you
are all alone tarrying, and waiting, in praise and thanks-
giving to the Father, as He charges this human magnet
with divine virtue and heavenly power with which 'you
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lan control yourself, and guide your life pleasing in His
sight and have an overflowing of this VIRTUE from
above “with which to supply others as you contact them.
You will then be a true Israelite, a man or a woman who
“Has power with God and with man,” Power with
“Elohim” 'in prayer, and power with men and women to
make them better. Your presence with them, your words
and. scriptural instructions will be weighty. They cannot
resist it. What you say will always ring in their ears. It
will hold them steady, for it was planted there by the Spir-
it.”That divine virtue sealed it in their hearts as it flowed
out from you, through the Word.

!"'"The 'secret 'of prayer is the secret of POWER, and that
IS why“the beloved apostles were so anxious to know and
better ‘understand 'how, = and through what power His
mlghty works®were ‘preformed. They had repeatly witness-
ed the miraculous operation of this “Law of The Spirit of
Life.” healing the sick, casting out demons from the insane,
.and even raising, the dead, and they coveted this gift of the
Spmt and said, “Teach us to Pray.” Luke 11:1.

‘‘There: went out virtue OUT OF HIM, and HEALED
THEM ALL”;Luke 6:19. He was our example and we
are; told;to, “Follow. His, steps,” 1 Peter 2:21, I am the
LIGHT OF THE WORLD. He that followeth Me shall
not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.”
John 8:12.“The 'beloved apostles followed in His steps. He
taught ‘them how'to pray, by spending whole nights in pray-

"Luke 6: 12, ' Withdrawing into the wilderness to pray
Lukc 5:16. He ‘was alone praying, and His apostles were
wnh Him, Luke 9:18: “He took Peter, John and James
up mto a mountain to pray.” Verse 28,

The apostles being with . Him in these prolonged seasons
of prayer, were taught how to,pray, not just asking, asking,
asking, for.temporal benefits, . but worshipping the Father;
Thanking Him, over and over for all benefits, and praising
Him for life; health, food,; raiment, and above all the Spir-
itual surroundings, and great miraculous preparation He
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has in store for the children ot men. In taking our thoughts
away from this old world, and keeping our mind stayed on
heaven, and the glories there, our bodies are supplied with
that same spiritual power of which heaven is filled to the
overflowing. It 1s in this way imparted to us while we tarry
shere in unity, oneness of accord, and love for everyone,
even our enemies, with all variance gone and dismissed
forever from our minds. “LET this mind BE IN YOU
that was in Christ Jesus.” (Philippians 2:5).

The Saviour pertormed mighty muracles in Galilee, where
we find Him repeatedlv going on board a ship to get away
from the multitude, after His body had been largely ex-
hausted of thus VIR1UL acquired through prayerrul corr
tact with heaven. It was atter one of such occasions where
He had spent ume alone on a ship crossing the sea, that
the multitude thronged Him. Luke 8:42. A woman who
had been afflicted for twelve years, and had spent all she
nad on doctors to be healed, but having been determined
to see Him, and said, “If I may touch but His clothes I
shall be whole”, (Mark 5:28). So she pressed through the
crowd, and touched the hem of His garment. He exclaimed
immediately, “Who touched me.” The apostles were sur
prised, and wanted to know why he asked “Who touched
me,” when surrounded by such a throng. He said, “Some-
body touched me, for I perceive that virtue has gone out
of me” luke 8:4446. The women was instantly healed.
and he said to her, “Daughter be of good comfort, THY
FAITH hath made thee whole.” Verse 48.

Here we find another example where there was a sub
stance he called virtue departing from him by which people
are healed. It is the healing power of the Holy Spirit, which
can be acquired only by a correct understanding of “The
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Law of The Spirit of Life.” mentioned in Romans 8:1,
which makes us free from the “Law of Sin and Death.”
we are free because by understanding and putting this
Law into operation, the fleshly desires are killed, “The
old man, the carnal nature” is destroyed. Rom. 6:6. It
therefore becomes our very nature to observe all of the
Ten commandments which is “The law of sin and death.”
it is the nature of the apple tree to bear only apples, so
will it be the nature of the person, who understands, the
“Law of the Spirit of Life,”” spending a few minutes
thrice daily alone in prayer before the Almighty, that
person will by nature bear only the FRUIT OF THE
SPIRIT, love. joy, peace, longsuffering, gentless, goodness,
FAITH, MEEKNESS ETC. Gal. 5:22, 23:

The Saviour immediately felt that weakness,, of physi-
cal exhaustion which came instantly upon Him. The
healing strength and power stored up there, had departed
to the extent he felt it. His compassion and interest in
suffering humanity, and a strong desire to help people,
together with the Faith of the woman brought the result.
She had tuned in on the right meter of real faith, and He
was prepared to give her that which she desired and need-
ed most.

The Law of the Spirit of Life will not operate through
a minister who is preaching only as a profession of life,
and an easy way of making a living, as thousands of them
are to-day. The one actually called into the service of the
Master, through the Spirit from above, will possess a very
deep interest in humsnity. He will be so anxious to bene-
fit those in need, that he will loose sleep, with joy, and
spend time in prayerful meditation on the things above,
that he may possess an overflowing supply of that same
divine virture, to be transferred from Him to those re-
quiring spiritual help. The Master often wept over the
sick and afflicted and the dead, as in the case of Laz-
arus where it says, “Jesus wept.” John 11:35. When com-
passion for others is so manifest with tears, along with an
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abundant supply of stored up VIRTUE;:there: is always
a demonstration of miraculous pOWer. fWe have often
seen it manifest. . P 1 oy

in this experience, and not understanding the “Law of ‘The
Spirit of Life.”” as taught and displaved by the Savmur,
they are spiritual wrecks.
