“Will a man rob God?  Yet ye have robbed me. Bu
ye say, Wherein Liave we robbed thee? In tithes an¢
offerings. Ye. are cinsed with o curse: for ye have rob
bed me, even this whole nation. Bring ye ali the tithe:
into the storchouse, that there may be meat im minc
house, and prove me Bow herewith, saith the LORD of
hosts, if 1 will not open you the windows- of heaven, ang
pour you out a_blessing, that there shall not be room
eﬁo;gh to receive it.” (Malnchi 3:8-16).

The one general question that seems to upset the ma-
jority of churchgoers is to tithe, or not to tithe, As very
little mention of tithes is made in the New Testament,
and no direct mention of tithes is made in the Ter Com-

maucdments at all, many people choose to believe that

tithing was pbligatory only io people urnder the Mogaic
Law. '

If God thought it important to exact tithes of His
people in the days of the Old Testament in order to
carry out His work, is it to be assumegl that He thinks
this work of less importance today than then? Then, it
was considered a sin to withhold tithes - it was stealing
from God. Though no direct mention is made of tithing
in the Ten Commandments, we are told we must neither
covet nor steal. When we wish tc—thhold God’s tenth,
we are coveting that which is God’s. When we withhold
His tenth, we are stealing from Him.

Ministers of today must be fed and clothed ths same
as priesis of old. Much of the tithe money goes for, the
support of the ministry.. True, we need mnot pay minis-
ters salaries. It is doubtful that God would permit” any
‘of His servants to starve in carrying on His missionaty
-work; but if we don’t pay our_tithes, they would: have
to divide their time between earning a living and ~min-
isterial work. - Ministerial. work would suffe- as a. re-
sult, since the average minster’s work would thus be
limited to Sabbath services only. He would have no
time to vist the sick, the il of heart nor to win new souls

Israel off the map”... “cast the Jews into the sea”. ..
“put an end to Zionist existence by force”). To obtain
this objective, the Arabs have soft-pedaled many of
their own national interests and have sunk a sizable
part of their national resources into the acquisition
of highly expensive armaments and the _building of
large military establishments. :

No deep probing is necessary in order to lay bare
the annihilation objective of Nasser and the other Arab
leaders, nor the manner in which they would proceed
to. achieve its execution. A brochure, containing
a selection of cartoons from the Arabic press, published
primarily during the first balf of 1967, provides all
the evidence required. ‘Anyone familiar with the cha-

“racter of the social order in Arab .countries, is also

awaré that the local press invariably serves the regime
as a mouthpiece for its opinions and viewpoints. The
Arab press is but one of the eclements creating the
hostile propaganda and “hate-Israel” education. Nas-
ser and the other leaders have made use of almost
every and any medium in fomenting the “ideological”
campaign against Israel: pamphelets, films, television,
radio and even school texts (the State of Israel does
not appear zt all on schocl maps. One of the subjects
of study prescribed for high schools — May of 1961
— by the Egyptian Ministry of Education was “The
Advance of Arab Armies and the Annihilation of
Israel”). -

The main motive, constantly drummed into Ahab
consciousness by all these propaganda media has been:

“Tsrael must be annihilated,” or, as Nasser himself

put it most succinctly in one of his specches: “Our
objective is the destruction of Isracl. At the first

Summit Conference we set before ourselves two goals
— the immediate one, to complete the consolidation
of Arab power, and, the nationial one, the liquidation
of Israel” In the competition, among Arab leaders,
for the crown of extremism and aggressiveness, Nas-

ser’s statement on the subject was not the most oui-
standing. In May of 1966, President Atassi of Syria
delivered himself of the following: “We are locking

for a total war which will not recognize any bounds
and which will eliminjte not only Israel...” A year

later an Egyptian radio commentator said: “The sole
means we shall use against Isracl is war — a war

which will result in the final liquidation of Zionist
existence.” '

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The vociferousness of Arab invective persuaded many
people c¢f goodwill throughout the world to believe
— as had already happened once in our day —
that, behind this verbal barrage, there was no intent
to act. There could be no greater fallacy. ‘The threats
and declarations have not been a product of “Oriental
imagination”. No more convincing proof of this fallacy
is necesary than the fact that, after years of pre-
paredness and training, Arab power bad attained the
omincus buildup of 3,000 tanks, 1,000 planes and
half a million regular soldiers. This ;ray confirmed
the prediction made by the editor- of “Al-Ahram” and
Nasser’s confidant, Muhammad Heikal, back in 1964:

55000 IMMIGRANTS EXPECTED IN 1978

Goldmann stated that the “era of America as the
policeman of democracy has ended.” With the US. in
a virtual state of “pre-revolution,” the Nixon Adminis-
tration seeks only to end the Vietnam war.

H? fuyther said: “The Jews in America still live under
the illusion that the Truman era continues, but it does
not. There is no Jew in America now who can phone
the President at any tim2.” He said the Administration
does all it can to disassociate itscif from Jewish circles.

Rabbi Ralp Simon, President of the Rabbinical As-
sembly of America, called for a “strategy to fight inter-
marriage or bring those who do into the fold of Judaism.”
He also recommened “bringing . all the young Jewish
Americans for a visit to Israel” as the best means to
preserve their attachment to Jewry. _ '
