These testimonies are decisive in their charac-
ter, and positively establish the affirmation to be
a fact that Christ_did_observe the legal and Jew-
ish Passover just before His crucifixion. John
says: ‘Now before the feast of the Passcver,
when Jesus knew that His hour had come that
He should depart out of this world unto the
Father, having loved His own which were in
the world, He loved them unto the end”.—John
13: 1.

From this verse, and a few others which we
will examine, some infer that Jesus did not
partake the Nmeal, while scoffers assert
that john boldly contradicts the other New Tes-
tament writers. The fact is, John has reference.
not to the Passover supper, but to the Passover
feast of dayé‘fﬁé word Passover being used in
its fourth sense, having reference to the obser-
vance of the festival institution in memory of
the coming out of Egypt.

Again, in the 18th ch., 28th v., we have this
reading: “Then led they Jesus from Caiaphas
unto the hall of judgment; and it was early;
and they themselves went not into the judg-
ment hall, lest they should be defiled; but that
they might eat the Passover”. As Jesus is here
held in custody, and as those by whom He is
held, had not yet eaten the Pass . it is there-
fore inferred that Christ had not and did not

cat the Passover before his. death; which to say
the least, is a very rash inference in the face of

suchj positive evidencz as Matthew,
Luke furnish, that He did celebrate the paschal
meal with His disciples just prior to His death.
The fact of their not having observed it does
not militate against the fact of the Savior hav-
ing celebrated it, as He observed it in the first
and on the last hours of the 14th of Nisan.

The facts in the case are these: lst, they
divided up into different companies to eat the
Q&hal_lgrmp; 2nd, they did not all eat the Pass-
over supper in the self same hour. Let these facts
be refnembered and all will be clear, or at least
it is to my mind.

There is another text found in the writings
of Jochn, which under this head, demands a
passing notice. The text reads as follows: “The
Jews, because it was the preparation, that the
bodies should not remain upon the cross or the
Sabbath day (for that Sabbath day was an high.
day),” (hence nmklx S@e se-_
Yenth day, commenly called Saturday) besought
Pilate that their legs might be broken and that
they might be taken away”. — John 19: 31.

This is thought by the objector to show that
Christ was crucified before the paschal meal was
prepared. The preparation spoken of in this
verse, also in Matt. 27: 62, is called “the day
of the preparation”; and in John 19: 14 it is
stvled the “prevaration of the Passover”. The
word Passover being used in its 6th sense for
the feast of unleavened bread.

These facts, in connection with the various
uses of the word Passover, to my mind wholly
clears away the mist which papal Rome has’
enshrouded this subject. -

The institution of the Passover deserves a brief
notice. It was instituted as a memorial of Israel’s
coming out of Egypt. The Israelites came out
of Egypt in the month Nisan. As the Hzbrew
months answer partially to two of our months,
the end of one and the beginning of the other,
Nisan corresponds to_a part of our ‘March) and
a part of our April) Nisan was the seventh
month of the civil year, according to the Egyp-
tian's method of computation. [The Egyptians,
began ?the year a: the mounth 7ishri {Septein-
ber) which reckoning the Israelites followed.
When God brought them out of Egypt He re-
versed this order, and said unto Moses and Aa-
ron: ‘‘This month shall be unto you the begin-
ning of months. It shall be the first month of
the year unto you". — Ex. 12: 1, 2.

This language seems to be emphatic, and to
constitute the divine arrangement for the com-
mencement of the year. We see @valid reason
for beginning the year in January or September.
The month Nisan, or first month, 'begin;’qwith
the new moon nearest the vernal equinox. We
count 14 days from the new moon whether the
change is before or after the sun crosses the
equinoctial, or what is commonly called ‘“‘Cross-
ing the line”; and this count brings us to the
time of celebrating the (;;s_c/};’al;\mea], which
was on the 14th ofvtheujsme 10th
day the lamb was separated from the flock, v. 3;
on the 14th day of the same month it was slain
in the evening, v. 6, or as given in the mar-
gin, “between the twns evening”; that is, be-
tween 3 o’clock in the afternoon and 6 in the
evening.

27: 46 we read: “About the ninth
hour Jesus cried with a loud voice: ‘Myv God.
my God, why has thou forsaken me’? After the
lapse of some time He cried again, v. 50, anc
gives up the ghost.

Between the sun's decline. 3 p.m., and 6 in
the evening. was undoubted’.y the proper time
for the Passover: but as the Lord’s Supper was
to take the place of the legal Passover, and was
~n institution designed to have a place in the
new covenant (in its incipient stage), it was ab-
solutely necessary that it should be instituted
hefore the confirmation of said covenant, which
was confirmed when the blood of the Testator
was shed. Paul states that when a covenant is
once confirmed no man disannuleth or addeth
thereto  (Gal. 3: 15); hence Christ and His
apostles, as we have already seen, observed it
the beginning of the T4th of Nisan; so when
His blocd was shed it was sealed up as a new
covenant institution, and had the high sanction
of His having both instituted and observed it.

Many writers have strained the resemblance
between the type and the antitype into many
fanciful particulars. We should be careful in this
respect.

The plain facts which stand out prominently

in the sacred historic pages are that the paschal

lamb was a type of Christ, and that it was slain
upon the 14th day of the first month; that
Christ, the Lamb of God, is the antitype, and
that He was slain upon the 14th day of the
same month, and that He is now “our_Pass-
over” (1 Cor.5: 7); that it 1s our duty to “keep

BEIRUT (UPIl). — Egyptian President An-
war Sadat paid secret visits to Moscow, Damas-
cus, Belgrade and Aden last week for talks about

$1,000 M. MORE IN ISRAEL BONDS
TO BE ISSUED

The Cabinet yesterday approved the issue of
a new series of Israel Bonds to total $1,000 m.
The legislation required will be tabled in the
Knesset by Finance Minister Pinhas Sapir.

Mr. Sapir will also push through legislation
confirming his recent increase in purchase tax
and import levies.

The new bonds issue had originally been set
at -750 m. but within the last fortnight Bonds
sales in the U.S. have been good enough to war-
rant raising the value of the issue, it was learned.

CHRISTIAN GROUPS RESUME
PILGRIMAGES
Two groups of tourists arrived yesterday, by
sea and by air.

MIRACLE THAT 'ARABS DIDN'T REACH
TEL AVIV IN 24 HOURS”? -—
PARIS (Reuter). — Nato defense ministers
will discuss the lessons of the tank warfare in
the Isracl-Arab conflict when they meet in Brus-
sels next month, Nato Secretary-General Joseph
Luns said here on Monday.

“The Arab armies lined up as many tanks and

armoured vehicles as did the Nazi armies when
they attacked Russia in June_1941”, he said in
an address to France’s Academy of Political
Sciences. He added it was a miracle that the

Arab troops had not reached Tel Aviv'in 24
hours, e

Egypt, Syria and Iraq had deployed 5,000
tanks and 00 missile batteries, and the Nato
defence ministers would discuss these stagger-
ing figures at their December meeting.

“Syria launched its attack against the Golan
Heights with 1,200 tanks. it was a real miracle
that these armoured forces failed to reach Te!
Aviv only 165 kilometres away in 24 hours.”

(The closest the Syrians actually came to Tel
Aviv was 130 kms. as the crow flies but they
were 65 kms. from Haifa, — Fditor J.P)

The Secretary-General urged Western Europe
to maintain solid links with the U.S. and shoul-
der a greater share of the defence burden.
