A beast in Bible prophecy set forth in bLoth
Daniel and Revelation symbolizes a nation or
earthly kingdom (Daniel 7: 17, 23), therefore
these four beasts of chapter 4 symbolize the
four most powerful earthly kingdoms or nations
which will exist here on earth immediately fol-
lowing . the establishing of “The Kingdom of
Elohim,” for which we have all been praying
for nearly two thousand years, — ‘““Thy king-
dom come thy will be done in earth as it is in
heaven” — Matt. 6: 9 to 18. The tares from
among these nations will be rapidly gathered
out, however (Matt. 13: 40, 41). That there
will be nations left in the earth after the Mes-
siah comes and is KING here at Jerusalem is
further confirmed ‘in. Psalms. 110;.apd in:Rev.
chapter 2: 27, 28, compared with Psalms 2% 6
to 9; Zechariah 14: 16, 17. '

The four beasts, represent the four leading
and most powerful nations left here after the
Messiah comes. It will be noticed, however,
that their nature has been considerable changed

from the Ravenous carniverous to the humble -

intelligent and harmless creatures except the
one mentioned as the lion. It will be observed
that four nations are now outstanding, and the
“Big Four” quite often mentioned. This was
also true during world war one, and world
war two. There were four frequently mentioned
in the world news. Now we still hear of the big
four referring to the four strong nations. There
are also to be four at the beginning of the king,
dom.

He is to rule with a rod of iron, and with
the strength of the lion. This nation will be
composed of 144,000 having the “Father's
and all the
redeemed and adopted Gentiles from every na-

tion, who have becoms= Israel, or Abraham'’s
seed. |

Note the weakness of the other three beasts
as compared to the Lion, vi. the Calf, — the
one having the face of a man (intelligent), and
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the other like an Kagle. The "Lion of the tribe
oi Judah” (Rev. 5: 5), is to rule with a rod
of iron, plainly stated in the following scrip-
tures, Psalms 2: 6 to 12, — Revelation 2: 27,
Psalms 110.

Therefore this first visit, made just to ‘see
the sepulchre, was before sunset. The Holy
Spirit said it was in the end of ‘thé*Sabbath as
it was dawning (Greek ‘Epifisco’”) or drawing
on towards the first day of the week.

Notice the Holy Spirit in giving us this ac-
count which was in the period after the resur-
rection called it “The Sabbath,” and the day fol-
lowing just the “First Day of the Week, and
that is its title, but the day before in fifty places
in the New Testament is called “The Sabbath.”

As many of you readers, no doubt have been
honestly observing ‘‘Sunday” because you were
taught it was the day of the resurrection, now
since you have this light from the Holy Scrip-
tures ,and sec that the resurrection actually oc-
curred the day before, it is now time to change
over and keep the correct day of the resurrec-

This is the time of year for Bonfires. We
burned the dry grass around the bee-hives and
also around the edges of the garden so as to pro-
tect the fruit trees from sudden devastation,
but still there was a danger from numerous
fires around and we had to stand guard with
the hose on several occasions.

Then the heat wave came. It was said to be
the worst since 1927. In the valley this side
of Tel Aviv the temperature was 46 C. which
is about 112 F. Up here it was about 102 F.
Brush fires kept the Fire Department busy for
a few days. We also had a few skirmishes with
more fire so we decided to clean out all the
dry grass and weeds and be done with it. We
had neglected it and it was a wilderness but
when the weeds were cleared away then nu-
merous green plants could be seen trying to
grow’ :

There was lots of Swiss Chard, one was
4 ft. high. Then there were Jerusalem Arti-
chokes which grow very tall and have pretty
yellow blossoms in the fall and the roots are
edible. Also there were plants of Salsify, Bo-
rage, Fennel, Rue, Mint, Asparagus, Alfalfa,
Snuapdragons, Daisies, Marigold and Sabra Cac-
tus.

Besides the above there are Hollyhocks, Ge-
raniums of different colors, Lemon balm, Sum-
mer Lilac, Perenial Morning Glories, and trees
of Peach, Apple, Plum and one each of
Fig and Mustard. How did they all get there?
Just a little seed dropped here and there or a
slip of a tree etc., during the last 18 years. We
both like to till the soil but do not have the
time to do it properly now.

