FLOW OF SOVIET.JEWS CONTINUED
DURING THE WAR”

NEW YORK (JTA). — The flow of Soviet
Jews to lsrael “continued unabated during the
last part of 1973, despite the war, bringing the
total for 1973 to 35,000, officials of the Greater
New York Conference on Soviet Jewry said at
a press conference last week. .

Stanley Lowell, chairman of the conference,
and Malcolm Hoenlein, executive director, said
that in major Soviet cities such as Moscow, Le-
ningrad and Kiev, the number of peoplé refused
exit permits has increased sharply, as has the
number of those seeking to emigrate.

In some cities, recent arrivals to Israel report,
visa applicants had to wait as long as three-and
four days in line to file their papers. There is a
general optimism, however, that emigration will

continue to grow as the movement reaches new .

centres of Jewish population. The two men re-
cently returned from a mission to Israel.

With regard to Soviet policy: on emigration
of Jews, the two officials said many visas are
refused as a result of arbitrary decisions of lo-
cal officials:

“Many people are now told that their emigra-
tion would pose a threat to the security of the
state because they were exposed to secret ma-
terials. Few, if any, of the applicants had in
fact been exposed to classified information or
worked in security installations. Soviet Jews are
row demanding that the government establish
clear guidelines as to what constitutes secret
work and how long such a status remains in
effect. A special governmental commission is
expected to begin werk this week in Moscow
tc review the cases of those refused visas in
the past’.

Of
course, there is no cure for rheumatism: I just
help her with liniment and make her comfort-
able”. =

Again he would say: “There is Janet Smith.
She has epilepsy — six to twelve spells a day,
and she will always have it — poor girl. She

_ is another charity patient”. And so on.

He had some fifteen or twenty patients, all
with some supposedly incurable disease. One
day an idea occurred to me. “Father, let me
have all those cases you cannot cure, so_ that
I will have some experience”. He replied: *“Very
well, T shall ask the French lady if she is will-
ing; also Janet Smith”.

These two cases were then turned over to me.
After a short time, he gave me all the other “in-
curables” to care for as well.

I thought I would surprise father with the re-
sults which I have obtained. The French wo-
man, under my care, was out of bed before two
weeks were up, and in six months ventured to
walk all the way to our office.

Father had never seen her in street clothes.
