provided, the prisopers would be safe and well cared tor.

[he jewish officers of course accepted their surrender
consenting to the terms. When this had been agreed to,
with the officers in the lead, the entire army of several
housand. reported as five thousand strong. marched up
and laid down their arms. They were confined in a location
surrounded by hills and by guarded armed Jewish soldiers
as prisoners of war.

As soon as they had all surrendered, and laid down their
arms, the Arab officers said to the Jews, “What became
of the large army on ihese hills around.”

The adswer was, “All the army we have is here in the
trenches.” Then they said, “But we saw an army all over
these hills and it looked like a million, and where are
these three men with long white beards that caree and+

_1old us to surrender the army or we would all be killed.”

The Jewish officers informed them that they knew nothing

about this circumstance, but the Arab officers would not

believe the Jews, and contended that the army was there
in the hills-as they had seén it.

No doubt they remembered their Creator’s pro-
mise: “Fear not, | AM WITH THEE... will
say to the north: “Give up”; and to the south,
“Keep not back; Bring my sons from afar and
my daughters from the end on the earth”. —
Isa. 43: 5. -

The people were commanded to only use the fire from
the alter to offer their sacrifices and not common fire,
known as strange fire, but these two most popular boys,
disobeyed evidently believing that because of their great-

“Nadab and Abihu, the sons of Aaron, took either
of them his censure and put fire therein, and put insence
thereon, and offered strange fire before the Lord, which
He commanded them not. And there went out fire from

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DETAILS OF SHAMIR TERRORIST
ATTEMPT TO TAKE 250 CHILDREN
AS HOSTAGE
Shamir member Rami Ben-Ze'ev, 25, was out of dan-
ger in Safad Government Hospital last night afier surge-
ry for a shoulder wound received when the terrorists

racked him and the volunteer with fire.

Leaflets in Hebrew which the terrorists carried stated
their demand for the release of 100 terrorists “in return
for the hostages we are holding.”

Eyewitesses said the gang, dressed ‘hippy style” with
long beribboned hair and long coats to hide their arsenal
of weapons and ‘explosives, entered the kibbutz at 8.30
pm. They came in at Shamir’s northern end, where the
apiary (bee farm) is situated, some 300 metres from the

~ dwelling quarters.

The gang apparently knew the exact layout of the
kibbutz and its routine, specifically that at breakfast time
the night and dawn alert would be likely tc be relaxed.
Their hippy dress enabied them to lock as much as pos-
sible like Some of thc 50 volunteers on the kibbutz, not
all of whom are yet known on sight by all the kibbutz-
niks. )

" They entered the building in Shamir's apiary where
the honey is processed and packed, and finding the two
women, Mrs. Mor and Mrs. Galili, simply shot them
dead. They then walked along the main kibbutz path
towards the Children’s Home were Shamir’s 250 children
live, firing several rounds of small arms fire into the
building. .

But on the way there they ran into Rami Ben-Ze’ev,
another man, and Judith Simton, who were returning
together from breakfast. The four terroists opened fire,
killing the young volunteer and wounding Ben-Ze’ev. The
third man hid and raised the alarm.

Uzi Zur, 30, a former paratroop officer, immediately
organized a posse of six men and went after the ter-
rorists. “They were trying to return from the apiary to
the Children’s Home, when we ran into them and open-
ed fire,” he said yesterday. “We killed two and the other
two fled back to the apiary”.

“I and another man made an outflanking movement

and an exchange of fire started. It lasted for perhaps.

15 to 20 minutes. They fired automatic weapons as well
as what I thought were bazookas. These were later found
to have been grenades fired from Kalachnikov rifle at-
tachments, which set the grass on fire between the houses,
but caused no other damage.”

“When they stopped firing, I ordered our men to stop
too,” Uzi said, explaining he had feared they might have
kibbutzniks with them. A megaphone was brought up
and one of the kibbutzniks called to the terrorists in
Arabic, asking what they wanted and assuring them that
they would not be hurt if they would not hurt anybody
with them. “They did no answer.”

_ Remarks. — They had planned for the 250 children
as their hostages, but thanks to the Almighty for giving
the victory to Israel.

Several small groups of terrorists have been tracked
down and arrested or killed by Israel patroller.

Three in one group had orders to enter Haifa, go to
the street most crowded and kill as many people as pos-

sible.

Fod
instance, note Daniel and his three Hebrew associates,
who even risked displeasing the mighty king Nebuchad-
nezzar, whose captives they were, by refusing to eat of
the special food and drink prepared for the king him-
self and his household. — Daniel 1. 8.

And it is recorded also of others of them that they
were carcful of tleir diet, for they knew that keeping
their bodies in good health depended largely on their ob-
servances of God’s hygienic laws, and that by doing so
they would also be pleasing to Him.

Today, however, some dare to claim that He has clean-
sed all animals, making ali meats fit for food, and there-
fore we may eat whatever we please — and ignore all
scriptures to the contrary, even the distinctions between
clean and unclean animals was made in Noah’s day, long
before the law covenant was instituted.

We are not to think that Christ changed the unclean
animals so that their meat became clean and wholesomne
and fit for food.

FOODS SANCTIFIED BY j;THE WORD OF GOD

Another text that some use in an effort to justify them-
selves in casting aside God’s Old Testament dietary
arrangements is I Tim. 4: 4, 5: “For every creature of
God ‘is good, and nothing to be refused, if it be received
with thanksgiving;! for it is sanciified (set apart as fit
for food) by the werd of God and prayer.”” A first glancg
one may think that there is a text that supports
eating of every animal the cook may prepare, and
the host serve — from the grub-worm to the rattle-
snake, and from the rat to the elephant; but such is

not the case. On the contrary, this text places a limita-

tion upon the diet to those things which are listed in
the scriptures as permissible, i.e., “sanctified” (set aside
for holy, or clean food) by the word of God, and also
by prayer.

