This includes all gentiles adopted into the fa-

This book is the “Lamb’s book of life” in
heaven Rev. 20: 15. Notice also that in the
very next verse (verse 2 of Daniel 12, it says
many who sleep in the dust of the earth shall
come forth. Hence we see that this is the same
“Time Of Trouble” as mentioned in the Pla-

gues, and, Trumpets, for they wind up with the
Juﬁ%ement, and the end of this age.
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We shall not spend time or space in a de-
tailed desciiption of each of these trumpets
‘and plagues, for the student can read them for
himself, and compare them.

The sscond trumpet and second plague beth
turn the sea into blood water, just like that
‘which happened along the Pacific coast of the
US. & few years ago, and along the coast of
Florida, U.S.A., when the state appealed to the
naticnal government to help them bury the
dead fish piled in heaps all along the shore.

tom of “hidden hungers.” The truly well nour-
ished person does not crave false, empty, so-
called ““foods.” The alcoholic and the smoker
are, according to some tests, trying to satisfy
a hidden hunger for minerz!, viatmin, enzyme
rich natural foods.

Sweets have 2 place to fill in our nutrition
— natural sweets, that is,. Some of these are
unheated honey, real maple syrup, dates, dried
and fresh fruits. All health-conscious™ people
know that honey is an excellent sweet, if it
is not ruined by heating. (Health food stores
carry unheated honey.) Maple syrup is deli-
mious but costly. Dates are one of the world’s
wonder foods. Arabs have know for centuries
that they could cross a desert and survive
healthfully for many days on dates and water.
This delicious fruit gives quick energy, and is
a proved blood builder. It has good satiety
(feelfull) value. If you can get fresh, unspray-
ed dates, fine. If not, buy the others, but they

are ri~h, eat sparingly.

And now we come to sweet fruits. The dried.

fruits are the sweetest. When we eat them,
we must drink extra amounts of water. Among
the dried fruits, the lowly prune is a princess
in disguise. For years people have thought of
the prune as ordinary. We are going to reveal
the true “princess’” value of this fruit, which
is available the vear around and is within the
budget limit of most families.

The prune contains a large amount of natural
sugar — the mono-saccharides — the tvpe of
sugar that is most easily absorbed by the hu-
man bodv. Wise people buy the delicious raw
prepared-for-eating-out-of-hand prunes, on a
trip, or when a meal is missed. The temper of
the whole family is sweetened, and patience is
possible, when a prune or date is eaten to
bridge the time delay. Don't expect children
to he haopy and co-operative and quiet when their
bodies are screaming inside for prover nutri-
tion. On the other hand. we don't load them
up with sweets JUST before a meal, either.

DEPARTMENT

When going on a shopping trip, take along
a handful of stuffed dates and prunes. Prepare
‘them by grinding fine some nuis and raisins,
mixing with a little orange juice and honey,
and stuffing the cavities. You can avoid ‘“‘shop-
pers headache” and you will not crave the
empty, artificial, harmful “treats” that tempt
one on every hand when away from home.
You will say, “These dates and prunes and
nuts are SO delicious — why didn’t [7do this
before ?”

When leaving on a trip, fix up a box of these
goodies and the children won't be begging tc
stop at every wayside stand for hamburegrs,
candies and sugary drinks.

REMARKS. — It is well known that Luke-
Ipia, the incurable blood cancer disezse, Appen-
dicitis and other fatal diseases, are caused by a
constant eating of candy. Many get imto the
fatal habit of having a sack of hard candy sit-
ting where they work, and keep a picce in their

mouth constantly. This bad habit can be formed .
the same as the liquor, or tobacco habit, and

brings serious trouble to you more quickly.

ger, “When thou sittest to eat with a ruler
consider dilligently what is set before you...
Be not desirous of his dainties, for they are
deceitful meat.” — Proverbs 23: 1, 3.

