CITY’S ANCIENT SOCIAL HISTORY
— MAZAR .

Prof. Biryamin Mazar, organizer of the ar-
chaeological dig in the area ‘surrqunding _the
Temple Mount, said last night that findings
there to date have thrown remarkable light on
daily life in Jerusalem during the period of
the Second Temple. .

Prof. Mazar was speaking at a festive din-
ner held at the Knesset in honour of this year's
recipients of honorary degrees from the Heb-

GAZA. -— Fourteen Rafah residents, mostly
children aged 4 to 8, were injured here by a
home-made bomb thrown at an army patrol
about 8 a.m. last week.

Blackened areas and seared
palm trees mark the use of napalm, and the
causeway connecting the town with the cily
of Suez is pockmarked by huge bomb craters
and buckled railway tracks. An unexploded
bomb lay rusting on the side of the makeshift
connecting road.

In Suez itself, Egyptian information officials
caused a flurry by announcing a first Israeli
violation of the cease-fire, and then retracting
it as a mistake. It followed shortly after three
high-flying jets, vapour trails streaming be-
hind them in the cloudless blue sky, swept close
tc the town Egyptien ofhcials identificed them
as Israel, apparently on a rcconnaissance mis-
sion, and said they had viclated air space on
the Egyptian side of the cease-fire line.

In the
Jewish Quarter of the Old City in Jerusalem,
Prof. N. Avigad is now completing the third
in the series of excavations in the Quarter in-
tended to explore the history of settlement in
the upper city of ancient Jerusalem.
