What can we expect of such a people?
What are the ties and factors upon which
they claim partnership in such a nation, and

in, what way may the newcomer best serve that

nation ?

It is true that the compulsive power of love

for the fatherland, the home of the founders

of their naion, has drawn many, yet it is
sadly admitted many others have been driven
there by persecutions.

The present condition

I don’t know when I have been so concerned
about the spiritual condition cf helievers, as |
am today. A caretul diagnosis of cver 30,000
fundamental, evangelical believers shows that
less than 7 per cent have a Family Altar, less
than 5 per cent read and mediate upon the
Bible daily, less than 5 per cent ever try to
win a soul, and but few attend the prayer meet-
ings.

In travelling about 5,000 /niles a month, vi-
siting church after church, area after area, I
have yet to find one exception where believer
as a group are anything but luke-warm, indif- .
ferent, powerless, self-counplacent, easy-gcing,
worldly, andcarnal.

y are so few souls being saved in our evan-
gelical churches? Why is there so little concern
about the spiritual powerlessnessq among be-
lievers> Why are the preachers so ineffective
as prophets in our day? :

My answer is that one main reason for th
spiritual condition of our day is the influence
of Devil-vision — excuse me, Television —
both upon the preachers and people of our
chuches.

We are not thinking of TV in relation to the.
unsaved. We are vitally concerned with the
spiritual state of believers. For years the fun-
damental  churches tock-#yclear-cut-tendArrins—
shows, dances, and other ‘worldly, carnal habits,
But today there is hardly a church or a preacher
taking such a stand against TV which intro-
duces all these evils into the homes of our
people. :

Will any believer dare say that TV improves
his spiritual life? God's Word has the answer:
“In all thy ways acknowledge Him...” “Whe.
ther ye eat, drink, or whatsoever ve do, do all .
to the glory of God.” “Abstain from alla

——inthe next room; I sensed a quieter atmosphere.
I went to find out what the children were look-
ing at and found them watching a “Wild West”
Roy Rogers show like the ones I used to see

“when an unsaved boy. I spoke to the preacher
to come to see the “controlled programmes”
for his children. The only way to control TV
would be to have a paid watchman on duty
and even then many believers would try to
bribe him 1o behold Hollywood’s best.

- The rise of the commandos, and their internal
hatreds of each other brcke out into terror
and misery for many of the people inhabiting
this ancient country (now in the confines of
Jordan). Septemker witnessed scenes of unpa-
ralleled violence, especially in the hijacking
by the commandos of four aircraft in the de-
sert north of Amman. The whole world looked
-on in fear and astonishment at this unique oc-
“currence, with the aircraft passengers held as
hostages; as bargaining went .on by the com-~
-mandos for release of Arabs and cthers, held
by varioaus governments. Later, four aircraft
were destroyed with bombs. ‘

Then, later in the month, war broke out be-
tween the ‘rival commandos and also between
them and the Government forces. At least one
more attempt wes made on the life of King
Hussein, and the destruction in Amman was
very heavy, as was also the death roll. in the
fighting there, On the 24th of September, one
report from London said: “King Hussein looks
out over his smoking ruined capital where
wounded cry in the streets and sees large areas

“of his land wrested from him.” It also asked

“‘.mndo .foﬂ.é;now having been- re-
cognized by him, have also placed him in an
almost impossible situation.

The proof is in our days exactly as prophesied.

() The West Bank of the jordan with its
two sections, north and south, was to be in
the hands of Jordan in the last days, together
with the Holy places in Jerusalem (Ezek. 35:
10 and 36: 2) but were to be held by Israel
in the latter days (Isa. I1: 4 and Matthew
23: 39). Both'of these are now exactly in the
position indicated.

(3) Israel scattered by God into many lands
(Jer. 31: 10) were to be partly regathered
prior tc the coming of Lord Jesus (Ezekiel
ch. 38: 12). The small section of 2 1/2 mil-
lions have returned from 102 lands; the re-
mainder to be brought back when Jesus sits
as King in jerusalem (Isa._18: 7 and ch. 66:
20). -

(4) Egypt and Jordan would be the chief

enemies of Israel in the time of the end (Joel =

~3:19). That is the case today, and the greatest
threat to Israel — backed by Russia.

()5 A great Power from the north would
assist the Arab nations in the last days to
come against Israel (Ezek. 38: 2 and Joel ch.
2: 20). The Soviet is the one great power
which has risen since 1917, and occupies the
position, giving assistarice to all the enemies
of Israel.

(6) A great war of nations, in three distinct
phases v. 16: 13} would happen in the
“last days” to complete the “‘Great Day of
God Almighty.”” This is clearly seen in World
War I, and World War I, and now verging
on World War III. The wars of 1914 and 1939
were only temporarily halted by an Armistice
~and not a peace, and

Brother Livengood was placed over the book
work as dffice manager to fill orders from col-
porteurs etc. Soon another addition was built
on the whole back end of the Publishing house
for a book bindery, at a cost of several thou-
sand. Book binding machinery was purchased.
Brother Chester Walker took a course in book
binding at St. Joseph, Mo., and was given
charge of this department. We had just printed
another edition of five thousand copies, and
the work was thriving in- all fields. 4

The executive committee met and in discuss-
ing the book work under the influence of .the
opposition brethren said there was too much
profit being made on the books. Prices were
for cloth binding $3.00, half leather $4.00. The
colporteurs were given onc half in order for
them to pay their lodging, travelling expenses,
etc. It was ag~inst our wishes, and earnest pro- -
tests that the committee voted to cut the price
one half, and also the colporteurs profit one
half. It was the opposion that thus destroyed this
good work. '

We had overseers in various states and work
was thoroughly organized. Many people were
being enlightened — through the book, as well
as contacts being made with many of like
faith who rejoiced to learn about the “Church
of God.”

We explained to the committee that when
the merits of the book were thoroughly explain-
ed by the colporteur, the prospective purchaser
would be glad to pay twice as much for the
book as the price we were getting. That the
book was worth more than even that price
to any home, but still they made the fatal mis-
take. )

Soon all state overseers, and all colporteurs
left the work, not being able to keep up their
expenses on so small a profit. This was the end
of the organized colporteur work, and it has
never since been revived. Elder O. |). Grimm
deceased, was a young man then, and one of
our most successful colporteurs. '