We have had many visitors during the last
month. There was Bro. E. Smith of England
who left about 1 month ago after his second
visit here; Elder and Sister Taine of Australia
and another Bro. and his wife from Australia.
Their name was Adler. Bro. Taine js a Jewish
Minister who was spared from death in a Con-
centration Camp and has been carrying the

“good news of Salvation ever since. Also Bro.

and Sister Anderson Myers of Gan Yavne were
with us a few days and many others. Besides
those wisitors from afar there has been many
local people who have sought shelter under
our roof. We would no doubt be as welcome
in their homes if we were in their locality, and
needed shelter.

All tourists, which we see, marvel how the
people of Israel have caused this land to
blossom and bring forth fruit. Whe loves this
land? Is it the people who are building it up so
it can be a home for many others who will
come, or is it the terrorists who blow up houses
and destroy people?

Israel continues to build houses for thousands
of immigrants who are expected to come. And
all of this building is going on in spite of war
threats from every side.

Jerusalem itself is a marvel to see as it
spreads over the rugged mountains to the west.
Who but people who love the land would try
to build in such impossible places? And to sce
how it is beautified also with trees and flower-
ing shrubs makes one realize how they love
the land. It is a fulfillment of Zech. 2: 2, “Je-
rusalem shall be inhabited as towns without
walls.” . '

At present, attention is centered on the
amount of military involvement of Russia in
Egypt.

Dear Brother Hiatt :

Knowing that your folks are friends to a
good cause, may | relate two or three instances
from our own experience in which the doctors
had giver up treatment because they did not
know the answers?

Two years ago, a 63-year-old patient was
brought to our home for general care. She had
a spot of gangrene on her hip about the size
of a grapefruit. When I asked the doctor in
charge what he thought of cutting it away,
his emphatic answer was, “No. You know what
a diabetic is like. I said no' more but quietly
went to work, and this is what was done.

The area was boiled out with peroxide. Then
a poultice of ground flax seed and charcoal
was applied. This was prepared as follows: 2
parts flax seed to | part powdered charcoal.
The flax seed is first boiled in water until
then removed from the heat

plied in direct contact with the wound. The
routine established was peroxide, the fresh poul-
tice, twice daily for two weeks, when the gan-
grene sloughed out leaving a huge hole at the
bottom of which the bone was visble. .

Much encouraged by the obviously improv-
ed tone of the flesh, the same treatment and
routine were continued. At theend of two
months the whole thing had healed nicely. -

In the meantime, nothing was said to the
doctor. Then, after complete healing had taken
place, we asked the doctor if he recalled the
gangrene the patient had. He said yes, and
we went in to examine it| I told him what
had been done for it, and he just looked and
said nothing.

Here is another.and quite different case. The
patient came for general care, the doctors hav-
ing sent him home to die. Instructions to his
family were simply to keep him clean, an
from hurting himself. If allowed, he would walk
at random. His arms and legs moved conti-
nually! if offered food, he would turn head

end clench his teeth. He gave no sign of re-

_cognizing his wife and daughter. Aged 73,

weight 90 pounds; tongue bright red as in
malnutrition. Kestrainers were necessary on
hands and feet when in bed. .

“Why, you poor little old man,” 1 thought,
" am going to see what I can do for you!™
[ really inade a “concoction.” Into the liqui-
dizer went warm water, powdered alfalfa, water
cress, parsley, black strap molasses, wheat germ
and powdered soya milk; and the mixture was
whipped up to make a pint. During the first
week, this formula was fed twice daily through
stomach feeding tube. The first three days of

the second week, various fruit juices alternated
with water were administered through the nasal
tube. During the remainder of his secocnd week,
the former feeding plans were resumed.

After this second week, the patient would
eat and drink with a bit of coaxing, without
the tubes. After the third week, recognition was
restored and he knew his wife and daughter.
The latter wept in her joy, saying, “Oh, Dad-

_dy, we thought we would never see you like
this again.” Throughout the fourth week, no
urging was necessary to induce him to take
food and drink. He would eat anything that
was set before him. At the end of the fourth
week, his family took him home. They follow-
ed the suggestions given, and the old gentle-
man gained thirty pounds in four months.

This event of such great concern to the Jews
of that period, has ever since been commemo-
rated ,and it is called also the ‘‘Feast of
Lights,” because following the cleansing of the
Sancuary, oil was scarce for the lamps, every-
thing was in a forsaken condition, but a mir-
acle was performed and the Sanctuary was
beautifuily lighted in this way. This miracle
continued until they were able to obtain suf-
ficient oil.