It is only these food, including meats, which God hath
created to be received with thanksgiving of them which
believe and know the truth (v. 3), that are here under
discussion. All such meats (foods; Greek, bromata, —
v. 3 — created by God, are to be received with thanks-
giving for the use of His people, who believe and know
che truth.

Foods that were not created to be received by them
with thanksgiving, that are not sanctified by the word of
God but were by Him designated as unclean, arc not fit
for the stomach of man; and even those which are ap-
proved by Him should first be dedicated by prayer and
properly prepared. To know whether a certain thing is
fit for ‘man to eat, or under divine restriction and dis-
approval, we must consider it in the light of God’s Word.

6 BROTHERS HELD FOR MURDERING
JERUSALEM CABBIE -

Six brothers from Shuafat, north of Jerusalem, arrested
for a series of terrors actions, including the murder on
April 16 of a Jerusalem taxi driver, werc brought for
remand in the Capital’s Magistrate’s Court on Friday.

The brothers, of the Melafata family, were ordered
held for periods of from eight to 15 days. Police told
the court that some of them had already admitted to the
offences ascribed to them.

In addition to the murder of taxi driver Reuven Aber-
gil, whose body was left booby-trapped in the trunk of
his car, the six are also suspected of having left an ex-
plosive charge in a Jerusalem street on May 14, and of
setting up Katyusha rockets to bombard the Capital the
following day.

HOUSE OF JERUSALEM TERRORIST

A two-storey house in Shua’afat belonging to three
brothers accused of murdering a Jerusalem taxi driver
and attemping to fire Katyusha rockets into Jerusalem
was demolished by security forces yesterday.

The new. house was levelled by bulldozers as more
than 1,000 Arabs residents watched. A group of women
chanted in protest, but most of the residents watched in
silence from rooftops and along Nablus Road.

Large security forces, including soldiers and police,
were on hand; but there was no violence,

TWO TERRORISTS KILLED IN NORTH -

Two terrorists were killed near Idmit on the Leba-
nese border late Saturday night. The infiltrators were
spotted by an army patrol which opened fire.

Tracks indicated that these other terrorists managed
to cross the border back to Lebanon. One of the three
is thought to have been wounded.

Near the two bodies, soldiers found light semi-automa-
tic weapons, five-days’ food, propaganda pamphlets, ex-
plosives and grenades and pictures of two girls.

Last week seven terrorists were killed in border clashes
— six of them several kilometres from the Syrian front.

Arab terrorisis last week
murdered two wemen kibbutz members and a New Zea-
iand girl volunteer, and wounded a man here in a vain
attempt to take the kibbutz’s 250 children hostage.

After killing the women, the four Ahmed Jibril terror-
ists, who had slipped in at breakfast time disguised as
Lippies, were cornered by the Shamir settlers and killed
in a 20-minute gun battle. Two of the terrerists were
blown up by their own grenades.

The dead women are Edna Mor, 30, mother of an
eight-yeai-old boy whe was pregnant with her second
child; Shgshana Galili, 60, a mother of three and grand-
mother; and Judith Simton, 21, a volunteer from Auck-
land, New Zealand, who had been at Shamir for a
month.

A JERUSALEM HISTORY TEACHER TEACHES

In a letter that the activists despatched to Minister
Yigal Allon, it was stated that Mr. Yisrael Carmel, a
history teacher in ‘the Denmark High School, devoted
his tenth grade history lessons to the study of the Ser-
mon on the Mount, which comes from the New Tes-
tament, and which are words of Jesus to the people
of Israel. Mr. Carmel even requested his pupils to pur-
chase a copy of the New Testament for the followins
lessons and suggested a missionary store on Prophet
Street where it could bé found.

The letter added that several students objected to
the study of Christian dogma, complaining they had not
as yet received sufficient lessons on Judaism and that
the former should not take precedence over the latter.
With this they refused to purchase a copy of the New
Testament. The teacher ignored their complaints say-
ing that the material was part of the required learning.
To date four lessons on this subject have taken place.

The activists point out in their letter the Denmark
High School has many children of new immigrants,
and these parents ask themselves if they really came to
Israel in order that their children should _study _the
Christian-_bible. They are pointing out the seriousness
of the situation to the Minister of Education and Cul-
ture from a national and educational standpoint.

They are demanding to take suitable measures and
vigorous action in order to eradicate this serious and
disgraceful event.

Understanding is necessary
After the spokesman for the Ministry of Education
and Culture, Mr. Amnon Duncanner, promised to in-
vestigate the matter and to clarify the facts prior to
giving an opinion, Mr. Yisrael Carmel, in conversation
I
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with our Jerusalemm reporter, acknowledged that the
facts were indeed true. According to him, his students
in the tenth grade are studying medieval history, and
in order to fully comprehend this period 't is his opinion
that a basic knowledge of Christian history in its early
period is necessary.

The teacher further pointed out that the Sermon
on the Mount is net explicitly included in the curri-
culum buat he decided on his own that the naterial
is necessary for an understanding of the history lessons
his pupils are now learning.

TEKRORISTS ATTACK FALSELY

DAMASCUS (Reuter). — Thirty-one Isracli hostages
and four “Palestinian commandos” were killed in yester-
day’s attack on Shamir, the Popular Front for the Libe-
ration of Palestine General Command claimed last night.
The Command further claimed that more than 15 Is-
rael soldiers were’ also killed or wounded by the ‘“‘com-