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MEMORIES OF PAST EXPERIENCES IN THE
ECEvE GOSPEL WORK |

S By THEEDITOR

As we jot down old memories of past exper-
iences, for some reason our mind is dwelling
on the eventful winter of 1918 just following
the close of world war one, when the epidemic
of “‘Spanish Influenza” was sweeping over the
U.S.A. taking its toll of several million dead.
| picked up the daily paper on the train while
in route to Michigan answering a call for revival
meetings by Brother and Sister Sterdivant near
Bangor, Mich., and first read about the be-
ginning of the epidemic starting in the Eastern
part of the country. In about three weeks at
the conclusion of our series of meetings, and
organizing a church with Bio. and Sis. Guide
Hart, Bro, and Sis. Sterdivant as leading ofhi-
cers and charter members, the “Flu” as it was
called had reached Michigan.

Returning to our office duties at the “Bible”
Advocate” office in Stanberry, Missouri, for
a week or so checking up, and setting things
in order for a much longer evangelistic tour
answering. a number of urgent calls in the
west, | was soon on my way again. My mother
was then living alone at Bassett, Nebraska,
ﬁwhge'\also my Brother, A. F. Dugger, and my
Sister, Mrs. Paul Carpenter, lived, and the Car-
penter family. The youngest daughter Effie was
“atténding a high school, and serving as pianist
at the Methodist church.

" Bassett being in route to Oregon, where we
had been called by Brother J. W. Osborn, for
an evangelistic effort, 1 stopped there for only
a few days, to visit my mother, as well as the
Carpenters, having been corresponding with Ef-
fie for about five vears, since she had been a
very charming pupil during two terms of school
I had taught near my old home stead, 20 miles
south of Bassett. Brother and Sister Carpenter
lived close neighbours on the homestead where
mother and | had lived for several years after
Father’s death, the year 1910.

As mentioned prviously in these “Memories”,
my Brother Alexander F. and I had each home-
steaded 640 acres of land, adjoining, making two
sections through an act of Congressman, Kin-
kaid, permitiing this large tract of land to be
Liomesteaded. As it was a cattle country, with
much natural hay, we raised c;;ﬂc. By teaching
school every winter | was able to save up, and
purchase another 640 acres joining on the
west, making me 1,280 acres of land. 1 had
it quite well improved, with™a natural artesian
well flowing constantly with thé best pure water.

It had been put down at a depth of several
hundred feet by big cattlemen in that district
before my acquiring the land.

THE TOMB OF LAZARUS
Bethany, a village in the Judean Hills,
is the scene of many events in the New

Testament = °

Easter is the season of resurrection, and in
the’ whole gamut of Christian folklore, one of
the most fascinating accounts is that of the re-
surrection of Lazarus after he had been dead
for four days. Lazarus lived in Bethany with his
sisters, Martha and Mary. They were a close-
lyknit family, friends and admirers of Jesus, and
their home was one of the few where he felt
welcome and at ease, and free to come and go
without formality.

This village in the Judean hills was the scene
of many New Testament stories. Here Jesus
frequently visited Martha and Mary and their
brother; here he feasted at the home of Simon
the Leper (who was said to have been cured
5y—Jesus), and neie the incident of Mary and
the precious ointment took place.

Most striking are the events related in chap-
ter 11 of the Gospel of St. John, telling how
_azarus died and was buried, and how he was
-estored to life. ,

MORE TERROR SABOTAGE
IN JORDAN

Terrorist sabotage continued in Jordan yes-
terday for the fifth day as Egyptian effo;ts to
convene a pan-Arab conference to discuss the
Jordanian-terrorist conflict failed to achieve any-
thing.

A Jordanian Governmernt-spokesman said that
the terrorists had blown up bridges, culverts and
railway lines. The terrorists had also fired on
army positions and laid mires, kiiling one sol-
dier and wounding three.

The spokesman said that the terrorists had
also kidnapped a soldier after attempting to

idnap two retired officers in a village near
the northern city of Irbid.

The terrorists had earlier blown up an oil
line to Jordan’s only refinery, near Zzrkia, but
this was repaired several hours later and the
oil supply was restored on Friday night.

Yesterday's sabotage acts marked the ninth
day of violence, with the terrorists and several
Arab Governments charging that the Jordanian
Army was “liquidating” the terrorist movement.