Aviation Week, the American flight maga-
zine, said in an article on the Middle East yes-
terday that the Soviets have taken fuill control
of three airfields in Egypt. The magazine also
states that the Russians have established 80
S.A.-3 anti-aircraft missile sites ‘“‘which pose
a serious threat to -Israel aircraft on low
flying missions.””

Rothschild Will Invest $1.1 Million
In Israel Corporation

Baron Edmond de Rothschild last week dis-
closed that: the Istrop Investment Company,
which he heads, will invest $1,100,000 in the
Israel Corporation. Isctrop, a partner in the
old Eilat-Haifa oil pipeline company, now owns
the Israel General Bank.

According to a Finance Ministry spokesman,
the Istrop investment will bring to $25m. the
total raised by Israel Corporation thus far.

Golan Onions To Europe :

Settlements on the Golan Heigts will export
some 250 tons of onions to markets in Europe
from next week. The total quantity of onions
to be exported from Israel during 1970 is ex-
pected to be around 10,000 tons, as compared
to only 6,500 tons last year.

Last week green pepper exports for the sea-
son began and over 300 tons were exported
as compared to 120 tons over the same’ pe-
riod last year. Farmers here are expecting to
send a total of 4,500 tons of peppers abroad
this year .Last year the total export figure
was less than half of that.

Isracli melons are being exported at the
rate of over 25 tons a week. Prices for this
particular fruit have dropped recently, but are
still higher than those received last year. Totai
melon exports are expected to be around 1,700
tons (as compared to 1,580 tons last year)
valued at $540,60C. Limited amounts of water-
melons are also being shipped abroad at pre-
sent and the Ministry of Agriculture expects
to export six times last year's quantity.

Egyptians Get 100 New Migs

Paris. — ‘“Le Monde” reported last week
that the Soviet Union has equipped the Egyp-
tian Air Force with about 100 new Mig-21s
specially designed for lowrered ground attack.

The paper said the aircraft, which are de-
signated Mig-21H and Mig-21M, are unsuited
to operate as interceptors because of the effec-
tiveness of Israel’s radar detection network.

Western intelligence had sighted the planes

recently on Egyptian airfields.

The new Migs carry a heavier weapon load
under their wings than previous Mig-21s in
the Egyptian Air Force inventory. This is
composed of bombs, air-t~-ground rockets and
extra fuel tanks. [

Plares Batter Jordan, Iraki Guns
Tel Aviv. — Israel planes last week bombed
Iragi and Jordanian artillery positions facing
the Jordan and Beisan valleys. The attack,
one of the heaviest of its kind, lasted for more

Claims He was Tortured in Israel Prison
— But Was Never Inside

Jenin. — A man who testified in Amman,
last week before a special UN. commission to
having been tortured in an Israel jail, in fact
was never inside one.

Taysir Nabulsi, formerly of Jenin (now
living in Jordan), was the last witness to ap-
pear in Jordan before the U.N. commission
investigating the situation of the Arabs in the
territories administered by Israel. He told
the commission that he had been in charge of
education in Jenin before the Six Day War.
When the town was taken in 1967, he was
asked to hand over all his files and documents.
When he refused, he was arrested. In jail,
Nabulsi testified, he was severely beaten, se-
veral of his teeth were knocked out, some fin-
gernails were torn off and he was repeatedly
given electric shock in sensitive parts of the
body. '

ing of this statement might not have paid
much attention — except that they still have

‘After waiting a while for the arrival of the
prison commandant, he changed his mind and
asked to be released against a written under-
taking not to engage in politics. The Governor
let him go, and some time later Nabulsi was
promoted to the rank of education inspector
‘in the Nablus area It was while he was serving
in that capacity that he asked for (and was
granted) permission to wait on the Defence Min-
ister at lanch as a mark of his loyalty to the
authorities. L

Nabulsi changed his mind again shortly
afterwards and helped organize pupils’ strikes,
whereupon the Military Governor expelled
him to Jordan. He was sent to the other side
without ever having seen the inside of an Israel

jail.

lieves a real chance for peace in the Middle
Fast will come only when Egypt realizes it
must turn from its goal of destroying Israel
and solve its basic domestic prcblems in edu-
cation, health and economy.

In an interview published in the German
weekly “Publik,” Mr. Ben-Gurion said Egyp+
tian intellectuals among military officers and
students would one day recognize this. But at
present "l see no prospect for peace because
in Egypt there is a man at the top who could
not care less about the fate of his own state.”
